DALLAS (AP) — General
Telephone Co. of the Southwest
has filed for an immediate rate
increase of about 30 per cent in
Garland, Irving, and 14 other
Dallas suburban cities.

Simultaneously, the Texas Su-
preme Court upheld a lower|
court ruling Wednesday arising
from a Garland‘General Tele-
phone 1972 court battle that the
utility firm must provide spe-|
cific rate making information|
to individual cities.

Lowell R. Newman, Dallas
area general manager for Gen-
eral Telephone, told a Wednes-|
day news conference that the |
rate increases would raise an
additional $7.3 million in annual
revenues for the telephone com-
pany. He said the biggest
share., $2.7 million would come
from Garland.

Newman said the increase|
would give General Telephone|
an 8.9 per cent rate of return
on the fair value of property
compared with the present 5.6
per cent rate of return.
