Halesboro School Memories

By L.eona Wright

My memories of Halesboro School
begin in 1908. The Dick Denny
family, along with some neighbors,
left their homes seven miles west of
Mt. Pleasant in the summer of 1908
and came 10 Blossom Prairie to help
harvest a bumper cotton crop. We
landed at Lone Oak, three miles south
of Deport, with a school and gin and
store, justafter Christmas. We moved
to the E.K. Gunn farm, one mile from
Halesboro Cemetery Union Church,
There were always one or more stores
there and chicken peddlers.

The Patten brothers ran one store,
also a peddling wagon, along with
Will Crump who also had a wagon.

Dr. Craddock moved there and
practiced medicine for several years

before returning to Bogata. 1 believe

he replaced Dr. Shy after his death.
My two sisters started school atonce.
[ think I'started in 1912, at age seven.
We only had six months of school in

those years. We were all farmers and
children learned at an early age to
work at whatever needed doing.

We walked a mile and a half and
there was plenty of black mud then.
Our one room school house was on
the lefthand side of theroad, below
Uncle George Hobb's house, before
crossing the creek toward Morris
Chapel.

There were no modern facilities of
any kind. A deep ditch out back and
an uncovered well in front provided
water unless rabbits fell in, then we
used creck water or carried a fruit jar
of water from home.

We played "crack the whip over
the river", "drop the handkerchief”
and the boys played ball but I don't

remember about the balls and bats.
Probably handcrafted, most balls
those days were made from yarn
raveled from men's work socks with
a rock in the middle.

It's Cow Culling Time In Texas

Weaning time is an excellent op-
portunity to identify and cull poor
producing cows, says a livestock
specialist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, Dr. Randall
Grooms.

With annual cow costs amounting

- 10 about $350 per head, profitability
- 18 an evasive goal for any cow-calf

producers. Inferior calves have infe-
rior parents.

Mothers of non-profitable calves
are inferior because they calve late in
the season or fail to give adequate
milk for the calf's growth. In either
case, it is highly probable that she
will repeat her inferior production

percentof the cows ina herd produce
calves that are significantly below
the herd average. Producers deter-
mine their culling level by the availa-
bility of replacements or the desire
for profit.

Sort the smaller, inferior calves
from the others. The following mom-
ing, put the inferior calves with the
cows. Cows claiming these calves
cna be identified and culled. After
weaning calves, many producers
prefer to keep cull cows until frost.
This allows the cow to regain body
condition and weight. With current
low prices, now is an excellent time
to shape up a cow herd and putitina

Some other firms offer to getyou a
free "personal earnings and benefit
estimate statement” if only you buy
their product, a book or newsletter
for example.

You can get your own free "Per-
sonal Earnings and Benefit Estimate
Statement” by calling Social SEecu-
rity and asking. There is no other
obligation. And the book being of-
fered, well Ihave never seen one that
contained any information that was
not available free from Social Secu-
rity.

We are concerned that you may
needlessly pay for services that the
Social Sccurity Administration pro-
vides free. and that these businesses
promote their services by fostering a
falsc impression that either Social
Security will not provide these serv-
ices or it is difficult for the public to
obtain them.

Remember, our services are free.
So just toss those direct mail solicita-
tions in the trash and cali your nearest
Social Security office.

There are many so called "rea-
sons" that the abuser uses. But are
these reasons or excuses?

There are also many affects of
child abuse. There could be mental
damage, physical damage, or even
death as a result to the beatings.

There have been many cases of the
child beaten to death, or the child has
been beaten severe enough toneed a
doctor. But the child never goes to the
doctor because the parentor parents
do not want to get in trouble by the
law. So the child finally dies from the
wounds or gets an infection from the
wounds and dies anyway. Even if
they do take them to the hospital it
might be 100 late to save the child.

Butevenifthey dotakethechild to
the hospital, the parentsusually make
up another reason of how the child
got hurt. Even if
the hospital thinks the child has been
abused they may not can get enough
evidence to charge the parents with
child abuse, so then they stll get off
scott free.

Thereisstillanother question. How
can we help stop child abuse?

The best way 1o Stop it is to never
let it start in the first place. But there
is also another way. Thatis forevery-
body to watch out for everybody.

If you think or know of a child that

is being abused there are many 24
hour hotlines that you can call that
will check the people owt and see if
the child is being abused. The people
will never be told who called and
reported the child abuse, they will
also never know youdiditunless you
tell them.
There is one hotline at the front of
your phone book. It is 1-800-252-
5400. If you call this hotline the
people they will contact the local au-
thoritics . Then the authorities will
check the people out.

Sopleaseif youhave any reason to
believe that a child you know of is
being abused in any way, please
contact someone. If you don't do it
then noone else will. You could save
a childs life with one phone call!

Editors Note: Once more we are
running a child's view of
things...this time on a much more
serious subject than "How I Spent
My Summer Vacation". The
simple, direct plea to adults to help
her contemporaries is short and to
the point.
