They acquired
a farm five miles east of town
but in the year 1903 Mrs. Ro-
binson was staying in town
with the seven children so that
the older ones could go to
school. It was on April 25, 1903,
that Mr. Robinson came in
from the farm, picked up Grace,
Allene, Jim, and Gertrude to go
out with him to spend the week
end at the farm. Mother could-
not go as Celia was ill with ty-
phoid fever and Gertrude was a
baby. About 5 that afternoon
he became very ill and sent
Nellie and Allene to walk the
five miles to town to get Mrs.
Robinson and Dr. Estes. It soon
got dark pitch dark. Mr. Ro-
binson was getting worse by the
minute.
