Crash of

U.S. Proposal on

Arms Reduction
Snags on Russia

LAKE SUCCESS, N. Y —(#/—An
American proposal for world-wide
arms reduction being drafted for
presentalion to the United Nations
Security Coumecth nlready has
snagged on Russidyn objéctives, dau-
thoritative sources said Saturday.

The basic arms-atomic plan, au-
thored by Delegate Warren R, Aus-
tin after consultations with Presi-
dent Truman and Secretary of State
George C. Marshall, was taken up
privately and in advance with the
other 10 nations on the council. The
Soviet objections developed during
a conference beiween Austin and
Deputy Foreign Mmister Andrei A.
Gromyko, who represents Russia
on the peace making body.

Whether the United States now
will give ground or insist on all
major provisions of the proposal was
r.ot known

Indications wese that Austin
would be guided by the ultimate re-
sults of his off-the-floor parlays
with the other delegates. Many of
the dipiomats were non-committal,
referring first to seek instructions
from home governments, and their
views likely will become known in
detail at next Tuesday’s council
meefing \

At that session Austin wil] of-
fer thé proposal in the form of a
resolution, which stresses these
points:

1. The council should establish an
11-nation disarmament commission
to make recommendations. This
body would not take up the atomic
bomb or other weapons of mass
destruction, which would be kept
under the present Atomic Energy
Commission,

2. A committee of the whole should
be formed to Jay down the specific

PHILIDELPHIA — (&) — English
Janguage newspavers in the nation’s
third largest city were reduced to
three yesterday with suspension of
publication by the strikebound Phil-
a2delphia Record, founded nearly 77
years ago as the metropolitan area’s
first one-cent journal

After suspending publication, Pub-
lisher J. David Stern sold the Rec-
ord and the Camden, N. J. Morning
Post and Evening Courier to the
Philadeiphia Evening Bulletin,
America's largest evening newspa-
{x’r. along with Radio Station
WCAU which was  acquired last
year for $6,000,000.

Approzimately 580 CIO American
Newsapper Guild members at the
three Stern newspapers have been
on strike since Nov. 1 in a demand
for higher wages and beiter work-
ing conditions. Publication con-
tinued until Saturday with executive
personnel filling editorial jobs. The
Record employed 1.000 and the com-
bined Camden papers 400,

Robert McLean, president of the
Bulletin Company, said the Bulletin
al the earliest date will extend its
service by publishing a Sunday edi-
tion includ?ng features of the Sun-
day Record and “the other services
rendered Dby the Record and the
Courier Post of Camden we hope
will be resumed under independent
ownership.” There was no amplifi-
cation,

A statement posted at the Record
proposed to take into Bulletin em-
ployment as many of the Record
workers as may be practicable under
its expanded operations and added
those who have been at work the
past 60 days will be continued on
the payroll and receive regular pay
for a period not exceeding 10
weeks for those who do not accept
other employment. There was g
similar statement at the Courier-
Post regarding keeping employes
on the payroll.

Stern said it has been impossibie
to obtain a fair settlement of the
Guild strike “which would assure
this newspaper of its ability to dis-
charge its obligations to the public.”
National President Milton C. Mur-
ray of the Guild stated suspension
of the newspapers “represents a
tragic failure of collective bargain-
ing,” and that Stern in selling his
publicalions ‘“can rest no blame on
the Newspaper Guild.’

The disease first appeared in a
pasture on a ranch about 20 miles
from Houston, on the Galveston-
Houston Highway.

This
was in full view of the highway,
some 600 feet away. A well-worn
path testified that many persons
visited the tank, some bathing or
washing clothes. It was thought
this was the germ’s introduction to
Texas.

Numerous other sources were in-
vestigated, including close check on
merchandise from South America.
