el-We were closely watched by the 
natives. We were witnesses to the 
town," he said. 

As the week's work neared to an 
end, some work on the church re-
mained. The shell of a building had 
taken form. The outside stuccoing 
had been started so that the mem-
bers of the congregation who had 
worked along side the Americans 
could finish what had been started. 
Sheetrock had gone up and been 
taped and bedded. Pews of rough 
sawn lumber had been built and 
placed in the sanctuary. For the first 
service ever, one hundred and eighty 
people showed up, and to Baxter's 
delight, two were 'saved." 

"In Mexico, things don't have to be 
perfect. They are very relaxed about 
things. There is always tomorrow," 
he told his fellow church members 
and sponsors at the Roaring Springs 
Full Gospel Church recently. 
For Baxter, this was his fourth mis-
sion trip. He was too far behind in his 
own work and too tired from the push 
to think about going across the bor-
der again next year, but then again, 
there is always tomorrow. 

the town was kinda laid out like Roar- 
ing Springs." Baxter found the only 
telephone in town in the only store in 
town, a grocery store so scarcely 
stocked with a few tins of food that it 
made him aware of the unappreci-
ated plenty available in America. The 
telephone linked the isolated commu-
nity to the outside world. Referring 
to their curiosity about the visitors, 
he said, "They are a hungry people--
remember, they have no TV They 
have TV sets, but no chance for re-
ception." 

The Mexican church members 
had been meeting in the pastor's 
house, filling the 70 year-old lady's 
home from wall to wall. The Pente-
costals and Nazarenes had joined to-
gether to form a congregation and 
start a church in this bastion of Mexi-
can Catholicism, strongly influenced 
by ancient native religious ideas and 
celebrations. 

Though there were many oppor-
tunities in Mexico for the work wit-
ness program, the regional Nazarene 
superintendent had selected this par-
ticular congregation to benefit. 
American church members were 
willing to leave theirjobs in the states 
and work at the most mundane tasks, 
just to be an ambassador for Christ. 

Because materials were scarce in 
this settlement, some members of 
the team took their utility trailer that 
had been loaded down with food, 
tools, and necessaries for a week of 
work and traveled 30 or 40 miles away 
to buy supplies and lumber at trade 
centers such as Madera. Everything 
but sand and gravel which was avail-
able locally had to be secured from 
the outside. 

Don Baxter of Roaring Springs 
recently spent a week helping build 
a church in Mexico. The project was 
a "work witness mission' sponsored 
by Pentecostal and Nazarene congre-
gations and involved 21 men and 
women from Texas, South Carolina, 
Florida and Colorado. 

Baxter and the crew rendez-
voused at El Paso, then crossed the 
border and passed two check points 
without the usual delay of unpacking 
all their gear for custom inspections. 
They traveled over very rough roads 
for about 275 miles southwest into the 
interior of the state of Chihuahua 
before arriving at Ano de Hidalgo, an 
ejido of about 400 or 500 people which 
is located in the Sierra Madres Moun-
tains. (An ejido is a tract of land 
granted by the government and held 
in common by a peasant community; 
ejidatarios are often among the poor-
est and most exploited of Mexico's 
rural workers.) 

"These people gave us the best 
they had, but there were no showers 
for the men. So we visited in differ-
ent homes to take a shower. The hos-
pitality by a number of (native) people 
was unsurpassed," he said. "One 
man, who told us in English that his 
house was our house, worked hard to 
feed wood into his hot water heater 
so we could take a hot, hot shower. 
And I mean it was a hot shower." 

The wood, whether for firewood 
for the hot water heaters and stoves, 
planks for the outhouse buildings, or 
posts for the fences, comes from the 
pine forests of the Sierra Madres. 

"An old railroad ran through town. 
It had been abandoned. I thou-ght that

"I will supplement my regular 
revenue processing staff with 
enough contract employees each 
month to process every sales tax re-
port and ensure that local govern-
ments receive every dollar that is 
coming to them. Officials who use 
sales tax revenue to gauge local eco-
nomic activity can be confident that 
their local rebate figures, particularly 
the year-to-date figures, truly repre-
sent local business activity, and hope-
fully economic growth," Comptroller 
Rylander said. 

Matador received a net payment 
this period of $1,810.53, compared to 
$971.73 last year, a 86.32% increase. 
2000 payments to date are $6,785.57, 
compared to $6,283.63 in 1999, a 7.98% 
increase. 

Roaring Springs received 
$1,492.41, compared to $232.90 last 
year, a 540.79% increase. 2000 pay-
ments received to date are $2,629.60, 
compared to $3,189.48 in 1999, a -
17.55% decrease. 

The Comptroller's next sales tax 
allocation is scheduled for Friday, 
April 14. 

(Austin) — Texas Comptroller 
Carole Keeton Rylander delivered 
last week a total of $196.1 million in 
monthly sales tax payments to 1,104 
Texas cities and 119 counties, a 13.4 
percent increase over the $172.8 mil-
lion allocated to cities and counties 
in March, 1999. Sales tax rebates for 
the rust three months of 2000 are up 
8.4 percent, compared to the first 
three months of 1999. 

Comptroller Rylander sent sales 
tax rebates totaling $179.8 million to 
Texas cities, 12.8 percent higher than 
last March's payments of $159.4 mil-
lion. Rebates of $16.2 million to Texas 
counties were up 20.5percent com-
pared to allocations of $13.4 million 
in March, 1999. 

The state's six metropolitan tran-
sit authorities and two city transit 
departments received $69.4 million. 
Another $6.6 million went to 48 spe-
cial purpose districts. 

March sales tax rebates repre-
sent sales taxes collected in January 
and reported to the Comptroller in 
February. 

Comptroller Rylander also an-
nounced that she has contracted with 
a private sector company to assist in 
the peak monthly processing of thou-
sands of sales tax returns. By doing 
so, cities, counties, transit systems 
and special purpose taxing districts 
will receive local sales tax revenue 
more quickly. 

"The number of days available to 
my staff to process sales tax revenue 
and calculate local sales tax alloca-
tions varies each month due to week-
ends and holidays that fall within the 
processing period," Comptroller 
Rylander said. "In months with fewer 
processing days, some sales tax rev-

shatters record 
Democrat vote totals for Presidential 
election lowest in decades

record of 1,019,803 voters in a GOP 
primary had been shattered in the 

2000 elections. The 2000 Republican 
primary vote totals topped 1.14 mil-
lion, Additionally, it appears that the 
Democrat turnout in the 2000 pri-
mary was the lowest for a presiden-
tial election year in decades.

Conversely, Democrat vote 
totals have fallen sharply over the 
last decade. In the last 12 years the 
Democrat Party has lost more than 
half its base: from 1.7 million voters 
in 1988 to 780,000+ votes in 2000.

With the news of the death of Marjorie 
Jackson Davis, memories take us back to 
the days when members of the John Mor-
gan Jackson family were neighbors in 
Matador. 

According to Eleanor's History of 
Motley County, the Jackson family began 
many years ago when Benjamin Franklin 
Whitaker with his wife and daughter, 
Annie, moved west from Fannin County 
to Dickens County, Texas. They came in 
a covered wagon drawn by oxen and 
settled in a dugout on Croton.

He was seven years old 
when his family moved to Shirt-tail Ridge, 
Yell County, Arkansas, and nine when the 
family moved to Texas. John Morgan 
Jackson had worked on his father's farm 
and ranch in Ellis County, Texas, until he 
began work as a range rider with the 
Matador Land and Cattle Company. He 
was 22 when Annie Whitaker came to Cro-
ton. While working at the Croton Line 
Camp, John met Annie and thought she 

was the prettiest girl he'd ever met. They 
were married in Afton in March, 1896, in 
a small one-room church by the light of 
coal oil lamps. 

When in 1909, he was made the third 
superintendent of the Matador Land and 
Cattle Company, Annie and their children 
were moved to the "White House" where 
"Mom" Jackson took care of the young 
cowboys along with her own family, dur-
ing the 15 years she lived there. She made 
"many an apple pie and pitcher of lemon-
ade for her boys." 

The Jacksons lost their son, Albert, 
in World War I, and their son ebe's plane 
was lost over the Pacific in World War II. 
Mrs. Jackson, as a Gold Star Mother, was 
sent by the government to France after 
World War I and was privileged to visit 
Albert's grave. 

Mr. Jackson died in a car accident in 
1950, and Mrs. Jackson made her home 
in Matador until her death in 1963. 

The Jackson children, other than 
Albert and Bebe, were Violet, Edith, Ethel 
(Mrs. Pat Sheridan), Gordon, who mar-
ried Johnie Mitchell, Lois (Mrs. Bert 
Hunter), Mary (Mrs. Morgan Rogers), 
Annie Mae, John F. (married Azalena 
Bennett) and Marjorie "Marge" who mar-
ried Blewett Davis. Bebe married Muriel 
Stevens. They were a loved family in Mot-
ley County, and served their community 
faithfully in many ways.

3rd Edition of a Pioneer's Week 

Mrs. Wolseley quoted II Samuel 13:8 
which says, "She took some dough, 
kneaded it, made the bread in his sight 
and baked it." 

"Wednesday meant Baking Day dur-
ing my growing up years. Only a huge alu-
minum dishpan could hold the twenty-
four cups of flour my mother scooped into 
it with a chipped ironstone mug, plus the 

quart of scalded milk, salt, a little sugar, 
some potato-water starter, and have 
enough room left - after ten minutes of 
hand-kneading - for rising dough. 

Several hours later Mom plopped the 
spongy batch onto a floured board and 
sliced it into eight chunks. Marble-sized 
pieces pinched from the first lump went 
three at a time into muffin-tin cups. "Your 
cloverleaf rolls are so light I could use 
them to powder my back," someone said. 

The second chunk - patted into a rect-
angle, sprinkled with cinnamon sugar, 
raisins and nuts - was rolled and sliced. 
"Let me have the uneven ends," I teased. 
Although the sugar gritted with each bite, 
I ate the raw, sweetened dough. 

Mom smoothed the other six chunks 
into cocoon shapes, buttered their tops 
and slid them into waiting pans. Several 
hours later, well-tanned loaves pulled 
from the oven wafted a wonderful, 
bakerlike smell. The fattest of the lot was 
set aside as "the Lord's loaf." During 
Depression days, food was hard to come 
by, but "Someone needs it worse than we," 
the folks said. "God will show us who." 

"Homemade bread should be eaten 
while it's hot and crusty" was an unwrit-
ten law at our house. Besides, we couldn't 
wait until suppertime. Grace came first, 
then stirring the jug so it wouldn't be 
mostly cream, Mom poured milk for me 
and coffee for herself and Dad. Over 
chunks of hot crusty bread slathered with 
homemade butter and strawberry jam, 
conversation began: "Anything new at 
school today?' 

Wednesday Baking Day ended with 
Wednesday night's Bible Study and 
Prayer Meeting. Everyone attended the 
services. That's where "the Lord's loaf" 
went, too. 

My bread doesn't measure up to 
Mom's, so I share other things with those 
the Lord points out. After all, troubles al-
ways lessen over a slice of hot apple pie 
or fresh peach cobbler topped with 
cream." (Thursday will be cleaning day.)

Survey Project points 
to Eradication benefits 

News from the 
County Agent 

by Lonnie Jenschke, Motley County Agent 
Early results indicate that pro-

ducers inside active Boll Weevil 
Eradication Zones will have an ap-
preciable advantage during the 2000 
growing season over those not yet in 
eradication programs. 

Overwinter habitat surveys con-
ducted by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service and supported by 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. indicate 
that warm winter temperatures have 
done little to seriously affect the mor-
tality rates of dormant boll weevils 
around the area. 

The good news is that the sur-
veys are picking up noticeable differ-
ences in weevil numbers inside and 
outside active eradication zones. 

The project, which will continue 
for several more weeks, will provide 
insight into weevil survival rates go-
ing into the 2000 crop year. 

At this time three of the five 
eradication zones on the Texas High 

Plains are up and running and pre-
paring for their first full year of eradi-
cation activity. The other two zones, 
the Northern High Plains and the 
Southern High Plains-Caprock, are 
preparing to vote on establishment 
of eradication programs that would 
begin with diapause treatments in 
2001. 

The bad news for growers out-
side active zones is there are likely 
to be tremendous numbers of wee-
vils from start to finish during the 
2000 growing season. Extra effort will 
be required to keep the pest from 
causing significant economic dam-
age. 

Boll Weevil management infor-
mation is available on the Internet 
from local County Extension or Inte

Texas A&M Research and Extension 
Center located south of Vernon. The 
course will be May 9-10, 2000 and will 
begin at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday. This 
will be a working workshop where the 
ranchers will be assisted in complet-
ing their own analysis. SPA provides 
ranchers an opportunity to analyze 
their ranch operation from both a 
production and financial side. SPA 
facilitates the comparison of an 
operation's performance between 
years, producers, production re-
gions, and production systems. SPA 
is intended to be used as an annual 
tool by the cow-calf producer. 

This is an intensive workshop 
with the intent being ranchers com-
pleting the analysis for the 1999 calf 
crop. Registered operators will be 
sent forms to organize data before 
the conference. Confidentiality of the 
producers data will be maintained. 
Individual conferences will be held 
with producers. Each ranch will be 
provided an assistant and a com-
puter. It is important to register early 
so you can be advised on how to or-
ganize your data for the SPA analy-
sis.

PLANTING HOME 
GARDENS EARLY 

Home gardens are being planted 
early this year due to a mild winter 
Extension horticulturist Vincent 
Mannino says most people are antici-
pating that winter is over, and the 
chance of a freeze is low. He says 
spring has sprung as far as local 
nurseries are concerned. A May har-
vest can be expected for homegrown 
tomatoes, instead of the usual June 
harvest. If there is another freeze, 
these plants could be lost, but many 
people are still taking a chance. 
Mannino says the earlier the veg-
etables can be produced, the less 
problem there will be with insects 
like stinkbugs. Early application of 
mulch will help counteract the lack 
of soil moisture from drought condi-
tions. Using less fertilizer will keep 
vegetables from growing too large 
and demanding more water. Texas 
nurseries are seeing an early de-
mand for spring vegetables. 

BEEF CATTLE SPA

CATTLE MARKET PREDICTED 
TO CONTINUE STEADY PACE 

Strong beef demand, cheap 
grain, and a small calf crop will con-
tinue to be the keys to the current 
rise in the beef market. Extension 
beef economist Ernie Davis predicts 
high prices will continue to 2001, with 
feeder cattle prices remaining in the 
mid-80s per hundred weight. Contin-
ued strong demand for beef and de-
clining feeder cattle supplies will sup-
port prices. However, he says prices 
will be sensitive to forage and crop 
developments this spring. Davis says 
a strong economy and continued high 
consumer confidence helps to sup-
port beef prices. Extension beef 
cattle specialist Larry Boleman says 
ranchers should enjoy the high 
prices. But they should not be lax in 
management practices. He suggests 
using some of that extra money on 
repairs or to purchase something 
that is needed. 

FIRE ANT ACTIVITY 
INCREASING WITH SPRING 
Fire ants love the springtime. It 

is the ideal time for imported fire ants 
to begin working on their mounds 
and causing problems for 
homeowners. The past dry winter 
kept fire ants deep in the ground, and 
the mild winter means only a small 
reduction in their numbers. Fire ants 
like to nest in open, sunny yards that 
are mowed and water regularly. Most 
mounds have multiple queens, each 
of whom produce up to 800 eggs per 
day. Just sprinkling a product over 
the top of a mound may not control 
the whole colony. There are many 
Texas communities working to-
gether to successfully manage fire 
ants. These neighborhood-wide
