We ¢ A ng wayv to go before taxes are assessed on an
equal bagis in Ochiltree county, for example. Farm land is not
assessed nt same percent of market value as is cily residental
property. Business inventories and equipment are soaked harder
than personal property, Despite attempts to be equal, scme houses
are taxed a bigger percent of their worth than are others.

But the thing that draws the most nequilies are personal
taxes. Personal taxes assessed against cars and house trailers
can go urpaid and very little seems to be done about it, 1f

a person owns no real estate, the personal property tax put on
his car ¢y the school and city often goes ignored. When the car
leaves town, so does the tax. It costs more to try and collect
it that the tax is worth.

But Kansas has a way of collecting these taxes.

This device, which virtually guarantees the eventual collection
of ad valorem taxes on personal property and motor vehicles,
is the requirement that all, or at least half, of personal taxes
must be paid on schedule before an applicant can qualify for
new license plates.

Since there is no question but that license plates are required
every vear, it follows that the school and city tax must be paid
every year It makes no difference if the person moves—he still
must present a personal property tax receipt from somewhere
before he can get his tags.

Owmers of cars and house trailers who move a lot don't like
this way of collecting taxes in Kansas. But Kansas .awmakers
hold to the idea that if an owner of a house and lot must pay
a personal tax cn his car, so should the fellow who owns a
house on wheels. Il makes sense to us, and we don't think
anyone would object seriousiy. We could learn something from
these Kansans
