Endangered flowers provide

key to sports complex ap

What in the name of Lady
Bird Johnson is the Texas Pop-
py Mallow?

It’s an endangered flower-
ing plant found nowhere else
in Texas but Mitchell, Runnels
and Coke Counties, and a local
$880,000 sports complex pro-
ject may be riding on its culti-
vation here.

The 20 acre complex site on
the northwest side of town will
have an entire acre devoted to
growing poppy mallows, and it
will be worthwhile just from an
aesthetic standpoint because
they are tall plants with beauti-
ful red flowers.

An Angelo State University
botany professor whose career
is substantially based on the
study of them will be involved.

Lower tax

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Mahon a "Legal Legend"

Senior U. S. District Judge
Eldon Mahon of Fort Worth, a
Loraine native, has been
named one of the top 100
“legends” of the state’s legal
profession of the 20th Cen-
tury.

“I really feel in good com-
pany,” Judge Mahon said, re-
ferring to his recognition in a
recent edition of Texas Lawyer
magazine in Austin.

“It’s a great honor. I knew
many of these lawyers. Some
were my law professors at the
University of Texas.”

Judge Mahon, 82, a gradu-
ate of Loraine High School,
has been a senior judge since
1989.

He is best known for presid-
ing over the Fort Worth school
desegregation case from ‘75 to
‘90. '

“I feel more satisfied about
the progress we made within
the Fort Worth school district
than with anything that [ dealt
with in court,” he told the Fort
Worth Star Telegram.

Judge Mahon, a former Mit-
chell County attorney and
32nd Judicial District attorney
and judge, was United States
attorney for the Northern Dis-
trict of Texas from ‘68 to ‘72,
when he was appointed to the
federal bench by President
Nixon.

He was honored in a special
edition of Texas Lawyer enti-
tled “Legal Legends: A Cen-
tury of Texas Law and Law-
yering.”

His colleagues on the list
include the late James Allred,
who was the governor of Texas
in the 1930’s, Forrest Bowers
of Lubbock, Warren Burnett of
Odessa, the late former U. S.
Atty. Tom Clark, Dick De-

Guerin of Houston, the late
Percy Foreman of Houston,
former Congressman Henry B.
Gonzalez of San Antonio,
former State Supreme Court
Chief Justice Joe Greenhill of
Austin and Racehorse Haynes
of Houston.

Two Colorado city bankers
and an Internet financial con-
sultant agree that using credit
cards requires more vigilance
and attention to detail than
many card holders are used to
giving.

So they pay ever increasing
penalty fees and fall hopelessly
into debt.

Steve Rhode of Myvesta.-
org, a non profit financial con-
sultants’ group in Rockville,
Md., says late fees are danger-
ous because a $29 late pay-
ment on an $1,800 debt can
add 20 months and $355 in in-
terest.

“It’s not unusual for us to
see people who pay more than
$500 a month for late pay-
ments, being over the limit,
returned checks and cash ad-
vances,” he said.

“Don’t be afraid to negoti-
ate with the credit card com-
pany to remove the fee if you
accidentally pay late or go ov-
er your limit.

“Read your statements and
understand the rules to protect
yourself from fraud and inac-
curate postings.

“An increasing number of

_clients find unexpected char-
+ ges for auto club memberships,
+ disability insurance and credit
- life insurance.

“If they hadn’t paid atten-

. tion, those charges would have
. gone through unnoticed.”

City National Bank Vice

and told they don’t have the
cash flow to service that much
debt,” Lemons said.

“l can’t see the wisdom in
that, saying, ‘Well, we’re going
to give these out wholesale, and
we know we’re going to have
some losses, but we’re going
with it.’

“But I'm sure they’re mak-
ing money somewhere. They-
Il get in trouble with this
credit card, and they’ll sell it to
a collection agency for 50
cents on the dollar. or 10 cents
on the dollar -- whatever they
think they can get out of it.

“And then those people are
really harsh in their collection
tactics.”

Many companies are incor-
porated in Delaware and South
Dakota, which let them charge
as much as 22 percent interest.

The Texas rate has just been
raised from 14 to 18.

First National Bank Presi-
dent Mark Waldrip said credit
cards have two features that get
customers into trouble -- con-
venience and high interest.

“They’re so easy to use,
sometimes we use them without
thinking about the payback,”
he said.

“Then the extremely high
rate of interest makes it diffi-
cult to pay back if you’re on a
tight budget.

“l know it’s unrealistic, but
if you never charge any more
than what you have in a sav-
ings account, if you ever get in
a bind, you’ve got a way to get
out of it.”

Although most people are
unlikely to follow that practice,
Waldrip said, following it on a
limited basis and thinking of
debts more in that way would
be constructive.

Myvesta.org, on the Inter-
net, offers these tips:

-- Get payments in on time.
In most cases, you’ll pay a late
fee i your payment arrives just
one minute past the due time.

Know your credit limit.
Instead of incurring a fee, call
the company to ask for a high-

er line if you need it.
Understand cash advances
rules. Some firms charge high-
er interest tor advances, contin-
uing until the card is paid off.

- Some .charge annual fees
to make up for lost profits.
The average is $40, and they
can be okay if you get good
service, rebates, frequent flier
miles or other enhancements.

The History of
Texas License Plates

By Tumbleweed Smith

The idea of requiring an automobile to display
its own individual insignia originated in New York
in 1901. Back then, the 954 vehicle owners in that
state were required to place the initials of the
owner's name on the back in a conspicuous place.
Somg¢ people painted the initials on the body of the
car. Others painted the information on a piece of
wood or metal and fastened it to the vehicle. Such a
device evolved into our present day license plates.

Texas began the registration of vehicles in 1907. The law stated
that owners of vehicles should register them with the county clerk,
who would write their names in consecutive order in a book.
Numbers were issued in the order of their registration. The figures
had to be at least six inches in height and displayed in a prominent
place on the vehicle. Owners paid the county clerk fifty cents for the
registration. .

Only one plate was required and it had no date on it. Some drivers
had wooden plates with hand painted numbers. Others went to a
blacksmith shop and had a license plate made. Iron frames covered
with leather were becoming popular in larger cities so some northern
firms started making the blanks and selling them in stores throughout
the country. Numbers made of aluminum (probably apartment-type
figures) were attached to the leather by spread-type cotter pins. In
1916, ceramic numbers became popular.

The Texas legislature approved the establishment of a state
highway department in 1917. One of the department's responsibilities
was to handle vehicle registration. The annual registration fee was $3
for each motorcycle and 35 cents per horsepower for a motor vehicle
with a minimum fee of $7.50. In addition to the license plate, a seal
reading "Registered Motor Vehicle, Texas" had to be displayed on
the radiator of each motor vehicle or the front of each motorcycle.

The same license plates were displayed year after year, but the
radiator seals had to be replaced annually. The license plates were
black with white numbers. "TEX" was written vertically on the right
side of the plates. In 1920, the yearly renewal seal was changed from
a round disk to a rectangular shape.

In 1923, all existing Texas plates were declared void and new .
plates were issued to all vehicles. In 1925, the year of issuance was i

i
1

printed on the plates. In 1928, plates were manufactured with one
plate showing the word "Front" and the other plate showing the word
"Rear". . r

Letters were first issued in conjunctiop with numbers on Texas
plates in 1931. The letter A represented 100,000, B 200,000
represented and so forth. The manufacturing of the license plates was
undertaken by the state prison in Huntsville in 1935 and continues
today.

During World War 11, no new plates were issued, but small metal
tabs had to be attached to the plates each yaer. In 1947, a shortage of
license plates required the issuance of windshield stickers as
evidence of registration. |

In 1965, the issuance of personalized plates began and that
triggered an avalanche of all sorts of license plates saluting various
groups. The new Texas plates are red, white and blue and depict a
series of oil derricks, a starry night sky, a man on horseback and
tumbleweeds. All good Texas symbols.

Questions and answers about the
sale of Valley Fair Lodge to
Kristi Lee Manor

Question: Is it possible that the cost of resident care could go up with only one nursing
home owner?

Answer: It has always been the belief and practice of Kristi Lee Manor and Loraine
Manor that it is not fair to charge private pay people more than Medicaid people just because
they can afford it. We believe it is unfair to charge a person significantly more than what we
would receive if the resident was on Medicaid. We have always charged our private pay
people a comparable rate as to what they would pay if they were Medicaid. We also have
always been less expensive than Valley Fair in our rates. In the past, many residents of Valley
Fair have been charged as much as twenty dollars a day more than what Kristi Lee was
charging. In the twenty two years we have owned Kristi Lee Manor our standard private
rooms rate has cost no more than Valley Fair’s semi-private rooms. Our plan is to continue
these policies, and we believe the residents of Mitchell County will actually benefit from less
expensive rates. Also, most residents receive assistance from Medicaid, and Medicaid tells us
exactly what they are going to pay. Therefore, the rate we set is only for the private pay
people, consisting of approximately 10 to 15% of the residents.

Question: Should the county. continue to pay our tax payer dollars for the nursing home to
insure there always being one in the county?

Answer: There will always be a need in the county for at least one nursing home, and
probably two. Should a necd arise years down the road, Kristi Lee and Loraine could add
beds. If they did not, someone would build another tax paying nursing home. In the mean-
while, it does not make good sense to maintain a facility for years that is losing money or that

has to be tax supported to stay in business

Qucsliun: Is it normal for counties to fund nursing homes?
Answer: It was stated by one of the Board members that there are 16 county-funded

nursing homes in Texas, as if to say, “There are many, and it is not unusual.” However, there
are 254 counties in Texas and over 1200 nursing homes, only 16 of which are county-funded.
I'herefore, it must be concluded that most counties choose torleave the nursing home industry
in the hands of private tax paying individuals. Perhaps many of these 16 nursing homes are in

counties where there are no other private facilities.

Question: What about the future of the employees at Valley Fair Lodge?
Answer: When we purchased Loraine Manor, there was only one position eliminated, and
that person was given a job in another ared. All the employees’ salaries and their time were
kept in place. Although the circumstances might well be different if Valley Fair agrees to sell,
we hope to do as much as possible for each employee should they choose to come to work for
us. We feel certain that there will be jobs available for a large number of Valley Fair’s current
employees
