After this coming Saturday, 
June 6, voters of this area will 
get a rest until the general elec­
tion in November unless a spe­
cial election is called. The second 
primary election or run-off elec­
tion will be held Saturday with 
voters making their choice in 
three different races, two of 
which are on the local level.

As in the first primary, ballots 
have been printed so there will 
be no confusion as to the races 
and candidates to be voted on. 
Voters in Precinct 3 will use bal­
lots which will have candidates 
listed for commissioner of that 
precinct whereas the remainder 
of the county will use ballots 
only showing the United States 
Representative at Large race and 
the Sheriff’s race.

The two candidates listed on 
the ballot for United States 
Representative at Large are Joe 
Pool, incumbent, of Dallas Coun­
ty and Robert W. Baker of Har­
ris County.

In the Sheriff, Tax Assessor- 
Collector race, incumbent Truett 
Behrens is opposed by Lonnie 
(Bill) Cornell. In the first pri­
mary election, Cornell led the 
ticket with 887 votes while Beh­
rens received 647. The other two 
candidates in the race received a 
total of 374 votes. In order to 
win re-election, Behrens will 
need to  pick u p  th e  240 v o te  d lt-  
te re n c e  b e tw e e n  h lm a e it e n d  
C o rn e tt  t r a m  th e  S 7 t v o te s  t h e t  
went to the o th e r  tw o  candidates 
and  be tte r than h a lt  (he  134 r e ­
maining votes. In order to unseat 
Behrens, Cornell will need to 
hold his first total plus at least 
135 votes of the 374 votes cast 
for the other two candidates.

In the County Commissioner 
race Precinct 3 incumbent F. M. 
Murray is opposed by Junior 
Hill who led the ticket in the 
first primary with 267 votes to 
Murray’s 194. The other two 
candidates received a total of 
134 votes. Murray has a similar 
chore as Behrens in picking up 
a difference of 73 votes and get­
ting better than half the remain­
ing votes.

The outcome of the above races 
will be left up to the individual 
voter and whether that voter 
goes to the polls and votes. Your 
vote played a vital part in the 
first primary election so if you 
do not want to lose that first 
vote, be sure and go vote Satur­
day.

Election results wjll be posted 
on the blackboard at Tunnell 
Pharmacy Saturday night and 
all returns are expected to be in 
at an early hour as there will 
be a much easier counting job 
for the election clerks. A sample 
ballot is being published on page 
8 through the courtesy of Bill 
Cornell so you may familiarize 
yourself with the ballot before 
going to vote.

The turnout of voters for this 
election is expected to he heavy 
again if the absentee voting is 
any indication. The total of ab­
sentee votes cast was B7, one 
more than the first primary.

GET READY FOR SUMMER DRIVING

Now that school is out business 
has really picked up at the li­
brary. This is good even if only 
a small percent go on to become 
adult readers the efforts of teach­
ers, parents and the librarian 
will not have been in vain. Each 
year we get a few more repeats 
who join on their own. Also 
every year more come in and 
want books that are deeper than 
the ones they read the summer 
before. Of course most of these 
have been reading books from 
the school library. They want to 
read these, not to make a report 
next fall in English, history, etc., 
but for the very good reason that 
what they have been reading no 
longer satisfies them but may

seem a little on 
side.

I go along with the school of 
thought that the reading of good 
literature is something iolks 
grow into and not something that 
is accomplished by forcing it on 
young, medium or older readers. 
If this were no, why so few read 
the classics? Most of us were 
more than exposed to them in 
school. In fact at an awfully age 
readers use to be made up of 
short stories Ljr our classical 
writers. I can only speak for my­
self but I did not like anything 
about them. Besides most of the 
time they were so far over my 
h e 'J  I hadn’t the vaguest notion 
what they were about.

The popularity of the Dr. Suess 
books are a shining example of 
the fact that we grown ups don’t 
know just what the young reader 
is going to like. Most adults 
think they are plain bunk but 
the youngsters adore them. Dr. 
Suess is one of those rare indivi­
duals who can get with a child 
and teacn a truth in what seems 
like pure nonsense to the older 
generations. His books from the 
**asy readers on up to the more 
complicated are by far the most 
checked out by loth boys and 
girls.

Again it is hoped that the par­
ents will encourage their young­
sters to use their summer mem­
berships. If you have a non-read­
er have him check out a book or 
two at the time and read to him 
even if he is up pretty good size 
Of course the “him” applies to the 
“hers," too. The ideal time to 
introduce your young fry to 
books is when they are less than 
a year old but love to sit in your 
lap and have you show them pic­
tures and talk about them.

Remember the slogan for Na­
tional Library Week, “Read and 
Watch Your World Grow.”

Management of Crop Residues 
For Conservation

Burning of wheat stubble (resi­
dues) will remove from $5 to $8 
per acre from the farmer’s pock- 
r.book yearly in loss of plant 
food, depending upon the amount 
of residue produced.

Research has shown that a 40- 
bushel wheat crop should yield 
approximately 5,000 pounds of 
air dry residue. Pla it food re­
moved from the soil to produce 
the 5,000 pounds residue is ap­
proximately 33 pounds nitrogen, 
84  pounds phosphorous, and 58 
pounds potash. It is a known fact 
that much of the potash is re­
leased in the burning of residues, 
yet much of it is swept away by 
wind and water erosion brought 
about through the destruction of 
the residue.

The most important manage­
ment-type conservation practice 
in the High and Rolling Plains 
is proper management of crop 
residues.

Most of the wheat land should 
have enough residue following 
harvest this year to protect the 
land from wind and serious wa­
ter erosion until the following 
crop is planted. Most farmers 
have the equipment needed to 
w ui ew view land to maintain the 
residues on or near the soil sur­
face.

Residues left on or near the 
surface will break the force of 
the raindrop by providing a 
“cushion,” thus preventing soil 
crusting and packing and there­
fore increase moisture in-take.

Soil moisture evaporation will 
be reduced due to lower soil 
temperature in the summer; 
therefore, more moisture will be 
available for the next crop.

Plowed-under residues a r e  
slow to decompose — much like 
ensilage. They “preserve” rather 
than “conserve.”

For “Land’s Sake” leave the 
residue on or near the soil sur­
face.

Hearings are expected to begin 
about June 8 on the U.S. sugar 
supply question — an issue that 
shapes up os one of the hottest 
remaining to be decided in this 
88th Congress. The House Agri­
culture Committee will consider 
bills I and other Members of the 
House have introduced to per­
mit American sugar beet farmers 
and cane growers the right to 
serve a larger share of the Amer­
ican market. Americans are the 
world's best sugar consumers. All 
that is required to permit our 
people to consume the product 
of thousands upon thousands of 
new American sugar beet and 
cane farmers, processors, and 
workers is this legislative action:

Reallocation of a major portion 
of the 3 million tons of sugar 
formerly imported from Cuba. 
This quantity of sugar now is be­
ing received from “off-shore” — 
foreign — sugar producers. As I 
have predicted for many months, 
the fight will be a tough one. 
The off-shore interests seeking 
to preserve the status quo in­
clude shippers and refiners along 
the East Coast. They will muster 
powerful support, as they did in 
1962 when Congress resolved 
the same question in their favor. 
But this year I see signs of grow­
ing strength for the position I 
advocate — one that would cor­
rect, to the benefit of our eco­
nomic position, a very unfair 
situation.

Lake McClellan in southern 
Gray County is one of the most 
attractive recreation spots in the 
Panhandle. For several years I 
sought approval for new, needed 
construction work at the dam to

preserve the recreational bene­
fits provided by the lake and to 
protect property below the dam 
from occasional flash flooding. In 
my capacity as chairman of the 
Subcommittee on Irrigation and 
Reclamation of the House Inte­
rior Committee, I have long ad­
vocated that it is just as neces­
sary to maintain existing water 
projects as to build new ones. I 
had felt that Lake McClellan was 
being neglected; recurrent floods 
proved it.

I am glad to say that the U.S. 
Forest Service, which has ad­
ministered Lake McClellan since 
1954, will open bids June 11 in 
Albuquerque to provide the need­
ed work on the dam and spill­
way. The project, to be com­
pleted in 300 days after a con­
tract is awarded, will include 
construction of a new, enlarged 
concrete spillway and extending 
the dam across the existing emer­
gency spillway. Since 1959, the 
Forest Service has improved fa­
cilities at Lake McClellan by ad­
ding 49 “family units” (fireplace, 
table, and benches), two boat 
ramps, two miles of improved 
road, a rehabilitated concession 
building, among others. In the 
current fiscal year, the Forest 
Service began a project to add 
additional picnic tables and fire­
places, sanitary facilities, a boat 
trailer parking area, boat ramps, 
and another mile and a naif ox 
roadway. Based on periodic 
counts by the Forest Service, ap­
proximately 110,000 visits- are 
made to the lake each year.

When projects planned or un­
derway are completed, the goal 
of upgrading facilities at Lake 
McClellan will be attained.

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People/ Spots In The News

AUSTIN — State officials have 
begun the long parade before 
Gov. John Connally’s budget 
staff and the Legislative Budget 
Board. From now until summer’s 
end, more than 150 state agencies 
will give estimates on how much 
they will need to operate in the 
1906-1967 biennium.

These hearings' will produce 
budget recommendations to the 
next Legislature by Governor 
Connally and by the Legislative 
Budget Board.

All estimates must be set out 
in dollars and cents. But the 
summer budget-hearing period 
actually is the guessing season, 
since agency heads have to guess 
now how many file clerks, how 
much stationary and how many 
pencils they will need in August, 
1966.

A few items seem certain; The 
Board for State Hospitals and 
Special Schools expects a 37 per­
cent increase in the population 
of its schools for mentally re­
tarded and will need an esti­
mated $28,000,000 more than its 
current $100,000,00 budget. De­
partment of Corrections will re­
quest $5,000,000 for pay raises for 
prison guards.

Budget raises not determined 
this summer are expected to be 
requested when the Legislature 
gets proposals for improving the 
states higher education system; 
giving public school teachers a 
pay raise; building new schools 
for the mentally retarded; and 
building a state osteopathic col­
lege.

Plates and papers are supposed 
to be kept under lock and key 
until claimed by the highway de­
partment. About 10,000 titles and
3.000 license plates are picked up 
each month.

BUILDING BOOM CONTIN­
UES — April was the second big­
gest construction month in Texas 
history, reports the UT Bureau 
of Business Research.

Total value of authorized 
building was estimated at $153,-
600.000 — up 6 percent from 
March.

Only once before has the Bu­
reaus index been higher — Au­
gust, 1961, when it reached 152.3 
percent.

Residential construction de­
creased somewhat in April. But 
nonresidential permits rebounded 
strongly. The Bureau concluded 
the federal income tax cut en­
couraged growth of investment 
in hotels and motels, commercial 
garages and amusement build­
ings.

Permits for hospitals and other 
institutional buildings also in­
creased, and $14,000,000 worth of 
stores and mercantile buildings 
were authorized for an increase 
of 52 percent over March.

VETERANS’ L A N D  PRO­
GRAM — The state’s veterans’ 
land program will pay itself out 
without any pocket-digging by 
taxpayers, if the Veterans Land 
Board carries out its planned 
program of investing its reserves 
so they will earn interest while 
being held to retire bonds as 
they come due.

State Auditor C. H. Cavness 
took a long look at the program 
started by voters in 1946 and 
concluded;

Through the end of fiscal 1963, 
31,732 tracts of land were bought 
by the board and resold to vet­
erans. They totaled 2,771,049 
acres and cost $216,466,134, 
averaging $78 per acre.

About 4,000 of the veterans 
already have paid off their debt 
and of the 27,893 still owing the 
state $150,244,291, 2,354 are de­
linquent on their payments.

Cavness said the number of 
deliquent accounts is down from 
fiscal 1962, when 3,283 more 
were outstanding.

There still is a net loss of $1,- 
151,035 from the "block deals” 
revealed during the veterans’ 
land scandals. But it looks as 
though all of the original $3,500,- 
000 eventually will be repaid.

SMALL TOWNS GETTING 
INDUSTRY — Texas Industrial 
Commission reports that smaller 
Texas cities are beginning to get 
a larger share of the new indus­
trial dollar.

In 1962, the big three — Dallas, 
Fort Worth and Houston — at­

tracted 50 percent of the new 
industry locations. But in the 
first quarter of 1964, they showed 
only 38 percent as more industrial 
leaders picked smaller communi­
ties.

One of the small-town leaders 
—Paris—will provide a big new 
market for South Texas vege­
table producers this winter when 
Campbell Soup Company opens 
its Paris plant.

SCREWWORM PROGRAM — 
State and federal agencies co­
operating in the southwest 
screwworm eradication program 
announced that the sterile fly 
drop pattern, which originates 
in Mission, has been extended to 
reach Arizona.

Between March 29 and May 2, 
only 31 sa’.ipler were confirmed 
by state animal health officials 
as. screwworms, while 1,382 
samples were classified as non- 
screwworms.

DEER HARVEST — An esti­
mated 146,315 deer were “har­
vested” in the 21-county Edwards 
Plateau District during the 1963 
hunting season. Parks and Wild­
life biologist Rod Marburger said.

Highest kill was made in Gil­
lespie County, with 7,779 bucks 
killed, followed closely by Mason 
County, with 7,500 bucks killed.

Colton YUld Appeals
Friday, June 5, is the last day 

to file an application for an ap­
peal on the cotton yield for your 
farm. Even though you may not 
be able to prove the yield on 
your farm due to adverse weather 
conditions and you feel that the 
yield is too low for that farm, 
you may still make a regular 
appeal.

Let us remind you that if you 
make an appeal on one farm 
which you operate, you must also 
prove the yield on all other farms 
on which you had an interest in 
the year or years 1961, 1962, and 
1963
Brush Control

The season is here for brush 
control. We have several pro 
durers who are carrying out 
various brush control practices 
The County Committee has set 
the dates May 25 to July 13 fir 
aerial spraying of mesquite, aeri­
al control of sand sage from May 
1 to June 15, aerial control of 
yucca from May 15 to June 30, 
aerial control of sand shinnery 
May 1 to June 15, ground control 
of sand sage by mowing May 15 
to July 15. All initial treatments 
of brush control require a 3 
month grazing deferment or a 
reduction of cost-shares by 25%. 
We will be glad to discuss the 
(hush control practice with any 
producer but remind you ex­
treme caution must be exercised 
when spraying with any hor 
/done type herbicides. In Donley 
County the Texas Herbicide Law 
and Regulations apply. Producers 
and vendors should be familiar 
with this Legislation so that 
complete understanding of the 
law and regulations will enable 
all concerned to be protected. 
We suggest you see your County 
Agent for complete information.
