WASHINGTON (AP) — Wholesale

es rose 12.5 percent in 1979, the

t inflation at the wholesale level

.in five years, the Labor Department
reported today.

There was some moderation in food
and fuel price increases at year’s end,
with the government’s Producer
Price Index rising 0.8 cent in
erate rise
since June. Prices in November had

- gone up 1.3 percent.

Still, the increase from December
1978 to December 1979 was the worst
at the wholesale level since 1974, when
increases in crude oil prices caused by

the Middle East oil embargo helped
push the index up 18.3 percent.

““There’s nodoubt that energy made
an important contribution in both
cases,” said Labor Department
economist John Early.

He noted that energy prices rose
62.7 percent in 1979 as a result of
higher prices charged by the
Organization of Petroleum Exporting
Countries and added that OPEC’s
indecision about a new, joint base
price made the future hard to predict.

" “We would be pleased and sur-
prised”’ if the index goes up only 0.8
percent each month in the coming

year, to produce a 10 percent increase
for 1980, Early said.

Prices at the wholesale level rose
9.2 percent in 1978.

Food prices fell 0.1 percent at
wholesale last month following a
sharp 2.6 percent rise in November
and ended 7.5 percent higher than in
December 1978.

The chief inflation culprits in
December were metals, including
gold, and energy, the Labor Depart-
ment report said.

Non-food prices at wholesale went
up 1.2 percent in December, com-
pared with an increase of 0.8 percent

in November. Sharply higher prices
were noted for such items as jewelry
and household implements in the
wake of rapid advances in the price of
precious and non-precious metals in
world markets.

Although gasoline prices rose 3.4
percent in December, the same as
November, prices for home heating
oil were virtually unchanged for the
sec:nd consecutive month, the report
said.

Capital equipment prices rose 0.9
percent in December, compared with
0.5 percent in the previous month, and
ended the year 8.7 percent ahead of
the December 1978 level.

Ghandi returns as prime minister

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — Indira
Gandhi returned in triumph to
Parliament today, was appointed
prime minister of India and appealed
for national reconciliation in a speech
to her wildly cheering and applauding
supporters

“We are not small people, we are
not petty people,”’ the prime minister-
designate said after a landslide
election victory that returned her to
power as dramatically as she left it 34
months ago.

““We do not think in terms of ven-
detta and personal vindictiveness,”
said Mrs. Gandhi, who ordered
thousands of her political opponents
jailed during the 19 months of
emergency rule that capped her

Texas A&M Singing Cadets

More than 90 years of
tradition stand behind the
Singing Cadets when the all-
male glee club ascends the
risers to represent Texas
A&M University.

The club will perform in
Big Spring tonight at 7:30 at
the First Baptist Church.
Scott Sullivan, a native of
Big Spring, is a junior at
Texas A&M and is the
president of the club. The
concert is being sponsored
by the local Texas A&M Club
and the Howard County
Ministers Association.

The 67-voice group,
directed by Robert L. Boone,
traces its roots to 1894 and a
predecessor known as the
Texas A&M Glee Club.

An extracurricular acti-
vity now as then, the Singing
Cadets, as the organization
became known in 1938,
travels extensively with the
goal of presenting Texas
A&M, in song, to new friends
of the university.

Guided by Boone since
1960, the Singing Cadets have
continued to win friends
across Texas and the South-
west in the manner of the
early years, and have
become a standard in
campus events from the
university’s centennial in
1976 to the inauguration of
President Jarvis Miller.

Style of dress and travel
has changed from the cellu-
loid collar, barbershop
harmony and special train,
but the enthusiastic per-
formances by men who love
to sing have not changed.

Prof. A.M. Soule directed
the first nine-member
student and faculty group. It
grew to 21 led by Prof. Tyrrel
in 1093, setting precedents
still followed by the Singing
Cadets.

Math Prof. T.P. Junkin,
third of 12 directors in the
Singing Cadets’ history, took
the podium in 1905 when the
group appeared as the A&M
Mandolin and Glee Club.
They paid their own way in
the spring of 1907 to Fort
Worth's “‘Sangerfiest.”

They reorganized under

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Tourist statistics hold some surprises f

It shouldn’t many people to
be told that Oklahoma sent more
tourists to Texas from January
through June the past year than any
other state, or that San Antonio
retained its rank as the No. One
tourist mecca within the Texas bor-
ders.

You might not know, however, that
Fort Stockton and Van Horn ranked
among the top 20 most-visited com-
munities within the te, ahead of
such cities as Abilene, Tyler,
Fredericksburg, Kerrville and Alpine.

CORPUS CHRISTI,
because of its remoteness and the fact
that gasoline is getting more ex-
pensive, ranked no higher than eighth
among the most popular stops for out-
of-state visitors. Behind San Antonio

perhaps‘

and ahead of Corpus Christi in the
appointed order are Houston, Dallas,
51:;:0. Austin, Brownsville and Fort

Of the out-of-state visitors who
came to Texas during the six months
period, 8.98 percent resided in
Oklahoma. Another 6.9 percent were
from California. Visitors from Illinois
ranked third on the list, followed by
Michigan, Missouri, Minnesota,
Louisiana, Kansas, Florida and Ohio
in that order.

Outside of Mexicans, excluded
because of their nation’s proximity to
the U.S., Canadians among the foreign
nationalities flocked to Texas in the
greatest numbers. No fewer than 55.01
percent of the non-residents of the
U.S. hailed from that country.
Another 10.67 percent came from

Great Britain. Germany, Australia,
Switzerland, The etherlands,
France, Sweden, Denmark -and
Austria also ranked high on the list,

Most of the Americans who visited
Texas during the period had been here
before, most of the foreigners had not.

Actual visitor volume figures were
not included in the survey — they are
made available only on a year-end
basis.

NORTH TEXAS, East Texas and
the Hill Country were greater at-
tractions for out-of-state visitors than
West Texas but our area surprisingly
outdrew the Gulf Coast and the Rio
Grande Valley. Prime areas include
El Paso, the Big Bend National Park
and Laredo.

Auto visitors to Texas who averaged
a week's stay had to squeeze two cents

more out of each travel dollar to pay
for higher fuel.

According to the Travel and °
Information Division of the State

Department of Highways and Public
fon, an average of 28.8
cents ucﬁ out-of stater’s travel

dollar went for auto expenses during
the first half of 1979,

Texans associated with the travel
and tourist industries are keeping
their fingers crossed about the future
because of the looming fuel shortage.
Those who have covered great
distances in the past to come to the
state may be more inclined to take
shorter trips in the future. Selling the
public on the idea of visiting Texas on
vacations is very important, with
mu:ieom and millions of dollars at
stake.

WASHINGTON — Whispered ad-
vice from Sen. Barry Goldwater to
Sen. Strom Thurmond that the
Republican Party must nominate a
“strong’’ and vigorous presidential
candidate played a role in Thur-
mond’s endorsement of John B.
Connally in South Carolina’s March 8
Republican presidential primary.

Also quietly advising Thurmond,
the Southern Republican patriarch, to
take a personal hand in the primary
was Sen. Henry Bellmon of
Oklahoma. Both argued that
Reagan’s age (68) casts doubts on
whether he could lead the West during
the most critical period since World
War II. In fact, Goldwater has been
torpedoing his fellow-conservative's
presidential ambitions for a dozen
years.

THURMOND'S AIDES were sur-
prised when he decided to endorse
Connally. Former White House aide
Harry Dent, Thurmond’'s closest
political adviser for two decades,
warned Thurmond that many South
Carolina Republicans felt Connally
would be a heavy political load to
carry in view of Reagan’s popularity.
But, backed by private en-

couragement from Goldwater,
Thurmond’s mind was made up.
CHANGE FOR CIA

The Soviet invasion of Afghanistan
is diminishing the vengeful mood in
Comgress against the Central In-

ence Agency (CIA), with one
magior change all but certain: the end
of a CIA ‘‘charter’’ to limit the
agency’s freedom of actian.

Another change gathering sur-
prising support on Capitol Hil] would
end the absurd system that compels
the CIA to clear all clandestine
operations with eight congressional
committees. Such widespread
distribution of the agency's innermost
plans and operations makes secrecy a
joke.

Behind the switch is the Soviet
worldwide offensive. Even anti-CIA
legislators have noted that when the
U.S. is accused of offending a Moslem
state, retribution against American
Embassies is swift. But when Moscow
mounts an outright invasion of
Moslem Afghanistan, not a single
Soviet Embassy is seized.

The reason: Soviet agents control
“‘the street’’ in such places as Tehran
and Kabul, using undercover agents
schooled in manipulating mobs. Since
the CIA’s hands were tied in 1975, the
U.S. cannot compete.

TAXCUT FEVER

Despite the White House decision
not to include a tax cut proposal in the
budget message, the prospects for
congressional passage of tax
reduction in 1980 are exactly 100
percent — with a high probability that
President Carter will sign the final
version

THE QUESTION IS NOT
““‘whether,”’ but ‘‘how big.”’ Rep.
James Jones of Oklahoma, leading
the Democratic tax cut strategy, is
pushing for a relatively modest $20
billion package in the House. That
would not enable ordinary taxpayers
even to keep up with inflation.
Republicans will press for a much
bigger tax cut that would tempt a
Carter veto.

After much discussion within the
White House, it was decided not to
g:blicly outline the kind of bare

nes, Jones-style tax bill the
president prefers on grounds it might
snowball into something bigger. But
Democrats in Congress fear that
Carter will let Republicans get ahead
of him as chief tax cutter, much as he
did in 1978.

Some people more prone to sinus ills

Dear Dr. Donohue: I have suffered
from sinus trouble for many years and
have seen many doctors about it
What can you tell me about sinus
trouble? [ have appreciated your most
helpful column, especially your
scholarly approach, your refusal to
make unwarranted assumptions and
your willingness to be helpful without
trying to take the place of person’s
own doctor. You are accomplishing a
lot with your column. — J.A E.

With that kind of a testimonial how
could I pass your letter by.

Actually, the term ‘‘sinus trouble”
is meaningless of itself, so I can only
be very general

The sinuses are hollow caverns in
the skull. There's much we do not
know about their development, or
even their functions. Certain con-
ditions predispose a person to ‘‘sinus
trouble,”” specifically infections.
These include allergies, dental con-
ditions, nasal malformations, errors
during fetal development, at-
mospheric pollution and smoking.

Chronic sinusitis (repeated in-
fections of the sinuses) usually means
that the normal sinus fluids are not
being drained properly. The
stagnation of undrained secretions
provides a handy environment in
which bacteria thrive.

Treatment is aimed at both the
immediate infection and at relieving
the obstruction to proper drainage;
straightening of a broken nose, for
example. Sometimes, it is necessary
to create a new opening so that the
sinuses can drain into the nose. The
sinus cavity can be entered and all the
chronically inflamed lining removed.

In short, in the majority of cases of
‘“‘sinus trouble'’ removing the ob-
struction, either that caused by the
swollen membrance, from allergy or
whatever, is the key to the cure. I'm
sending you the booklet on sinuses,
which should further help your under-
standing. Other readers can order a
copy by sending 50 cents and a
stamped, self-addressed envelope to
me in care of the Big Spring Herald.

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near future.-What are they and do
they come back after surgery? —S.L.

Nasal polyps are outpouchings of
the membrane ‘that_ lines the: sinus
cavity. They form masses filled with a
gelatin-like substance. Thése masses
can reach into the nose and obstruct
breathing. A common cause for them
is allergy. Unless the allergy can be
brought under control the polyps do
tend to recur after removal.

Dear Dr. Donohue: I have high
blood pressure and am taking water
pills three times a week. I am careful
to keep my salt intake as low as
possible. I noticed recently that the
hand and body lotions and skin
cleansers | have been using contain
sodium. Is there danger of them being
absorbed by the skin? — M.A.W.

You do not have to worry about any
significant quantity of sodium being
absorbed from the lotions through
your skin.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Do you know
any cause or treatment for granuloma
annulare? My seven-year-old son has
had it for eight months. I took him to a
skin specialist and a surgeon took a
biopsy on it. Nothing has helped. It is
getting worse and he has more than 30
places starting from his neck down to
his ankles. — Mrs. W.F.

Granuloma annulare (AN-u-LAHR-
ee) is a skin disorder that causes pale
to reddish-purple circles. The center
of each circle is a little sunken.

The cause is not known. It does not
itch and it is benign. Most cases do not
require any; treatment and clear
within two years on their own. Some
doctors apply light pressure on an
area with solid carbon dioxide. You
should not try this technique without

your doctor's guigance! A skin
specialist can guide you. Cortisone
creams or injections of cortisone-like
drugs are other treatments. .

Dear Dr. Donohue: I have been told
it 'is better for infarts to have their
baby shots given in their thighs rather
than their buttocks. Is this true? If so,
why? —Ms. L.F.

To avoid damage to the large nerve
in the back of the buttock, a safe and
often-used location for shots is the
thigh.

Protection for whom?

“Every law is written in favor of the
criminal...The cops can’t stop 'em.
The judges turn 'em loose.”

That's a quote from the Dec. 4
edition of the Houston Post. The
slatement was made by a store owner
shortly after he shot and killed two

. Court records showed that
both had previous convictions.

During college, the businessman
and his wife had been campus
liberals, “anti-gun people’’, but the
man said that crime has reached a
point where “‘there’s no justice, right
or wrong. Evéry citizen protects
himself."

Apparently, he felt no remorse at

having killed two persons. ‘‘The
dese’l*v&e}ﬁf“ﬁ JJ’% hadmé'rv\
a number of burglaries and robberies
in his neighborhood. He felt as if he'd
done himself and his neighbors a
favor,

People are fed up. We have govern-
mental controls on nearly all aspects
of our lives and we pay dearly in the
form of taxes for them. Where are the
government controls on crime? We
have an elaborate justice system.
Why isn’t it working?

It is working in a sense. It's working
for those who find themselves on the
defense side of the courtroom. The
same constitutional principal that
guaraniees us the right to life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness also
guarantees the criminal his liberty
unless an iron-clad case can be
brought against him and a jury can
withstand tears.

We have just witnessed a case that
began as a murder trial and con-
cluded with a conviction of in-
voluntary manslaughter. A charge
that could have netted the death
penalty was reduced to one that could
result in probation.

There were extenuating cir-
cumslances — an abused child grows
up screwed up. The jurors weren’t
told of Midway, a part of the Texas
Corrections system, that is designed
lo rehabilitate and educate 17 to 21-
year-old criminals. The minimum
prison sentence for the conviction, two
years, could have made a difference
in the life of the defendant.

Apparently people who knew the
defendant while he was growing up
were aware of the abuse he suffered at
home and often, in public. Authorities
could not intervene, however, until
something actually happened to the
child. Eventually, something did
happen and he found himself being
prosecuted as an adult instead of
protected as a child.

because of all the hurts he has en-
dured.

He attempted to kill himself the day
after the alleged abuse of the baby
occurred.

If the case does make it to court, it's
doubtful that a jury will sentence a
man in a wheel chair to prison. The
attempted suicide will probably be
presented as a sign of deep regret
over the incident.

Chances are very slim, however,
that the case will get as far as the
courtroom. The only evidence is a
man in a wheel chair and a baby with
a skull fracture and fractured leg
alone in a house with each other.

An éye witness woyld insure that the
case be brought to céurt. Few people,
however, beat babies in front of
others.

The defense could say that the baby
fell and the man could do nothing to
prevent it due to his physical con-
dition. This could be true, but can’t he
at least be held for neglect in not
seeking medical attention after the
fall? This would at least insure that
the child will not be placed back into
the home.

I can see cause for the laws that
protect the accused. Authorities
should be certain there's something
wrong before putting children and
parents through the trauma of a
forced separation. On the other hand,
here's a baby who's experiencing
severe pain at a time when her per-
sonality is being formed.

Will she grow up happy or
frustrated? Will she grow up able to
love others or with a need to hurt
others?

IN A PAST case in Texas, a 6-year-
old boy was snatched from his yard
and found dead, slain by a man who
had three times been charged with
child molesting. He was out on bond
from the third charge when he killed
the boy. The newspaper reported that
the only time he had ever spent behind
bars was the time between arrests
and being released on bond.

Little can be done to change the
laws that require a solid case before
prosecution without sacrificing the
innocent’s right to life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness. But an oppor-
tunity to improve the statistics lies
with the systems in how it deals with
the convicted criminal.

Almost without exception, an ex-
lenuating circumstance can be found
in the background of an offender that

causes him or her to turn to crime.

Carter blamed

WASHINGTON — The professionals
who watch Soviet moves have a
disturbing explanation for the in-
vasion of Afghanistan, but their
superiors aren’t likely to submit it to
the White House. The reason: Nobody
wants to hand President Carter an
analysis that blames him for
precipitating the Soviet intervention.

Yet the secret analysis demands the
urgent and objective attention of the
White House. Otherwise, the experts
warn that the Russians can be ex-
pected to drive deeper into the vital
Persian Gulf oil region. I have of-
fered, therefore, to publish their
unwelcome conclusions, hoping
someone will be brave enough toshow
them to the president.

THESE CONCLUSIONS ARE not
the wild guesses of eggheads who suck
them out of their thumbs. They have
access to elaborate intelligence
detailing what goes on inside the
Kremlin. The conversations of
Kremlin leaders have been in-
terceﬁe:‘, and their personalities
have closely analyzed. ‘I know
Leonid Brezhnev better than I know
my own father,” one analyst told me.

According to expert opinion, the
Kremlin czars are crafty but cautious
old men who have a wary respect for
American military, industrial and
economic power. They will push,
however, into any world wer
vacuum where they find the
resistance weak. Carter has left them
with several vacuums.

The United States dominated the oil
heartland when Carter took charge of
American foreign policy in 1977. The
world's two largest oil exporters,
Saudi Arabia and Iran, were solid
American allies. Then the Soviets
began Carter’s mettle.

In 1978, Soviets dispatched a
Cuban military force to Ethiopia
directly across the Red Sea from the
Saudi oil kingdom : The Cubans, 20,000
strong, were trained, armed and
subsi by the Soviet Union. Soviet
advisers, meanwhile, replaced
American advisers in Addis Ababa.
The analysts note that Egypt's
President ar Sadat tried in vain to
arouse Carter to action.

peninsula. The Cubans, acting on
Soviet signals, spearheaded an attack
upon North Yemen. This set off
alarms in neighboring Saudi Arabia
whose ruling sheiks appealed to
Carter for military support. He
rushed over a dozen F-15 fighter
planes which, upon inspection, turned
out tobe unarmed.

THE SAUDIS, AS much in
exasperation as desperation, made
approaches to Moscow through Syria
and Iraq. The Russians couldn’t resist
the chance to exacerbate Saudi-
American relations. They took credit
with the Saudis for calling off the
fighting in Yemen.

Belatedly, Carter sent military aid
to North Yemen, but it was too little
and too late. North Yemen preferred
to take out insurance in Moscow by
signing an arms pact with the Soviet
Union. There are intelligence reports,
meanwhile, that the R ns have set
up an underground rovement to
overthrow the Saudi monarchy
operating out of South Yemen.

But it was Carter’s mishandling of
the Iranian crisis, say the analysts,
that persuaded the Soviets it would be
safe to take over tan. He
failed to bolster the shah or establish a
substitute government, acceptable to
the United States, in time tosave Iran.
During the last days of the shah,
Carter ordered a carrier task force
into the Persian Gulf but then can-.
celed the order. The task force,
headed by the USS Constellation,

Oiler fans going
crazy over non-catch

HOUSTON (AP) — If
you're looking for die-hard
football fans, look no farther
than Houston.

Case in point: William R.
Pabst — who says he is a
minister and a ‘‘consumer
advocate’’ — and his friend
Diane Simons are hopping
mad about the Pittsburgh
Steeler’s  27-13 victory
Sunday in the National
Football League’s American
Conference title tilt.

So mad, in fact, they filed a
$6 million lawsuit in federal
court Wednesday and asked
for* a federal injunction to
halt the Super Bowl.

Pabst, who names the
NFL, commissioner Pete
Rozelle and official Donald
Orr, is irked by a third-
quarter call that cancelled
an apparent Oiler
touchdown.

On the play, wide receiver
Mel Renfro hauled in a Dan
Pastorini pass deep in the
corner of the end zone that

would have tied the score 17-

17. But Orr ruled the pass

inc vy torpedoing the
r.

On Tuesday, Rozelle said
NFL films showed Renfro
bobbled the ball momen-
tarily as he crossed the end
stripe, but Pabst says it was
a bad call and terms it
‘“‘consumer fraud.

“I noticed several bad
calls last year in the Super
Bowl,”” Pabst said, ‘‘and
then this one came closer to
home and I went to the
courts.”

Pabsts’ suit asks for $2
million in damages each
from the NFL, Rozelle and
Orr.

The suit alleges Orr ‘‘stood
there in a state of
bewilderment, appeared
confused and disoriented. It
appeared to be an act of
cheating. The defendants
violated the duty to be truth-
ful and accurate and gave
advantages to the Steelers."”

Then there’s Nick Clayton,
who's taking the write-in
route.

Cla{ton says his petition
asks for a replay of the Oiler-
Steeler game, and that he
has 3,000 signatures and is
shooting for a million.

‘““National television,”
states the petition, ‘‘has
already indicated that the
judgement call was wrong.
So, for the benefit of fair play
.. we hereby request you
sanction a re-match of the
American Football
Conference playoff game."”

Oiler Coach Bum Phillips
is teed off, too, but not
because of the nixed touch-
down. He says there was
flagrant pass interference on
the play that should have
been called.

Phillips, armed with the
films at his weekly press
conference, says he noticed
the interference prior to the
call when he viewed Oiler
films early this week.

Austin named Female Athlete of the Year

NEW YORK (AP) — Tracy Austin, the youngest

Navratilova, the two-time Wimbledon winner, was

person ever to win the U.S. tennis championship, has
been voted The Associated Press Female Athlete of the
Year for 1979.

She is a junior in high school in Rolling Hills, Calif .,
and with her mother as chaperone and companion, she
tours the world playing tennis.

At age 16, Austin won the U.S. Open last September,
beating long-reigning champion Chris Evert Lloyd in
straight sets in the final.

Now 17, Austin is ranked third in the world by the
Women's Tennis Association, behind Martina
Navratilova and Lloyd — a very close grouping
according to the computer points used to make the
ratings.

In the nationwide balloting by sports writers and
broadcasters, Austin received 72 of 205 votes. The next
highest total was the 50 for golfer Nancy Lopez Melton,
The AP’s Female Athlete of the Year in 1978

third with 33, followed by Old Dominion basketball star
Nancy Leiberman with 13 and marathon swimmer
Diana Nyad with 5.

Lloyd, who has been chosen AP Athlete of the Year
three times (1974, 1975 and 1977), received four votes.

This is the 50th year The AP has chosen Athletes of
the Year.

Austin first commanded notice at Wimbledon in 1977
when, at age 14, she reached the third round, then lost
to Lloyd. In those days, the sub 5-footer wailed away at
the ball with pigtails and pinafores flying. She was big
news at that tender age, but she was so shy she could
barely conduct an interview.

A player most distinguished by her steadiness,
Austin has steadily improved — both on the court and
in the interview room. Last winter, having grown to 5-
foot-4, she beat Lloyd for the first time, and in the

NEW YORK (AP) — Based on today's baseball
economy, Duke Snider and Al Kaline, the newest
members of the Hall of Fame, were bargiin basement "
performers.

The two brilliant outfielders of the 1950s reminisced
about their best salaries Wednesday after being voted
into the Cooperstown, N.Y ., shrine.

‘“My highest salary was $46,000 and a Cadillac when I
played in Brooklyn,” said Snider. ‘‘And I was happy to
getit.”

Why didn’t he make any more than that?

“The Dodgers told us they didn’t have that kind of
money,’ he said.

Kalige said he made just over $100,000 in each of his
last three years in Detroit and at one point resisted a
raise.

“I was just under $100,000 and the media was point-
ing out how every club in the league had one guy over
that figure,” he said. “‘The Tigers wanted to give me
the difference but I had an off year ... I only batted
about .280 ... and I told them I didn’t want it that way. I
said I'd come back and have a better season and then
they could give it to me.”’

There weren’t many off years for either Snider or
Kaline, who won decisive election to the Hall of Fame
in voting by the Baseball Writers Association of
America. Kaline received 340 of the 385 votes cast and
Snider, who missed by 13 votes a year ago, got 333 this
time. Both were well beyond the 289, or 75 percent,
required for election. Don Drysdale finished third with
238 votes, 51 short of election. Gil H was fourth for
the second straight year with 233, followed by Hoyt
Wilhelm with 208.

Snider said salaries never were a subject of
discussion among the Dodger teams that dominated
the National League in the 1950s.

““Nobody cared what the other guy was making,’’ he
said. ‘“Pee Wee (Reese) didn't care what Jackie
(Robinson) got and Jackie didn't care what (Carl)
Furillo got.”

Both Kaline and Snider endorsed the high salaries
that have swept baseball since the free agent
revolution.

“I'm not against anybody making as much as he
can,” said Kaline. “‘But I am against taking the money
and running. If you take, you should give something
back, too.”

Snider said if he made $1 million a year, he'd sweep
the stands, wash the uniforms, manage the team and
play, too. “If the owners want to give that kind of
money out, I don’t blame the players for taking it,” he
said. “‘ButI don’t think it's healthy for the game.”

Kaline became the 10th man in history elected to the
Hall of Fame in his first year of eligibility. His
credentials included a .297 batting average in 22

Mexico running out of time

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) — Mexican crews have
seven weeks to stop the runaway Ixtoc I well before it may
be too late to avoid a repeat of last summer's oil spill
along Texas beaches, say U.S. Coast Guard officials and
scientists.

And if the oil starts washing ashore this summer, it
could plague the entire Texas coast through mid
september, experts said Wednesday

‘If we get beyond March 1 and the well is not capped,
there's a reasonable possibility of oil,” Dr. John Robinson
of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
told a news conference

‘By May or June (with the well uncapped) it's alsmost
certain toreturn,” he said

Robinson and other members of an interagency team
met to discuss strategy and compare notes on when to
cxpect more oil from the cantankerous well in the Bay of
Campeche

Since the well blew out June 3, at least 100 million
pallons of thick crude oil have poured into the Gulf of
Mexico. Some 140 miles of Texas beaches between
Brownsville and Corpus Christi caught were stained by vil
in August and September

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On the light side——
Tipsy toot okay on skates

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Don'’t drive if you drink,
but skating is another matter, says a New Orleans

judge.

Traffic Judge Louis Trent said Wednesday he will
have to throw out charges of drunk driving filed
against tipsy roller skaters in the French Quarter.

A legal opinion by the state attorney general's
office said drunken roller skating may be hazardous
to health but cannot be equated to drunk driving
because roller skates are not a vehicle.

The state law bans operating a vehicle while
intoxicated. It defines a vehicle as ‘“any motor
vehicle, aircraft, vessel or other means of con-
veyance.’”’

“Other means of conveyance’ is such a vague
term that Trent decided to seek a formal opinion on
what it means.

Assistant Attorney General Harry Howard said
the term is not further defined in the law, but the
law plainly applies to ‘“‘operating’’ a vehicle and ‘‘a
person does not drive a pair of roller skates.”

“The legislature did not intend that a pair of roller
skates would be embraced in the word ‘vehicle,”’’ he
wrote

Road by any other name

UNION CITY, Tenn. (AP) — Anybody got a new
name for U.S. Highway 51-North?

The Obion County Highway Department is of-
fering to fix the pothole of your choice in this west
Tennessee county in return for a new name for the
road. The U.S. 51 designation is about to be trans-
ferred to a new four-lane highway stretching from
Union City to Fulton, Ky.

The Tennessee Transportation rtment wants
the county to re-name the old highway so it can
install new highway markers.

Each member of the highway department
rejected efforts to name the road in his honor, and
Superintendent Billy Blackley observed that the
county had run out of prominent citizens for whom
to name a road.

JACKSON, Miss. (AP) — Christmas may be over,
but the holiday spirit lingers on in the Magnolia

Gov. Cliff Finch’s staff worked Wednesday to
complete a Christmas card mailing ordered by the
governor after the New Year's holiday.

Sources in the governor's office said Finch had
called secretaries in for an emergency meeting on
Tuesday and directed them to get the cards mailed
at once

Finch did not explain why he had waited until
almost two weeks after Chrismas to mail the cards,
which have a drawing of the Governor's Mansion on
the outside and a picture of Finch and his family
inside

A spokesman for the governor said the cards did
not arrive from the printer until a week before
Christmas and that holiday activities had prevented
the staff from completing the mailing.

“We just didn’t have time to get them all done,”’
the spokesman said. ‘‘Everybody kind of pitched in
to complete the work."

Why did Saco, Maine, go broke?

SACO, Maine (AP) — On
the 16th day of 1979, voters in
this little Maine city eagerly
passed a property tax limit
styled after California’s
Proposition 13.

On the last day of 1979,
Saco defaulted on a $2.1
million tax anticipation loan.

Residents were shocked.
Officials scrambled to pay
the bills.

Few argue that the tax
limitation directly caused
the default. But one year
later, residents are sharply
divided over the merits of
the referendum and the
direction their city should
take.

The municipal default
climaxed a troubled year for
Saco: Scores of public
employees were fired, city
and school programs suf-
fered deep cuts and the City
Council weathered almost a
complete ~ turnover of
members. Over it all rang
unending, often bitter public
debate.

Former City Councilor
Robert Cassette, who led the
tax revolt, blames past
‘““‘mismanagement’’ for
Saco’s default.

“It was certainly not the
tax limitation,”” Cassette
said. “Thank God we had put
a limit on what they (City
Hall) candotous.”

School Committee
Chairwoman Glen Roth felt
differently: ‘‘By clamping
that tax cap on, it brought all
the underlying problems —
mismanagement and lack of
revenue — to the surface”
more quickly.

And, she added, the
prohibition on raising taxes
will make it harder now for
this town of 13,000 to solve its
financial problems.

City Administrator Curtis
Tripp, the third person to
hold that job in little more
than a year, had no blame to
assign.

‘“It's done, and my ob-
jective now is to cure the
problem,” said Tripp, who
on Tuesday signed an
emergency $200,000 loan
agreement to tide Saco over
for two weeks and allow the
city to pay its employees.

As for whether the tax
ceiling should be lifted,
Tripp said, “It depends on
the level of services the city
wants.”

The tax limitation, which
stemmed from a con-
troversial re-evaluation in
1978 in which some pi ty
doubled or tripl in
assessed valuation, limited
local property tax revenue
last year to $3 million. In
1978, it had been $3.6 million.

The ceiling, which can be
lifted only through another
referendum, allowed for an
inflation increase of just 2
percent in 1980 and each
succeeding year.

Shortly after the
referendum was passed, city
and school officials began
cutting their combined
budgets.

Police Chief Alberick
Martin lost four members of
his 28-person department.
Serious crime in the city
jumped almost 25 percent
last year and vandalism,
classified as a minor crime,
shot up 44 percent, he said.

“Just to maintain patrol,
we need an additional three

people,” Martin said. Pol
morale also has been af-
fected, he said — two
veterans have resigned and
“half a dozen or more’ are
looking for jobs. i

Martin blamed the crime
increase ly on the staff
cuts in the police depart-
ment, which forced
elimination of a crime
prevention program, as well
as cuts in school programs
and in the parks and
recreation department. The,
director of the parks
department alsoresigned. |

The most controversiall
cuts came in the schools —
“heartwrenching cuts that
crippled our school system,”’|
said Mrs. Roth, a mother of
three.

‘“There are parents who
will look us in the eye and
say, ‘I voted for the tax cap,’
and look you in the other eye
and say, ‘You're hurting my
child.””’

The four public schools,
with 1,650 pupils in kin-
dergarten through eighth
grade, lost 17 teachers. The
private Thornton Academy,
which serves as Saco’s high

school and gets city funds,
dismissed 11 of its 59
instructors.

The schools dropped
physical education and in-
terscholastic sports for
sixth-to-eighth graders, and
cut art lessons for all
children from kindergarten
to fifth grade. At Thornton
Academy, some course
offerings were eliminated or
reduced, and the size of
many classes grew from 20-
to-22 students to more than
30.

But Thornton Headmaster
James Jortberg said the
worst crunch for the schools
will come in the 1981-82
school year. The state’s
subsidy structure is based on
a two-year time lag. With
Saco spending well under the
state average per pupil
during the current school
year, the system will lose a
proportionate share in stau’)
money, he said.

“Right now, we ar
operating the school a
agproximately $244 less per
child” than the state
average, Jortberg said. !

Ronald Boutet, a Saco real

estate developer, said the
residential home market is
“at a standstill,’”’ largely
because of the tax cap. Home
buyers are ‘“‘mostly family

ple, and they're very
mruted in the education "’
offered by the community.
The housing market has

slowed nationwide, ‘‘but the
slowdown in Saco is greater

percentage-wise than
anywhere else,”’ Boutet said.
Another real estate agent,

Ken Lane, said he had heard
of a few instances in which
couples with children have
decided not to buy houses in
Saco because of the tax
ceiling. But “that has not
generally been the case,” he
added.
