A tragedy on U.S. Hwy. 60, three 
BlUe, weit of Pampa, haa reaulted 
In a letter on Texaa )>oipitallty 
from the president of a  California 
company to the governor of Texaa.

A copy of the air-mail letter, 
th a t  praiaea “ bo  many good peo- 
ple in auch a confined area aa 
Pampa," waa aent to The Pampa 
Dally Newa.

The letter, concema the death 
of Victor A. Reed, 66, of San

FYanclaco, who waa driving a new 
company car May 3 from De­
troit, Mich., to Ban Frandaco. Mr. 
Reed waa involved in a alight auto­
mobile accident and, ahortly after 
he climbed out of the car and be­
rm  to apeak to the other vehicle'! 
driver, he alumped to ground. He 
waa dead on arrival at a local 
hoepltal. Mr*. Reed waa accom­
panying her huaband on the trip.

Charlea D. Walker, preaident of

the Charlea D. Walker Co., San 
Franctaco, wrttea Gov. A l l a n  
Shivera of the “hoepitality in Tex- 
aa" which waa ahown to Mra. Reed 
during her atay in Pampa.

When Mra. Reed arrived in San 
Frandaco, the letter reada, "she 
atated that ahe did not k n o w  
what ahe would have done if it 
were not for the good people of 
Texa* and ahe had nothing but 
praiae and in fact aurprise that

there were so many good people 
in such a confined area aa Pam- 
pa."

First, Walker aaya, "there waa 
a  Mr. Searls, who lives n e a r  
Pampa, he drove Mrs. Reed to 
the hospital." Then, he continues, 
“after the doctor, had told her 
the sad newa, she asked which ho­
tel they would recommend as ahe 
waa too weak to travel."

that Mrs. Reed come home with 
her where ahe was given a com­
fortable room and meals without 
charge. Miss Verna Bhaw waa the 
owner of the building in which 
Mrs. Gronlger lived and she in 
turn went out of her way to make 
Mra. Reed comfortable."

WASHINGTON, May 21-UP— 
The government has proposed that 
all unreleased Salk vaccina be 
completely retested even though lt 
would halt the nation’s polio inoc­
ulation program for more than a 
month, a high drug industry 
source revealed Saturday.

He said moat vaccine manufac­
turers felt such a move ia un­
necessary. But some concede it 
might have a good “pevchological 
effect” on the public. The source 
did not wish to be idenUied by 
name.

The Issue will be debated at a 
top-level meeting of polio experts 
and industry representatives her# 
Monday. The Public Health Serv­
ice called the conference to con­
sider proposed new government 
safeguards in the testing and man­
ufacture of Saik shots.

Clare Luce

l embassy disclosed Saturday that 
Ambassador Clare Boothe Luce 
will return to Washington next 
week for talk* on the deepening 
Italian political crisis.

Threat To Freedom
Growth with a capital "G" is a fact of life in the 

United States today. It looms with stunning proportions 
even in a country that has known nothing else for over 
a century and a half. The populatioh is increasing, in­
dustry expanding. The wide open spaces of one day be­
come the teeming shopping centers of the next. In the 
material way we are living in a breath-taking era. But 
the other side of the coin is sobering.

The reason for our being as a nation does not show 
in business indexes nor ’in a chromeplated standard of 
living. It lies in on ottitude of mind and in lows which 
protect the sovereignty of the individual, in the owner­
ship of property and in religious and political matters 
beyond any material value

So long as he behaves himself, the individual can 
still do pretty much os he pleases in our country. But 
the pressures toward conformity threaten to grow along 
with everything else and a nation of mediocre conform­
ists would hardly be fit to carry the responsibilities of 
free men. This is why far-sighted industrial and politico! 
spokesmen are endeavoring to. preserve individualism 
and private initiative here.

The greatest single threat to the attributes of a 
free nation is the insidious growth of government. For 
example, os of June 30, 1939, about 4,800,000 persons 
were receiving a federal check every month. In 1953, 
fourteen years later 20,000,000 people were receiving a 
regular monthly check from the government. Figures 
such os these show why it is of supreme importance to 
place a ceiling on government.

In a recent address, Roland R. Hughes, director of 
the Bureau of the Budget, mode o penetroting analysis 
of government in business. He observes that whereas 
private wealth increased only 78 7 per cent from 1929 to 
1948, public wealth increased 278 per cent and that 
while in 1929 the public wealth represented only 15 per 
cent of the national wealth, by 1948 it amounted to 27.3 
per cent of the totol. Mr. Hughes asked, "At what point 
do we enter the shadow of socialism? When government 
owns a quarter of the land and wealth in the country as 
at present? When it owns a third7 Or must it own holf?

Socialism is o forrh of government. It is not com­
patible with the American system and as on academic 
proposition o great majority of our people reject it. But 
these same people hove come to accept the growth of 
government in this country the same as they have ac- 
dfepted the growth of any major activity that has become 
necessary to supply the needs of a soaring population. 
As a result, again In the words of Mr. Hughes, "The 
federal government today operates over a hundred busi­
ness-type activities. It is, among other things, the larg­
est electrical power producer in the country, the largest 
insurer, the largest lender and the largest borrower, the 
largest landlord and the largest holder of timber land, 
the largest owner of grain, the largest warehouse oper­
ator, the largest shipowner, and the largest'truck-fleet 
operator. For o country which is the citadel and the 
world's principal exponent of privote enterprise and in­
dividual initiative, this is rather an amazing list."

When the government enters a field of activity 
the area of private initiative is reduced, and the freedom 
which, is the reason for our existence as a nation is di­
minished. Every time the government becomes the pro­
prietor of a business, a source of tox revenue is lost ond 
must be mbde up at the expense of remaining taxpayers. 
Oddly enough, government generally goes into business 
not ot the behest of crusading socialists, but os a matter 
of convenience or expediency. It started making rope in 
1834 because the Navy Department felt cordage from 
privote suppliers was inferior. The Post Office Depart­
ment has insisted on government production of locks 
used on untold thousands of mail bags on the grounds 
that the security of the bags might be compromised by 
commercial manufacturers of locks. So if goes ad in­
finitum.

A recent example is a proposal to increase the sizes 
of packages that can he carried by parcel post, thus in 
effect further putting the Post Office Department into 
commercial business. This would, of course, displace 
privote taxpaying express facilities.

In political quarters, efforts to limit the govern­
ment's growing domination over our lives ond let privote 
enterprise carry on, have been given the misleading title 
of "give-away" programs One thing is certain. In the 
midst of our spectacular material gains, we cannot af­
ford to lose sight of the meaning of our existence as a 
notion.

Will You Really Work For FeacoT
If you are really Interested in 

peace and good will, I know of no 
better way that you can promote 
them than to inform yourself as 
to what causes war and what 
causes peace. If you want to do 
this, I think you can learn aa 
much about the causes of war and 
peace by reading the new book on 
the subject by Dr, V. Orval Watts 
called "The United Nations, Road 
to War.”

In the last issue I quoted whet 
Dr. Watts had to say about the 
things we are doing in the United 
States that are surrendering the 
sovereignty of the United Stetes. 
Then he writes: "Is this the way 
to Peace?” He explains it in this 
way:

"Already, as the Korean ‘police 
action' showed, the American peo­
ple have surrendered the consti­
tutional right of theirVown repre­
sentative! in Congress to declare 
war or to prosecute it.

"Already, they have let their 
fellow citizens be conscripted and 
forced to fight under and for the 
flag of the new World Authority. 
Again this appeared in the Ko­
rean war.

"Already, by the Status of 
Forces Treaties, American con­
scripts shipped into foreign serv­
ice have been deprived of the pro­
tection of American laws.

"Already, Americana have sur­
rendered a portion of American 
soil in the heert of New York 
City to the new World Govern­
ment, and yielded to It the right* 
of 'extra-territoriality,' permit­
ting it to let up its own laws for 
governing its staff, its own con­
trols of immigration and of trade, 
and its own postoffice.

"More than this. Americans in 
all these States have already been 
subjected to the decisions of in­
ternational agencies in their use 
and sale of wheat, newsprint, cop­
per, tungsten, sulphur and other 
strategic materials, in their do­
mestic dealings U  well aa in for­
eign trade.

"And they have surrendered the 
constitutional right of their Con­
gress to decide how their tax mon­
ey shall be spent. Under the UN 
Charter the United State* Gov­
ernment must pay It* share of 
UN expenditure*. What that share 
shall be it determined by vote of 
the UN General Assembly in which 
the U. S. delegation ha* 1 vote in 
60. Thi* tame Assembly decides 
how these funds shall be spent.

"By their votes for those who ar­
ranged and enforced these sur­
renders. millions of Americans ap­
pear willing to aurrender their 
own freedom and that of their 
fellow citizen* into the keeping 
of a new super-Government that 
ia above the law and Constitution 
of the United States.

"Some of them don't like to ad­
mit that they are helping to es­
tablish a Word Government, or 
World State. They don’t like to 
say that they are abandoning 
American principles of liberty and 
law. and lowering the American 
flag that represents those princi­
ples.

“Yet they are letting world 
agencies take dorrfinion over their 
trade, their property, and their 
own sons.

"They are willing to help build 
a World Government, with a world 
army able to take over lesser gov­
ernments. suppress local opposi­
tion, and enforce decisions and 
decrees of world rulers.

"To those who crave this super­
government and call it ‘collective 
security,’ the personal freedom 
and political independence for 
which Americans went to war in 
1776 seem now out.moded, an ob­
stacle to progress, no longer a 
shield for liberty and a sure de­
fense in time of war.

"But will the new super-state, 
this world web of inter-govern­
mental bureaucracies, do what its 
sponsors say that it will?

"A fish swims because it is 
made that way. A bird flies be­
cause it is made in a different 
way. What anything can do. even 
a government, depends on how it 
is made, what it consist* of and 
how it is put together.

"Is the United Nations made 
so that it can promote peace?

"Its Charter make* it in large 
part subject to control by com­
munists. According to an estimate 
of the "United States New* & 
World Report’ for December 12, 
1953, one-third to one-half of the 
executive* of the UN staff are 
communists or persons who obey 
the communists. These zealots get 
their own kind into key poets in 
any organization they control, and 
they control many part* of the 
UN. Will they use that control to 
promote peace and Justice? Do 
they not make the UN a menace 
to everything that Americans 
should stand for?

“Is this the way to peace, to 
freedom, to justice? Do those who 
keep their own people in socialist 
servitude understand the meaning 
of freedom or of justice? If not, 
can they guard the peace?”

UNESCO's true purposes. Nation­
alism, which is the UNESCO word 
for patriotism, is referred to as a 
"disease” with which children are 
"infected” by their parents. It is 
to be purged from youthful minds 
in preparation for the coining 
world government. The old moral 
standards and traditions, such as 
reverence for God, country, flag, 
and parents, are ignored or scorn­
ed and the children are to be edu­
cated in "yforld-mindedness," with 
considerable side accent on sex.

Part IV of the UNESCO series 
contains the hundreds of particu­
larly offensive questions propound­
ed by the late Dr. Ruth Benedict 
of Columbia University during the 
early period of General D. D. Ei­
senhower's presidency of that in- 
atitution. This UNESCO booklet 
recommends that teachers pry in­
to the most intimate personal de­
tails of family life, with special 
and revolting emphasis on sex and 
the child's relations to its family.

Snooping Questions
Here are just a few 6f the Bene­

dict questions to which teachers 
are supposed to learn the an­
swers: Are there devices for over­
coming sterility or for limiting the 
family? Is there any arrangement 
for illegitimate children? It mar­
ital Intercourse restricted during 
nursing? Is masturbation In chil­
dren recognized as being common 
or exceptional? How do the par­
ents behave toward each other be­
fore the children? What are the 
boys' chief source* of sex knowl­
edge’ How much emphasis is 
placed on chastity? What adoles­
cent sex activities are common?

Among the methods recommend­
ed by Dr. Benedict for use by 
teachers in obtaining such informa­
tion ia the ugly practice of snoop­
ing, to be subtly employed by ques­
tioning and witching the children, 
by leading them into depicting the 
intimate details of their personal 
and family lives through drawings, 
and by the use of dolls representing 
family members. Everything learn­
ed from the children, whether by 
prying queitions or by suggestive 
trickery masked aa "play,” is to 
b* carefully recorded.

Obscene Books
In line with the Communist edict 

to corrupt the young and get them 
interested in sex, obscene books 
have been placed in school librar­
ies in some localities, and even 
in the curriculum. One auch case 
which recently has attracted na­
tion-wide attention is that of Marin 
County, California, where high 
school libraries were found to con­
tain books describing in raw and 
complete details auch things as 
sexual relations, prostitution, per­
version, incest, and drug addiction, 
often In the form of fiction which 
could hardly fail to incite the sex 
urge and encourage corruption.

I cannot quote here the objec­
tions! excerpts from these books 
because they are much too filthy 
and obscene to appear in public 
print. But here it a list of some of 
the titles, authors, and page num­
ber*:. "A Field of Broken Stones.”

Savagery indulged in by striker* 
is just as heinous and just at un­
lawful as when it occurs under any 
other auspices. And those who en­
gage in it or officially sanction it 
should be hauled into court and 
given the heaviest penalties the 
law provides. After all, what are 
all our taxes for if they do not 
provide protection for the peace­
ful against the barbarous assaults 
of the warlike?

(Th* Wall Street Journal)

Many people believe that, for , 
*U its Imperfections, the United 
Nations remains the world's best 
hope for peace. They think at least 
some of the imperfections c*n be 
remedied by changing some ot t 
the rules, and a Senate subcom­
mittee is now looking into thla 
question of whether the U n i t e d  
States should seek revisions in 
the U. N. Charter.

Perhaps certain kinds of change* 
could bring improvements in th# 
UN's machinery. But former Pres­
ident Hoover, testifying on th# sub­
ject the other day, showed ex­
actly whv it 1* impossible to amend 
the Charter in such a way as to 
make the organization an effective 
instrument of peace. Before it can 
be that, Mr. Hoover said, "th# 
world must await a great ehange in 
th# whole Communist attitude.”

That is th# heart of th# matter.

Uncertainties relating to the crop 
picture, farm legislation, the ex­
port outlook and internal market 
condition, all served to turn more 
traders to the sidelines.

At Friday'g close the list ruled 
2 to 19 points—10 to 95 cents a 
bale—lower than thq preceding 
week.

The setback came after the July 
delivery on Monday reached 34.35 
cents a pound. This represented a 
cumulative recovery of $5.40 a bale 
from the low made on April 20 
and was up $8.15 a bale from the 
season's low made in March.

The lack of definite new incen­
tives to develop after the recent 
expiration of the May contract 
was another hindrance to new 
market interest, traders thought.

The export subsidy question con­
tinued to hold foreground attention. 
Although Agriculture Secretary 
Benson said he would make a de­
cision “well in advance’’ of the 
new season, commencing Aug. 1, 
he gave no hint of what the de­
partment will decide to do.

.On the question of price sup­
port legislation, the Senate Agri­
culture Committee voted to hold 
“unlimited h e a r i n g s ’’ on the 
House-approved bill to restore rig­
id 90 per cent of parity supports 
on the basic crops.

Committee Chairman Ellender 
(D U  ) expressed doubts as to 
whether hearings could be com­
pleted in time to get a bill on the 
floor before adjournment this year.
