On the City Ballot is the
economic development sales
tax, Part 4A and Part 4B for
one-half cent each. Many
cities are using this sales tax
revenue as a way of accom-
plishing projects without hav-
ing to raise property taxes.

The economic
development sales tax will
generate approximately
$40,000 each year: $20,000
from Part A and $20,000 from
Part B.

Food, drugs, medical ser-
vices, rents, gasoline, or au-
tomobiles are not taxed. The
average four person family
with a $35,000 income will pay
approximately $25.00 a year
for the one cent Part 4A and
Part 4B economic develop-
ment sales tax.

The $20,000 generated by
the economic development
sales tax Part 4A can provide
the local development corpo-
ration with funds to assist local
businesses as well as to seek
new businesses.

The $20,000 generated by
the Part 4B of the economic
development sales tax will
provide funds to enhance the
city, to make it more attractive
to prospective businesses,

Ten-year-old Shavon Shel-
ton runs along the shore at
Sheldon Lake State Park in
northeast Houston, holding
up a colorful sunfish. "Look
what I've got, the first fish of
my life," she cries out. In an
unlikely gesture, Shavon
holds the fish to her face and
gives it a Kiss.

It may not seem remarkable
for a young child to catch a
fish for the first time, but for
Shavon, it's a breakthrough.
She is an African-American
from the inner city, an ethnic
group that rarely visits state
parks. She lives in'one of 14
Houston Housing Authority
developments whose resi-
dents are being introduced to
the outdoors through a Texas
Parks and Wildlife outreach
program.

Proposition .8, one of 19
items that Texas voters will
consider Nov. 6, would au-
thorize up to $850 million in
general obligation bonds for
13 state agencies, funding
critical repairs for state parks,
prisons, youth facilities, state
hospitals and schools for the
deaf and blind.

Proposition 8 would include
$2.5 million to build the Shel-
don Lake Environmental Ed-
ucation Center, greatly ex-
panding the potential for
thousands of children like
Shavon. This new facility in
Northeast Houston would of-
fer hands-on education for
school children at ponds,
boardwalks and viewing

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decks, using former fish
hatchery wetlands as a giant
natural classroom. It is the
flagship example of TPW ef-
forts to help urban youth and
ethnic minorities connect with
the nature and the outdoors.

"For Texas Parks and
Wildlife, Proposition 8 repre-
sents the largest bond issue
in our history," said Andrew
Sansom, TPW executive di-
rector, noting that it would
provide up to $100 million
over the next six years for re-
pairs and improvements to
TPW state parks, wildlife man-
agement areas and fish
hatcheries.

"Proposition 8 would do
three crucial things," Sansom
said. "It would provide $15
million to address the remain-
ing critical repair backlog iden-
tified at Texas Parks and
Wildlife sites in the 1990s. It
would also provide $8-to-10
million per year for proactive,
preventive maintenance to
make sure we don't fall behind
again. Finally, it will invest in
big-ticket repairs and im-
provements at some of our
flagship historic sites, plus
fund a few new projects in the
key areas of urban youth out-
reach and African-American
heritage.”

A bond is like a low-interest
loan, explains Kim Edwards,
Texas Public Finance Author-
ity executive director. The
government sells bonds to in-
vestors, then pays them back
with interest over time.

"The unique and positive
thing about this proposition is
that state leaders made a con-
certed effort to fund deferred
maintenance, acknowledging
that you shouldn't spend
money on new facilities with-
out maintaining the ones you
already have," said Edwards.

"As a citizen, | look at this as
good insurance for the future.
Just like you change the oil in
your car and the air condition-
ing filter in your house,
spending a little now will pro-
vide more money for new
projects later instead of more
expensive remediation for
facilities in serious decline.”

repairs at state parks and
other sites across Texas, but
it's particularly significant for
the Houston area. Besides
the Sheldon Lake project
mentioned above, it would
provide $12 million to reno-
vate the San Jacinto Battle-
ground and $12 million for
drydock repairs on the Battle-
ship TEXAS. There would
also be $4 million to restore
the Levi-Jordan Plantation
southwest of Houston to be-
come a new-state historic site
interpreting the African-
American heritage of Texas.
The University of Houston has
recovered more than 500,000
artifacts from this former plan-
tation where slaves were im-
ported and sold.

Voters may be confused
because the Proposition 8
language does not mention
any of the state agencies in-
volved and there are four
other bond proposals on the
ballot. The Proposition 8 bal-
lot language will read, "The
constitutional amendment au-
thorizing the issuance of up to
$850 million in bonds payable
from the general revenues of
the state for construction and
repair projects and for the
purchase of needed equip-
ment" :

Haunted by
Halloween Stains?
Halloween conjures up op-

portunities for a whole host of
ghastly stains. Think mushed
pumpkins, smashed apples,
puddies of punch, make-up
smears and overflowing
goodie bags that may. mean
candy stains. It's enough to
spook anyone! Rescue any
stains with a bag of tricks to
help scare those stain goblins
away. To start, always check
the fabric care label for clean-
ing instructions.

Pumpkin and apple stains
fall into the fruit category.
Think about how an apple
slice turns brown if it's left out.
That's what happens to a fruit
stain.  The trick is to treat it as
soon as possible after the oc-
currence. Remove the ex-
cess fruit and then run the
fabric under cold water. If the
item can't be washed immedi-
ately, this may stop it from ox-
idizing. As soon as possible,
wash the garment using the
warmest water temperature
that's safe for the fabric.

For make-up stains, remove
any excess with the back of a
spoon. Pre-treat with a pre-
wash stain remover, then
wash the garment in the
hottest water that's safe for
the fabric. Warm or hot water
will help soften the residue,
so it can more easily be re-
moved.

Chocolate and caramel
candy stains should be pre-
treated with a pre-wash stain
remover, then laundered us-
ing a detergent and a bleach
that's safe for the fabric. If the
stain remains, launder it again.
Don't dry the garment until the
stain is completely removed.

Halloween also means par-
ties and of course, possible
spills. The quicker you clean
the area, the more likely the
stain can be removed. For
carpet stains, carefully remove
any excess food or blot up
liquids. Then, clean any re-
maining stains using a carpet
cleaner. Read and follow the
label directions. Be sure to
only use products formulated
for cleaning carpets. Other
cleaning products can dis-
color the carpet. After clean-
ing, use a clean, white cloth or
towel to blot the carpet until
it's dry as possible.

Keep long-term
perspective in
times of crisis

The tragic events at the
World Trade Center, the Pen-
tagon and in Pennsylvania
shocked the nation and the
world. As an individual, you
no doubt felt appalled and
deeply saddened.
