Notary Public  Commissions and
that all such persons must qualify
by filing an oath and bond with
the County Clerk of their residence
between June 1, 1955 and June 10,
1955. The law specifically requires
county clerks to approve Notary
bonds and individuals should not
send money or rquests for com-
missions direct to the Secretary ol
State, All notary matters can only
be received by the Secretary of
State after the county clerk acts
theron.
