CASA of the High Plains is im-
ploring the communities of the 
surrounding counties for new vol-
unteers. CASA exists to provide 
trained court-appointed volun-
teers to advocate for children who 
have been removed from their 
home and placed in the foster 
care system because of abuse 
and neglect. 

Due to neglect and abuse, chil-
dren are being removed from their 
homes at one of the highest rates 
we have seen since the existence 
of our program which started in 
1991. Gray County has the great-
est need at this time followed by 
Donley and Wheeler counties. A 
volunteer does not have to live in 
those counties to serve these chil-
dren. 

Through the volunteers work, 
that child's voice is heard in the 
court system in a way that it would 
not be heard if that child did not 
have a volunteer assigned to their 
case.
