6. Faith—A Lesson To The Fear- 

ful and Unbelieving. 

Faith was his shield in time of per- 

il. When the “black death” was rag- 

ing in London and people were fall- 
ing like grain before the cythe, and 

it was as much as signing one’s death 

warrant to be found in its presence, 

he sought the guidance of God. His 

eyes fell upon the words (Psa. 91:4-7) 

“He shall cover thee with his feath- 

ers, and under his wings shalt thou 

trust . . . Thou shalt not be afraid of 

the terror by night, nor for the arrow 

that flyeth by day, nor the pestilence 
that walketh in darkness, nor for the 

destruction that wasteth at noonday. 

A thousand shall fall by thy side, and 

ten thousand at thy right hand, but 

it shall not come nigh thee.” Forth- 

with he went among the stricken peo- 

ple ministering to the dying, and 

burying the dead. 

In all his labors the note of faith | 

was dominant. He was fond of say- 

ing, “Where God guides he provides,” 

and “Both humanity and God are fond 

of faith projects.” When some doubt- 

ed the great undertaking of the Tab- 

ernacle, he said, “We will see what 

faith can do here.” And men saw 

and wondered, and believed, and re- 

joiced. From the first he declared, 

“It shall be faith, not debt.” He hated 
debt. When a child he had gone in 

debt for a slate pencil. His father 
so rebuked him for it, that he had 

carried a heavy heart for days, and 

so deep was his sorrow he declared 
that ever after he shunned debt, and 

“hated it like Luther hated the Pope.” 

“Dirt, debt and the devil” were cne- 

mies of mankind,” and his voice was 

ever lifted against them. In six years 

at a cost of over $150,000, the Taber- 

nacle was completed — without debt. 

His church was run without debt, as 

go were all the institutions it foster- 

ed. There were no secular plang to 

induce Christ's people to support his 

cause; a valuable and much needed 

lesson for Chewist’s churches and peo- 

ple to-day, and one I am constrained 

day soon come when his worthy ex- 
ample shall be followed by us all.

shalt die and not live. 1I Kings 20:1.

With their 
discords and the dire results that 
follow, they form a familiar and tragic 

story. From its deeply stained pages 

haunting statistics emerge to stand 

in gloomy significance over broken 

vows and departed felicities. Will not 

children inheriting the fearful mem- 

ories of collapsed homes, carry those

bitter and burdensome recollections 
down to their latest hours? Will they 
not be socially and morally crippled 

because of an unhappiness visited on 
them by unwise and disagreeable par- 

ents? In tedious hours they will not 
be able to enliven dullness by sing- 
ing, “there is mo place like home.” 
Its refuge; its sacredness; its hallow- 

ed scenes of love; pleasant davs 
spent where gentle winds played over 
its consecrated ground, will be un- 

known to those unfortunate children. 
Unless checked by sense and relig- 
jon, divorces have reached the point 
where we may pensively prophecy the 
passing of the American home. With 
separations increasing and their en- 
tailed sorrows augmenting, surely it 
is time to so condition our homes that 
society may be maintained in accord- 
ance with God's plans. 

Sadly do we all know that the 
source of all our troubles is in our 

hearts. The nets that entangle us 

and the snares that entrap us, are 
hidden in the deceitfulness of our 

hearts. I want then to substitute 

the word heart for that of “house” in 

the text. Assuredly, God is calling 

you and me to set our hearts in or- 

der. In the heart is where we really 

live. To permit this earthly dwell- 
ing to be cluttered with paltry things 
or filled with strife, contention, and 
dark surmisings is to live in a place 
of vanity and confusion. Every one 
appreciates a neatly arranged home. 

It possesses an elegance that soothes 

the harassed spirit and an atmos- 
phere that heals the inmates deep 
bruises. It is carefully guarded from 
unworthy and dangerous intrusion. 
But it is mundane and temporary. 

The real home is the soul. And we 
sometimes allow the things that dis- 
organise and pollute to have undis- 
puted control of that priceless abode. 
But supposing our hearts are in a 
disordered state, what steps then are 
necessary to set them in order? 

If heeded, there are in the serip- 
tures admonitions that will instruct 
and encourage us. In the fourth 
chapter of Ephesians, Pagl discusses 
heart renovation with a directness 

and force that will edify all who will 
listen to him. Let us hear him. Well, 

he fervently insists that the “old 
man,” in conversation and deeds, is 
to be repudiated. The carnal nature 
“which is corrupt according to the 
lusts of deceit,” is to be “put off.” 
There is to be a laying aside of 
worldly weights and a casting away 
of that which is superfluous and de- 
grading. To retain the things that 
we are commanded to remounce is 
sufficient to keep any heart in dis- 
favor with God. I am aware that 
Paul's exhortations are regarded as 
obsolete by this crooked and strabis- 
mic generation. But evidently we 
will come to a spiritual awakening if 
will exercise ourselves in them, 
The next step is that in the awak- 

ening we will put on the “new man, 
which after God is created in right- 
eousness and true holiness.” It is 
then, in the putting on of the new 
man that order and purity are real- 

ized in the heart. In the act the 
spirit of the mind is renewed. And 
to our renewed minds the things that 
pertain to the Christian life will be- 
come exquisite to us in a time of 
spiritual obtuseness a n d moral 
apathy. .

Our B. M. A. brethren are a great people, and we feel sure that after the 

heat of the discussion of the matter of unification in their annual meeting, 

has cooled off somewhat, they will regret that they took such drastic 

action in the matter.

“WATCH TOWER” CITY OF THE DAYS OF SAMUEL, IDENTIFIED 

At last, the pick and spade of the explorer and archeologist have 

brought to light the old city of Mizpah so prominently identified with the 

history of Israel in the days of Samuel, the Prophet-Judge. Today, it is 

known to the natives of Palestine by its Arabic name, Neby Samwil, the 
burial place of the prophet Samuel. It is located about six miles north 
west of the City of Jerusalem. It was the strategic point in connection 

with Allenby’s capture of Jerusalem in December, 1917. Three times the 
Turks drove the Britisr Forces from its top after the first occupation, but 
at last the Turks had to yield this historic spot to the invading army. 

"In the days of the division of the land among the tribes of Israel, 

Mizpah was located on the boundary line between the Northern and Sou- 

thern Kingdoms. It was in the territory of Benjamin. It was called “The 

Mizpah,” and was strongly fortified because of its border position. It was 
a great center for Israel on special occasions, and the Moslems claim Sam- 
uel was buried on the mountain-top. In spite of this fact, they shelled the 
Mosque over his grave, and shattered it to pieces, rather than surrender 

it to Allenby’s army. 

In its recent excavation, it has: yielded many important Old Testa- 
ment souvenire, among which is a beautiful agate seal bearing a legend 
which identifies it with one Jaazaniah, an officer in the army of Zedekiah, 
the last pre-exile King of Judah, and who is mentioned in 2 Kings 25:23 
as “coming to Mizpah.” The discovery of this seal in his tomb makes the 
identification of Mizpah a certainty beyond all question, and final. This 
is in line with the account in the first book of Kings; “Then King Asa 
made a proclamation unto all Judal; none was exempt: and they carried 
away the stones of Ramah, and the timber thereof, . . . and King Asa 
built therewith Geha of Benjamin, and Mizpah” (I Kings 15:22). 

. 

Two Sundays ago, while Dr. George W. Truett was in the high alti- 
tudes of one of his great sermonic climaxes, a woman in the audience 
arose, began clapping her hands and then shouted aloud the praises of 
God. Like the bad weather in California, according to the Californians 
themselves, “this was very unusual,” and a fine doctor ran to the woman’s 

side to quiet her. The beloved pastor quietly said: 
“Dear Doctor, please let the good woman alone. She is well known 

as one of our devout Christian mothers here, and it is all right for her to 
shout.” 

Now and again similar scenes are witnessed in our hours of worship. 
I recall one when I was a member of B. H. Carroll's great church in Waco, 
Texas, when he was preaching on the translation of Elijah. In many re- 

spects, he was unmatched as a Gospel preacher, and, as he was pointing 
upward and in his impressive eloquence was following Elijah from the 
toils, turbulences and tears of our poor world into the land of life and 
light and love on High, one of the members, the wife of a Waco doctor, 
shouted aloud. 

A similar scene oocurred among the Primitive Baptists when | was a 
lad. I was reared among these good people, and knew them intimately. 
They are not emotional, and traditionally frown upon any pretense in re- 

ligion. That day, Rev. Abe Baker was preaching. I was so small that 

my legs were not long enough to reach the floor. In the audience was 
Sister Bennett, the poorest poor woman in all the countryside. For years 
she had been an object of charity, but, withal, was loved and respected by 
all who knew her. I was watching Sister Bennett as she placed her hand- 
kerchief to her eyes and began weeping. She was bending forward and 
backward, exhibiting very deep emotion. Brother Baker looked down at 
her and, in that quaint way common to these peculiar people, he exclaimed: 

“Sister Bennett, if the cup runs over, let it run-ah.” 

The cup ran over. Sister Bennett shouted aloud the praises of God. 

Many others joined in the hallelujahs that spread throughout the congre-

impressive sermon. 

I recall another incident that occurred when 1 was a boy slightly 
older than when this other scene was witnessed. In those pioneer times, 
many of the religious meetings were held in Christian homes. On one 
autumn evening the neighbors gathered at the home of Deacon Jack Bellamy 
for such a religious service. There was singing, two or three prayers and 
then the preacher began the simple message. 

But he didn't finish it. Before he had advanced far in his sermon, 
the Spirit of God came ‘down upon that audience and all were moved to 
tears. Then the shouting began. Men were clasped in each other's arms; 

women threw their arms around each other’s necks and wept aloud for joy. 

I was not a Christian then, but as | rode my pony home after the meeting 

ended, | looked up at the shimmering stars and prayed God for help. 
Many eventful years have come and gone since then, but now as these 

words are penned, I look back upon that scene as one of the most cventful 

of my life. 

This leads me to say that unless I am far out at sea we need through- 

out all our land a soul-searching, heart-sweeping revival of religion. It 

Dr. J. B. Cranfill, Dallas, Texas, in Western Recorder 

is not simply that the church members need it, for all: the preachers need 

it as well. We have become to stilted, to formal, too starchy, too self-sat 

isfied, too prone to trust in our organizations and different pl
ans of ec 

clesiastical procedure. We have too much harness and not enough horse. 

We have too many preachers clinging too closely to their fir
stlies, second- 

lies, thirdlies and fourthlies, and not getting close enough t
o the vitalities 

of the faith they preach. 

After the day of Pentecost, the revival of religion that followed in 

Jerusalem continued three and a half years. The church at Jerusalem 

attained a membership of 180,000. . There was deep emotion everywhere. 

This great revival was the incitation to Saul of Tarsus to intensify his per- 

secution to that degree that the saints were scattered abroad to tramp the 

world for Christ. 

We are too mechanical, too proper, too offish, too afraid that we will 

brush up against and get soiled by contact with some sinner. 

And, God save the mark, we are too wicked. I have always thought 

the Prodigal Son was a Christian. There are millions of Christians who 

are prodigals. Their names are on the church rolls; they love God and 

His cause, but follow afar off. In the language of the motorneer, “their 

trolleys are off.” There is a Divine spark that in former times motivated 

them in high living and high thinking, but they have lost contact with God. 

Well they may be singing, 
“Where is the blessedness I knew 
When first I saw the Lord? 

Where is the soul-refreshing view 
Of Jesus and His Word?” 

And well may they pray, 
" “Return, O holy dove, return 

Sweet messenger of rest; 

I hate the sin that made Thee mourn 
And drove Thee from my breast.” 

Much of our dry-as-dust religion is caused by sin. No man living in 

sin ever shouts. He shrinks, shirks, and shuns the high things of God. 

He knows that God knows he is not living right, and somehow he mis- 
takenly fears that everybody else also knows how hypocritical he is. 

Beloved children of God, we ought to come back. We need again to 

be on our knees. My brother, who was a doctor, attended a Salvation 

Army captain in his last illness. My brother laid him out and dressed 
him. He told me that when he looked at his knees, they had on them great 
callouses made by his having spent so much time in prayer. There are 
Christians who will read these words who haven't been on their knees in 
years. We stand up now and pray—that is, if we pray at all. 

As | close these words, | am wondering if the thousands of readers 
of the Western Recorder will not join me in an earnest prayer and purpose 
to do our bit in bringing to pass a great revival of religion. Let the re- 
vival begin in our ownhearts, in our own homes, in our own meeting-houses. 

Re-establish the family altar, re-dedicate the heart and soul to God, re-live 

the life we lived when first we saw the Lord. Get back to the old paths, 

sing in your hearts and in your homes and churches the old-time religion. 
Let's seek God's face, and if we seek Him as we should He will be found 

of us.

Jesus with the shadow of the cross 
dark across his path, death being only 
three days away, sat upon the Mount 
of Olives and talked with his discip- 
lesa of many things. 

In olden times the steward of the 

family was a well loved and trusted 

slave who was deeply attached to his 
master and loyal to all of his inter- 

ests. He superintended the family 

finaneing and investments. 

Christ took this well known office 

and made of it a parable to teach his 

disciples a great lesson of the use of 
their talents. 

“And unto one he gave five talents, 

to another two, to another one: to 

each according to his several ability.” 

It makes an interesting story of the 
investments of their talents while the 

master was away. 

The talent was not a coin but a 

certain weight of gold or silver rock- 
oned as maybe $1000.00. 

The servant with five talents and 

the servant with two talents doubled 

their value by wise investment. But 

the servant with one talent “digged 

in the earth and hid his Lord's 
money.” 

“After a long time the lord of those 

servants cometh, and maketh a reck- 

oning with them.” 

How happy were those servants | 

who could bring an increase in their 

money to their lord and receive his 

praise. 

How small was the man who had 

hid his talent and had nothing more 

to show to his master. He was most 

zealous in vindicating himself, speak- 

ing of his fear. It was a cowardly 

excuse, He was not afraid but only 

lazy and indifferent. 

His master condemned him—*“Thou 
wicked and slothful servant.” It was 

not because he made no more money 

but because of his wicked and sullen 

disposition. The master took the tal- 

ent and gave to the man with the ten 

talents,

Centennial 

(Continued from page one) 

was an enemy he had always to fight. 

He found victory in bringing cheer 

to others who walked the same sor- 

rowful way his feet had often trod. 

The sorrows and affiliations of his 

people were his also. “I would go 

into the deeps a hundred times,” said 

he, “to cheer a downcast spirit.” Bod- 

ily ills he knew throughout most of 

life’s journey, and thanked God for 
his afflictions that he “might know 

how to speak a word in season to one 

that is weary.” Often he preached 

when he had to be assisted to his pul- 
pit. In hours of despondency, trust 

in God triumphed. “The time is short, 

the work is great, the Lord must be 

trusted more simply.” Out of depres- 

sion of spirit, great bodily suffering, 

and financial anxiety, came always 

God-honoring victory. Secular pur- 

suits he would have none. When of- 

fered $100,000 for 100 lectures in 

America, he promtply refused. He 
would live on the gifts of his people, 

and funds for financing his church 

and its enterprises should “huve their 

origin in the grace of God.” Hun- 

dreds of thousands of dollars ior 

Christ's sake and the gospel’s, he 

saved it unto the enrichment of ihe 

cause to which he dedicated his all, 

and unto the riches of grace in Christ 

Jesus which are his cternally. 

His ministry, all too short in years, 

became centuries long; though located 

in one great city, it touched all cities, 

and brought its blessing of salvation 

to men on the high seas; to those in 

haunts of sin; to the homes of the 

great and the small; and to those in 

the faraway places of the earth, 

The following instances that might 

be multiplied a thousand times, only 

serve to illustrate how far the beacon 

of his gospel light shone. A paper 
carrying a printed sermon was used 

for packing in a shipment to the 

United States. The same found its 

way in like manner to Australia. Back 

to England came a part of this same 

sermon as wrapping for a package. 

It found its way into the “public 

house” where lay a poor girl dying 

of a wasting disease. She sent for 

Mr. Spurgeon. Surprised to find one 

with so bright a faith in such a sin- 

ful place, he inquired to know how it 

had come about. “She took from un- 

der her pillow the piece of paper, and 

said, “It was those words that led 

me to trust the Saviour.” He read, 

and lo they were his own words, 

which had pointed the way to life to 

this sinful girl. 

A Scotch woman, who had lost her 

way in the darkness of doubt, had 

decided to turn away from religion 
forever. She burned her Bible and 

put all the sermons of Spurgeon she 

had saved into the fire. As she pun- 
ched them with the poker, one fell 
back. “I will read that one,” she said 

and picked it up. It brought her into 

the full assurance of faith. 
A sailor stopped him on the street, 

and said, “Mr. Spurgeon, you led me 
to Christ.” “Never saw you before 
my lad as I know of,” was his re- 

ply. “1 was with my ship on the high 
sea,” said he, “and one day I picked 

up a paper and read one of your ser- 
mons. I was saved. I thought, ‘If 

I were on land I would know where 
I was converted,” so I went and look: 
ed at the chart, and found it was 

" altitude 25, longitude 54. 
It was my good fortune to attend 

one of the anniversaries of the Pas- 
tors’ College which he founded. His 

son Thomas Spurgeon, pastor of the 

Tabernacle, presided. Archibald | 
Brown, associate pastor and first 

graduate of the college, spake to the 

edification and uplift of all who com- 

posed the vast audience. A young 

man, an Appollo in appearance, and 

an Apollos in eloquence, the last grad- 

uate up to that time, closed the occa- 
sion with an address that sparkled 

with wit and throbbed with pathos. 

“I was born within a stone's throw 

of this Tabernacle, and might any 

Sunday have heard Mr. Spurgeon 

during his last active years,” said he, 

“but 1 never saw him. My Sundays 
were spent in ‘public houses.” I had 

no thought of God. One day while 
walking down the street the wind 

blew a paper under my feet. I pick- 

ed it up and began to read one of the 

great man’s sermons. The text was, 

‘Wherefore He is able to save unto 

the uttermost all who come unto God 

by him.” As I walked on and read, 

I walked into the Kingdom of God.” 

June 30, 1892, at Mentone, France, 

the great Christian warrior Jaid aside 

his armor, heard the Master's “Well 

done, good and faithful servant, enter 

into the joy of thy Lord,” and went 

to be with the Saviour whom he loved 

with a holy passion. He rests from 
his labors and his works do follow 
him; and like righteous Abel. 

being dead yet speaketh.”
