Almve all things, th» Itiiiteo 
States should not permit itself 
tob rc 'm e embroiled against Japan 
in o. .1er to p. esei ve th invest 
nients of Britain, priina.rlly. and 
to a leaser extent France, in China

Since Spanlih-Americain war 
days the Hritlsh have striven to 
k(ep the U. S. interoted coloni- 
ally In the Pacific. Britain p-e- 
vented an attack upon the .Amer- 
can hattP fleet of Admiral Dewey 
in Manila Bay by the Oorp'atu 
shortly liefore the desirn.iion of 
th Spanish fleet in 18!*S. Tills 
they did in ord r to aseiire Amer­
ican victory in the Orient a’'d 
1 ad to the .Ainericaii annexslii'ii 
of the Phllippiner. Islands. Once 
I ’ ncle Sam wa,s anchored in the 
Orl nt, they reasoned, they wm.'.d 
have an ally to aid in tlie main 
tenancp of their porsessions in 
China and to comhal th ri.-ing 
nev Japancst cmiilre.

•As a further ti idence of Hriti.-;'i 
(if Irr to kt op tlie U. S. In tl 
Pacific Britain openly op,)os C 
granting tlie Phillnpliies common, 
wealth status and providing toi 
their frr doin in a decade. Thev 
renllzed fiillv lhai oii''e I’ ncle Sam 
withdr w f;on  .Manila, they wonl.l 
lie left virlitally alone to confr'ont 
Jaran; no pleasing prosi>ect with 
Italy rml Germany gnawing at tlie 
British Ilea ’s vital in fli- MedB- 
erronean Sea .nil .North Sea. re- 
spertl vely.

That is why rncle Sam Flioild 
use cEiiti’'n in his dealings in 
the Oiient. Britain did not hrsi- 
ta tj to draw this country into the 
last world war by in^iidious pro. 
pnganda in 'order to save her own 
skin; would «he hesitate in order 
to pre? rve her Chinese invest­
ments ? I do not think she would.

As will be shown in a later 
article, the United States has in- 
terestf and Investmentg of its own
