The uniqueness of the Lubbock 
Karate Club is that along with karate 
the students will also be taught 
computer programming. 

While karate will develop the 
physical part of the individual, the 
club hopes to develop the mental 
aspect through the use of computers. 

"Once we teach the discipline 
required to learning how to use the 
computers," karate instructor David 
Garcia said. 

The idea of physical and mental 
development was brought together 
by Garcia and Placido Vigil who is 
also an instructor. 

Garcia is a black belt in karate and 
was a former karate instructor at the 
Unive -sity of Texas at El Paso for 
three fears. 

Vigil has had extensive experience 
in computer programming. 

Their combined individual talents 
will be used in a demonstration 
program through a self-help method.

Solar energy technology is being 
tested by Southwestern Bell in an 
innovative experiment to power 
public telephone booths in Texas 
using the sun's rays. 

The experiment is the first of its 
kind for Southwestern Bell. Using 
the same type of technology now 
used to power communications 
satellites in space, solar energy will 
power the lights of a phone booth in 
Bedford near Dallas. 

The phone booth looks like any 
other phone booth, except it ha solar 
collectors mounted on top to gather 
energy. 

"In addition to being a money and, 
energy saver, the new solar-powered 
phone booth will enable us to install 
public phones where it wasn't 
practical in the past," according to 
Bob McNamara of Southwestern 
Bell. 

McNamara predicted that if the 
solar-powered telephone booth 
proves to be efficient, public 
telephones could be economically 
installed in many locations 
throughout the state. 

"Using this self-powered telephone 
booth, we can make public 
telephones more widely available to

McNamara said the solar-powered 
booth will help Southwestern Bell 
reach three goals. 

"First, we will be able to offer 
public telephone service in many 
locations where we couldn't before. 
Second, because we save money by 
eliminating the need for electrical 
connections, we keep costs down. 
Third, because the booth is powered 
by the sun, we don't have ongoing 
electrical bills to operate the booth," 
he said. 

But what happens if the sun isn't 
shining? 

"No problem," McNamara said. 
"Solar energy is stored in the base of 
the booth. The two solar cells can 
store enough energy to operate for 
more than five days without 
sunlight," he said. 

We're optimistic about the 
outcome of this experiment and 
we're looking forward to using solar 
energy to reduce costs and expand 
public telephone availability for 
customer convenience," McNamara 
said. 

Ruben Reyna, who is from 
California and a former native of 
Texas, has been appointed the new 
COMA executive director. 

"The majority of my family lives 
here in Lubbock, and it's a real good 
feeling to be here," said Reyna, who 
assumed his duties Monday. 

Reyna is replaicng former director 
Lee Rivera who accepted a position 
for the Lubbock Beverage Company. 
Rivera had been director of COMA 
since May of 1979. 

"One of my goals is to improve the 
condition and status of the Mexican-
American businesses in Lubbock," 
Reyna said. 

In California, Reyna worked with 
service organizations dealing with 
education, Youth organizations, Ex- 
prisoners, and Drug and Alcoholic 
groups. 
. Other improvements Reyna hopes 

to accomplish are increasing the 
working staffs of the Mexican-
American businesses, increasing the 
funding of COMA, and increasing 
the membership. 

"Currently we have 100 members, 
but we have the potential of having 
around 350," said Reyna.

gal aliens. With no commit-
tee debate and little floor 
discussion, the rider be-
came. law. To its credit, the 
Texas House repealed the 
prohibition last year, but a 
State - Senate committee 
failed to report the measure 
to the floor — although the 
panel had approved a simi- 
lar bill earlier in the ses-
sion.

Efforts to get special fed-
eral aid also are likely to 
fail, although the federal 
government bears some re- 
sponsibility for the situa- 
tion through failure to en-
force immigration laws. But 
Texas was the only state in 
the Union trying to keep 
from educating the chil-
dren. Other states have 
managed to finance public 
education for all children, 
and it is unlikely that Con-
gress will be overwhelmed 
by sympathy for Texas' 
plight. 

There will be problems 
along the Texas-Mexico bor-
der, and the Legislature 
may have to provide special 
state support for these 
school districts. But else-
where in Texas, education" 
for the youngsters should 
not prove to be an undue 
burden. 

If we a -e to face facts, it 
is only sensible to educate 
all children. The youngsters 
of illegal aliens are likely to 
become permanent resi- 
dents of Texas, and it is in

Court Errs In Ruling On Aliens 
BY A ONE-VOTE margin, the Supreme' 

Court is once again guilty in the eyes of its 
own dissenting members of distorting the 
Constitution to fit its slim majority's views 
on social welfare. 

A person who is in this country illegally 
has all of the rights of a citizen to a free 
public education, the Court said in a 5-4 de- 
cision creating a new "law of the land." 

The ruling upholds lower court orders 
that Texas not charge public school tuition 
of illegal alien children. By extension, it 
applies to all states and probably to all so-
cial programs, including welfare and food 
stamps. 

This assault on the integrity of the na-
tion's borders was not unexpected, given 
the Supreme Court's recent history of 
broadly and liberally interpreting the Con-
stitution. Critics believe it to be usurping 
the powers of the legislative and executive 
branches of government. 

"THE 14TH AMENDMENT provides 
that 'no state shall... deprive any per-
sQn...within its jurisdiction the equal prot-
ection of the laws'," Justice William J. 
Brennan wrote for the majority. "Whatev-
cr his status under the immigration laws, 
an alien is surely a 'person' in any ordi-
nary sense of the word." 

This deliberate, legalistic misinterpre-
tation of the "Citizenship Rights" amend-
ment is absurd on its face. 

I fa person is in this country illegally. he 
has broken the laws of the country; if he is 
therefore given the same 'equal protec- 
tion' a citizen is supposed to get, he will be 
carted off to jail for breaking the law. not 
he sent to school or be given other privi-
k'ges enjoyed by law-abiding citizens. 

The question is not whether an illegal 
,lien is or is not to be given equal protec-
I Ion of the laws but whether he is to be sub-
1i•ct to equal enforcement of the laws.

It's part of the human frailty. 

When things go wrong, we look for 
someone else to blame. Fire a 
subordinate. Punch the guy on the 
next stool. Scream at the kids. 

Unfortunately, in a society that's 
still learning to shuck its institutional 
racism, minoirities are extra-
susceptible to slander and abuse in 
times of national stress. For 
example, during the depression, 
many thousands of Americans of 
Mexican ancestry were herded across 
the border by our government. 

But in our nation's half-century of 
maturity since then, remarkable 
advances have occurred. Nearly all of 
them were the direct result of moral 
leadership and an active 
commitment on the part of a 
succession of Democratic and' 
Republican presidents. 

Facing terrible times and an angry 
populace, Franklin Delano 
Roosevelt instituted a multitude of 
social and economic reforms that 
began bringing blacks, Hispanos and 
other minorities closer to the 
national mainstream way back in the 
.305 

Harry Truman, the man who said 
"the buck stops here," completed the 
integration of the U.S. Armed Forces 
in 1948. 

Dwight D. Eisenhower, appalled 
by the politically and socially 
sanctioned race hate in the South, 
attacked it with public declarations 

and Natonal Guard troops. 
John F. Kennedy defined our 

national purpose. He asked each of 
us what we could do for our country, 
and then paved the way for a burst of 
civil rights advances. 

Lyndon B. Johnson, using his 
incredible muscle with Congress, 
implemented Kennedy's dream and 
then tried dcsne.raiely not in let the 
Vietnam war tear us apart again. _ 

Richard Nixon took a campaign 
cue from a young girl's "Bring Us 
Together" sign and went to work to 
renew our cities, before Watergate 
brought him down. 

Gerald Ford, a fair and decent 
man, appealed effectively to all 
classes, all races, to make America a 
family again. 

Jimmy Carter took the next step to 
create a true national brotherhood. 
The former Georgia governor gave 
unprecedented Cabinet respon-
sibity to blacks, and lesser but still 
significant roles in his administration 
to Hispanics. 

Each contributed in a major way 
to the utopian goal of uniting the 
people of the United States. They 
shared in fashioning half a century of 
extraordinary progress. 

When Ronald Reagan came onto 

the scene, the pattern was set, the 
atmosphere generally' positive. 
Individually and collectively, 
minorities had shown their value to 
the skeptics, and the government was 
developing a reputation as an 
institution that cared about all 
classes and all colors of Americana. 

All that the new president needed 
to do was go with the flow. 

A year a half later, national unity is 
fraying at the seams. Blacks and 
browns are out. The poor are on the 
shelf. A caste system has been 
created. As problems go ignored, the 
president makes jokes about 
"Mexican" time and his cronies make 
cracks about all Puerto Ricans being 
on food stamps. They speak with 
impunity. 

When officials elsewhere around 
the country commit racial or ethnic 
slander, they are chastised, at least,  

Lastmonth, California Superior 
Judge charles Stevens was officially 
censured by the State Supreme Court 
for statements "prejudicial to the 
administration of justice." The judge, 
a 1971 appointee by then-Governor 
Reagan, called Hispanic women 
"cute little tam4les" and "Taco 
Belles" in front of court workers and 
made other remarks degrading to 
blacks and Filipinos. 

Also last month! when Los 
. Angeles Police Chief Daryl Gates _ 
suggested that the reason his men 
were killing so many blacks with 
their "choke holds" (12 out of 16 = 
victims since 1975 were black) was 
that blacks didn't have necks like 
"normal" poeple, the city's Police 
Commission quickly reprimanded 
him and outlawed the practice. 

It was also,last month when a rich 
businessman who heads President 
Reagan's watchdog committee on 
government spending, J. Peter -: 
Grace, complained to a Dallas, Tex., 
audience ' of manuf*turers that , 
"900,000 Puerto Ricans live in New 
York and they're all on food stamps," 
and embellished the lie with, "I've got -  
nothing against Puerto Ricans, but 
this is a little too much." En masse, 
Hispanic organizations and media, 
led by New York's El Diana-La 
Prensa, called on President Reagan 
to disown the man and the remark. 

The White House responded with 
silence.

From that observation on ft laxity of 
enforcement of the immigration laws, 
Brennan leaped to this conclusion: "It is 
difficult to understand precisely what the 
state hopes to achieve by promoting the 
creation and perpetuation of a sub-class of 
if iterates within our boundaries, surely 
adding to the problems and costs of unem-
ployment, welfare and crime." 

IN DISSENT, CHIEF Justice Wairen 
Burger noted that five of his colleagues 
were simply substituting their personal 
judgment for that of the entire legislative 
branch of government. 

"We trespass on the assigned function 
of the political branches under our struc-
ture of limited and separated powers when 
we assume a policymaking role as the 
court does today," the Chief Justice wote. 

He added, correctly: "The dispositive 
issue in these ca , simply put, is whether 
for purposes of llocat1ng its finite re- 
sources a state has a legitimate reason to 
differentiate between persons who are 
lawfully within the state and those who are 
unlawfully there. The distinction the state 
of Texas has drawn...is not unconstitution-
al." 

THE FOUR MINORITY members of 
the Court—Burger. Byron R. White, Wil-
liam H. Rehnquist and Sandra Day 
O'Connor—could not get their brothers to 
accept this basic logic, however. 

Instead, the majority compounded its 
recent errors of redefining "rights" and of 
reading into the Constitution meanings 
which would shock the authors. 

The whole context of the 14th Amend-
ment. for example, has to do with citizens 
and the rights of citizenship; to redefine 
"person" as used in this amendment to 
mean an illegal alien is, therefore, to take 
it out of context. 

Adopted after the Civil War to guaran-
tee citizenship to former slaves, it begins: 
"All persouis born or naturalized in the 
United States, and subjeot to the jurisdie- 
tion thereof. are citizens..." 

In that context, to hold that the lath 
Amendment's equal protection clause 
guarantees a fine public education to a 
person who has no lawful right to be in this 
country can only be described. in Burger's 
soft language, as a "trespass" on the Su-
preuuuu' Court's utica Constitutionally as-
signe•cl function.

After the students have thought 
about the practice session and 
listened to the master instructor, they 
begin to stretch. 

"We stretch so that the student can 
be able to kick higher and not pull a 
muscle in the process," Garcia said. 

Garcia teaches two types of karate. 
The Korean tyupe which is called 
Tae-Kwon-Do, and the Japanese 
style which is called Sho-Twa-Kwon. 

90 percent of Tae-Kwon-Do 
involves kicking and the usage of 
your feet. 

"Koreans believe that all your 
power comes from the center of your 
body or the stomach because it 
always stays with you no matter if 
your in the air," Garcia ;-' ' 

Sho-Twa-Kwon is much mm 
harder and requires much more time 
than Tae-Kwon-Do. 

The Japanese believe that power 
comes from the earth, and that a 
person must obtain that power 
through the feet and hands. 

"There is great emphasis on the 
precision of stanzes and form. They 
are executed in a very defined 
manner and a great amount of 
concentration is required," Garcia 
said. 

The physical benefits that karate 
brings are apJlity, endurance, and a  

well-conditioned body. 
Mentally, a person develops 

greater concentration, confidence in 
yourself, and leadership. 

In order to advance to a higher belt 
a person must learn their katas. 

"Katas are your defenses and this 
involves learning a method of 

blocking and str: :--," Garcia said, 
adding that as a person goes through 
their katas they are required to 
concentrate on their moves. 

He went on to explain that the 
student must imagine that they are 
fighting someone. As a student 
advances to a higher belt, he 
imagines fighting two or three 
fighters. 

The belts in karate are white, 
yellow, blue, red, brown, and black. 

The Lubbock Karate Club meets 
on Mondays, Tuesdays, and 
Thursdays at 7:30 p.m. at 343 Ave. 
H. 

Although the majority of the 
members are minorities, all the 
public is invited to attend. Cost for 
membership is $20 for three months 
or $10 for six weeks.

The press called it "Operation 

Jobs". 
The Immigration and Natualiza-

tion Service rejected such a title. It 
sounded too much like a military 
action. It preferred "Project Jobs". 

But when you analyze what 
happened the week of April 26-30 
and review the "summary of 
operations" packet which INS has 
now made available to the press 
following its well-publicized sweeps 
of undocumente workers in nine 
metropolitan areas, you have to 
conclude that "Operation Wetback" 
best describes the activity. 

"Operation Wetback" was the 
name given to a similar Justice 
Department campaign in 1954, when 
words like "wetback" weren't yet 
considered derogatory. Orchestrated 
by Attorney General Herbert 
Brownwell, its focus was closer to 
our southern border — not cities like 
Chicago, Detroit, and New York. 
And much of its emphasis was on 
agricultural jobs. 

The similarity? Nearly 100 percent 
of those individuals rounded up were 
Latino. In both cases, U.S. legal 
residents of Hispanic descent were 
challenged while los hueros — the 
fair-complexioned — were passed up. 
(Following "Operation Jobs, the Los 
Angeles Herald-Examiner editori-
alized: "It has not escaped our 
attention that one Los Angeles 
warehouse allegations surfaced that 
INS agents chose to ignore know 
German and Russian illegal aliens.") 

In "Operation Jobs," an incredible 
99.3 percent of those rounded up and 
detained were from Latin American 
and Caribbean countries. 

There were 4,908 nationals from 
our southern neighbor Mexico who 
were picked up. Our northern 
neighbor, Canada, contributed only 
one. 

There were 226 nationals from El 
Salvador, 76 from Colmbia, 53 from 
Haiti, 49 from Guatemala. The top 
15 countries were Latino_ Only one 
undocumented worker each was 
found from Australia, South Africa, 
and the United Kingdom. None — 
not single one — came from 
Germany, France, Isreal, Russia, 
Italy, Holland, Switzerland, Sweden 
or Norway. 

Does that mean that none are 
here? 

Information gathered by the Select 
Commission on Immigration and 
Refugee Policy belies any such 
conclusions. While neither it nor 
other study bodies have been able to 
give precise percentage estimates on 
the countries of origin of our 
undocumented population, to 
project that 99.3 percent are from the 
Caribbean and Latin America is 
absurd. 

(A total of 69 undocumented 
aliens from Poland were also picked 
up, but INS released them "extended 
voluntary departure," a status denied 
Central American political refugees.) 

So how did so many Latinos get 
caught in the net? 

INS selected some of the most 
dangerous, dirtiest, hardest, 
unhealthiest, most undesirable, 
underpaid jobs around to zero in on. 
They didn't barge in on any 
insurance companies or banks or 
fancy retail stores. Instead, they 
sought out those who were 
wallowing in fish guts, climbing and 
sawing trees for $4 and hour, slitting 
the throats of chickens, and working 
stooped over in the dark, miner's 
lamps on their heads, picking 
mushrooms. 

One California businessman who 
had 18 workers seized explained that 
his employees spend all day in guts 
and blood in a damp, cold place. 
"You hang up live chickens and slit 
their throats. they s— and bleed all 
over you." 

Many employers told of endless, 
fruitless recruiting emapaigns to 
keep a full work-force. The INS 
"survey of operations" reported no 
such problems. 

instead, it gushed over"hundreds" 
of people referred to vacant jobs. It 
didn't indicate how many lasted a full 
day, or a week, however. The `whole 
world" applied for jobs at one Los 
Angeles factory, it said. For some 
inexplicable reason, ti chose to pit 
the two most economically-
depressed U.S. minorities against 
each other by noting that in one 
Dallas factory, "42 jobs (were) filled 
with Blacks"; in another, "hired 39 
Blacks." 

The raids were ballyhooed as 

opening "high-paying jobs" for U.S. 

' showed the average wage of those 
legal residents. Yet, the final tally 

apprehended to be just $4.81 an 
hour. 

If the raids really "created 5,000 
jobs for Americans," which it didn't, 
the dent in our approaching double-
digit unemployment wouldn't even 
be noticed They also removed 5,000 
consumers, of course. The figure 
5,000 represents less than 1/ 10 of 1 
percent of 6 million undocumented 
persons the government says are 
living here. 

"Operation Jobs" wasn't designed 
to create jobs, as INS advertised. 
Rather, it was designed to create a 
climate so that restrictive 
immgration legislation — the so-
called Immigration Reform and 
Control Act of 1982 — would get 
public support at a critical moment. 

Using law enforcement for 
propaganda exercises in dangerously 
undemocratic. It hurts extra when 
your ethnic group is the one singled 
out for persecution and humiliation.
