As in the case of welfare reform. National 

Insurance is a top priority of the Administration. The 
Secretary of Health. Education and W elfare. Joseph A. 
( ’alifano. J r„ is calling for an all-out HEW  effort to ask the 
general public how national health insurance can best be 
achieved.

Because national health insurance will affect almost 
everyone, it is particularly important to consult with a broad 
•TOSS section of the American people as the Department 
prepares a proposal for the President.

For more than fifty years, national health insurance and 
related health care financing questions have been debated in 
this country while over the same peri«)d, national health 
insurance systems of various types have been implemented 
in all other major industrial nations. Now more than ever 
there is a need for a program in wtuen every citizen would be 
entitled to the same level of benefits; a program which 
would have uniform standards with strong quality and cost 
controls.

An estimated 26 million people in fiscal year 1976 tabout 12 
(K-rcmit of the U.S. population) had no health insurance 
coverage through private insurance or public programs such 
as .Medicare and Medicaid. A  majority of the uninsured 
comes from families W ITH  INCOMES but less than $10,000.

While a large majority o f Americans do have some form of 
health insurance, there are some serious problems with 
respect to the adequacy o f protection provided. An 
estimated 2.5 million persons covered by private insurance 
policies have inadequate protection against very high 
catastrophic expenses, h’or the elderly, the Medicare 
[irogram currently pays less than 40 percent of their health 
care costs.

An important consideration in a national health care 
program is the eijual access to health services. Today, over 
:15 million Americans live in areas where there are not 
enough health care providers. I,ack of transportation 
prevents many aged and pimr persons from seeking care. 
.Many physicians refuse to accept Medicaid patients. Some

Of grave importance is the cost, financing and administra­
tion o f any national health insurance program. Rampant 
inflation in health care prices threatens to erode the 
protection of many Americans with private commercial 
insurance. Federal expenditures for health services are 
rapidly escalating, accounting for an over 40 percent yearly 
increase in Medicare and Medicaid programs. Who should 

for health insurance, either through individual 
premiums or increased taxes; who should run the program, 
whether it should be federal, state or local or private 
insurance companies; and how to hold costs to a reasonable 
rate o f increase are vital questions which must be addressed.

A  public forum will be held in this state in October to 
gather comments on these issues. Persons may express their 
opinions on national health insurance by writing to the 
Principal Regional Official, Department of Health, Educa 
lion and Welfare, 1200 Main Tower, Dallas.

Like it is now, with the 
Postal Service on his side, a 
man can mail a check to pay 
a bill, even if he doesn't have 
quite enough money in his 
account to cover it, and 
know that by the time it 
finally reaches the bank he'll 
have had another pay check 
deposited and his credit 
stays intact. People cuss the 
post office without realizing 
that sometimes it’s on their 
side. They're going to be in 
trouble if the Postal S erv ic f 
ever improves, which it will 
just as soon as the Middle 
East problem is solved, or 
certainly by the time we 
solve the energy problem.

County Agent's
Corner

In the past, the Parks and 
W ildlife Department has 
provided fish for stocking 
private ponds at no charge 
to the pond owner. Due to 
present econtimic conditions 
and a change in the law, the 
Department will no longer 
provide this service free of 
charge.

This year, the Texas I^egis 
lature passed legislation al 
lowing the Department to 
charge for fish delivered to 
private waters. The rates 
are designed to reimburse 
the Department only for 
cost of providing this serv 
ice. The Parks and W ildlife 
commission has adopted the 
following charges to apply to 
fish delivered in 1978:

B A SS . $2.00 per acre 
C A TF ISH  $4.00 per acre 
SUNFISH  .  $.5.00 per acre
a p p l i c a t i o n  c h a r o e

$ 2.00
Ponds 75 acres or larger that 
require on-site delivery will 
be charged 25c per mile 
round trip from the hatchery

The Department will al.so 
discontinue the practice of 
delivering fish to every cou­
nty seat. Such deliveries are 
very costly and increase the 
price of the fish. It will be 
necessary for you to pick 
up the fish at a central 
distribution site for your 
area: or if you prefer, you 
can pick them up at the 
hatchery. Distribution sites 
will be announced at a later 
date.

Smooth tricot linings 
make a boot easy to pull on 
and off and may provide 
adequate warmth for milk 
winter weather. Pile linings 
provide greater warmth; the 
denser the pile, the greater 
the warmth.

Pile may be wool or syn 
thetic. Synthetic linings may 
be more durable, but are not 
as absorbent as wool, often 
leaving feet with a clammy 
feeling.

Hoots with ridged or skid 
resistant soles, whether 
leather or synthetic, are 
safer on ice and snow. Avoid 
smooth soles.

To assure fit, try on both 
boots. Sizes vary from brand 
to brand. He sure that boot 
lops provide adequate width 
for your calves, whether 
pull on or zip up style.

Pile lined boots 'may fit 
more snugly: you may need 
a slightly larger size.

Also remember in select­
ing boots: trim and orna­
