George L. Mathews, a farmer,
placed the first call on electricity
supplied by a solar baltery put
into use here by Southern Bell
Telephone and Telegraph Co.

Bell engineers switched solar
power into the rural telephone sys-
tem in this community, 135 miles
south of Atlanta.

Mathews' call on the eight-party
country line was (he first In a
test to determine the procise effi-
clency and value of the solar bal-
tery, which converts the sun's ens
ergy into electricity and stores ex-
cess current not needed for imme-
diate telephone use into a storage
battery.

It was invented by a three-mem-
ber team at the Bell Telephone
laboratories: G. L
D. M, Chapin, physicists, and C,
S. Fuller, chemist.

But for all ita astonishing effi-
ciency. the “brain’ atill can't give
a simple yes or no answer to the
question: “Is it going to rain
tomoarrow?" That's where the huo-
man element—based on jJudgment,
experience and pure “huneh''—
beats the machine.

Dr, Frederie A. Gibbs and two
colloagues sald new findings with
& “braln wave” machine suggest
ihe possibility that certaln neuro-
logical disopders of unknown cause
may be lste results of common
virus Infections of chilibood, such
a8 measles, mumps and whooping
cough. They reported to the 24th
annual meeting of the American
Academy of Pedlatrics,

The new studies "‘reemphasize
the need for finding Improved pre-

ventive measures for rnmmon

viral infections of childhood,” Dr
Gibba told a reporter, adding:

‘Some important advances al-
ready have boen made. And recent
advances in the prevention of pollo
Justify that prevention in the
whole of viral diseases will
eventually be greatly Improved.”

The researchers sald they had
found evidence that encephalitis,
or brain Infection, commonly oc-
otire in “‘supposedly uncomplicat-
ed cases’” of measlea and other
prevalent virus Infections of child-
hood.

The evidence showed up, they
sald, in “braln wave machine'
studies of 700 children at Chicago's
