New Arizona immigration law
not right for Texas, says Perry

AUSTIN — Arizona’s tough new il-
legal immigration enforcement law
would not be right for Texas, Gov.
Rick Perry said Thursday, uphold-
ing the state’s long-held tradition of
rejecting harsh anti-immigrant poli-
cies.

The Arizona law will require local
and state law enforcement officers
to question people about their im-
migration status if there’s reason
to suspect they’re in the country il-
legally, making it a crime for them
to lack registration documents. The
law also makes it a state crime to be
in the U.S. illegally.

“I fully recognize and support a
state’s right and obligation to pro-
tect its citizens, but I have concerns
with portions of the law passed in
Arizona and believe it would not be

the right direction for Texas,” Perry
said in a written statement.
“For example, some aspects of the

law turn law enforcement officers
into immigration officials by requir-
ing them to determine immigration
status during any lawful contact
with a suspected alien, taking them
away from their existing law en-
forcement duties, which are critical
to keeping citizens safe.”

The Arizona law has been hailed
by conservatives as long overdue
and two Texas lawmakers have said
they’ll introduce similar immigra-
tion measures when the Texas Leg-
islature meets next.

Homeland Security Secretary Ja-
net Napolitano told a U.S. Senate
hearing Tuesday that a Justice De-
partment review is under way to de-
termine the Arizona law’s constitu-
tionality.

Though Texas is ruled by con-
servative Republicans, top GOP

At the end of the
day Wednesday we had a total of 871
ballots, and around noon Thursday we
had another 110 ballots cast, so I'm con-
fident we’ll have a good total going into
the May 8 election.”

Bloom said if early voting totals are
any indication, this year’s contests
should eclipse totals established in
both the last mayoral contest and last
bond issue offered by Big Spring Inde-
pendent School District.

“TI’'velooked at the totals in the last sev-
eral elections, and you generally see 50
to 60 percent of your votes during early
voting,” said Bloom. “We had 1,100 bal-
lots in the last Big Spring ISDS bond
election and 2,000 ballots in the last
mayoral contest. So, if we stay on the
pace we’re going at right now, I think
we’ll either come close to that 2,000 bal-
lot mark or surpass it.”

Spurs close
out Mavs,
to face Suns

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — These Spurs
aren’t any ordinary No. 7 seed.

But the Dallas Mavericks? This is start-
ing to feel a bit normal for them — and
Dirk Nowitzki might think about that
this summer while deciding where he’ll
be next season.

Manu Ginobili scored 26 points and the
Spurs survived blowing a 22-point lead to
finish off the second-seeded Mavericks
with a 97-87 win in Game 6 on Thursday
night. San Antonio advances to the West-
ern Conference semifinals against the
Phoenix Suns starting Monday night.

“We grew a lot this series,” Spurs for-
ward Tim Duncan said.

Dallas regressed.

The Mavericks lost in the first round
for the third time in four years, this time
letting the Spurs get some payback after
Dallas eliminated them in the opening
round a year ago. Dallas was the NBA'’s
best road team in the regular season but
went 0-3 in San Antonio.

Dallas now sulks into an interesting off-
season for a team that’s won 50 games for
10 straight seasons, but has only one trip
to the NBA finals to show for it. Among
the plot lines is Nowitzki, who could
choose to become a free agent this sum-
mer.

He’s repeatedly said he won’t, but after
being unable to carry Dallas into the sec-
ond round despite averaging 26.7 points
in the series, Nowitzki said he needed
time to think.

“I wanted to obviously have a long
playoff run here, go for the ring again,”
Nowitzki said. “And now, obviously it’s
too shocking, too disappointing. I haven'’t
really thought anything about my future
yet. I guess I got some time now to think
about some stuff and think about my op-
tions.”

Nowitzki nearly carried the Mavs to an
unbelievable comeback in Game 6, get-

ting 25 of his 33 points in a remarkable
second half. But George Hill, the hero for
the Spurs in Game 4, scored 10 of his 21
points in the fourth quarter to keep the
series from going back to Dallas.

ARLINGTON (AP) — Gavin Floyd
and the struggling Chicago White
Sox finally got a few breaks to go
their way.

A mistake-filled inning by the
Texas Rangers put the White Sox
in the lead and Paul Konerko hom-
ered twice after that in a 7-5 victory
Thursday that ended a six-game
road losing streak.

“Our offense showed up late in the
game. You just keep pounding the
strike zone and eventually you're
gonna score,” Floyd said. “It’s been
a bit of arough ride, but we’re start-
ing to come together as a team.”

Only one of the three runs allowed
by Floyd (1-2) was earned, but the
White Sox again were giving the
right-hander no offensive support

— they had scored only six runs his
first four starts. It was 3-1 until the
Rangers faltered in the seventh.

Texas starter Scott Feldman was
pulled after an error and a walk
against the first two batters in the
seventh. Darren O’Day (0-1) gave
up an RBI single to A.J. Pierzynski
and a walk to load the bases before
Dustin Nippert threw a wild pitch
that allowed the White Sox to score
the tying and go-ahead runs.

Floyd then finished with a perfect
bottom of the seventh. He struck out
five with no walks and ended a per-
sonal five-game road losing streak
that dated back to last season.

“He was great. We needed an out-
ing like that from him to build his
confidence back,” manager Ozzie

Guillen said. “Now he’s getting in
a groove and throwing the ball bet-
ter.”

Konerko, who leads the majors
with 10 homers, led off the eighth
just clearing the 14-foot wall in left
field to make it 5-3. His two-run
blast in the ninth went to the back
of the Rangers bullpen in right-cen-
ter and proved to be the difference.

The only White Sox run early
came on a sacrifice fly by Konerko.

“He’s been carrying this ball-
club,” Guillen said. “Hopefully
he’ll continue to do that.”

Texas scored twice in the bottom
of the ninth off closer Bobby Jenks,

making his first appearance since

The Spurs continue their roll after com-
ing off their worst regular season in the
Duncan era, which perhaps makes this
series all the more impressive.

The Suns last went to the
second round in 2007, when
they got past the Los Angeles
Lakers to open the playoffs

before falling to the Spurs. In
2008, the Spurs got the best of
Phoenix in the first round.

Since the 2002-03 season,
the Spurs have eliminated
the Suns from the postseason
four times.

The Suns went up 53-41 at
halftime and led by as many
as 16 points in the second
half. The Blazers tied it at 76
midway through the fourth
quarter, but could not pull
ahead.

Martell Webster had 19
points for Portland, which
failed to advance out of the
first round for the second
straight year.

The Blazers narrowed it to
74-71 with 10:44 left on Rudy
Fernandez’s 3-pointer.

Jared Dudley fouled
Webster on a 3-point attempt,
and Webster made two free
throws to close to 74-73.

After Leandro Barbosa’s
bank shot, Jerryd Bayless
hit a long jumper that pulled
Portland within one. Amare
Stoudemire fouled LaMarcus
Aldridge, who made one of
two free throws to tie it at 76.

Stoudemire’s layup pre-
vented Portland from taking
the lead, and Goran Dragic
added a basket to put the
Suns in front 80-76. Phoenix

extended it on two consecu-
tive layups and a 3-pointer
from Richardson to make it
87-78 with 4:36 left.

Steve Nash sealed it with a
3-pointer that gave the Suns a
92-82 lead.

Stoudemire finished with
22 points for the Suns, while
Nash, who said afterward
that he had been battling a
hip injury since Game 2, had
10 points.

Richardson made five of
eight 3-point attempts.

“J-Rich definitely shot the
ball extremely well from the
outside and he created for
us,” Stoudemire said. “He’s
been a great addition to this
team, a great help in the play-
offs, and hopefully we can see
that great play continue in
the next series.”

Brandon Roy had 14 points
forthe Blazersinhisfirststart
of the series. Portland’s three-
time All-Star had arthroscop-
ic surgery for a torn menis-
cus in his right knee two
days before the series against
the Suns opened.

He was originally ruled out
of the first round, but unex-
pectedly came back for Game
4, which the Blazers won 96-87
at the Rose Garden.

Roy had 10 points in that

game, then got just five in
Portland’s 107-88 Game 5 loss
in Phoenix, but he was com-
ing off the bench — which
he said made him uncomfort-
able.

Roy said that after all the
team had been through, he
wanted to finish on the court
and not on the bench.

“I was happy I was able to
play,” he said.

“I wasn’t able to play as well
as I liked. I didn’t have quite
the bounce that I needed but
at least I can go into the sum-
mertime knowing that I'm
healthy and I finished the
season out with my guys,”
Roy added.

The Suns, who found suc-
cess in the series when they
established a fast pace, went
up 17-6 early with Richardson
hitting three 3-pointers.

But Stoudemire collected
two quick fouls and retreated
to the bench.

Richardson wound up with
14 points after the first quar-
ter, but it was tempered by
Nash’s five turnovers.

Portland narrowed it to 28-26
on Fernandez’s 3-pointer.

The Suns stretched the
lead to 41-32, but Roy finally
came alive, hitting a running
3-pointer from the top of the

key with 4:51 to go in the
half.

Hill’s fast-break layup and
free throw made it 53-40.
Richardson finished the
first half with 19 points. He
made all four of his 3-point
attempts.

Channing Frye hit a 3-point-
er to put Phoenix up 64-50
midway through the third
quarter.

Webster hit consecutive
3-pointers that narrowed it
to 69-65, but Dudley answered
with a 3-pointer for the Suns.

Phoenix coach Alvin Gentry
credited the defense.

“At the end of the night,
they shot 38 percent.

Justice Dept. opens criminal
investigation of Goldman Sachs

over mortgage securities deals

WASHINGTON (AP) — Stepping up the pressure
on Goldman Sachs two days after its executives
were grilled and publicly rebuked by lawmakers,
the Justice Department has opened a criminal in-
vestigation of the Wall Street powerhouse over
mortgage securities deals it arranged.

The criminal inquiry follows civil fraud charg-
es filed by the government against Goldman two
weeks ago and as Congress pushes toward enacting
sweeping legislation aimed at preventing another
near-meltdown of the financial system.

The investigation by the U.S. attorney’s office in
Manhattan stems from a criminal referral by the
Securities and Exchange Commission, a knowl-
edgeable person said Thursday. The person spoke
on condition of anonymity because the inquiry is
in a preliminary phase.

The SEC brought civil fraud charges against
Goldman and a trader in connection with the trans-
actions in 2006 and 2007. The agency alleged the
firm misled investors by failing to tell them the
subprime mortgage securities had been chosen
with help from a Goldman hedge fund client, Paul-
son & Co., that was betting the investments would
fail. Goldman and the trader, Fabrice Tourre, have
denied wrongdoing and said they will contest the
allegations in court.

Consumer spending likely drove
growth in first quarter as economy

strengthened

WASHINGTON (AP) — The economy is rebound-
ing as America’s shoppers snap back to life.

That adds up to what should be a solid showing in
the opening quarter of this year. The fresh picture
of the nation’s economic health that the Commerce
Department will release Friday is expected to pro-
vide the strongest evidence yet that the economy is
strengthening.

Consumers, the drivers of overall economic activ-
ity, finally seem to be spending more. To be sure,
shoppers aren’t spending with the kind of abandon
that usually sparks the early stages of economic re-
coveries. But they’re spending enough to keep the
economy expanding.

The economy grew at a 3.4 percent annual rate in
the January-to-March quarter, according to Wall
Street economists surveyed by Thomson Reuters.
It would mark the third straight quarterly gain as

the United States heals from the longest recession
since the 1930s.

Multiple signals suggest the U.S. economy has
turned a corner. Employers are creating jobs again
— a net total of 162,000 jobs in March, the most in
three years. Manufacturers are boosting produc-
tion. Consumer confidence is higher.

And a rising number of companies — from Ford,
Caterpillar and Whirlpool to UPS, Estee Lauder
and Royal Caribbean Cruises — are seeing profits
grow. General Electric says the “clouds are break-
ing” after having suffered one of its worst years in
2009.

Poll puts Conservative leader
Cameron on top after final British

election debate

LONDON (AP) — A new poll has declared Con-
servative Party leader David Cameron the winner
of the final political TV debate before the British
election, leaving Prime Minister Gordon Brown
fighting to retain power with less than a week to
campaign.

The Guardian/ICM poll, published Friday, found
that 35 percent of the respondents chose Cameron,
compared to 29 percent for Brown, the Labour Party
leader. Liberal Democrat leader Nick Clegg — con-
sidered to have won the two previous debates — at-
tracted 27 percent.

The pollsters interviewed 510 adults by telephone
— they were randomly selected for a separate poll,
and agreed to participate in a post-debate survey —
after Thursday night’s broadcast.

The poll had a margin of error of plus or minus
four percentage points.

With no party behind him, Fla.
Gowv. Crist relies on ‘the people’ in

independent run for Senate

ST. PETERSBURG, Fla. (AP) — Charlie Crist
dubbed himself “The People’s Governor” as he
brought a bipartisan spirit to Tallahassee.

Now that partisanship is at a peak, he wants to
be “The People’s Senator,” vowing to change his
registration to no party affiliation and abandon the
Republican primary for a populist run for Senate.

In a short speech before hundreds of supporters
in a park near his apartment, Crist on Thursday re-
peatedly referred to “the people” in explaining his
decision to run on his own after falling far behind
Republican Marco Rubio in a race most a year ago
said was Crist’s to win.

Gulf spill fight
New drilling on hold

MOUTH OF THE MIS-
SISSIPPI RIVER — Oil
from a massive spill in
the Gulf of Mexico oozed
into Louisiana’s eco-
logically rich wetlands
Friday as storms threat-
ened to frustrate desper-
ate protection efforts.
The White House put a
hold on any new offshore
oil projects until the rig
disaster that caused the
spill is explained.

Crews in boats pa-
trolled coastal marshes
early Friday looking
for areas where the oil
has flowed in, the Coast
Guard said.

The National Weath-
er Service predicted
winds, high tides and
waves through Sunday
that could push oil deep
into the inlets, ponds
and lakes that line the
boot of southeast Loui-
siana. Seas of 6 to 7 feet
were pushing tides sev-
eral feet above normal
toward the coast, com-
pounded by thunder-
storms expected in the
area Friday.

Crews are unable to
skim oil from the sur-
face or burn it off for
the next couple of days
because of the weather,
Coast Guard Rear Adm.
Sally Brice-O’Hara said
on ABC’s “Good Morn-
ing America.”

Waves may also wash
over booms strung out
just off shorelines to

stop the oil, said Tom
McKenzie, a spokesman
for U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service, which is
hoping booms will keep
oil off the Chandeleur Is-
lands, part of a national
wildlife refuge.

“The challenge is, are
they going to hold up
in any kind of serious
weather,” McKenzie
said. “And if there’s oil,
will the oil overcome the
barriers even though
they’re executed well?”

A top adviser to Presi-
dent Barack Obama
said Friday that no new
oil drilling would be
allowed until authori-
ties learn what caused
the explosion of the rig
Deepwater Horizon. Da-
vid Axelrod told ABC’s
“Good Morning Ameri-
ca” that “no additional
drilling has been au-
thorized and none will
until we find out what
has happened here.”
Obama recently lifted a
drilling moratorium for
many offshore areas, in-
cluding the Atlantic and
Gulf areas.

Two Air Force C-130s
were sent to Mississippi
and awaited orders to
start dumping chemi-
cals on the oil spill. The
Navy also sent equip-
ment for the cleanup
and Pentagon officials
were talking with the
Department of Home-
land Security to figure
out what other help the
military could give.

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Johnson smooths out hard feelings with Gordon

PHILADELPHIA (AP)
Jimmie Johnson walked onto
a stage where some of his big-
gest fans got to ask questions
of the four-time defending
NASCAR champion.

One of the easiest suddenly
seemed like the thorniest af-
ter the last two weeks: Who’s
your favorite driver?

“Jeff Gordon.”

Johnson smiled and the
crowd laughed at his re-
sponse. That’s one way to dif-
fuse talk of a bubbling feud
between the Hendrick Motor-
sports teammates.

Behind the scenes at Hen-
drick, the four-time Cup
champions needed a second
straight week of talks after
curt words followed incidents
on the track. Johnson said on
Thursday team owner Rick
Hendrick told him and Gor-
don not to let their bubbling
feud start “breaking apart the

organization.”

Johnson, Gordon and Hen-
drick spoke together on the
phone this week to smooth
over a rough patch in the re-
lationship between the driv-
ers. The championship team-
mates tangled on the track
in successive weeks, leading
Gordon to lash out at John-
son after Sunday’s race at
Talladega Superspeedway.

Johnson said Hendrick un-
derstood they are competitive
drivers who just want to win.
But Hendrick didn’t want the
rivalry to split apart the race
teams that work so closely to-
gether.

Johnson said Hendrick told
him, “You guys need to voice
your opinions, handle things
on the track as you see fit, but
let’s not let this carry on too
far and affect the race shop.”

Johnson made a mistake
that ultimately led to Gor-

don’s wreck at Talladega.
That came a week after the
two had a run-in at Texas Mo-
tor Speedway.

Johnson says he was sur-
prised that Gordon, also a
four-time Cup champion,
lashed out at him on national
TV after Sunday’s race. He
says his relationship with
Gordon has changed over
the years. They were close
friends who “were running
hard, having ablast” as single
guys, but are now more likely
as married family men to dis-
cuss diapers and strollers.

In Philadelphia on Thurs-
day to promote the May 16
Sprint Cup race at Dover In-
ternational Speedway, John-
son said he didn’t mind hav-
ing Gordon as his rival.

“The tension at times, it
makes you dig in deeper and
fighter harder and work hard-
er,” he said. “The more com-

petitive we are, as a team, the
better we’re going to make
our organization. We’ve got
four awesome drivers.”

Johnson already took the
blame for a mistake that
caused Gordon to crash at
Talladega. Gordon, who drove
his damaged car to a 22nd-
place finish, was furious with
his teammate after the race.

“The 48 is testing my pa-
tience, I can tell you that,”
Gordon said Sunday at Tal-
ladega. “It takes a lot to make
me mad. ... I don’t know what
it is with me and him right
now.”

Johnson said he was try-
ing to slide in front of Gordon
late in Sunday’s race so they
could draft together toward
the front.

But, he said Gordon was
coming too fast.

Johnson’s move
had the

instead

effect of a block, and Gordon
was forced off the apron in a
defensive move.

His momentum gone, Gor-
don slide back in traffic and
was caught moments later in
a multi-car crash.

“I just mistimed it, mis-
judged it,” Johnson said. “I
think once the dust settled
and he had a chance to look
at everything, he realized it
wasn’t an intentional move.”

Johnson said that after
their conversation, he real-
ized Gordon was speaking
out of frustration.

“He’s had such a good year
going. A few victories have
slipped through his fingers,
wrecked cars late in therace,”
Johnson said. “I was like the
straw that broke the camel’s
back. When the microphone
was there, it was easy just to

go.”

Woods off to rough start at Quail Hollow

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) — Ti-
ger Woods had a different plan of
attack after one of the most awful
starts of his career.

Woods shot a 2-over 74 on Thurs-
day that left him chasing the cut
intead of the leaders at the Quail
Hollow Championship. But in-
stead of an exhaustive practice
session pounding drives, Woods
was eager to forget.

“Sometimes when 1 shoot
a high round, I put the clubs
away,” Woods said with a grin.
“Or break a few.”

He might want to start with his
driver. Woods hit just four of 14
fairways and struggled off the tee
throughout.

He put tee shots in the water off
the 17th and 18th holes and made
mistakes at several other holes
that cost him shots on a day when
66 players were at par or better.

Woods was tied for 88th, nine
shots behind Bo Van Pelt, and
needs a strong move Friday after-
noon to stick around. He has not
missed the cut in a regular PGA
Tour event in five years.

It was his worst opening round
at a regular PGA Tour event
since he shot 75 at The Players
Championship three years ago.

Not even Woods’ is sure what’s
wrong.

“When you're fighting a miss
like this and trying to piece to-
gether a round to keep myself in
a tournament, it’s pretty tough,”
Woods said.

Van Pelt, seeking his first PGA
Tour win, moved in front with a
sparkling 65. Kenny Perry was
next at 66 with Camilo Villegas
another stroke behind. Phil Mick-
elson, playing for the first time
since capturing the green jacket
at Augusta, opened with 70.

Woods had come in hoping to
build off his 2010 debut at the
Masters, which followed an em-
barrassing sex scandal and a
five-month hiatus. Woods opened
with a 68 at Augusta National and
finished tied for fourth.

Woods didn’t bring that game
with him three weeks later.

He sprayed drives throughout
the course. He shouted, “Fore!”
when his tee shot on the 16th
hole closed in on the gallery. The
worst, though, was ahead. He
splash-landed his iron to the par-
3 17th, sailing it wide left of the
green.

After the penalty, he stuck his
next shot about 30 feet from the
pin and settled for double bogey.

Woods wound up wet again on
the 18th, settling for a bogey after
finding a creek that slides along

the hole’s left side.

When Woods came up short on
a 10-footer to save par on No. 1,
he was 4 over through 10 holes.

Woods kept his cool through
his struggles — he was criticized
for foul language at Augusta —
and eventually tapped into the
game that made him the world’s
No. 1 player.

He started a rally on the second
hole with abirdie, then continued
it with two more on the fifth and
eight holes. Once again, though,
an ill-struck shot cost him as he
overshot the ninth green and
took a closing bogey.

Despite the troubles, Woods
pointed to his improved play
down the stretch as a reason to
believe he won’t be packing up
the clubs early.

“Hopefully, I can be the guy
who puts together a good round
tomorrow,” he said.

1. You have a choice between
drawing all the adverse trumps and
hoping that the missing clubs are
divided 3-2, or winning the trump
lead and then playing the A-K and
another spade, planning to ruff the
third spade in dummy. The objection
to the latter line of play is that if the
opposing spades are divided 5-2 or 6-
1, either defender may ruff the sec-
ond or third spade lead.

This is strictly a matter of percent-
ages. There is a 68 percent chance of
the adverse clubs dividing 3-2, but
only a 62 percent chance of the
spades dividing 4-3. Because the
favorable club division is more likely
than the favorable spade division, the

best approach is to draw trumps and
rely on the clubs to break rather than
try to ruff a spade in dummy.

2. You can count nine potential
tricks: four clubs, three spades, a
heart and a diamond. The problem is
how to collect them, as both black
suits are blocked and you are short of
entries to dummy. You might not be
able to achieve your goal if the
North-South cards are divided unfa-
vorably, but careful play will never-
theless give you an excellent chance
for the contract.

You start by winning the queen of
diamonds with the ace, since there is
almost no chance that North-South
can cash more than three diamond
tricks. Furthermore, taking the first
trick avoids the possibility that North
might shift to a heart and drive out
your only entry to dummy’s club and
spade tricks.

Next you play the A-K of spades
and A-Q of clubs. If the club queen
loses to the king, your worries are
over, because whenever you get to
dummy with a heart, you can discard
your bothersome jack of clubs on
dummy’s queen of spades to unblock
the club suit. If the club queen holds
the trick, you continue with the jack,
forcing out the king if the missing
clubs are divided 3-2.

Observe that it is vital to cash your
A-K of spades early; if you neglect to
do so, you might find yourself unable
to unblock the clubs later on.

ﬁﬁgs In the sand...

rare moment in Texas

history was marked

by a line drawn in the

sand. We Texans proud-
ly point to the Alamo in San
Antonio, where Col. William B.
Travis drew the line and brave,
out-numbered
comrades rallied
behind him.

Now, 164 years
later — in the
same city — mem-
bers of the Board
of Trustees of
Trinity University
have the opportu-
nity to draw yet
another line to
uphold the univer-
sity’s heritage and
Christian prin-
ciples.

The board will consider a
petition requesting that the
words “our Lord” be omitted
from Trinity diplomas. Mem-
bers will have numbers on their
side, since only 185 students and
faculty members have signed the
petition. This figure represents
slightly more than 5 percent of
students and faculty at Trinity,
which was founded by the Cum-
berland Presbyterian Church in
1869.

The teapot tempest started
a few weeks ago when Sidra
Qureshi, president of a student
organization called “The Di-
versity Connection” proposed
striking the two words from
diplomas. She trotted out a well-
worn diversity argument. “By
having the phrase ‘In the Year of
our Lord,’ it is directly referenc-
ing Jesus Christ, and not every-
one believes in Jesus Christ,”
Qureshi said.

The petition has been endorsed
both by the Association of Stu-
dent Representatives and the
Committee for Commencement
and Convocation.

To his credit, Dr. Dennis
Ahlburg, in the presidency since

January and yet to be inaugu-
rated, has expressed support for
the current wording that has
been acceptable to generations of
students.

Conventional wisdom suggests
the board will respect Ahlburg’s
position and the wishes of a
strong majority of alumni. Hun-
dreds of e-mails and phone calls
suggest that most respondents
feel that the current wording
recognizes Trinity’s Christian
heritage.

If the board should acquiesce,
such a decision would move to
the top of the list where “the tail
wags the dog.” Detractors would
be well-advised to “study up”
on institutional heritage before
enrolling or signing employment
contracts.

At the risk of cutting too
quickly to the chase, I recall
the response of the late Dallas
County Judge Lew Sterrett when
he learned that some prisoners
were critical of jail conditions.
Sterrett fired back, suggesting
that persons who don’t like the
Dallas County Jail should com-
mit their crimes in some other
county.

The university has borne the
brunt of hurtful negative press
in this ordeal.

I join legions of other Chris-
tians in believing the board of
trustees will handle this matter
with courage and dispatch. If
the petition is considered early
in the meeting, surely this body
can get to the remaining agenda
items in record time.

Institutions such as Trinity
depend greatly on endowment
gifts, and TU is generously en-
dowed. It is a given that much —
if not most — of its billion-dollar
endowment has been provided
by donors predisposed to sup-
porting Christian higher educa-
tion.

Now described as an “inde-
pendent, private institution,”
Trinity’s relationship with the

Presbyterian Church changed
in 1969. Since that time, it has
maintained a “covenant rela-
tionship” with the church. Any
action short of dismissing the
petition would be tantamount to
ignoring its sacred covenant.

The Internet is awash in com-
mentary about the bubbling
brouhaha. It is highly critical of
the petition.

It would be well if persons
championing this cause would
consider numerous institutional
efforts to insure diversity and
tolerance. In the past decade,
minority enrollment has grown
from 1 percent to 9 percent.

A history lesson might also be
helpful. Our U.S. Constitution,
for example, guarantees free-
doms that allow for dissent.

Upon perusing this document
recently, jumping out at me were
these words concerning the date
of its adoption: In the year of
our Lord, 1787...

Trinity University is far stron-
ger than its adversaries. Like the
old cowboy, it has endured “far
worse burrs than these under its
saddle blanket.”

A prediction is that it will
emerge stronger, its “covenant
relationship” with Presbyterians
undamaged and strengthened.

During a 40-year career in
higher education, I've dealt
with a few “sticky wickets” as a
trustee, university president and
as institutional liaison with me-
dia. It was helpful to remember
former presidential press secre-
tary Bill Moyers’ credo: “When
at all possible, tell the truth...but
never lie.” A goal was to keep
my school “in the news and off
the front page.” I wish Trinity
University well.

reader.

Howe observed that “the
way out of trouble is not as
simple as the way in.”

Since most of us are prone

to wrong turns, missed cues,

strikes, and lost opportuni-
ties, I must concur with his
analysis.

Trouble comes easily, but
solutions often are difficult
to find. Like Alice in Won-
derland, we step into the
rabbit hole with no plan for
getting out at the end of the
tunnel.

Being an insightful man,
Howe obviously understood
the difference between talk-
ing and having something
to say. He quipped, “Many

people would be more truth-
ful were it not for their un-
controllable desire to talk.”
Indeed, telling the truth
takes less time than fabricat-
ing a good tale, but some still
find it less enjoyable. En-
hancement and elaboration
are the tools for captivating
audiences of any size.

As a man who understood
the value of good advice,
Howe discouraged trusting
one’s own judgment. Com-
bining wit and wisdom, he
cautioned, “The average
man’s judgment is so poor
he runs arisk every time he
uses it.” In spite of the risk
factor, most of us still prefer
trial and error over read-

ing instruction. We tend to
think of asking for help and
seeking advice as restorative
actions rather that preventa-
tive measures.

Our motto seems to be
trust your own judgment
first and obtain necessary
information later.

Perhaps the most pungent,
yet humorous, of Howe’s
quips is about aging and
laughter. He wrote, “If you
don’t learn to laugh at trou-
ble, you won’t have anything
to laugh at when you’re old.”

No truer words have ever
been spoken.

Age is an accumulation of
years blighted by troubles
and pain offset by joys and

blessings. When everything
on us and around us starts
to malfunction or fall apart,
a generous sprinkling of
laughter helps to make the
situation endurable.

In the Bible, another wise
wordsmith, King Solomon,
wrote, “A joyful heart is
good medicine. But a broken
spirit dries up the bones”
(Proverbs 17:22 NASB).

When we laugh at our own
mishaps and foibles, we give
ourselves a gift. Laughter re-
ally is the best medicine.

Funeral protest group member to appeal ruling

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — A member of
the Westboro Baptist Church, which
protests at soldiers’ funerals, is ap-
pealing a federal judge’s decision dis-
missing a part of her lawsuit against
the state of Nebraska claiming its ban
on flag mutilation is unconstitution-
al.

Shirley Phelps-Roper’s attorney
Margie Phelps, who is also a member
of the Topeka, Kan.-based church,
filed a notice of appeal to the 8th U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals on Tuesday.

U.S. District Court Judge Laurie
Smith Camp ruled last week that
Phelps-Roper, 52, can proceed with a
federal lawsuit challenging Nebras-
ka’s funeral protest law, but she dis-
missed part of the lawsuit challeng-
ing the state’s flag-mutilation law.
Smith Camp said those arguments
can be raised during a criminal case
in state court involving Phelps-Roper,
and don’t need to be addressed in her
federal lawsuit.

Phelps-Roper sued state
and local officials in December, argu-
ing Nebraska’s flag and funeral pro-
test laws are unconstitutional.

Nebraska’s law against flag desecra-

tion bars intentionally “casting con-
tempt or ridicule” upon a U.S. or Ne-
braska flag by mutilating, defacing,
defiling, burning or trampling it.

State law also prohibits picketing
within 300 feet of a funeral or memo-
rial services.

The law applies one hour before ser-
vices begin and two hours after they
conclude. Violators of either law face
a misdemeanor charge.
