And the voice narrating this
sounds so perky, warm and
cheerful as she recites these sta-
tistics and warnings!

It's stupid. It's ridiculous and
it's definitely overkill. At least

in print ads one doesn't have to
read the small print unless they
want to.

How long before they start
having to put warnings on ads
for pizza that announce ''pizza
is substantially high in calories
and fat. This can lead to obesity,
heart disease and other prob-
lems connected with overweight.
If you have a tendency towards
high cholesterol levels, over-
weight or other problems asso-
ciated with a high caloric/high
fat intake, Pizza may not be for
you. Consult your doctor and
pharmacists for further infor-
mation about the nutritional
content of pizza''?
