Comm celebrates anniversary

In 1961, West Side Story won
an academy award as the best
picture of the year, the Crimson
Tide of Alabama was crowned the
national collegiate football
champions and the Air Force
Communications Command
(AFCC) (formerly AFCS) was
established as a major air
command.

Tuesday, the 1958 Communica-
tions Squadron will join its sister
comm units in celebrating the 19th
anniversary of AFCC as the
communications arm of the U.S.
Air Force. In this: capacity, the
command provides the telecom-
munications, air traffic control
and automated data processing
services that support the need for
rapid and reliable command and
control of U.S. aerospace forces
around the world.

The command operates from
fixed facilities at every USAF
installation, supports other
government agencies and can
deploy mobile communications
and air traffic services equipment
by truck or air craft to support
operations anywhere in the world.

AFCC’s forerunner, the Airways
and Air Communications Service,
was established in 1946 to assume
air force base communications
responsibilities. However, in 1961
the fledgling service took on a new
name and was tasked with a much
broader mission. Redesignated
and elevated to Major Air
Command status, the worldwide
organization soon began

Eighteen airmen could drown during the next
four months-five in June, eight in July, three in
August, and two in September--according to Air
Force Inspection and Safety Center predictions.

John Moorehead, Reese Safety Manager, said
that Reese had no reportable water related
accidents last year, but hurried to add that this
did not preclude the possibility ofincidents that
were not reported, yet had all the earmarks fora
serious accident.

He specifically mentioned the possibility of
near-drownings; cases that, when averted,

leave no serious after affects, but could have
resulted in death.

The following situations were among those
leading to drownings at other basesin June and
July 1979:

—A staff sargeant was swimming alone in
slightly choppy water. A few minutes later,
persons on shore could not locate him and
notified lifeguards. He was found floating face
down in three feet of water. He had been known
as a good swimmer. There was a strong odor of
alcohol on his breath.

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Airlines report heavy
losses in first quarter

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
The airline industry is starting
to feel the pinch of the current
economic slowdown, according
to a recent article in the Wall
Street Journal.

Employee layoffs and flight

" reductions are spreading on the

eve of the industry’s two busiest
months, July and August. The
paper reports analysts are
predicting heavy financial
losses for most airlines in the
current quarter for 1980.

Trans World Airlines says it
was one of the earlier carriers to
see the trouble coming and has
reduced its work force to 34,000,
down 2,800 positions.

United Airlines has also been
cutting back. Daily flight
departures are down to 1,300

1,160 more layoffs before year’s
end. ,
American Airlines is
planning a regular “seasonal”
reduction in the fall. Western
Airlines hasn’t yet decided the
extent of layoffs they will have,
but is already “running lean,”
according to a company
spokesman quoted in the paper.
The Los Angeles-based
company is already employing
1,000 people less than last year.
Pacific Southwest Airlines
has reduced its flights nearly 10
percent and will lay off an
estimated one percent of its
3,960 employees, Continental
Airlines has also announced

layoffs and service curtail-
ments.

Northwest Airlines, while dis-
claiming any plans.for:layoffs,
intends to reduce seat capacity
for its domestic flights. The
company’s first quarter loss for
this year was $10.9 million.

Braniff International has put
185 pilots on leave of absence,
but says there have been no
other layoffs.

“The grounding of planes and
cutbacks in flights are positive
steps for an industry driving
toward a monumental loss
figure for 1980,” says analyst
Julius Madutis in the article. In
the first quarter of this year, the
industry sustained a loss of
$269 million versus a year
earlier quarterly profit of $5.7
million.
