The board also signed a
contract with Tom Brown.
A.LI.A., to be architect for the
new school. Brown had done
preliminary plans and draw-
ings prior to the bond election.

Brown told the board he -

would have working drawings
for their discussion and
approval by April 26 and that
construction bids would be in
their hands in 6 weeks.

Brown said he thought
construction could begin as
soon as classes dismiss in
May.

Parents Urged to Caution
Children of Strange Cars

School authorities have
received reports of two
incidents in which drivers of
cars stopped and asked
elementary school children to
get in the vehicles.

‘“We do not want to alarm
anyone, but we believe that all
parents should be aware of
this.

Rescue Team Realistic

What would happen in case
of a multiple-vehicle accident
with up to a dozen killed or
injured was shown with stark
realism Thursday, March 31,
at the final training session of
an emergency rescue team
from Wellington Volunteer
Fire Department and the
Volunteer Ambulance Service.

The third group in the
training was the staff of
Collingsworth General Hospi-
tal, along with Dr. Carter
Holcomb and Dr. Reynaldo
Perez.

The exercise was completed
in one hour and four
minutes--an average of five
minutes to extract each patient
from the overturned and
smashed cars.

Joe Rice of Canyon Fire
Department headed the team

that also included Tommy Joe

Platt and Jerry Lehnick of that
department. Joining them as
‘‘victims’’ for this exercise
were Alan Breazeale and Bob
Adams, WTSU students.

Other victims were Welling- .

ton high students, ambulance
service members and citizen
volunteers.

Twelve were used, to give
examples of major injuries
encountered in accidents of
that magnitude. Rescue meth-
ods learned in the preceding
nights were again put to use.

While some may have
thought this was too many
“‘victims’’, it was pointed out
that Collingsworth General
recently handled a one-car
accident in which 7 were
injured.

Another Step Backward

Elimination of Saturday mail delivery and
simultaneously increasing the federal subsidy to U.S.
Postal Service, as recommended by a federal commision,
is the type of squeeze play that is making the term
“‘hureaucrat” the virtual equivalent of a four-letter word.

Experts on service businesses long have known that
cutting back service is the first step toward eliminating a
financially-troubled enterprise.

Such retrenchments are designed to reduce overall
deficits, but in this case the Commission on Postal Service
has tied the service cutback -recommendation to an
increased subsidy, which is squeezing the postal patron
from both ends.

The commission has determined that continuation of
Saturday deliveries with no increase in the postal subsidy
would push the cost of mailing a first class letter to 28
cents by 1985. Even with elimination of Saturday
deliveries, the first class rate is predicted to go to 22 cents
by 1985, according to estimates.

We feel the difference between 22 and 28 cents is
insufficient justification for cutting back service by 18
" percent. If we must pay the higher rates, so be it, but
further postal service cutbacks, unless they can be
justified by other than cost considerations, should stop.
Thankfully, Congress apparently agrees. The Saturday
cutback is given little chance of approval.

Creating Jobs

*“Creating jobs” is a topic much in the news these days.
President Carter is studying a number of proposals to
launch some sort of massive federal employment program
costing billions of dollars.

There appear to be a great many people who don’t
know how jobs are created. Jobs are created by
investment.

A person who opens up a retail store, for example, has
to have some money to invest and he gets this either by
saving or as more likely, by borrowing. In either case, he
has to have money to pay for stock, rent, utilities, pay
employees and meet other expenses until the cash from
sales starts coming in.

All industry has to have investment capital to start a
business and create a job.

The big business of this country gets its investment
capital from the sale of stock and from the sale of bonds.
People who invest their savings this way have a right to
-expect a reasonable return on their investment.

If the risk is greater, then the returns need to be
greater in order to attract risk capital. This is why people
who invest in an oil well drilling venture have a right to
expect more than the 5 percent return common to savings
accounts because they might lose all their investment, or
they might have more than 5 percent.

People invest capital in business ventures because they
expect to make a profit. There is nothing wrong with
making a profit, and people who perform services and
provide goods for a profit are much more apt to do a
better job than those working for the government.

The “make work’’ jobs created by government do little
to cure unemployment for the simple reason that
government has no money except that which it takes from
other working citizens through taxation. It takes more
than a goverment decree to create meaningful jobs.

AUSTIN — In a surprise
move, the State Board of
Insurance ordered a 2.8 per
cent statewide reduction in
property coverage rates
starting July 1.

New rates will cut pre-
miums across the state
about $18.9 million, accord-
ing to board estimates.

Insurance companies re-
quested a $44.5 million rate
increase.

But Board Chairman Joe
Christie said evidence indi-
cated no increase was jus-
tified and a cut was in
order.

Most of the reduction,
however, would go to com-
mercial building and
apartment owners carrying
fire and extended coverage
rather than homeowners
policies.

About 80 per cent of
homeowners policies actu-
ally are sold at premiums
lower than specified by the
board due to rate deviations
permitted under 1973 law.

Homeowners policy rates
will go up two per cent on a
statewide average, com-
pared with eight per cent
sought by the insurance
companies and 6.6 per cent
intially recommended by
the state agency’s own
statisticians.

The rates vary by ter-
ritories based on loss ex-
perience.

Fire insurance rates will
go down on an average of
5.7 per cent — 3.4 per cent
on homes, 6.3 per cent on
businesses and 17.5 per
cent on farm buildings.

Extended coverage will
be 11.1 per cent cheaper
statewide — 16.8 per cent
less on the seacost, seven
per cent less in central in-
land territory and 9.5 per
cent cheaper in the north-
northwest.

Homeowners rates will
increase 1.3 per cent in the
seacost and 4.2 per cent
central inland and will de-
cline 2.4 per cent in the
north-northwest.

Many things about the
American system of banking
are unique from other
banking systems in the world.
One of those things is the dual
nature of chartering.

Some are chartered by the
federal government and are
most often called “national”
banks. Othersreceive their
charters directly from their
respective states. These are
called “state” banks.

Even though the charters
come from different sources,
services offered the custo-
mers may be virtually the
same and the regulations each
operates under are very
similar. Protections accorded
depositers are the same.

The dual system came
about in the early days of U.S.
banking because of general
opposition to a single,
“national” banking system.
This opposition to a central
system created many strong
state banks, so strong that
until the 20th century several
state banks issued their own
currency.

The closest thing now to a
true national bank is the
Federal Reserve System,
which essentially acts as a
bank’s bank. Both state and
national banks maintain
accounts, make deposits and
withdrawals from the Federal
Reserve Bank in their
particular region.
