Helpful Midlanders 
/ soften the blow 

of family tragedy
/

A community pulling together to help a young couple new to the Tall 
City has blunted the sharp edge of tragedy.

Dan and Janet Wells and their 18-month-old son, Jacob, arrived in 
Odessa from Houston .Saturday looking for a place to live. They found 
nothing, so they drove on to Midland They found a house to rent at 1406 S. 
I-oralne .St and moved in Sunday.

They hadn’t had a chance to meet any of the neighbors, except to smile 
through windows and borrow some water while waiting for the utilities to 
be turned on They spent Monday cleaning up the hou.se.

Early Tuesday morning, as Wells was preparing to take a shower and 
his wife and son were still in bed, the house exploded.

Wells, who is still in Midland Memortal Hospital, was treated for bums 
to the lop of his fi-et. knees and arms. Mrs Wells was treated for shMk 
and released a few days later Jacob was treated and reletaed the <Uy of 
the explosion

’We came into Midland Saturday. Sunday v.e found a place to rant and 
moved in We got the gas, water and electricity put In our name llooday 
and the explosion in curred Tue.sday morning,”  Wells said.

We came out this way hoping to g8Eout of the big city on a drilling rig. 
The morning the accident happened, I was going to look for a job.”

The Wells originally.were from Illinois They moved to Houston in Jan­
uary 1979 and lived there a little more than a year

After the explosion, neighbors immediately began collecting clothing 
and a fund for the Wells was started .Since then, several merchants have 
offered the couple furniture If they decide t j stay.

■'.So many people have called and come to see us. A coupie-of people 
took off work to get what was salvageable out of our house," Wella said. 
"Some of them (neighbors) have been like a part of the family.”

Wells said he especially wanted to thank Mr. and Mrs. James McLeroy 
Jessie and Corina Munoz, Mr and Mrs Charles Williams, Mrs. Mel 
Gwrge, Frank Fisher, Bob Yarbrough and Jerry Caldwell.

“ They went through the house and got everything that was worth keep­
ing They got all our clothes and washed them for us. They’ve called 
and visited.”  Wells said

“ When I was in the emergency room I was thinking 1 don’t know 
anybody here and I don’t have anywhere for my wife to go when she gets 
out. What am I going to do?

“ And it wasn’t but a few hours before they started calling and leav­
ing numbers. They have Just been really good — the raactioa of the 
whole town. I ’ve got cards from the First Baptist Clurch and another 
from Commercial Bank and Trust.

“The reaction of the people has really been comforting to know there
Is someone behind us.

■‘ I don’t think we would have gotten this kind of help in Houston.”
Most of the Wells’ clothing, a rocking chair and the frame to their wa­

terbed were salvaged from the explosion, which has been Mamed on a

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Home stress causes
teen-age runaways

D *»r Dr. Solomoa: What causes 
teen-agers to run away from home 
and become involved in unsavory ac­
tivities? This has happened to a few 
families in our neighlx>rhood, and in 
one case the results were disastruu-s 
Although our children are still young, 
we would like to know if there is any 
way of avoiding a similar fate in a few 
years — Mr. and Mrs. A.Y.

Dear Mr. and Mrs. Y.: While the 
circumstances may differ widely in 
specific cases, studies of the kind of 
situation you diescribe do permit .some 
general comments According to Dr 
James ,S. (>ordon of the National In 
stitute of Mental Health, the typical 
adolescent who leaves home In the 
manner that you describ«' comes from 
a single parent family or from one in 
which there has been a deatH or di 
vorce followed by another remar 
riage

One of the better known sheltc-rs in 
the country Is operated In the Times 
.Square area of New York City by 
Father Bruce Hitler, a Franciscan 
priest At a meeting of the American 
.Society for Adolescent Psychiatry, he 
reported that New York City police 
estimate there are 20,000 homeless 
youngsters in the city.

In keeping with Dr Gordon’s profile 
of the typical runaway, Father Ritter 
noted that 95 percent of the young­
sters came from one parent families 
He also reported that at least «0 per 
cent had been Involved in prostitution 
or pornography, 35 p«‘rcent were from 
out of state, and H5 percent had no 
hiime to which to return Additionally, 
he Indicated that many of the young 
sters should not return to their homes, 
even if they could, bc-cause the homes 
were so destructive

Partly because of their lifestyle.

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Olympic groups wants
to defer boycott decision

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. — Leaders of the U S. Olympic Commit­
tee recommended Saturday that the USOC defer any final eommltmontto: 
boycotting the Moscow Olympics until just before the May 24 deadline 
for accepting the Soviet invitation to attend.

The action, after a six-hour meeting at the group's national headquar­
ters here, dashed Carter administration hopes that the USOC would 
formally signal now what its position will be, and constituted a setback 
for the administration's efforts to enlist other countries in the boycott at 
an early date. » ^

USOC leaders made it clear at a news conference that they will do 
nothing to assist such government efforts because that would run 'con­
trary to their obligations to the International Olympic Committee, which 
opposes the boycott.

"We c a t^ t  become a caUlyst or bell cow, if you w ilM o  lead the 
boycott movement throughout the world," said USOC Executive Direc­
tor F. Don Miller.

Nonetheless, Miller and USOC President Robert J. Kane indicated 
that in the end, if by May 24 there has been no Soviet withdrawal from 
Afghanistan, and the administration remains determined on a boycott, 
the USOC will have to go along

The recommendation of the USOC's Administrative Committee to 
defer action until late May was made in a draft resolution to be submitted 
to the USOC House of Delegates, a 400-member policy-making body that

Vice Pre­
mier Deng Xiao-Ping, said to us in 
Peking, the Soviet rulers are bent on 
world domination.

I f Soviet aggressive expansionism 
in the Pacific is to be contained it is 
generally agreed that it can only be 
done by the United States acting in 
close cooperation with Japan, Austra­
lia, New Zealand and the five smaller 
countries that form the Association of 
South East Asian Nations (ASEAN).

Mike Mansfield considers Japan 
our strongest and most reliable ally in 
the Asian Pacific region. We had a 
very pleasant and informative Ulk 
with him in the American Embassy in 
Tokyo shortly after ̂ r  meeting with 
the prime minister.^ Chatting infor­
mally with us in partially rolled up 
sleeves, bur imbassadw, the former 

AI.S. Senator from Montana and a 
long-time friend, said Japan bad been 
"right up front’ ’ in supporting the 
president’s position in respect to both 
the Soviet invasion of Afg^nistan 
and the holding of American hostages 
In Iran.

He ftirtber said be did not think 
Japan gets enough credit for Its de­
fense efforts.

"B etw een  1969 and 1179 Japan 
averaged an eight percent annual in­
crease in defense expenditures, com­
pared with NATO’s two percent‘aver­
age and America's mihus two percent 
average during the same period,”  be 
added.

He said Japan pays the equivalent 
of I72S million annually for "hou­
sekeeping”  coats of the 64,000 Anieri- 
can military personnel stationed in 
that country, and intends to increase 
the amount to between ISM million

and $900 million.
Despite the limitations on militar> 

power which we caused the Japanese 
to write into their constitution after 
World War 2, Mansfield said they 
"have done a tremendous Job in de­
fense.”  Risking strong opposition 
from radical and socialist oppo.sition 
parties, Prime Minisjer Ohira author­
ized the Japanese navy to participate 
recently for the first time in Joint 
maneuvers with American, Canadi­
an. Australian and New Zealand 
naval forces.

Mike feels the U.S. 7th Fleet should 
be “ beefed up.”  and suggested that 
one or two of our aircraft carriers and 
i t  least one of our battleships that 
were put in mothballs after World 
War 2 should be re-commissioned for 
active duty in the Pacific. I couldn’t 
agree more.

My own conclusion from this trip iŝ  
that we should not only strengthen' 
substantially our own forces in the 
Pacific but. quickly find a solution to 
our trade problems with Japan and 
take full advantage of the present 
Peking government’s eagerness to 
develop close cooperative relations 
with us.

China is still a D>mmunist-ruled 
"socialist state." Its present leaders 
are not pursuing an aggressively Im­
perialist policy aimed at world ^m i-

nation, as are those in the Kremlin.
Furthermore, China is unlikely to 

become an industrialized and full- 
fledged nuclear military power until 
well into the next century. Therefore, 
it is no threat to our security.
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With the cooperation o f China, 
Japan and our staunch Canadian, 
Australian^nd New Zealand allies, 
we ^an di^minate the Pacific and 
avert a third world war there, pro­
viding we have the will and the lead­
ership to do so. I believe we have both 
and this trip has reassured me that 
we will also have the support of our 
Asiatic allies and friends.

. He does this every day to pick coffee beans during 
the annual harvest, and during the off season does
odd Jobs on Mexican farms, weeding and harrowing. 
It’s itow he makes his living 

As Mexicans stream Into the trntted States tegaiiy 
or illegally each year in search of work, Guatemalan 
peasants cross the border by the thousands into 
southern Mexico for higher paying jobs.

“ There’s plenty to do in Guatemala but they don’t 
pay anything for ft. Guafemala ik poor,”  said 
Ramos, who averages the equivalent of $6.67 a day — 
double what he would be paid at home.

RAMOS CAN BARELY read or write and speaks 
.Spanish haltingly; he Is fluent only in his native 
Quiche Indian dialect. He is one of thousands of 
Guatemalans who annually cross Into Mexico — the 
majority of them without documents.

“ It’s like Mexico andj^e GnltPd stales,’ ’ said a 
Mexican immigration ofncial in (his hot and humid 
border town who asked to remain anonymous.

“ For us the United States Is rich, but for the 
<ruatemalans we’re the rich <M»es. Of course they 
come to look for work. We would need a cordon of 
soldiers shoulder to shoulder to st<»p the flow ’ ’

A U.S. border patrol chief in Calexico, Calif., said 
essentially the same thing a year ago: “ Kven If you 
used the entire U.S. Army — and then some — you 
couldn’t stop Mexicans from crossing o ve r"

EVERY YEAR, the U.S. border patrol deports

araitional 2-3 million successfully cross the border to
Work In stoop labor harvest lobs pr other menial jobs 
that Americans disdain, and return home after a few

much higlwr vvagcs than they would carh at home.
Organized labor and U.S. politicians periodically 

raise a furor over the “ border problem,”  claiming 
the Mexicans take jobs from American workers.

I.es8 publicized — and on a smaller scale — are the 
thousands of Guatemalans who cross over into Mexi­
co — legally or illegally to shop, work temporarily 
or to stay. Mexico, like the United .States, keeps 
sparsely patrolled borders, but border patrols do 
seek them out and deport them, although the num­
bers Involved arc much lower than in the U.S, 
Southwest. '

About 17,000 Guatemalans enter Mexico every
year legally under a bilateral agreement, harvest
the cori^  and return, but an estimated 50,000 or 
more cross illegally, many of them to stay.

SOUTHERN MEXICO has a shortage of stoop 
labor. There Is 75 percent unemployment or under­
employment in northern Guatemala and rural pay Is 
low.

He oversees 400 to .500 Guatemalans hired during 
coffee harvest that lasts from October to Jan^ 

uary.
“ They come for a week or so, then go back, and 

others come Most of them come every year and 
leave after the harvest," A rriba  toTTa vTsftor.

“ In reality, they pass illegally becau.se many of 
them cannot arrange all the papers Rut the owner 
pays the tax on them,”  he atfded Landowners must 
flie a weekly report with the government and pay the 
equivalent in pesos of $5 for the .season on each 
Guatemalan employed.

"Mexicans want work that lasts all year, coffee is 
sea.sonal,”  explained Arr(>ola.

AT MUXBAL, as at most plantations, Guatema­
lans are paid $4.45 a box of coffee lH>ans. An average 
worker picks i  boxes a day ^  two if his children 
help him.

Tlie pickers at harvest time are provided free 
b^ans, tortillas and black coffee every day and meat 
once a week. The owner Is expected to pay the bill at 
the local state hospital if they become ill.

Like Mexicans who cross illegally into .some parts 
of Texas and New Mexico for a day's shopping, 
thousands of Guatemalans periodically cross the 
Suchiate and Usu-Macinta Rivers to buy blankets, 
pots and pans, fuel and other Items that are cheaper 
In Mexico.

Many have family on both sides, and just visit
Mexican officials say the number of Central 

Americans coming Illegally into Mexico increased 
during the past few years because of widespread 
violence and increasing unemployment In Nicaragua 
and El Salvador.

“ I have no idea how many pass daily, but you see 
the quantity returning and you get the idea,”  said a 
Mexican official at Talisman, another border cross­
ing point, as about 50 Salvadorans were being de­
ported under guard. »

State District Judge Barbara Culver Thursday night was 
speaking to the Midland League of Women Voters at the League’s 
60th blT^Hlay celebration in the Roadnmner Room of the Mialand 
College Administration Building. Her subject was “ Women and 
Ihe Law.”  ^

Probably not many people have ever heard of Gara Shortridge 
Foltz. According to Culver, she was the first woman admitted to 
the practice of law in California on Sept. 5, 1878.
^ B u t  first shebadloget the-law amended;-H had provided for 

‘white males only’ to be licensed. She lobbied through the 
legislature an amendment to provide ‘ that any citizen or 
person' may be licensed to practice law in California.”

THEN SHE HAD to sue to be admitted to law school, and the 
Supreme Court of California held with her, explained Culver.

“ The League of Women Voters was organized in 1920 to teach 
women how to participate in the electoral process — how to 
become involved in political issues — how to use the valuable

“ Sixty years later, few people get all misty-eyed or choked up 
over the fact that women have the right to vote.

“ The first apparent interest in women’s suffrage in Texas 
came at the time of the Constitutional Convention in 1868. The 
issue was again brought up in the Constitutional Convention of 
1875. The proposals were ‘ referred to committee’ and, of 
course, never heard of again.”

Several weeks ago I suggested 
saving your Hl-C and large Juice cans 
because we had a project going that 
would require five or six of these 
cans. How are you doing? I ’m not 
doing too well — I keep throwing them 
away, but I am determined to collect 
enough!

It can be a magazine 
rack, a knitter’s helper, anything you 
want it to be. It Is made from heavy 
fabric, heavy, fusible interfacing, 
grommets, rope and — of course — 
la i^  Juice cans.

Dear Bet^: Do you a g r «  it is time 
we insisted In pre-shnmk fabrlca and 
everything else that goes into a sew­
ing project — cording, zippers, trim, 
interfacing, elastic, etc.? It saps all 
the ftm and most of the enthusiasm 

* vHien you have to spend the first day 
washing and ironing. It is particularly 
maddening when you npalize bow eas­
ily this could be done at the factory. 
How’s your day? Can you stand an­

other gripe? Let’s have no more fab­
rics folded on the bolt — that crease 
almost never comes out. Yes, I know 
the stores would need different dis­
play racks, but enough is enough! — 
Katherine B. Lett, Alamo, Calif.

Consider your gripes aired, Kath­
erine. Let us hope the right person 
reads this.

Pre-washing fabric (and findings) 
is a nuisance, but preshrinking is not 
the only reason we do this. Washing 
and drying the fabric before cutting 
removes residue left by the finishing 
process of some fabrics and makes 
the fabric easier to sew. Sometimes 
prewashing and drying fabric can 
"line up”  grain that is aligbtty <dV. 
Straightening the grain is never ftm.

I ’ve neve understood why mills 
continue to fold fabrics from which 
the crease can n6t be removed. The 
only thing we can do about it right 
now is to
the aelvages in to the center fold, 
way, the crease is avoided and we still 
have fold lines on which to lay out 
pattern pieces.

Cost of dying going up too
AUSTIN (A P ) — The cost of living 

affects even the cost of dying, the 
Travis County commissioners court 
was told.

Charles Villasenor, Mission Funer­
al Home owner, asked the commis­
sioners Thursday to increase from 
$200 to $400 the county’s payment to 
funeral homes (or burying indigents 
— those who have no family or whose 
family cannot afford a funeral.

He said the increase, the first in 20

years, was necessary becau.se of In- 
crea.sed operating costs. He said It 
costs his funeral home $650 to hold a 
funeral for indigents ’’ ’because we 
give everybody a good Christian buri­
al.”

County Human Services Director 
Joseph Yacono said the county spent 
$6,850 last year on funerals for 29 
indigent adults 4nd 14 children.

Commissioners said they would 
make a decision on the request in 
about three weeks.

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Paper poppies fun for o rainy doy
l'opley News Service tape, sdissors, needle. 

CUTTING: 1. Cut four 6x6-inch
ln.structlbrts foT paper popples are “ 

worth saving for a rainy day. And, 
with April showers about due, those 
rainy days could be any day now.

Poppies are an ideal project when­
ever the family feels trapp^ indoors. 
They're simple enough for the smal­
lest youngster to make, and attrac­
tive — and professional looking — 
enough to display almost anywhere in 
the home.

The main supplies are tissue paper 
in bright colors. Other requirements, 
such as floral wire and tape, can be 
found at most craft shops, florists and 
floral supply shops.

Results are bright, eye-popping 
poppies. In a bouquet, haiido or llow- 
er basket, they’re certain to bring 
cheer to the gloomiest days.

Here are instructions for the pop­
ples:

MATERIALS: Tissue paper, green 
floral tape, green stem wire, masking

ASSEMBLY: 1. Place centers on 
petals. 2. Use the needle to poke two 
holes near the center. 3. Bend one 
stem wire in half. 4. Insert stem wire 
through the holes. 5. Pinch petals 
together at base of flower. Wrap base 
with masking tape.

FINISHING: . Stretch end of floral 
tape. 2. Wind tape around ba.se of 
flower. 3. Add two more stem wires, 
next to the original wires. 4. Wind 
floral tape aound alt wires. 5. Wind on 
several layers o f floral tape to 
strengthen Uie stem.

Price of gqs 
to climb more

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Americans 
will be paying at least 10 cents a 

" gallon more for their gasonne two 
months from now, and if President 
Carter has his way the price increases 
won’t stop anytime soon.

In fact, prices could climb an addi­
tional 3 cents by the end of the year if 
Congress accepts Carter’s plan to tie 
increases in the federal gas tax to the 
general rise of gasoline prices.

Using authority Congress has al­
ready given him. Carter acted Friday 
to impose a $4 62 per barrel fee on 
imported crude oil beginning today. 
At the same time, he imposed a com­
plex set of regulations to insure that 
the entire brunt of the fee will be 
placed on gasoline prices.

Administration officials say those 
actions will mean a rise in gasoline 
prices beginning May 15 of 10 cents a 
gallon.

The hike — in effect a $10 billion 
annual tax — will be on top of the 4 
cents in federal gasoline taxes motor­
ists already pay.

virtually every producer.”

“ We expect the regulatory difficul­
ties under this 1̂ 11 to be as great or 
greater than those encountered under 
the Natural Gas Policy Act,”  he said. 
“ For this reason, IPAA is offering 
producers, royalty owners and other 
interested parties the same opportu­
nity as we provided after passage of 
the NGPA — to get a look at how the 
machinery will work in time to avoid 
some of the expected hassles.”

Nor is production encouraged by 
governmental price limits, witness 
the two decade long shortage in natu 
ral gas, and the more recent compli- 
cations and discouragements from 
bureaucratic controls on oil pricing 
and production.

It is rather government spending in 
exce.ss of income which brings alMut 
the printing of paper money in excess 
of increased production — an inflat­
ing of our currency — that cau.ses loss 
of purchasing power. This is a confis­
cation of the savings of those who 
have retired, a discouragement to 
those still in the working force, a 
depression for the businessman who 
would invest for the future.
