Been reading anything about 
that big fight they are having in 
White Settlement (Fort Worth) ? 
It’s very interesting, to us. Seems 
that the citizens o f White Settle­
ment decided they wouldn’t let 
the mayor have his “ closed door 
meetings”  anymore. They physi­
cally forced their way into his 
private office where the commis­
sioners were to meet and then the 
mayor called the meeting off.

We do not think that’s the 
right way to go about the thing, 
but it does point to the need for 
better laws in this state. The may­
or of White Settlement told the 
Fort Worth Star-Telegram that, 
“ I had a right under Texas law to 
hold a legal meeting under a 
closed door.”

Know what? He does. He can 
bar you, or you or the press. 
Some folks think members of the 
press have -special privileges. Not 
so. We have only the rites o f a 
private individual. The only differ­
ence Is, newsman use those rights 
and report the happenings to you. 
You pay us to do it, and save you 
the time of attending these meet­
ings, when you plunk down your 
nickel for our newspaper. Anytime 
a newspaper withholds part of 
what happened at that meeting, or 
doesn’t give a fqir report of the 
meeting (whether he agrees with 
what happened or n ot), you aren’t 
getting your nickels worth.

The Texas Press Association, 

during the last session o f the Leg­
islature, offered 15 bills “ for bet­
ter government, in Texas.”  On a 
whole their efforts met with utter 
defeat. Lawmakers generally said 
it would cost too much money. 
The press of ^Texas didn’t push the 
bills, thinking they didn’t want to, 
put themselves in the position of 
demanding a lot of legal advertis­
ing from1 the state. But it seems to 
us that everyone of the 15 bills 
are o f the “ must”  category. It 
will be mighty -hard for us to un­
derstand a lawmaker who votes 
against a single one of them at 
the next session.

, Following briefly is a resume of 
each bill. You tell us which one 
o f them isn’t important enough 
to pass.

1. An Act empowering the 
Board of Insurance Commissioners 
o f the State of Texas to require 
insurance companies doing busin­
ess in the State of Texas to make 
and publish a statement of their 
financial condition at least twice 
each year upon call of the Board 
of Insurance Commissioners of 
the State of Texas; providing a 
penalty; and declaring an emer­
gency.

2. An Act providing that any o f­
ficer of any insurance company 
organized under the laws of the 
State of Texas who shall file with 
the Board of Insurance Commis­
sioners any false information on 
any person who shall execute or 
cause t o . be executed and false 
statement shall be guilty of a fel­
ony; providing a penalty there­
fore; and declaring an emergency.

3̂  An Act requiring publication 
o f certain information appearing- 
on each application for the pur­
chase of land under the Texas 
Veterans’ Land Act.

4. An Act requiring publication 
of the full text of all ordinances 
of incorporated cities and towns, 
including home rule cities, which 
are required by statute to be pub­
lished in any form ; repealing con­
flicting laws,

5. An Act providing that state, 
county and other officials who re­
fuse to permit the public examin­
ation of records except those de­
signated by law as not open to 
public inspection shall be guilty 
o f a misdemeanor; providing a 
penalty therefor; providing for 
the removal of such officials.

s 6. An Act establishing venue 
fen- the indictment and prosecution 
of offenses involving public funds 
or property; providing this Act

Sign-Up Period 
For New Acreage 
Program Set
' Aug. 26 through Octi 4 has 
been designated as the sign up 
period for the wheat acreage re­
serve program for 1958, Emmett 
Powell, county office manager for 
the Agriculture Stabilization and 
Conservation office in Eastland, 
announced Saturday.

“ In order to participate in the 
program it will first be neccessary 
to establish a soil bank base for 
your farm,”  Powell said. “ Your 
soil bank base is the number of 
acres, of soil bank crops you have 
planted to harvest the 'past two
years-------1956 and 1957 divided
by two to- get the average for the 
two years.”

Powell explained that soil bank 
base crops in Eastland County are 
generally small grains, grain sor­
ghums, wheat, peanuts and cot­
ton. i

He said there is no limitation on 
the number of acres which may be 
placed in the reserve,”  exeep- 
your allotment.”  There is a $3000 
limitation of payment to any one 
producer, however.

“ The designated acreage reserve 
niay be inspected before the agre­
ement is approved, therefore, if 
your hase can be established be­
fore the sign-up period begins i: 
will save time for both you and 
the office staff during the rush of 
the actual sign-up period,” Powell 
explained. “ Establishing a soil 
bank base does not obligate you 
to participate in the Acreage Re­
serve program, but it is the first 
step if you do participate in the 
1958 Wheat Acreage Reserve,” he 
■added.

Total $46,121

Sales figures just released show 
that $46,171 , Series E and II 
United States Savings Bonds were 
purchased in this county during 

July. This announcement was made 
by Guy Parkdr, chairman of the 
Eastland County Savings Bonds 
Committee.
“ We have now achieved 44.7 per 

cent o f four 1957 goal of $589,300. 
Sales for the first seven months of 
this, year were $263,826,”  Parker 
said.

Sales in Texas for July were 
$14,178,708 which is the highest 
monthly sales since February of 
this year.

County Quiet During War
(E d itor ’s N ote: This is the 

eighth in a series o f  articles tak­
en from  the book, “ A  History 
o f  Eastland County, T exas,”  
written by Mrs. G eorge L ang­
ston in 1904.)

In W ar Tim es
In 1861 news did not travel fast 

in Eastland County, for it lay on 
the very border land of civilizat­
ion, with its three or four settle­
ments.

Recruiting agents went where 
some degree of sucess might at 
tend their patriotic efforts, and it 
was not until 1864 that men in 
his section, were called upon to 

take up arms.
It was not from a desirq on the 

part of the Government to make 
every man feel the burden of war 
that the frontiersman was impres­
sed, or even that he might take 
part in the civil strife caused by 
the black man, but he was called 
upon to repel systematically the 
invasion of the red man.

Prior to 1868, Eastland, Shack 
elford and Callahan Counties were 
Hinder the jurisdiction of Coman­
che County. After this date East- 
land was attached to Palo Pinto.

At every meeting of the Legisl­
ature laws were passed for the 
protection of the frontier. They 
were adhered to as closely as the 
conditions and times would per­
mit, and that was all the law re­
quired. About the first of Febru­
ary, 1864, Eastland was organi­

zed under the Conscript Law for 
military purposes.

Forty men were required to 
form a company, and at that time 
it took every man between the 
ages of 18 and 45 in the counties 
of Eastland, Shackelford and Cal­
lahan to muster the required num­
ber.

Think of the rich fields of corn 
and cotton and grain that thrive 
in our County today; of the hand­
some and substantial houses that 
dot its surface; o f the many beau­
tiful churches, school houses, pub 
lie buildings, and o f the whirring, 
machinery; of the 18 to 20 towns 
with their 300 to 3000 inhabit­
ants; then, in imagination, wipe 
out all these farms and houses 
and towns; fill the primeval for­
ests and prairies, without- a vestige 
of a shack of any kind, with the 
mailing, hungry animals, and the 
fiendish, treacherous Indians, and 
you have a picture of the. territory 
traversed by those early guardians 
of our country. Flannagan’s 
Ranch, • McGough -Springs and 
Tew ell marked the western limit 
of the white man’s tread in East 
land in 1864.

As three of these lived in Com 
anche County— Joseph Dudley, 
William Fisher, and S. C. SWirle\ 
—there were, really only 28 men 

in Eastland. A few months after 
the organiz ition of this company, 
however, all the available citizen: 
of Callahan and Shaekefor! 
Counties were added to it, makin 
the required 40, and First Lieut 
enant Gilbert was made Captain 
J. B. McGoun-h, first lieutenant, 
and H. H. Kuykendall, second lieu 
tenant.

The Company was divided into 
three squads, and each man was 

required to serve 10 days out o f ’ 30 
The starting place was Nash’s 
Spring, half way between Me- ] 
Gough Springs and Jewell, and the | 
incoming scout was always met j 
by the outgoing spuad, thus keep- j 
ing a lookout committee continu­

ously on duty.
Several days after Lee’s sur­

render a detachment of Gilbert’s 
Company arrived at Blair’s Fort. 
There they received the sad news 
from Lewis Keith, who had just 
returned from Louisana and the 
Company disbanded.

When the danger of being 
“pressed”  into Confederate Army 
had passed, it is said that at least 
one-third o f the men in Eastlaiv 
County moved back across tin 
Brazos River. That this was a 
fact, the census of 1870 proves 
as the entire population numbered 
only 88. The only wonder L tha' 
any remained, as there was no 
Governmental protection at a!' 
until the next Legislature met.

All honor to the brave men and 
women who still possessed thei 
!’ omes and held the line of civiliz 
ation in Eastland! Eternal honors 
‘ o the glorious manhood and worn 
mhood that creates pioneers!
