Controlling and making good use
of animal waste from the numerous
area feeding operations drew
feedyard managers, haulers and pro-
ducers Wednesday to the Hereford
Community Center for an animal
waste management workshop.

Speakers addressed concerns rang-
ing from changing laws and permit-
ting rules to the effects of soil and
air quality when animal waste is
used as a soil additive

Disposal and profitable use of ani-
mal waste concerns feeding opera
tors, agricultural producers and con-
sumers who purchase goods grown
on manure treated land

Dr. Brent Auvermann. Texas Agri
cultural Extension Service engineer-
ing specialist. presented suited ap-
plications for waste and explained
how it can be used vithout damag
ing the environment

‘Manure 1s almost suited
for use on cotton,” Auvermann
“When applied in appropriate
amounts. nutrient buildup can be
avoided.”

Auvermann deals especially with
decreasing waste contaminates that
cause excess dust and odor

“Feedyards could virtually elimi
nate bad odors with steps as simple
as providing plenty of slope to pens,
preventing ponding by removing
buildups under fence lines, and by
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scraping only the manure and not
gouging the pen grounds,” he said

Clifton Wise, a geologist with the
Agricultural Permitting office
Texas Natural Resource Conserva
tion Commission, discussed new rules
which were adopted June 30 and
made effective July 27

Wise told the audience the TNRCC
is now in the position to grant state
permits for feeding operations with
out having to go through the U.S

Elimination System (TPDES) by Sept.
25, 1999.

The new rules also change the
expiration date of all TNRCC autho-
rizations to July 27, 2004.

TNRCC permits are required for
any facility with 1,000 head of ani-
mals or more on the premises.

This means 1,000 slaughter cattle;
700 mature dairy cows; 2,500 swine,
over 55 pounds or 10,000 weighing
less than 55 pounds; 500 horses;
10,000 sheep; 55,000 turkeys; or
100,000 laying hens or broilers.

Air pollution prevention plans have
long been a part of the TNRCC
permitting requirements, but now
only sections of the plan are re-
quired.

Wise briefly discussed the %4 mile
buffer zone needed between new op-
erations and occupied residents or
ground water systems and the 1/4
mile zone between existing opera-
tions and other structures.

Getting past the rules, Beade
Northcut, an engineer with Texas
State Soil and Water Conservation
Board discussed its role in helping
develop soil and water conservation
plans.

Other information included the im-
provements made in feeding tech-
niques that produces less waste and
equal amounts of product.

This fact alone makes for less waste
buildup and fewer disposal concerns.

“In the last 60 years the concerns
have changed,” said Dr. Wayne Green,
TAES animal nutritionist.

Senate
rejects
Dem cut

WASHINGTON (AP) — Republi-
can leaders are steering their $792
billion tax cut bill through the Sen-
ate, shunting aside a much smaller
Democratic alternative and ignoring
a promise from President Clinton
that he will never let it become law.

Backers of the 10-year plan were
confident, despite misgivings among
several Republicans about its size,
of winning passage by the end of
the week and moving quickly to
work out differences with a similar
House-passed bill

Americans “are rightful heirs to
the wealth they're creating,” Senate
Finance Committee Chairman Will-
iam Roth, R-Del., the bill's chief
author, said in opening the debate
Wednesday. “After paying for the
government programs for which Con-
gress has planned and budgeted, the
change must now be returned to the
taxpayer.”

At issue was what to do with a
budget surplus estimated to total $1
trillion over the next decade, or
nearly $3 trillion if the revenues
from Social Security are included.

Republicans insisted that their tax
relief wouldn’t affect efforts to re-
store fiscal integrity to Social Secu-
rity and Medicare and would leave
funds to bring down the national
debt

The White House and most Demo-
crats said a tax cut should come
only after the Social Security and
Medicare issues are dealt with, and
that it should be kept modest —
under $300 billion — so funds would
be available to strengthen education
and defense programs.

The administration, in a state-
ment, said Clinton would veto the
GOP plan because it “leaves virtu-
ally none of these surpluses avail-
able” for saving Social Security and
Medicare and addressing national
needs.

HISD clarifies changes

The Hereford Independent School District Board of Trust-
ees adopted several significant changes in the Discipline
Management Plan and Student Code of Conduct for the 1999-
2000 school year.

After Tuesday’s board meeting the district office presented
a clarification of changes.

A change brought about by the recent action of the Texas
Legislature mandates expulsion for students in certain situa-
tions, including bringing weapons to school.

Policy prohibits students from the carrying of weapons,
including any size pocket knife, on school property at any
time. Violation could result in disciplinary action.

In severe cases, as mandated by law, students will be
expelled.

The code states, “A student must be expelled for any of the
following offenses that occur on school property or while
attending school sponsored or school related activity on or
off school property.”

Bringing to school a firearm, as defined by federal law
includes: any weapon, including a starter gun, frame, receiver
or muffler, that will or is designed to or that may readily be
converted to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive;
any destructive device, such as explosives, incendiary, or
poison gas bomb or grenade.

Using, exhibiting, or possessing a gun, illegal knife with a
blade of more than 5 % inches; hand instruments designed to
cut or stab by a throwing action, such as a dagger, dirk,
stiletto, poniard; Bowie knife, spear or sword; a club or
prohibited weapon, may result in disciplinary action.

Students in athletic or other extracurricular events will be
held accountable for guidelines set forth in the “Extracur-
ricular Standards of Behavior for Athletics” supplement. This
is in addition to following guidelines in the “Discipline
Management Plan and Student Code of Conduct.

Autopsy resulilts anticipated

EMORY, Texas (AP) — Was the death more than two
months ago of a black man, who was tied to a tree and set
afire, a hate crime?

The NAACP argues that it was.

The results of an autopsy were scheduled for release
today in the death of H.W. Walker of Greenville, who
disappeared in early May and whose decomposed body was
found June 2 in a remote section of Rains County, about 50
miles east of Dallas.

A 16-year-old white male from Lone Oak has been in
custody in connection with the murder since the day after
the discovery, but authorities have refused to comment on
the circumstances surrounding the death.

NAACP officials in Greenville and Dallas conducted their
own investigation and approached federal officials with the
findings.

Jury awards family $907 million

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — After a jury awarded $907 million
to the family of a woman killed by a former counterculture
guru two decades ago, there is good news and bad news for
the family.

The good news is that since fugitive Ira Einhorn did not
respond to the court papers he signed for in France and did
not put on a defense in the civil wrongful death suit, he
cannot appeal the award.

The bad news is that there is little hope the family of
Helen “Holly” Maddux of Tyler will be able to collect the
money.

James R. Beasley, the Philadelphia attorney who repre-
sented the family for free, said the point was to prevent
Einhorn from profiting from any book or movie deals about
the high-profile case.

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Internet offers web safety software
Suggestions and information helps keep children safe online

WASHINGTON (AP) — In
a new and unusually broad
Internet campaign urging par-
ents to “get Net wise,” some
of the Web’s most popular
sites will begin offering sug-
gestions and information
about software tools to keep
children safe online.

Organizers promised that
the information — including
ways to help kids avoid por-
nography and explicit sites
about drugs or alcohol — will
never be more than a mouse-
click away because of the par-

ticipation of the Web’s larg-
est sites, including those run
by Yahoo!, America Online,
Lycos Inc., The Walt Disney
Co. and Microsoft Corp.
Companies in the campaign
claimed that almost 95 per-
cent of the Internet’s traffic
flows through their sites.
“This is probably going to
be as ubiquitous as anything
on the Internet,” said Rick
White, a former Republican
congressman from Washing-
ton and co-founder of the
Congressional Internet Cau-

Six jurors in a Bexar
County court-at-law found
Andrea Martinez, 82, guilty
of mistreating one of several
dogs she kept at her home.

Ms. Martinez received two
years’ probation and will have
to pay a $1,000 fine if she
fails to care adequately for
her other dogs.

During her trial, jurors saw

The project’s $1 million
Web site, www.getnetwise.org,
was unveiled today in Wash-
ington at a news conference
with Vice President Al Gore
and Commerce Secretary Wil-
liam Daley, along with indus-
try executives.

“There is so much out
there that's good on the
Internet, it would be a pity
for a parent to tell a child
not to go on the Internet
because they were afraid,”
said David Baker, a vice presi-
dent at MindSpring Enter-
prises Inc., one of the largest
Internet providers nationwide.

The project’s Web site in-
cludes details about more than
80 commercial software pro-
grams parents can use to
block Web sites inappropriate
for children and monitor the
time kids spend online. It
also includes collections of
recommended sites safe for
children of differént ages.

Although some companies
that design Internet filtering
software helped pay for the
site, details are listed about
all such technology tools.

“We’re not substituting for
parents, but we're giving par-
ents a leg up,” said Jerry
Berman, president of the
Washington-based Internet
Education Foundation and one
of the project’s principle or-
ganizers.

Ernie Allen, chief executive
officer for the National Cen-
ter for Missing and Exploited

Children, said organizers
sought to design the Web site
for parents anxious about
what children might find
online.

“It’s an incredible resource,
but it’s scary,” Allen said. “Your
kids know more about it than
you do.”

Participation in the cam-
ign was so broad that it
rought together otherwise
bitter rivals: Microsoft and
AOL — currently feuding
over software that lets con-
sumers send electronic “in-
stant messages” — as well as
AT&T and the nation’s
Internet providers, who are
in an angry fight over the
future of high-speed Web ac-
cess over cable-television
lines.

Although hundreds of Web
sites will simply offer par-
ents a link ‘to
www.getnetwise.org, others
will recompile the informa-
tion and present it them-
selves. That’s partly a con-
cession to ultra-competitive
high-tech companies, which
struggle to keep consumers
from spending time at Web
sites not under their conatrol.

America Online, the world’s
largest Internet provider with
more than 17 million custom-
ers, said it will offer the
information within its “paren-
tal controls” section, one of °
the first areas a parent sees
when signing onto AOL. It
also will include a link on its
popular AOL.com Web site.

Genesis Physicians
Practice file bankruptcy

DALLAS (AP) — Genesis
Physicians Practice Associa-
tion announced Wednesday
that it has filed for bank-
ruptcy in a move that could
affect the choice of doctors
for 30,000 patients.

The Richardson-based
group, which represents 960
doctors, said the decision to
file for bankruptcy came af-
ter weeks of claims backlogs
and dissatisfaction with in-
surance company reimburse-
ments.

The move will affect seven
HMO risk contracts: Cigna
Health Plan of Texas;
PacifiCare of Texas’ Commer-
cial HMO and Secure Hori-
zons, a Medicare HMO; PCA
Health Plans of Texas HMO;
the Prudential Healthcare’s
Commercial HMO and POS
Associates; and NYLCare
Health Plans of the South-
west.

The coverage of patients in
those plans will remain in
effect, but if their doctor was
a Genesis member, they might
have to seek a new doctor.

According to Genesis, only 3
to 15 percent of its doctors’
patients were in the health
maintenance organizations.

“I think you’ll find most
physicians are frustrated; frus-
trated by managed care in
general and obviously person-
ally frustrated by the demise
of Genesis and the loss of all
our accounts receivable,” said
Dr. James Cochran in Dallas.

Dr. Ralph Turner, chairman
of Genesis, said the deciding
factor in filing for bankruptcy
was claims processing. He said
the HMOs were slow in pro-
cessing bills, leading to back-
logs of claims.

“The results were unsus-
tainable losses and the need
to reorganize,” Turner said.

A spokesman for one of
the HMO insurers, PacifiCare,
said it would do everything it
could to protect patients ac-
cess to health care, and he
added the bankruptcy filing
was necessary to minimize
disruption of service.

“Our business will proceed
as usual while Genesis works
to correct its financial situa-
tion,” said the PacifiCare
spokesman, Tony Salters. “We
will continue discussions with
them about their situation in
an effort to understand their
plans for moving forward.”

The doctors’ group filed for
protection under Chapter 11
which allows Genesis to carry
out a transition of patients
to new care arrangements.

Museum is town’s tribute to brothers

SCHULENBURG, Texas —
About an hour and /a half
outside Austin lies
Schulenburg, a sleepy town
just off US. 77. The bucolic
burg sits among rolling hills,
goat farms and ancient, un-
disturbed trees.

Until recently, the/ story of
the Stanzel brothers,
Schulenburg’s most ¢elebrated
family, was unknown outside
the town and the children
whose lives they touched. But
with the opéning of the
Stanzel Model Aircraft Mu-
seum, the, tiny town finally
lL.as a full-fledged tourist at-
traction befitting the local he-
roes, who passed away ear-
lier this decade.

The permanent exhibit hon-
ors the lifels work of Victor
and Joe Stanzel, whose child-
hood dreams’ of flying turned
into a hobby-and later a suc-
cessful toy business.

As he worked in the cotton
fields growing up, Victor, the
eldest of three brothers, ad-
mired the military airplanes

flying overhead. Later, with
one eye on the sky and the
other on his drafting table,
Victor began to design the
model aircraft that would de-
light kids of all ages.

Ever the inventor, Victor
designed new models while
Joe helped troubleshoot me-
chanical problems and cor-
rect them. Together, their
work encompassed more than
20 patents, including one for
a single line control device
that revolutionized model air-
plane flying

The two brothers immersed
themselves in every aspect of
the production, from design-
ing prototypes to manufac-
turing to packaging (many of
the toys made today at the
Stanzel factory still bear the
original packaging designed by
Victor in the '50s).

When radio controlled tech-
nology came along, the Stanzel
brothers remained faithful to
their single line planes. Their
only concession to changing
times came in 1957, when the

Lions quarterback expresses fee
who retires as second le

gs toward former teammate,
ding rusher in NFL History

PONTIAC, Mich. (AP) —
Nobody is likely to miss Barry
Sanders more than Detroit
Lions quarterback Charlie
Batch. The reason why is
somewhat surprising.

“I was a fan of his,” Batch
said. “For the six years I've
been in Michigan, I have en-
joyed watching him.”

Batch, who won his job as
a rookie last season, is just
one of millions of NFL fans
who are coming to grips with
Sanders’ retirement from
football, a shocking decision
that prevents him from be-
coming the NFL's career rush-
ing leader this season.

When the Lions reported
to training camp today at
Saginaw Valley State, the daz-
zling one-man highlight film
was somewhere in England.

In a statement released
Wednesday, the game’s most
explosive running back said
he was leaving because, “My
desire to exit the game is
greater than my desire to
remain in it.”

The news stunned the Li-
ons, who left the door open
for him to return.

That doesn’t appear likely,
however.

“Ten years is a lot of foot-
ball,” the 31-year-old Sanders
said at Gatwick Airport after
arriving on a flight from De-
troit to London. “I'm just re-
ally not feeling like playing.
It's not the same game. ... As
I've. gotten older, the game
has changed in my mind.

“'m thinking about doing
other things,” he added. “It’s
still fun, but net as fun. It
just felt like it was time.”

Asked if he might change
his mind, he shook his head.

“I don’t think that's going
to happen,” he said.

Sanders becomes the fourth
superstar to retire since
January, joining John Elway,
Wayne Gretzky and Michael
Jordan. Unlike those three,
Sanders leaves while at the
top of his game, much the
same as Jim Brown, who re-
tired from the NFL in 1966
at age 30.

signed two years ago.

Sanders retired without
speaking to Detroit coach
Bobby Ross or anyone else on
the team. Yet he said he
leaves “on good terms with
everyone in the organization.”

“lI don’t feel Barry left be-
cause of me,” Ross said. “I
don’t feel that way at all.”

That was the popular wis-
dom, however, especially af-
ter Sanders’ father, William,
of Wichita, Kan., said a few
weeks ago that his son was
tired of the Lions.

During Sanders’ 10 sea-
sons in Detroit, the Lions
had a 78-82 regular-season
record and made the playoffs
five times, winning one play-
off game. Recently, they've
had two 5-11 seasons sand-
wiched around a 9-7 record
in 1997 that earned a wild-
card spot.

“How can we expect to break down the barriers of opportu-
nity if the Hispanic dropout rate remains an unacceptable 75
percent higher than that for blacks and whites?” Gore asked.

“The time for quick fixes has passed. Its time for a renewed

commitment to our public schools.”
“l am not satisfied when even one Latino is left out of our

prosperity,” he said.

Economic growth slows

WASHINGTON (AP) —
U.S. economic growth slowed
abruptly to 2.3 percent dur-
ing the gsecond quarter as
consumers curtailed exuber-
ant spending that had been
the major force behind the
recent economic boom.

The Commerce Depart-
ment reported today that
the gross domestic product,
the nation's total output of
g::da and services, grew by

billion from April through
June to an inflation-adjusted
$7.8 trillion.

The second-quarter slow-
down came after the
economy had surprised many
analysts by growing at a big-
ger-than-expected 4.3 per-
cent annual rate during the
first three months of 1999.
Many analysts had expected
the moderation to be a bit
more gradual.

New restraint by consum-
ers, whose purchases account
for two-thirds of the nation’s
economic activity and whose
spending proclivity has
helped the United States

weather two years of global
economic crisis, was largely
responsible for putting on the
brakes.

Consumer spending grew
by 4 percent from April
through June, compared with
a torrid 6.7 percent during
the first three months of
1999. It was the slowest
spending increase since the
fourth quarter of 1997.

An inflation gauge tied to
the GDP , showed consumer
prices rose more quickly dur-
ing the spring, at an annual
rate of 2.1 percent, compared
to 1.2 percent in the first
quarter.

In a separate report today,
the Labor Department said
its Employment Cost Index,
considered the best measure
of changes in wages and ben-
efit costs, rose 1.1 percent in
the second quarter. The big-
ger-than-expected jump fol-
lowed a record low 0.4 per-
cent increase during the first
three months of 1999.

The lowest unemployment
rate in 29 years has raised

fears that employers scram-
bling for workers will have to
raise wages, and therefore
prices.

The number of Americans
filing initial claims for unem-
ployment benefits fell last
week to the lowest level in
two years, the Labor Depart-
ment also reported, indicat-
ing the labor market contin-
ues to tighten. Jobless claims
fell 40,000 to 275,000, lower-
ing a four-week moving aver-
age of claims to 300,000.

Concerned that economic
growth is too rapid and might
spark inflation, the Federal
Reserve in June raised inter-
est rates by a quarter of a
point. Fed Chairman Alan
Greenspan in his midyear re-
port to Congress this week
said the nation’s central bank-
ers have not ruled out an-
other rate increase this year.

During the lingering inter-
national financial crisis, over-
seas markets for American
products have dwindled and
a flood of imports from
troubled countries trying to

unload their own goods here
at discount prices has helped
keep inflation in check.

There has been some re-
cent improvement in the
trade picture as foreign
economies have begun to re-
cover. The record U.S. trade
deficit shaved just 0.75 per-
cent off total economic growth
in the second quarter, com-
pared to a 2.23 percent offset
in the first quarter.

Investment by American
businesses picked up from
April through June, growing
by 10.8 percent, compared to
8.5 percent in the first three
months of the year.

Rising mortgage rates
dampened the housing mar-
ket, with spending on new
homes and apartments grow-
ing by 5.1 percent.
