FORT WORTH THE BEST MARKET. 

Comparison of Prices Paid for Hogs at This Market 
and at Kansas City and St. Louis. 

Figures showing comparative sales at the Fort Worth, Kansas City and St. Louis markets can be studied with profit by Southwestern stock shippers who are looking for a market that gives them the best returns, We make this comparison of the prices paid at the three points mentioned at the clos- ing days of last week, and suggest that shippers cut out these figures and paste them in their nfemorandnm hooks. 
In Fort Worth on Friday of last week, hogs of 231 pounds average sold at 87 474. Kansas City’s best price on the same day was 87.42} for 247 to 307 pound hogs, aud the best St. Louis could do was $7.30 tor 216 to 243-pound hogs. Here we see that hogs of the same average weight and quality at St. Louis sold 173 cents below Fort Worth, and heavier hogs at Kansas City sold 5 cents below Fort Worth. 
On Saturday Fort Worth paid 27.40 for 213 pound hogs that could not be classed with tops. Kansas City paid $7.424 for 260 pound hogs of good finish, and St. Louis paid $7.45 for 270 pound tops.

A Strong 

I presume that no argament is nee essary 
to establish the fact that insect pests are 
becoming more numerous and more and 
more destructive each succeeding “year 

I have been a fairly close observer of 
the farming interests in Texas for over 
50 years, and 35, 40 and 50 vears ago the 
country fairly teemed with birds and 
fowls of almost every imaginable size and 
color. I have seen fowls here in one 
day so numerous that all the millers 
worms and bugs in Llano county would 
not have made them one square meal; 
but what has become of them? They 
are gone, and we have the insect in 
their stead, brants, ducks and 
ranes are almost a thing of the past. 
Pigeons used to be here by the millions, 
but where are they now 
Thirty, thirty five and forty years ago, 

if plows were running on every farm in 
all the land same day, there 
would be a gang of blackbirds following 
each plow, but where are they now? 
They are almost extinct Martins, one 
of our most valoable spring and summer 
birds, they are also nearly if not quite 
all gone. I have not seen nor heard of 
a martin this year, and it is now past 
their nsnal time of coming, 
In those earlier days the insect pes! 

was not feared, We had heavy mast, 
corn and cotton crops each year, unless 
cut off by drouth. My views in a nut 
shell are simply this. We must have 
birds or sink, for through them lies our 
only hope of relief 
Our congress, as well as our stats 

legislature, should enact stringent Jaws 
against killing any "and all birds, with 
very few well defined exceptions. The 
punishment for a violation of those 
laws should be severe,
