LIVE CATTLE: Live Cattle prices fell apart late las
week once cash cattle traded at $83 up north. Most al
support levels were also taken out which attracted a to
amount of selling pressure. The market was able t
trade back down to test the October lows before turnin:
back up on Friday. The cattle market has remained on o
the weakest markets all year. Cash prices at $88 did ve
little to support a strong rally.

FEEDER CATTLE: Prices also remain weak while fol
lowing the Live Cattle market down. Selling pressur
was also quick late last week and the market was able t
penetrate their October lows. The market tried to tur
back higher to some degree on Friday, but all eyes wil
remain on the next move in the Live Cattle price. Highe
corn prices have played a much smaller role, but ha
also had some impact.

CORN: Prices turned their short term trends down|
around mid week, but did little to confirm a change in|
direction on Friday. The market has had a strong ten-|
dency to trade higher on Sunday nights. Monday mayj
help to shed some light on the next direction? Harvest
has progressed, but not to the degree weive seen bean
harvest improve.

SOYBEANS: Soybean prices rallied for the duration|
last week, but were unable to take out any major resist-
ance levels.
