At Heart Meet

Around 20 persons attended
the monthly meeting of the
Bailey County Unit of the Amer-
ican Heart Association Monday
morning and heard special
speaker, Dr, Lowell Snyder, a
Lubbock internist, explain heart
disease, its effects anddangers,

Presiding over the meeting
at the Corral Restaurant was
local unit President, Jeff Smith,
He first introduced Phil Davis,
regional supervisor from Lub-
bock, who commented, ‘It is
people like Jeff who made the
American Heart Association
what it is,”’

Davis explained what the
American Heart Association
does, including sponsoring heart
clinics, blood pressure clinics,
educational programs, publicity
and research programs,

He said the American Heart
Association is strongly dedi-
cated to controlling or making
inroads into heart disease
through research and education
and urged the support of every-
one in combatting heart disease
and related circulatory dis-
orders,

Dr, Snyder said heart attacks
are the number one killer, es-
pecially of men ages 30-65, in
the nation today, He said that
usually men tend more than
women to develop heart disease
in their latter ages. Dr,Snyder
explained what happens in a
heart attack, how an artery be-
comes clogged with fat and what
new measures are being devel-
oped to help overcome such
clogging.

The internist commented
that doctors can tell people how
to control their diet, what mea-
sures to take to prevent heart
attacks and how to adjust to
living with a heart condition,

He added that many people
do not know the warning signs
preceding a heart attack and
explained that what many people
think is gas or indigestion, is in
fact, a heart disorder,

For Training

Bailey County Farm Bureau
will help sponsor one volunteer
fireman to the 42nd annual Tex-
as Firemen's Training School
July 18-23 at Texas A & M
University, according to James
Warren, of Muleshoe, president
of the local farm organization,

Planning to attend from this
county is Alton Carpenter of
Muleshoe,

The local county Farm Bureau
and the Texas Farm Bureau In-
surance Companies of Waco
provide most of the money for
registration fees, room and
board with each volunteer fire-
man paying a nominal fee,
County Farm Bureaus across
the State are helping sponsor
approximately 100 firemen at
the six-day training school,

“Farm Bureau is glad to
participate in such a worth-
while program because the
skills learned in the training
school help hold down property,
losses and injuries due to
fires,”” the county president
said, He added that Farm Bur-
eau also has a continuing pro-
gram which pays $75 to a fire
department when the department
fights a fire on a Farm Bureau-
insured’s property in a rural
area,

The annual firemen’s training
school at College Station is ex=-
pected to attract some 3,000
men engaged in fire prevention,
control and safety, from mun-
icipalities, industries, and
armed services, representing

OBSCENITY LEGISLATION

The House adopted legislation
last week to prohibit individuals
or organizations from using the
mails to promote or sell porno-
graphic materials to minors,
Although I supported this bill,
which would prohibit mailing
pornographic materials to a
minor’s residence unless the
material were completely
wrapped, sealed and addressed
to a person at the residence
who is not a minor, much better
legislation could have been
passed,

What Congress must do, if it
really wants to establish effec-
tive controls on the smut trade
and put the pornographic ped-
dlers out of business, is to
adopt a bill such as I have
introduced and was passed by
the House in the last Congress,

My bill would close off inter-
state facilities, including the
mails, to the transmission of
salacious advertising, or ad-
vertising that would appeal to the
lower instincts, The homes of
our nation should be freed from
the mounting reams of filth being
peddled by the smut industry,

DESALINIZATION

Legislation which couldprove
to be very important to our
area was also passed by the
House last week by a unanimous
vote,

The Saline Water Conversion
Act of 1952, which was =ched-
uled to expire next year, has
been extended until 1977, The
purpose of the project is to
develop a low cost method of
desalting water, The program
thus far has resulted in reducing
the cost of desalting water from
about $4 per 1,000 gallons to 65
cents per 1,000 gallons,

Industrial and residential
water is furnished in Key West
and Siesta Key, Florida; Coal-
inga, California; Buckeye, Ari-
zona; and our naval base at
Guantanamo, Cuba by means of
desalting plants developed as a
result of the Saline Water Con-
version Act,

I am hopeful that technology

Cotton Producers
Facing Decision

Some High Plains farmers,
with no real hope for producing
anything like a normal cotton
crop because of extremely poor
stands, are faced with a critical
decision between now and the
August 1 deadline for “certi-
fying’’ acreage to the Agricul-
ture Stabilization and Conser=-
vation Service,

They have two choices, They
can apply to county ASCS offices
for “failed acreage’’ credit and
piv. Ip the cotton, or they can
leave the cotton and harvest
whatever crop it may produce.

According to Donnell Echols
of Lamesa, President of Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc,, there are
at least three factors that should
be taken into consideration pe-
fore the decision is made, in-
cluding (1) market price pros=
pects, (2) possible effect on
future payment yields and (3)
the need for maximum produc-
tion across the cotton belt to
meet market demands,

“And it appears to me that
when all three factors are con-
sidered the odds are in favor
of leaving the cotton for harvest
if there is a chance for even a
very low yield,’’ Echols said,

“The supply-demand situa-
tion, current spot market prices
and the futures market all point
to a strong demand for all
qualities of 1971-crop cotton,”
he continued, “and with higher
market prices it will be to our
advantage to harvest everyacre
we can,”’

As the regulations now read,
the effect on future payment
yields where sub-normal crops
are harvested would be no dif-
ferent from the effect of cotton
acreage declared a total failure,
In both cases the county ASCS
committee is authorized to use
up to 80 percent of the farm’s
1971 payment yield in calculating
payment yields for 1972and 1973,

However in 1969 farmers who
harvested a ‘‘piece of a crop”’
were given the 80 percent ad-
justment while farmers with
failed acreage were allowed to
substitute 100 percent of their
previous three year average
yields, And this is the cause
of farmer concern this year,

Echols has investigated the
matter and does not believe
there is any likelihood this 1969
ruling will be revived, He
quoted ASCS Administrator
Kenneth Frick as saying ‘‘We
can't give you an ironclad
guarantee of anything, but as of
now we can see no reason why
one situation should be treated
any different from the other,
and I can assure you I'll be
doing everything Ican to see that
the man who makes an honest
effort to producea crop gets just
as much weather adjustment as
anyone else,”’

On the third factor, Echols
said “If we are to retain our
present markets and have hopes
for market expansion we need

enough to meet current cons-
umption requirements before
the 1971 harvest is completed
in the Cotton Belt of the South

and Southwest

The meeting was directed by
Dr, John E, Hutchinson, direc-
tor of the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, and Donnell
Echols, president of the Plains
Cotton Growers Inc, and chair-
man of the South Plains
Economi Development pro-
yram, Both men have been ap-
pointed to a national task force
committee in a concentrated ef-
fort to stave off a cotton short-

e that could prove disastrous
to the industry

High Plains
Starts Amino
Acid Study

A three study of the ef-
fects of various cultural prac-
tices on the amino acid com-
position of High Plains grain
sorghum has been initiated at
the High Plains Research Foun-
dation, The test is being
ducted by Joe Wright
Schrib, Agronomists, at the
High Plains Research Foun-
dation in cooperation with Texas
Tech University and Phil-
lips Petroleum Company,

In the study, eighteen fertili-
zer levels, two irrigation
programs, two row spacings and
two rates of propazine will be
investigated as to their effects
upon the amino acid content
of grain sorghum grown in this
area,

The eighteen different fertil-
izer methods will be composed
of different combinations of
three rates of nitrogen applied
preplant and sidedress and two
rates of sulfur applied preplant,

T'he different fertilizer levels
will be observed under both lim-
ited and optimum irrigation
methods, under both single and
double row spacings on 40-
inch spaced beds, and under
1 1/2 pound and 3 pound per
acre rates of propazine,

Wright said that although the
primary aim is to study the
affect of cultural practices on
the amino acid content in grain
sorghum, a secondary benefit
will be determining cul-
tural influences on yields,
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
