WILL BRITAIN MOVE TO
AMERICA?

The passing of the days since
the temporary settlement of the
European war crisis has contin-
ued to bring out interesting side-
lights on the various countries
involved. Rumors have been rath-
er persistent in the news during
the past few days to the efféct that
England definitely fears a major
war under her present situation.
Her greatest dread apparently lies
in the fact of her decided vulnera-
bility to mass aerial attack by
the admittedly superior German
air force. It has been brought
rather forcibly to notice that at
present there is no satisfactory
method of defending London
against air attack for several rea-
sons.

Secondly, bombers flying at high
altitude can dump loads of high
explosives several miles from a
city and the forward velocity of
the dropped missles will carry
them into the heart of the city;
this leaves the bombing planes
safely outside the range of anti-
aircraft guns and they may never
even come in sight of the target.
Thirdly, the British Isles are
small in area and have crowded
into those few square miles mill-
ions of people who would be the
easy target for European bomb-
ers, vital government buildings
are concentrated in London—only
a few minutes flight across the
channel from the European shores.
Important munitions factories and
other vital producing and process-
ing plants are all in easy range
of bombers flying out of any Eu-
ropean city. British ports could
be reduced to a state of almost
complete helplessness and life in
the British Isles depends very de-
cidedly upon the uninterrupted
floy of commerce in and out of |
these ports.

This situation which Britain
faces has led to the further rumor
that the government is considering
the transference of the center of
the British government from the
crowded and susceptable London
to the comparatively remote safe-
ty of Canadian shores.

This idea surely has its very |
apparent advantages. It would re- I
move the vital government organ- !
ization of the British Empire to |
a point separated by about 3000
miles of water from its nearest |
potential destroyer. Munitions and |
other manufacturing plants relo- |
cated in Canada on this side of |
the Atlantic Ocean would be com- |
paratively immune to attack from |
the air by the hostile nations of |
Europe. This big barrier of \\'utvrj
is gradually becoming of less and |
less importance but it will proba- |
bly be a number of years yet be- |
fore bombing planes can strike
across it with the swift sureness |
that they can now negotiate the
English Channel. Another feature |
of this plan stresses the pissible
importance of Roosevelt's recently
stated policy which pledges the ac-
tive assistance of the United
States in the event that an attack
is made by a foreign nation on
Canada. No doubt Britain feels
that this assistance from the Unit-
ed States would be very valuable
in the event she found it neces-
sary to protect her newly located
government from the invasion of
a foreign nation. Such a move
would naturally lead to an even
closer alliance between Britain
and the United States than now
exists and would be very nice in-
deed for the British. |
