In a world full of chaos and 
endless activity, God is calling 
for us to slow down and listen to 
Him. Intent on making their 
lives count, millions of teenag-
ers will pause to do that at See 
You at the Pole (SYATP) this 
September. 

"Be STILL and KNOW that 
I am God" is the theme for See 
You at the Pole this year, with 
the event scheduled for 
Wednesday, September 27. 

The "Be STILL' is taken 
from Psalm 46:10, where God 
says, "Be still and know that I 
am God. I will be exalted among 
the nations." Many are familiar 
with this Old Testament verse. 
But fewer would be aware that 
in context, the admonition was 
God's recommended response 
to the chaos of natural disaster 
and wartime conflict, two con-
ditions that are as familiar to 
modern man as to the ancients. 

Americans were reeling 
from the impact of Hurricane 
Katrina at the time of last year's 
SYATP. And in Quezon City in 
the Philippines, more than 1,200 
gathered solemnly at Jubilee 
Christian Academy, praying for 
the world in spite of typhoon-
driven weather. 

See You at the Pole is a stu-
dent initiated and student led 
movement that started in the Ft. 
Worth 	suburb 	of 
Burleson,lexas, in 1990. It origi-
nated with just one youth group, 
who met at night at several 
schools around Burleson during 
a weekend retreat. SYATP 
brings students to their school 
flagpoles to intercede for their 
leaders, schools, and families, 
asking God to bring moral and 
spiritual awakening to their 
campuses and countries. 

In 2005, more than 2 million 
teenagers met for See You at the 
Pole in all 50 states. Internation-
ally, reports came from coun-
tries on six continents, includ-
ing the Democratic Republic of 
Conga, Ecuador, Germany, 
Ghana, Guam, Hong Kong, Ja-
pan, Kenya, South Korea, Ma-
laysia, Nigeria, Norway, Peru, 
Portugal, Scotland, and South 
Africa. 

Some countries have 
launched SYATP movements 
with their own promotional ef-
forts, including Australia 
(where it was observed this year 
on May 11; see stories at 
www.syatpaustralia.com) and 
Canada (on the same date as 
US; wwwsyatpcanada.com). 

Participants don't have to 
pay anything to participate in  

See You at the Pole. "And we 
want to make sure that anyone 
running a program in the sum-
mer has something to hand out, 
if they need it," noted Billy 
Beacham, president to the Stu-
dent Discipleship Ministries in 
Burleson, Texas, which creates 
all the promotional material for 
SYATP "The resources are 
available for those who want 
them."

Range and 
Wildlife Field 
Day set for 
October 5

Producers trying to manage 
livestock, vegetation and wild-
life on the Rolling Plains will be 
able to get updates on the lat-
est technology on Oct. 5, said a 
Texas Agriculture Experiment 
Station researcher. 

The 2006 Range and Wildlife 
Field Day "Managing the 
Rangeland Resources of the 
Texas Rolling Plains" will begin 
with registration at 8 am at 
Texas Foundation Seed, adja 
cent to the Texas A&M Univer-
sity System Agriculture Re-
search and Extension Center at 
Lockett, said Dr. Dean Ransom, 
assistant professor of wildlife 
ecology. 

This event will highlight on-
going research on brush man-
agement in small patches as a 
way to manage much larger 
landscapes for livestock and 
wildlife, he said. 

"Our scientists are also in-
volved in bacterial source track-
ing of water runoff in rangeland 
watersheds and the conversion 
of mesquite to ethanol as a po-
tential alternative energy 
source," he said. "These two 
important and timely issues di-
rectly affect the farming and 
ranching community." 

The morning session will 
cover the patch disturbance 
work, use of fire to manage mes-
quite and cactus, rangeland 
water quality monitoring, bob-
white and grassland bird ecol-
ogy and the mesquite to ethanol 
project, Ransom said. 

State Rep. Rick Hardcastle 
of Vernon. chairman of the 
House Agriculture and Live-
stock Committee, will be the 
guest speaker during the ca-
tered lunch. 

In the afternoon, partici-
pants can go on a tour that will 
look at a mesquite harvester 
demonstration and the re-
sponse by livestock, vegetation 
and wildlife to fire and mechani-
cal treatments on patch distur-
bances, he said

THE ATTRIBUTES OF GOD 
(Part One) 

Not once has this writer 
ever heard a sermon on the 
comprehensive attributes of 
God, which define His true na-
ture. The truth is that few pas-
tors know them, particularly 
many TV and mega-church 
preachers, having had either no 
theological or apologetics train-
ing or both. Hence they focus 
on "feel good" subjects, God's 
love, or sensationalism. This is 
an absolute travesty, a disser-
vice to the flock and seekers 
alike. Why? Without a general 
understanding of God's at-
tributes, one cannot know why 
Christianity is true, Judaism is 
insufficient and Islam, Hindu-
ism and Buddhism, for example, 
are false; nor can one know, un-
derstand or explain the absolute 
necessity for the person and 
work of Jesus Christ, and why 
He is the ONLY way to salvation 
that God has provided! 

Almost all theological her-
esy, -cults and false religions 
stem from a misunderstanding 
of the true nature of God, as re-
vealed by His attributes. For 
example, Albert Pike, a leading 
figure in American Freema-
sonry during the latter 1800's 

(he has a statue in D.C.) wrote 
in his treatise on the morals and 
dogma of the Masonic Lodge 
that "all the religions of the 
world are false, but Christianity 
is positively evil!" Sadly, Pike 
was out in the mental "la-la 
land" of what is known as "du-
alism", a subject for another 
time, but he was clearly clueless 
on the attributes of God, or he 
would have known that dualism 
is false. His philosophy was 
closely akin to Hinduism. 

One of the most famous ser-
mons ever done was titled "Sin-
ners in the Hands of an Angry 
God!" It terrified people be-
cause it focused on some of 
God's attributes that make 
people uncomfortable - particu-
larly today. But God is who and 
what He is, and He can't and 
won't change, and that is that! 

Systematically, if one is to 
become well-grounded, one 
must first learn the proofs for 
the existence of God.
