Gutters Signed Up 
Along Highway 60 

Plans are now underway for the 
Bovina FFA Chapter to have a live-
stock project show sometime in late 
February or early March. 

Roy M. Crawford, chapter ad-
visor, says that the show that will 
be held this year won't be a "fat" 
show in any sense of the word and 
will be strictly a project show. 
Each member of the chapter will 
be asked to exhibit his projects. 

The reasons for the show, accord-
ing to Crawford, will be to en-
courage the boys and to get the 
community more interested in the 
projects. 

The show will be held on the 
school-owned property which is lo-
cated on the northeast side of Bo-
vina and is commonly referred to 
as the "ag lots." 

Chapter members have approxi-
mately 65 animals as projects. 
Most of these are hogs, however, 
there is one Hereford steer, two 
beef calves, and three dairy heif-
ers. Fat barrows, open gilts, and 
bred gilts, aged sows, sows and 
litters, and possibly boars will be 
included in the hog division of the 
show. 

The show will be held near the 
first of March so that the animal's, 
if the owners desire, may be ex-
hibited at the county show that will 
be held at Friona early in March 
and at the Lubbock show which will 
also be in March. 

Crawford says that the boys will 
be encouraged to enter all their 
livestock projects in this first show 
so that there will be enough ani-
mals to have a "nice sized" show. 
However, Crawford hopes that in 
the years to come the show will 
grow in quality and quanity and 
that animals of inferior quality will 
be eliminated. 

"We don't, as yet, have a civic 
organization connected with the 
show," Crawford says, "but we 
would like to have the backing 
of some such organization so that 
more community interest could be 
involved in the show. We wouldn't 
necessarily want financial backing, 
because the main thing we are in-
terested in this first show is inter-
est." 

There will be no sale connected 
with this show because the boys 
who have fat animals will sell them 
at the Lubbock show. 

The show will be an all-day affair 
and will probably be on a Satur-
day. 

Included in the fat barrows that 
will be shown are six—three Hamp-
shires and three. Duroc-Jerseys—
that are owned by the chapter and 
are being fed by the chapter at the 
"ag lots" as an example. Crawford 
says that the purpose behind the 
barrow feeding program is not to 
make money for the chapter but 
to show the boys how hogs should 
be fed. The Duroc barrows have 
been on feed about three months 
and the Hampshires about two 
months. 

Two FFA members—James Ste-
vens and Dickie Steelman—have a 
chapter-owned Milking Shorthorn 
heifer each which will be exhibited 
at the show. These boys will return 
the first heifer calf back to the 
chapter to give to another boy.

"A piece of sun in a bottle" is 

what someone once called the heat 
lamp now being used on many farms 
to give quick permanent or portable 

supplementary heat. The modern 
het 	lamp is a most versatile' piece 
of quipment. No larger than a 

good-sized light bulb, it can be 

screwed in an ordinary bridge lamp 

socket, mounted permanently on 
walls or ceilings, or used in a regu-

lar portable fixture designed for 

the purpose. 	• 

Within the farm home one of the 
recent uses is in the bathrooms or 
in eashrooms located outside the 
main portion of the house. It is ex-
cellent for providing quick, concen-
trated heat directly upon cold hands 
while they are being washed in a 
wash basin. In a bath it gives sup-
plementary heat in areas where the 
regular method of house heating 

falls short.-Such places might be 
over the bathtub, over the lavatory, 
or mounted in ceiling near a north 
wall. The heat lamp produces an 
instant but gentle heat and, in addi-
tion, gives light as well.
