A new and welcome ap­

proach to be employed in 
the selection of Judges to 
fill federal court vacancies, 
was announced recently by 
President Nixon. He has said 
that he plane to subvii me 
names of proposed app oint­
ees for apjoroval to tiir Ju­
diciary committee of the A- 
r.'.erican Bar Association be­
fore nomirating such men 
to the bench. The new ar­
rangement, howeve". will 
not apply to the Supreme 
Court

This is a most significant 
c.evelopmenc and wiU un­
doubtedly be widely acclaim­
ed by the American people. 
It simply means that for the 
first time in modern his­
tory the President will not 
let politics and expediency 
guide his judgment in fill­
ing these important posts in 
the judicial^.

It will be recalled that it 
was FDR who first openly 
applied politics and ideology 
as controlling factors i n 
picking judges. In the Roos­
evelt and succeeding admi­
nistrations judeships have 
too often been treated a.s 
political plums where poli­
tics, ideology and close 
friendship have often been 
the controlling factors.

President Nixon has now 
changed, that. The make-up 
of our courts, particularly 
the Supreme Court, has in 
the past and will in the fu­
ture, have a very vital ef­
fect upon the lives, the li­
berties, and 'the aspirations 
of all Americans.

While Supreme Courts are 
left out of the new method 
of choosing judges, the Pres­
ident, ficm all accounts, 
made an excellent choice 
when he picked Judge Ŵ ar- 
ren Burger for Chief Jus­
tice. And now he makes it 
clear that he Intends "to con­
tinue to pick judicial,., ap­
pointees on the sole basis- 
of qualifications. A breath 
oi fresh iair!

Ms thinkinig, the nation is 
not likely 'to be any poorer 
for his departirre.

In one respect the loss of 
Ml'.

to mention outright graft, was 
the hallmark of the govern­
ment’s attempt to control infla­
tion by controlling prices.

Youngsters who were not yet 

dry behind the ears, along with 
many people who had never 
successfully held a job in their 
lives, played a large role in the 
bureaucratic aggregation that 
tried to be the law giver, the

policemen, and the judges of

Yet today there is a small but 
growing sentiment among inde­
pendent businessmen for price

Truth Telling
In a republic, more than 

in any . type of society, it is 
imprerative that men w h o  
aspire to the highest nation­
al leadership bear the hall­
marks of integrity, self- 
coiitrol and candor. A free 
society expects to haV  ̂ all 
its questions aaiswered, alf 
its doubts dispelled by hon­
est answers, Wlmt is essen­
tial is a climate of confid­
ence surrounding the men 
who hold the levers of pow­
er.

The United States has 
been fortunate in this res­
pect over the almost 200 
years of its history. Our 
first President, Geo. Wash­
ington, was the man who, in 
the famous story, “couldn't 
tell a lie.” There’s no ques­
tion about it, the United 
States was properly estab­
lished because President 
Washington had an unble­
mished reputation for truth 
telling.

The annals of the United 
States are rich in leaders 
who were renowned for their 
devotion to honesty and to 
the decent principles of life. 
Thomas Jefferson was such 
a man. So was John C. Cal ­
houn, the great Southern 
statesman and thinker, who 
placed principle above poli­
tical expediency. In our own 
time, Dwight David Elsen­
hower earned the profound 
respect of his countrymen 
not only for his achievement 
in war and peace but for his 
personal rectitude.

The nation is thinking of 
this heritage of forthright­
ness in the wake of the Ted­
dy Kennedy affair. The sit­
uation in which Senator Ed­
ward Kennedy (D-Mass) 
finds himself has been des­
cribed as a tragedy. Certain­
ly, the night on a small is­
land off the Massachusetts 
coast was a tragedy for the 
attractive young woman who 
drowned in the automobile 
driven by Senator Kennedy.

But for many Americans the 
situation is more accuratidy 
described as a mess than a 
true tragedy.

Before the drowning. Sen­
ator Kennedy was on the 
highboard to greater power. 
It was widely assumed that 
he would seek the presiden­
cy, and many people believ­
ed that sooner or later he 
would attain this goal. Now, 
however, the situation is ut- 

[terly changed.
"While no one can cafely 

predict^ the distant future, 
politica‘1 forecasters pf ail 
views are agreed that Senaj 
tor K e n n e d y  has littlfe 
chance of being noininated 
for President in 1972, let a- 
lone be elected.

No one desires to kick a 
man when he is down. The 
Kennedy story should be 
considered, nonetheless, for 
the lessons it provides to the 
American peoj^e. The poli­
tical disaster Senator Ken­
nedy has suffered stems not 
from the accident i|i^f, but 
from his reaction following 
it and his course since the 
death of the young lady. The 
Senator admitted that he 
was in a state of panic fol­
lowing the fatal accident. 
Panic may be an under­
standable reaction for many 
ordinary men, but one thing 
is clear; the United States 
can’t afford to have a lead­
er, a Chief Executive, v/ho 
loses his nerve when a great 
crisis touches him.

In the 1970s the United 
States is likely to encounter 
one crisis after another. 
That’s the very nature of the 
presidency in this cold war 
period. Obviously, the pres­
idency requires a man who 
is panic proof, a man who 
“keeps his cool” when the 
situation is most dangerous 
and when the pressures are 
most intense. 'The President 
of the United States must be 
a man who, to paraphrase 
Rudyard Kipling, keeps his 
head when all around hun 
are losing theirs. Senator 
Edward Kennedy may have 
his virtues, but control in a 
crisis unquestionably is not 
one of them. The people of 
Massachusetts may be sat­
isfied to have him st?iy; in

■Washington as a senator, 
but it is hard to believe that 
the people of the United 
States would want him in 
the White House. If he suf­
fered panic after an auto- 

 ̂mobile disaster, what would 
'he do if Moscow or Peking 
j threatened a missile attack?
I Other questions are also 
i involved in this affair, chief- 
jiy the question of candor. 
IJp to this time Senator 
Kennedy has refused to sub­
mit to open questioning on 
his behavibr or the events in 
w;hieh he was involved last 
month. Even the Washuig- 
ton Post, a longtime admirer 
of the Kennedys, said there 
is a look of “ calculated sup­
pression of the missing de­
tails.” It referred to an “ug­
ly suspicion that there was, 
and still is, a careful cold­
blooded conspiracy to cover 
something up.”

The United States cannot 
have as a leader a man a- 
bout whom there is this kind 
of suspicion. A President 
can’t be a man who appears 
to be engaged in covering up 
embarrassing details. The A- 
merioan people must h a v e  
faith in their President 
when he talks to them a- 
bout the grhn realities of 
wax and peace. They must 
believe their Chief Executive 
will not conceal the truth. 
It is hard to imagine that 
the time will come when the 
county will accept as pres­
ident a man who refuses to 
talk ito reporters about his 
own behavior.

The nation wants — to 
use J o h n  F. Kennedy’s 
phrase — a “profile of cour­
age,” and Edward Kennedy 
doesn’t offer such a profile. [

Makes It Rain? ■

Firek of all, precipitation 
does not occur unless there 
aie- clouds in the sky. All air 
has some moisture in it, so 
the prchlem is to make the 
ail' saturated. This can be 
done either by having a 
large water source (lake or 
ocean) available, so tha the 
evaporated moisture is mix­
ed w'ith the air, or by cooling 
Ifiie air. Water or dew found 
on a glass of ice tea is proof 
that cooling will cause sat­
uration and hence condens-, 
sation. As an air parcel ri­
ses, it is surrounded by lower 
pressure, and this makes the 
parcel expand. This causes 
the air to cool, and if it is 
cooled enough, saturation 
cocurs. Thus we have pro­
duced a cloud. Needless to 
say the more moisture avail­
able in the air, the less the 
air has to rise. West Texas 
air is noted for its low hum­
idity, so its ability to produce 
clouds is greatly diminiEhed. 
Houston is an example of 
high humidity and frequent 
rainfall.

Rain falls from clouds for 
the same reason anything 
falls to the e a r t h .  The 
earth’s gravity pulls it. But 
ii every cloud is made of

1 produce cloud d r o p l e t s ,  
these current keep the drop- 
lots from falling. The cloud

droplet of average size is on­
ly 1/2500 inch in diame­
ter. O n l y  w h e n  the 
droplet grows to a diameter 
of 1/125 inch or larger can 
it fall. The average raindrop 
contains a million times as 
much water as the tiny 
cloud droplet. The growth of 
p, cloud droplet to a size 
large enough to fall out is 
me cause of rain and other 
forms of precipitation. This

growth is done generally by 
a combination of two ev­
ents : ( f) cloud droplets "col­
lide and stick eogether (2) 
cloud droplets grow on other 
particles, cuch as dust or 
smoko. ■' - . /  ;'

This then is how clouds 
and rain are produced once 
the air is forced to rise, but 
how is this done? This can 
be done by several methods 
— one of a large scale, 
which produces widespread 
precipitation, and one of a 
small scale, A front is de­
fined as the boundary be- 
twen two different air mass­
es. If it is a cold front, this 
means that the cold and dry 
air is replabini warm and 
humid air. The air not. only 
pushes the warm air for­
ward, but also upward since, 
the cold air is more dense. 
And as the warm air ascends 
it produces clouds and pre­
cipitation. This is why large 
areas receive rain just be­
fore and just after a cold 
frontal passage. Due to the 
strong south wind that 
blows throughout the sum­
mer, cold fronts do not pen­
etrate into West Texas. Thus 
folks must rely on the sec­
ond major method of caus­
ing air to rise. This uplift­
ing is due to heating of air 
by th0 • ground surface. Air 
over the hot ground is con­
stantly churning, due to the 
heating ability of different 
types of terrain. This motion 
produces the normal cumul­
us clouds seen every day 
starting at about noon and 
disappearing at sundown. 
However, whenever there is 
enousgh moisture available, 
the cumulus can grow to 
much higher heights and 
thus become a thunderstorm 
(cumulonimbus). Since a 
thunderstorm is about 10- 
20 miles in diameter and its 
life is of the order of a few 
hours, the chances of any 
given area receiving some of 
its rain are indeed small.

I hope I have added to ev­
eryone’s knowledge on the 
whys and why-nots of rain. 
At least maybe next time 
when there is a long dry

Prom now imtil blooming 
time give special attention 
to your chrysanthemums.

For large exhibition mums, 
leave only fom* well devel- 
o{>ed canes that form at the 
axle of each leaf. Pinch o- 
thers out. Leave only two if

extra large blossoms are 
wanted. Plants should be 
staked as they grow, in cr- 
der .to have straight stetns. 
Go over plants regularly and 
pinch off all laterals as they 
form aiid while teuder. 
When buds begin to form, 
which should be soon, give 
them a feediPig of a balapc- 
ed fertilizer or liquid mau- 
ure. Water well after each 
feedipg^ Do this every ten 
days or uptil color shows in 
the bud, then stop the feed­
ing. As soon as buds form 
in cliisters, pincli or rub off 
carefully all except one bud 
to each cane, always leaving 
the center or terminal bud 
if well formed.

Healthy , vigorous plants 
need lots Of wdter hut not 
overly wet soil. During very 
hot weather, the foliage of 
mums ;^ 0uld be sprayed 
daily to increase atmospher­

ic moisture , and check red 
spidej.

The small flowering types 
or cushion mums, s h o u 1 d 
have had tops pinched out 
when Six inches tali' to en­
courage branching and a 
well formed mound,. Do not 
pinch out tops any later, as 
they should be ready to set 
buds. These buds should not 
be pinched or rubbed out as 
the large mums, but left to 
form a mass of blooms.

August —  Above ground 
crops should already h a v e  
been planted. Root crops 
should be planted between 
Aug. 28 and 31.
