" Deaf Smith Farmers To Be Hi
Hard By Fuel Allocation Program

A federal program on allocation of
diesel fud goes into effect today, and
community leaders are concerned about
the impact such a plan will have in Deaf
Smith County at harvest time.

What makes the situation critical,
local observers believe, is that the
allocations are based on the same month
last year, Farmers in Deaf Smith and the
area used very little diesel last fall, as it
was too wet to get into the fields.

THERE apparently has been very
little information put out concerning the
‘“Federal Mandatory Middle Distillate
Allocation Program.” The regulation
goes into effect Nov. 1, 1973 and provides
for allocations of 100 per cent of 1972
supplies on diesel fuel, kerosene, heating
ol and jet fuel.

A joint meeting of the ag committee
and governmental affairs committee of
Deaf Smith Chamber of Commerce was
called here Tuesday. The session was
called after Bill Albright, executive vice
president, became concerned about
reports of a diesel fuel shortage

OUTCOME OF the meeting was an
agreement to publicize the problem for
the benefit of farmers, and to seek a
solution to the problem which could arise
during the harvest in Deaf Smith County
Com mittee leaders R.C. Hoelscher and
Bud Snyder reported on the Tuesday
meeting

Hoelscher said local oil company
officials and jobbers were called in by the
group to determine what the situation
was in the county. An ASCS official was
also asked to present his views

from jobbers, farmers will be allocated

probably will be some ‘“red tape” in-

volved in securing that allocation and,
should the farmer request more than the
allocativn, he'll probably be looking at
more paper work and more time in
getting an answer.

THE PROBLEM could be critical on
the local scene, pointed out one jobber, if
there are no alternatives to the allocation
base. For example, one of his customers
used only 231 gallons of diesel in October,
1972, due to the weather. This October he
used about 1,000 gallons, and he an-
ticipates needing that much in November
just to finish his harvest. His allocation,
however, will be only 192 gallons.

The C of C committee is hoping for a
re-appraisal of the local situation. It was
pointed out that the Railroad Com-
mission is the state agency for the
regulations, while the Department of
Interior is the federal agency concerned
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HOELSCHER said he reached an
official with the Office of Oil & Gas,
Denton, Tuesday but he was unable to
spell out all details of the new program.
“The man explained that a federal in-
doctrination on the program had not been
conducted as yet,” Hoelscher stated.

“We are concerned that many of our
farmers are not awareof the impact such
an allocation might have on the harvest
of crops,” Albright stated. He added that
members. of the ag committee felt the
problem was critical enough to initiate a
study.

IN A news conference called Tuesday
afterncon at the C of C office, Albright
and Hoelscher presented the views of the
com mittee and the information presently
available on the allocation program.

Hoelscher said he was still attempting
to contact federal and state officials to
secure more information as to how the
program will be administered.

The Hereford Whitefaces and the
Lubbock Coronado Mustangs will be
going for that top rung of the District 4
AAAA ladder Friday night when they
clash in Hereford's Whiteface Stadium

Hereford is currently climbing that
ladder and leading the league with two
consecutive distried wins while Coronado
holds down second, place with one win
and a tié. The 1§16 tie Coronado and
Snyder had~Friday dropped the
Mustangs half a game below the
Whitefaces in the district standings

Kickoff for the game will be at 7:30

p.m. with the Herd rated as a four-point
favorite

If Hereford wins the game it will have
a clear-cut lead in the race for the district
championship with at least a full game
lead and maybe more depending on the
outcome of the MontereySnyder game
and the Lubbock-Plainview game

If Coronado wins the Mustangs will
hold a half game lead over the
Whitefaces

BOTH Lubbock and Manterey are tied
for third place in district with 1-1 records,
Snyder has fifth place with an 0-1-1
recard and Plainview is in last place with
an 0-2 record

“Coronado is a real fine ball club,”
Hereford Coach Larry Dippel said as he
prepared his team for the district's
highlight game Friday. ‘‘They have lost
only two games — to Amarillo Tascosa
and to Wichita Falls. They are 42-1 and
that's a pretty good record

“They are a real impressive team.
Coach (Jimmie) Keeling has done a good
job with them this year."

DIPPEL says the Mustangs have a
tight defense and that the defensive
game is what Coronado does best. And
the team has the statisties to back up the
claim

“CORONADO has a well-balanced
offense,’ said Dippel. ‘Their quar-
terback (Dale) Keeling throws well and
has a good receiver in (Wendell) Brown,
who is a running back catching out of the
backfield."

“They have a well-drilled and
disciplined football team that doesn't
make many mistakes. They were down
16-0 last week against Snyder, but came
back real well to force the tie.”

Coronado's Keeling is second in the
district passing department behind
Hereford’'s Franklin Higgins. Both
quarterbacks have simflar statistics for
the year.

Higgins has completed 27 of 51 for 363
yards and Keeling has completed 27 of 55
for %1 yards. Higgins has three TD
passes and two int erceptions and Keeling
has four TD passes and three in
terceptions.

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“Ilike sugarbeets because they are a good
insurance crop against bad weather."”

Those are the words of Carl King who is
not only a beet grower but the president of the
Texas Corn Growers Association and a vice
president of Dimmitt Agri Industries, a corn
milling processor.

King farms 1,200 acres 14 miles south of
Hereford. He has 155 acres in sugarbeets
which he grows along with corn, milo, wheat,
cotton and some vegetables,

Holly Sugar Corporation agriculturists
point to him as a good farmer and firm
believer in scientific farming.

He uses the latest techniques in his four to
five year crop rotation program. He's been a
farmer for 20 years in Castro County and has
been in sugarbeets ever since Holly started up
its Hereford [actory nine years ago.

“Beets have been the biggest cash crop as
far a8 my economic status is concerned,”
King says, biting on his ever-present cigar for
emphasis.

He dresses more like a country club golfer
— which he is — than a farmer. His yellow
golfing windbreaker covered a yellow and
blue tattersall shirt tucked into a pair of pale

__blue slacks topped by a blue golfing cap.

All the time he spoke, he puffed on a cigar.
And the more one listened, the more it
became obvious that+he was a big booster of
sugarbeets — in spite of the other crops he
raises.

AS A MAN with interest in many crops, he

cal Farmer Booster of

said that he can't knock corn or milo but he
sure could boost sugarbeets.
“Let's say I dont like to put all my eggs in
one basket,” he explained.
He said that beets were good insurance

; and that they recovered from hail damage

fhat wiped out crops growing above ground.

“I've seen one year when if I didn’t have
beets, I wouldn't have had a crop to harvest.
That'’s the reason why I've diversified,” King
explained.

He pointed out that beets also have added
money value in that he pastures his tops as
lamb and cattle feed.

HOLLY Agricultural Manager Bob Ginn
estimates that beet tops have a value of $80 an
acre if properly cared for and included in a
cattle fattening ration.

King also has a financial interest in
Estacado Industries, a Dimmitt sheep
feeding feedlot with 30,000 lambs on feed. He
wants to use beet pulp as part of the ration
because he has found it to be superior feed.

‘“I've never fed it to lambs before so I'm
looking forward with enthusiasm to using it as
a feed,” King said.

He plans on taking advantage.of a new
program initiated by Holly whereby growers
can buy beet pulp at 90 per cent of the market
price and then tum around and sell it to a
feedlot at the market price, pocketing the 10
per cent differential as profit.

“1 think this is a good thing for the grower
and a good program on Holly's part,” he said.

HE ADMITTED that sometimes
beets are expensive and time-consuming
grow. But he said that beets were now the top
cash crop in the area. 5

KING SPENT some time at Tech before
going into the Navy in World War II. He went
into farming when he was discharged from
service and learned the business the hard way
~— manual labor instead of from books.

“I learned how to farm from a cousin who
showed me the ropes, although I was raised
on a farm in Hale County,” he explained.

He believes that too many farmers don’t
keep management records, otherwise, more
of them would be growing beets.

“Beets don't take as much water as people
think. I used as little water on beets this year
as I did on my corn,” he said.

Gene Campbell, president of
the Hereford Board of Realtors,
this week joined the 1,600 real
estate board presidents across

the nation, in calling on

“Much attention will be given
to our concern for the home loan
situation as it exists now in the
Nov. 915 Washington, D.C,,
National  Association of
Realtors convention,” Camp-
bell said. ‘“‘Our N.A.R.
president, J.D. Sawyer of
Middletown, Ohio, is directing
an immense petition program
among our members which will
be presented to the US Senators
and Representatives in
Washington in the hope of
bringing to bear the seriousness
of the money problem to the
welfare of the real estate in-
dustry. :
“‘President Sawyer’s
program underlines a five-point
plan which calls for: first, that
the government act to maintain
differentation of interest rates
paid to depositors in mortgage
lending institutions and com-
mercial banks to encourage
savings that would supply cash
for home loans. Another point is
to ask for an expansion of the
Federal Home Loan Bank's
access to inexpensive funds so
that mortgage lenders can
supply mortgage loans at more
reasonable interest rates.
“The petition will also em-
phasize our interest in finding
new ways to stimulate and
increase the flow of private
mortgage money into housing,
such as tax credits for com-
mercial banks, pension funds
and insurance companies for
funds invested in housing; and

tax exclusion on the first ten

institutions.

“We think also the new.
methods of fiscal control, such’
as removing govern
competition for investment
dollars by increasing higher
minimum denominations fo -
Treasury obligations, en-
couraging corporations lmm
issuing Iow-denomiuliun(
securities, and a
rate to differentiate - between
residential lending and com-
mercial or corparate lending."”

The final point that will be
stressed in the petitions to
Congress on the behalf of the
real estate industry will be “the
strengthening of the secondary
conventional mortgage
money,” Campbell said. ‘“The
present mortgage money crisis
touches most people in our
mobile society, and for buyers,
it has meant down payment
costs from 10 per cent to 20 per
cent, meaning that many in-
dividuals are not able to buy
much-needed housing. Low-
income people are especially
hurt; they simply cannot buy a
new home. Those who try to
sell, cannot, on the other hand,
find buyers able to negotiate the
money crunch. We hope
Congress( will respond to our
nationwide petitioning."

Local Government Units Work

Does Deaf Smith County have

more a fewer governmental
agencies, for its size, than other
communities?

How many of these ad-
. ministrative bodies, with power
to pass rules and regulations
affecting local residents, are
there in the county?

A comparison of the local
governmental structure with

that found in other sections of *

the country, is made possible
through a report on the subject,
recently released by the
Department of Commerce. It is
called ‘‘Governmental
Orga nization.”

The data for it was gathered
from all parts of the country in
connection with the 1972 Census
pf Governments. The findings

indicate that, in many areas,

community affairs are being
directed less and less by county,

municipal and township

governments and more and

more by autonomous or semi-

autonomous sub-divisions.

Increasingly, the controls are
being delegated to school
districts and to special districts
with responsibilities over toll
roads, bridges, water supply,
fire and flood control, public
housing and the like.

In Deaf Smith County, the
report shows, there are now
some 5 units of government in
operation, 4 of them with
property taxing power.

They consist of one municipal
government, no township
governments, 2 independent
school districts, one special
district and the county
government itself.

The number is exactly the
same as was tabulated in 1967,
when the previous Census of
Governments was taken.

By the way of comparison,
there was a reduction of 3.7 per
cent nationally in the number of
local governments in the five-
year period.

From the standpoint of
population, Deaf Smith County
is listed as having one agency of
government for every 3800
local people. The average
elsewhere in the nation is one
for every 2,676 and, in the State
of Texas, one for 3,080.

In mdny communities, the
figures indicate, the trend is
toward a streamlining of the
governmental process.
Nationally, the number of local
governmental agencies dropped
from 81,200 to 78,268 in the five
years.

Maybe it's because of the
Women's Movement. Maybe it's
the result of spiraling prices.
But, whatever the reason, more
women than ever before are
working outside the home.

Figures compiled from the
last national census in 1970
indicate that 40 out of every 100
wives are in the labor force, as
campared Wwith 2 out of 100
wives who were employed in
1950.

Women's earnings, constitute
an increasingly important part
of total family income and

should be a major consideration

in planning a family’s financial
program. For, whether a
woman works for personal
fulfilment or from economic
necessity, chances are that her
salary has become an expected
source of family income. that
would be sorely missed should it
be cut off by illness or death.

Dave Densmore, Amarillo Globe-News sports editor who
has covered West Texas football since 1968 and who rides on

the plane -‘f\nm team to each out-of-town game,
~ wrote a col last Thursday heavily criticizing Buffalo

Coach Gene Mayfield and WT's poor 2-6 season record.

Last Saturday he found himself without a seat on the

plane to the Wichita State game.

According to reports, the players, after reading Den-
smore's column, voted not to allow the sports writer to travel
with the team on road trips for the remainder of the season.

Densmore said in his column that the “Year of the
Buffalo” is fast becoming the ““Year of the Buffalo Hide."

PEOPLE don't many times try to discourage the press
from giving them publicity. If Mayfield had really made an
effort to discourage sports writers at the first of the season,
then Densmore might now be writing a column about how
“uncooperative Mayfield has been this year when he really
needs the good publicity.”

Most of the stories that have appeared in the Amarillo

paper about the Buffaloes have been written by Densmore.
He has been covering the team for five yurl longer than
Mayfield has been the coach there.

That way
he could have stopped-all that over-expectation of the fans
and saved alot of high hopes . . . and himself a plane seat.

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Security checks will continue to
receive them along with a
second check from SSI if they
qualify under the federaP
program.

Most recipients will get
higher assistance payments
under SSI. Some, however, will
receive less. Residents of
nursing homes or institutions
will remain eligible for medical
assistance,

The State Welfare Depart-
ment will continue to furnish the
needy with glasses, dentures,
hearing aids, prescribed drugs,
medical services and food
stamps if they qualify.

Eighty-four per cent will
receive more money; two per
cent will lose assistance
altogether; reductions can be
expected by nine per cent and
five per cent will get about the
same amount.

In most cases of loss or
reduction, benefits will be
compensated through state-
administrated social services
programs like foster care for
the aged and homemaker and
chore services enabling people
to remain in their own homes
rather than enter nursing
homes.

SSI recipients can get food
stamps if their amount of
benefits is not greater than the
amount of welfare grants added
to the amount of the food stamp
bonus coupons they are eligible
for in December.
