State School Escapee 
Wounded By Locol Mon

Holice Barton shot a Gates* 
ville State School escapee, Sun­
day as he fled from the Barton 
home, seven miles northeast 
of Gatesville.

Sheriff Windy Cummings re­
ported Monday that Barton re­
turned to the home ^t about 
10:00 a.m., from working in 
the field to get water.

Barton was confronted in the 
home by two state school es­
capees. Cummings said “ the 
two boys put a gun on him.”  
Cummings noted the boys must 
have become scared and ran 
from the home, carrying a .45 
caliber pistol and a .22 caliber 
pistol.

Barton got a .30 caliber 
carbine and fired at the fleeing 
youths. The youth was struck 
in the left side of the abrtomin 
when the bullet ricochet off 
a rock.

The secon<j youth later turned 
himslef in to authorities. The 
wounded escapee was taken to 
Coryell Memorial Hospital 
where he is listed in satisfac­
tory condition by the attending

physician.
The bullet went through his 

colon and small bowel as it 
passed completely through the 
left side.

Sheriff Cummings said, Mon - 
day that no charges had been 
filed in the matter, but investi­
gation was continuing Monday.

State Sales Tax Will

Jump To 4.25 

Percent October 1
The State Sales Tax will Jump 

by one fourth of one percent. 
Wednesday, October 1. The in­
crease was passed into law by 
the 6lst State Legislature in 
the second special session, 
earlier this month.

The Increase raises state 
sales tax to 3.25 percent and 
in cities, with the municipal 
sales tax, it raises the tax 
to 4.25 percent.

Pecan Crop Estimated 

At 20 Percent 

of 1968 Crop
The Coryell County Pecan 

crop for 1969 is estimated by 
County Agent, Don Callahan, to 
be at about 20 percent of last 
years $200,000 crop.

Callahan said that several 
pecan growers were estimating 
a crop as low as three percent 
of last years.

“ Pecan trees are an alter­
nating crop,”  explained Calla­
han, “ they store food this year 
lor next year’ s crop.”  This 
means that every other year 
will produce a crop bearing 
other complications.

Callahan noted that the off- 
year coupled with rains in May, 
which cut down on pollination ; 
summer drought; pecan nut 
case barrier; and most recent­
ly scabs will cut down on this 
year’ s crop.

Callahan noted that the An­
nual Croyell County Pecan Show 
will not be held this year 
due to the light crop. The show 
normally held in December 
must have 100 entries to qual­
ify under state pecan grower’ s 
regulations. He noted that 
inferior quality samples would 
make up a largepart of the show 
if it were held.

City Sales Tax 

Check Received
A check for $14,076.80 was 

received from the state comp­
trollers office, Thursday in 
payment for Gatesville’ s one 
percent city sales tax for the 
second quarter.

In the first half of 1969, the 
city sales tax netted Gatesville 
$24,513.26. The April-May- 
June period showed an increase 
of $3,640,24 over the first three 
months of the year.

The speculation as to the total 
collections still varies, but with 
each quarter, the figures are 
revised upward. Originally 
hopes were that, $45,000 to 
$50,000 would be realized.

With the first half of the year 
complete, it i s evident only 
slightly more economic activi­
ty in the last half will pro­
duce $50,000. The last quarter, 
the ChristmasSeason, naturally 
should produce the largest 
single quarter of the year.

Marlin received its city sales 
tax return recently, of $14,903. 
Definitely Marlin and Gates­
ville are parallel in respect to 
business activity being approx­
imately the same distance from 
the Waco market area. Mar­
lin began city sales tax in Jan­
uary 1968 and Gatesville began 
one year later on January 1969. 
In 1968 Marlin receivid $67,000 
in sales tax revenue. Gates­
ville could possibly receive 
$60,000 in its first year of sales 
tax.

Copperas Cove’ s city sales 
tax receipts tor the second 
quarter totaled $13,818.

Much of the $24,500 already 
received by the city will 
to street improvements. 
pair projects are already ua| 
derway by the city in 
Gatesville and in the Live 
street area.

Webb was formerly the dean 
of the James Connally Tech­
nical Institute. His duties un­
der the TSTI system will include 
fiscal affairs, responsibility for 
administrative policy, and li- 
ason with senior management 
and labor executives through­
out Texas.

The senior vice president's 
first connection with Connally 
Tech was in the early days of 
its creation when he served as 
chairman of the first consulting 
committee for chemical tech-

nology. In 1966, while on leave 
from the Celanese Corporation, 
Webb joined the faculty of Con­
nally Tech as professof^and 
head of chemical technology. 
Within the last two years he 
has advanced to the positions 
of coordinator of instruction, 
and later dean of the institute. 
In September of last year in 
his role as dean, Webb was 
placed in charge of all activi­
ties on the Waco campus.

He earned his B. S. and 
M. A. degrees in chemistry 
and mathematics and educa­
tional administration from 
Southwest Texas State College. 
He has also done graduate work 
in educational administration at 
the University of Texas.

Webb began his teaching 
career in the public schools 
of Texas when he was 18 years 
old. He began his long career 
in industry with the Celanese 
Corporation in 1945 and served 
with that company until his ap­
pointment with Connally Tech.

He has au­
thored several technical pap­
ers, manuals and books for his 
employer in the chemical in­
dustry.

Size Of Cottle Fed Lot Gives
Profit Size Boost

Large commercial cattle 
feeding operations with 10,000- 
head or more capacity enjoyed 
a cost advantage over smaller 
feedlots in Texas and Oklahoma 
during 1966-67 , especially 
those with less than 1000-head 
capacity. A research report, 
“ Costs and Economies of Size 
in Texas-Oklahoma Cattle 
Feedlot Operations", Bulletin 
1083, just released by Texas 
A & M University in coopera­
tion with the U. S. Department 
o f  Agriculture, points out this 
and other facts regarding feed- 
lot operations.

Dr. Raymond A. Dietrich, as­
sistant professor. Department 
of Agricultural Economics and 
Sociology, said the recent up­
surge of cattle feeding within 
the Southern Plains (Texas and 
Oklahoma) has raised numerous 
questions concerning econo­
mies of size in feedlot opera­
tions, the effect of location on 
feeding costs within the South­
ern Plains, and the effect of 
the various cost components on 
cattle feeding operations. Ac­
cordingly, a study was designed 
to analyze these questions. It 
represents the second phase of 
a comprehensive economic 
analysis of cattle feeding with­
in the Southern Plains. An 
earlier study provided a detail­
ed analysis of management 
practices and cattle feeding 
systems in Texas and Okla­
homa.

Will legislative redistricting 
force another ^ c i a l  session 
of the legislature this year?

Nobody knows for sure, al­
though rumors have been hot on 
the subject. Observers, includ­
ing Gov. Preston Smith, have 
indicated they doubt reappor­
tionment will demand emer­
gency attention of the lawmak­
ers.

Issue is before a three-judge 
federal court in Houston. Plain­
tiffs claim that population var­
iance of 24.2 percent between 
smallest andlargest Texasleg- 
islative districts is discrimina­
tory, They argue that big city 
House members should run by 
individual districts, not county- 
wide.

Court, in spite of some re­
ports to the contrary, has not 
scheduled the case tor hearing.

An Indiana case Involving the 
validity of multi-member leg­
islative districts is on appeal 
to the U. S, Supreme Court.

Governor Smith recently not­
ed that 1970 census figures will 
be available in less than a 
year and that the new head 
count will provide a more rea­
sonable basis for rapportlon- 
ment than the 10-year-old cen­
sus.

Filing deadline tor legislative 
candidate's next February. So 
if the court is going to order 
immediate redistricting to af­
fect 1970 elections, it is pre­
sumed that the decision would 
be handed down well before the 
end of this year.

A last-minute flurry of con­
troversy raised the question as 
to whether the committee had 
been misled by exaggerated sta­
tistics on auto accidents.

Also in controversy was in­
surance agents' commissions. 
Committee recommended 18 
percet, which Chairman Price 
Daniel specified as “ average",

F. Darby Hammond, execu­
tive director of Southwestern 
Insurance Information Service, 
released a blistering attack on 
the committee's report. He 
called it not only an insult to 
auto insurance companies but 
a disservice to the insurance 
buying public. “ There is no 
way" said Hammond, “ that 
forcing companies to continue 
operations in the red will not 
eventually harm the public."

As to statistics, Hammond 
says that the Insurance Board 
does not use Department of Pub­
lic Safety figures as the basis 
for determining costs. It uses 
claims paid. DPS doesn't get 
reports on all accidents."

Committee has no control 
over what the agents receive 
as their commission, Hammond 
pointed out.

SCHOOL MO.NEY

Texas school bosrd members 
have been hit hard in making 
budgets this fall, when the major 
part o f  the teacher pay raise 
package takes effect.

Local share of the teacher 
pay raises -• 20percent-- must 
come out of local tax revenues < 
0 n property, the only source 
of local school funds. Texas 
Association of School Boards, 
meeting in Austin, has asked 
for help.

A resolution adopted at the 
meeting requested the Texas 
Education Agency to make a 
study as to other ways in which 
school districts might raise 
money for the local share of 
school operations.

SAFE DRIVING

Governor Smith says the Fed­
eral government has given the 
state $1 million to help finance 
the State-wide Driver Education 
Project. Governor's Traffic 
Safety Fund is providing $1.8 
million for support of the pro­
gram and the school districts 
are contributing $4.5 million 
toward the remaining costs.

Smith said "last year, we 
reached only 36 percent of the 
eligible students, but I hope 
that with the acceleration of 
the program this percentage 
will increase until all eligible 
students receive this training,"

CITY SALES TAX

City sales tax allocations, 
made by State Comptroller Rob­
ert S. Calvert, show substantial 
gains over the same quarter of 
a year am. Cities with the 
tax, including 185 new ones from 
a year ago, received $27.9 mil­
lion compared to the $20.8 mil­
lion for the period ending June 
30, 1968.

Biggest receipts were by 
Houston ($6.2 million), Dallas, 
($5 million), San Antonio ($2.1 
million) and Fort Worth ($1.8 
million). Income to these four 
cities represents well over half 
the state's total.

COTTON FARMS

Agriculture Commissioner 
John White says that Texas cot­
ton exports “ are in trouble" 
and urged cotton farmers to 
suK>ort new production and 
marketing techniques in attack­
ing problems that plague the 
cotton farmer.

White blamed a good part of 
cotton's export ills on "the 
mechanics of our support price

Hornet 34 yard line. Seven 
plays later, including a crucial 
fourth and four play. Grant went 
over from the seven yard line.

Guard Image To Change
' Pidentification of National Guard 

unit« with their host communi­
ties and curtailment of internal 
political influence are being de­
veloped in Austin by Texas’ new 
Adjutant General Ross Ayers.

Plans call for increasing pub­
lic service activities in cities 
where Guard units are stationed 
and for the establishment of 
Selection and Retention Boards 
throughout the State for review 
of officer efficiency and promo­
tion within the organization.

.Ayers —  a major general 
whose National Guard service 
predates his tenure as captain 
of Texas Tech’s 1932 football 
team— was moving to remedy 
unfavorable aspects of the 
Guard’s image as mirrored in a 
national public opinion poll con- 
ducted from Washington.

The survey was completed 18 
months ago but was not publi- 

: cized. It indicated less-than- 
flattering public impressions of 
National Guard units in the 
Fourth Army Area, which con­
sists of Texas, New .Mexico, Ok­
lahoma, Arkansas and Louis­
iana. Vociferous Texans com­
prised nearly 60 per cent of the 
total response from this region.

They rated the organizational 
image of their National Guard 
lower than did any of the other 
four .Army Areas in the nation 
— below the Veterans Adminis­
tration, American Red Cross, 
the F.R.I., and even the much- 
maligned Post Office Depart­
ment.

Poll respondents of this area 
demonstrated a nostalgic aware­
ness of the Guard’s past glories, 
with 86.1 per cent agreement 
that the organization was vital 
to the National defense in time 
of war. Still mindful of Hurri-

cane Beulah’s furious 1967 
sweep up the Rio Grande Val­
ley, a total of 95.8 M r cent said 
the Guard was helpful in na­
tural disMters.

But, only 30.8 per cent be­
lieved the Fourth Army Area 
Guardsmen were then qualified 
as a competent combat force, 
and 61.1 p>er cent thought the 
Guard’s effectiveness was re­
duced by the influence of state 
politics. That figure compared 
with an average 53 per cent ap­
prehension over political in­
fluence in the other four na­
tional areas.

At least some of the opinion 
seemed ill-founded, because at 

I the very time the poll was 
taken, ’Texas’ famed 3oth Sepa­
rate Infantry Brigade had just 

I completed a two-year crash 
; training program for superior 
' rating status among the Pen­
tagon’s Selected Reserve Forces, 
certified for combat readiness. 
In addition, planes of the Texas 
Air National Guard were flying 
support missions to Regular Air 
Force units overseas.

The Adjutant General’s moves 
I were aimed at enhancing the 
' Guard’s effectiveness, however,
' regardless of the degree of ac- 
! curacy in the poll.
I "W e have spot-checked sev- 
I eral communities in depth and 
have substantiated enough basis 
for these opinions to justify 
corrective action," G e n e r a 1 
Ayers said. "There is evidence 
of a gradual estrangement of 
National Guard units from the 
civic interests of the com­
munities in which they are 
based. Texas Guardsmen have

the score remained 34 to 6.
Coach Moss noted his squad 

played hard and rationalizing 
the defeat was not present in 
the Hornet dressing room af­
ter the game. He explained, 
"dressingroom tears were 
wide spread among the ath- 
etes over the disappointing 
loss.

Statistically, t h e r e  were 
bright spots for the Hornets 
even in defeat. Brown was the 
game’ s leading rusher with 98 
yards in 33 carries.

to restore and enhance those 
partnerships."

Increased demands by fed­
eral training directives upon 
Guardsmen’s time has contrib­
uted heavily to the drift of units 
away from community service. 
A state’s National Guard or­
ganization is more than 95 per 
cent funded by federal alloca­
tions. In return, the govern­
ment demands priority upon ex­
penditure of Guard time.

Ayers attributed some of the 
survey’s politics connotation to 
the fact that the Governors of 
most states appoint their Ad­
jutants General, whose function 
IS that of military advisor to 
the Governor and administrator 
of the state’s National Guard 
forces. In Texas that covers 
nearly 20,000 Army and Air 
National Guardsmen in 137 in­
stallations around the state 
with a "real estate value” of 
$22 million.

"The gubernatorial appoint­
ment process rightly preserves 
our tradition of civilian control 
over the military,” Ayers said. 
“It is important, also, that the 
people have confidence that 
their National Guardsmen are 
retained in service and pro­
moted solely upon the basis of 
each individual’s military pro­
ficiency.”

Each Board will consist of 
senior grade officers chosen 
from field units rather than 
the state headquarters in Aus- 
tin.

The Boards will review indi­
vidual performance records of 
officers and recommend pronio- 
tions and retention in service 
based solely upon proficiency.
