“At the E.V. Spence
Reservoir, we have only
seen a rise of 0.79 vertical
feet. It had captured 2,380
acre-feet by this morning
but there is a significant
amount of run-off that is
just beginning to reach
the lake,” Grant relayed.

Total water in storage at
Spence is now 44,160 acre-
feet with USGS gauges
showing flows of 136 cfs at

" Deep Creek and },610 cfs

at Beals Creek near
Westbrook. The gauge at
Silver, just above the
reservoir, was still rising
this morning with a read-
ing of 4,620 cfs.

“Lake Colorado City
began spilling yesterday
and that water will also
end up in the Spence
Reservoir,” said Grant,
going on to relate the
gains downriver at the
O.H. 1Ivie Reservoir,
which has captured 33,400
acre-feet in this unusual
November rain event.

The Ivie Reservoir has
risen 3.77 vertical feet,
bringing its total water in
storage to 202,300 acre-
feet. USGS gauges still
show the flows that feed
the reservoir to be 1,790
cfs on the Colorado River
at Ballinger, 437 cfs on
Elm Creek at Ballinger
and 1080 cfs on the
Concho River at Paint
Rock.

“Rain has subsided over
the watersheds, but we
should continue to see
inflow into the lakes for
several days,” Grant said.

“The total inflow as of
this morning was 60,810,
which brings our yearly
inflow total to approxi-
mately 132,620 acre-feet
and total storage to
300,250 acre-feet.
“The-bottom line is that
as of this morning, we
have 33,900 acre-feet more
water than we did a year
ago, with more on the
way,” Grant said. “This
rain event has been very
good news for our water
situation in West Texas.”
He said there are sever-
al reasons why the recent

rains are contributing sig-
nificantly to the lakes,
while previous rainfall
was only of minimal ben-
efit.

“Those rains were real-
ly widespread and not
very hard,” Grant rea-
soned. “They were really
good for pastures, agricul-
ture and stuff, but what
we look for is an intense
rain. Every once in a
while you have an imbed-
ded storm and it will put
one and a half or two
inches on the ground.
These rains were still

widespread, but we had
those imbedded storms
that really helped out.

“You have to remember
it took us 12 years to get
into the drought. To get
out of it, No. 1, the rain
has to start. Number 2,
the ground has to,get wet.
Then you have to have
good rains after that. The
ground finally got wet
enough and we got some
good rains,” he added.

While Barefield praised
to the group, he also
brought a reminder that
funding for the local RCCI
project, which is provided
by the Ford Foundation,
is not only limited — it's
finite.

“Funding for these
teams and projects is very
limited, and each team is

going to have to find a
way to become self-suffi-
cient,” said Barefield.
“We've secured funding
for the coming year, and
we’ll be providing several
$10,000 grants for teams
in the southern region. I
feel like there’s no reason
Howard College won’t be
able to compete for and
win one or more of those
grants, which will help
fund whatever projects
they decide on. But as far
as .long term funding

goes, that’s going to be up
to the different groups
and teams.”

Barefield said he hopes
to see the number of
teams grow in the future,
a concept Dick Walsh,
provost for South Plains
College in Lubbock, was
very interested in during
the meeting.

“We're just getting start-
ed on this, and our goal is
to be able to do some
human resource training
in 19 rural community

colleges in the state,” said
Walsh. “We know the
RCCI model is extremely
successful at doing that,
and we know you can’t do
it without the communi-
ty. So if we can put some
people who are with the
community college that
have some of those skills
in that training, and put
that together with the
community, we think we
can do it.

“In our area we have 14
counties to work with,

and doing something sig-
nificant for those 14 coun-
ties is very important.
We’re not sure how to get
things going, but we're
certainly looking forward
to it.” y

George Friedman, head of the
Stratfor private intelligence ser-
vice, refers to Goss's houseclean-
ing as “long overdue.”

That cleansing process has been
inhibited by the CIA’s fear factor
as an extraordinary leak machine.
Its efficiency was attested to when
Goss appointed Michael V. Kostiw,
recently staff director of the House
Intelligence Subcommittee on
Terrorism, as the CIA’'s executive
director. Before Kostiw could
check in at Langley, the old boys
leaked information that Kostiw
was caught shoplifting in 1981
after 10 years as a CIA case offi
cer.

Kostiw then resigned the
Agency's third-ranking post,
though Goss retained him as a
special assistant. Kostiw's treat-
ment has enraged people who
have known him during a long,
successful career in Washington
— including John MeCain. The
senator called Kostiw “one of the
finest, most decent men | have
ever met.”

The story fed by Goss's enemies
in the Agency is that dedicated
career intelligence officers have
been replaced by Capitol Hill
hacks. Their real fear is that Goss
will put an end to the CIA run-
ning its own national security pol-
icy, which in the last campaign
resulted in an overt attempt to
defeat Bush for re-election (inten-
sifying after George Tenet left as
DCI).

I reported on Sept. 27 that Paul
R. Pillar, the CIA's national intel-
ligence officer for the Near East
and South Asia, told a private din-
ner on the West Coast of secret,
unheeded warnings to Bush about
going to war. 1 learned of this
because of leaks irom people who
attended. but many other senior

CIA: “Dysfunctional” and “Rogue”

Agency officials were covertly but
effectively campaigning for Sen.
John Kerry. .

That effort seemed to include
“Imperial Hubris,” an anonymous-
ly published attack on Iraq War
policy by CIA analyst Michael
Scheuer. He has since left the
Agency, but he was still on the
payroll when the CIA allowed the
book to be published. The
Washington Post on Election Day
quoted Scheuer as saying CIA offi-
cials muzzled him in July only
after they realized that he was
really criticizing them, not the
president. “As long as the book
was being used to bash the presi-
dent,” he said, “they gave me
carte blanche to talk to the
media.” s

Traditional bipartisanship in
intelligence has been the victim,
with Democrats cheering the CIA
Bush-bashing. Rep. Jane Harman,
ranking Democrat on the House
Intelligence Committee, abandoned
pretense of bipartisanship, and
Sen. Jay Rockefeller, the Senate
committee’s vice chairman, never
pretended. Both are attacking
their former colleague who is now
PCL.

McCain's use of the word
“rogue” carries historical implica-
tions. A long, debilitating time of
troubles began for the CIA in 1975
after Sen. Frank Church called it
“a rogue elephant” that is out of
control causing trouble around the
world. The current use of the
word refers to the intelligence
agency playing domestic politics,
which is an even more disturbing
aberration.

NFL gets mixed reviews for
‘desperate’ locker room intro

If ABC hoped to gener-
ate a little bit more buzz
for “Monday Night
Football” and “Desperate
Housewives,” its steamy
intro - to- the Dallas-
Philadelphia game sure
did the trick. {

Two days after the net-
work aired the segment
featuring Eagles star
receiver Terrell Owens
and actress Nicollette
Sheridan, coaches and
players were still talking
about it.

Reaction ranged from
amusement to anger.
Indianapolis Colts coach
Tony Dungy found it
racially offensive.

“To me that’s the first
thing I thought of as an
African-American,”
Dungy said Wednesday.

“I think it's stereotypi-
cal in looking at the play-
ers, and on the heels of
the Kobe Bryant incident
I think it’s very insensi-
tive. I don’t think that
they would have had Bill
Parcells or Andy Reid or
one of the owners
involved in that,” he
added, a reference to the
coaches in the game.

ABC’s intro showed
Sheridan wearing only a
towel and provocatively
asking Owens to skip the
game for her as the two
stood alone in a locker
room.

She drops the towel and
jumps into Owens’ arms.
Owens is black and
Sheridan is white.

“If that’s what we have
to do to get ratings, I'd
rather not get them,”
Dungy said. “I realize
that ratings pays us in
this league, but if that’s
what we have to do, I'm
willing to take a pay cut.”

Philadelphia quarter-

back Donovan McNabb
wasn’t quite as vocal, say-
ing he didn’t find the seg-
ment

believed people were
overreacting. (Owens
wasn’'t ' at practice

Wednesday, excused for
what the team said were
personal reasons.)

“Some people do differ-
ent things,” McNabb said.
“Not saying that my wife
would allow me to do
that, but it’s just some-
thing that was done, and
you move on.”

Michael Powell, chair-
man of the Federal
Communications
Commission, had a differ-
ent view, questioning
ABC’s judgment in airing

" the scene.

“l wonder if Walt
Disney would be proud,”
he said.

ABC is owned by The
Walt Disney Co. The FCC
will review complaints
and decide whether or not
to open an investigation
that could result in a fine
against the network.

“It would seem to me
that while we get a lot of
broadcasting companies
complaining about inde-
cency enforcement, they
seem to be continuing to
be willing to keep the
issue at the forefront,
keep it hot and steamy in
order to get financial
gains and the free adver-
tising it provides,” Powell
told CNBC.

The segment drew com-
plaints from viewers and
the NFL. ABC Sports
apologized for using the
introduction to promote
its show, “Desperate
Housewives.” Dungy’s
comment, however, was
the first that mentioned
race. He also said the seg-
ment played off stereo-

offensive  and

types of athletes.

“That athletes are sexu-
al predators and that that
stuff is more important
than what's going on on
the field. That a guy was
more concerned with that
than the game, that’s a
terrible message to send,”
Dungy said. “I'm particu-
larly sensitive to that. It
could have been any play-
er and I would have been -
outraged, but being an
African-American, it par-
ticularly hurt me.”

A decade ago Dungy
was outspoken about the
lack of black coaches in
the NFL. There are cur-
rently five, including
Dungy and Lovie Smith,
whose Bears will face
Dungy’s Colts Sunday.

“It shouldn’t have hap-
pened, and I couldn’t
believe it did happen
Smith said.

Dungy said ABC had
asked the Colts, who
played on Monday night
last week, “to do some
things I thought would
make our players look a
little bit silly (although)
nothing like that.”

“We kind of declined,”
he said.

Pittsburgh’s turnaround due

PITTSBURGH — When
the Pittsburgh Steelers
vote for the team’s most
valuable player this year,
a lot of ballots might be
split five ways.

Even with so many
players enjoying big sea-

sons — Ben
Roethlisberger, Duce
Staley, James Farrior and
Troy Polamalu — the
Steelers agree almost
unanimously that the

offensive line is the main
reason for their dramatic
turnaround.

One season after the
Steelers endured their
worst season running the
ball since 1967, they are
No. 2 in rushing — with
only 20 fewer yards in
nine games than they had
in 16 last season. They're
well down the list 'in
sacks allowed, too, with
only 15 — 25 fewer than
the New York Giants.

Massive personnel
changes aren’t the reason
for the upgrade; each of
the five regulars started
at least nine games last
season except left tackle
Marvel Smith, limited to
six starts by a neck
injury.

So how could a line that
played well below expec-
tations on a 6-10 team last
year be performing at
such a high level this sea-
son on an 8-1 team?

“There’'s been a big
emphasis on the run this
year from the start,” for-
mer All-Pro guard Alan
Faneca said Wednesday.
“We've been running the
ball a lot and getting a lot
of chances, and the run-
ning backs have been
doing a good job of get-
ting through the holes.”

Last year, the Steelers

{

‘to effort of offensive lineman

abandoned their long-
standing commitment to
the running game to
emphasizer quarterback
Tommy Maddox’s throw-
ing, a byproduct of
Maddox’s strong produc-
tion once he became the
starter in 2002.

This season, the
Steelers have emphasized
the run since the opening
week of camp, when
offensive coordinator Ken
Whisenhunt didn’t call a
single passing play dur-
ing the first three goal-
line scrimmages against
the defense.

It’s also helped that
there have been no
injuries since right guard
Kendall Simmons (knee)
was lost for the season
early in camp. Keydrick
Vincent stepped in for
Simmons after making
nine starts last season
and, along with an ever-
improving Oliver Ross at
right tackle, has stabi-
lized what appeared to be
a shaky right side of the
line.

“We're all anchored in
our spots for a couple of
months now, and that
helps,” Faneca said. “It
helps to know what the
guy next to you is think-
ing. It makes life a lot eas-
ier out there when you
can just let it rip.”

The results are obvious.
The line was so dominat-
ing during a 27-3 victory
over the Eagles on Nov. 7
that television repeatedly
showed replays display-
ing holes big enough for a
bus to drive through — or
for the Bus, Jerome
Bettis, to run through.

“We realized that we're
going to run the ball six,
seven times in a row and
you just run it,” Faneca
said. “Just pounding it
and driving it.”

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Gillispie hopes to |

get Aggies back to
consistently good

COLLEGE STATION —
Billy Gillispie has lived
in Texas long enough to
clearly remember a time
when Texas A&M had a
consistently strong bas-
ketball program.

The Aggies went to the
NCAA tournament five
times under longtime
coach Shelby Metcalf, the
last berth coming in 1987,
and remained competi-
tive even in those years
when they didn’t advance
to the postseason.

Those days are long
since gone.

Gillispie replaced
Melvin Watkins as Texas
A&M’s head coach in
March, leaving Texas-El
Paso to take over one of
the nation’s worst big-
time hoops programs.
The Aggies have finished
last in the Big 12 in three
of the past four seasons,
including a humiliating 0-
16 mark in league play
last year.

But Gillispie, a native of
the tiny West Texas town
of Graford, sees lots of
potential at a school that
has almost always treated
basketball as little more
than a distraction after
football season.

“There is no reason that
a great place like Texas
A&M, with the enroll-
ment they have, with the
tradition they have, with
the facilities they have ...
they have everything in
place,” he said. “I don’t
know about the commit-
ment that was there or
was not there in the past.
I have heard that the com-
mitment is at its greatest
high right now for basket-
ball.”

The hiring of Gillispie
represented a change in
philosophy at A&M,
which usually went after
up-and-coming national
coaching prospects in
hopes of sparking a turn-
around.

Kermit Davis Jr., Tony
Barone and Watkins all
got a chance to elevateé
the Aggies’ basketball
program after Metcalf
was fired midway
through the 1989-90 sea-
son. None came close.

The Aggies had only
one winning season in
that span — 1993-94 under
Barone — and fell way
behind in-state Big 12
rivals Texas, Texas Tech
and Baylor in the chase
~ for the state’s improving
crop of prep stars.

Thus, Gillispie was tar-
geted by A&M during the
coaching search because
of his extensive ties
throughout the state — he
started as a graduate
assistant at Texas State,

coached at five Central
Texas high schools and
routinely recruited the
state while an assistant at
Tulsa and Illinois.

“He is loved in the state
of Texas,” said Kansas
coach Bill Self, who had
Gillispie as an assistant
at Tulsa and Illinois. “He
can recruit that state as
well as anyone in
America.”

_Gillispie will have little
choice: the Aggies’ roster
is still woefully over-
matched for the Big 12.

A&M lost eight players
from last year’s 7-21 team,
including three of their
top four scorers and
rebounders.

How depleted is the
Aggies’ roster? They have
only one senior (backup
guard Bobby Leach) and
no player taller than 6-
foot-9.

“Our roester will be bet-
ter hopefully in time,”
Gillispie said, “and it’s
not exactly where it’s
going to be a year from
now or two years from
now or three years down
the road.”

Gillispie will count
heavily this season on
seven first-year players,
including freshman for-
ward Joseph Jones.

He’ll also hope that
Antoine Wright, a talent-
ed but enigmatic 6-7
swingman, can rebound
from a disappointing
sophomore slump.

Wright was the Big 12’s
Freshman of the Year in
2002-03, but was only an
honorable mention for
the all-conference team
the next year after aver-
aging 13.5 points on 37
percent shooting.
Gillispie said one of his
first priorities was to con-
vince Wright not to trans-
fer after Watkins was
fired.

“He has a certain swag-
ger about him that win-
ners have,” Wright said.
“If you believe in him and
he believes in you, you're
going to win.”

Gillispie has proven he
can get things turned
around quickly. At UTEP,
Gillispie finished 6-24 in
his first season but went
24-8 the next year and
advanced to the NCAA
tournament.

He’s cautiously opti-
mistic that A&M can
someday experience simi-
lar success.

“Every situation is diffi-
cult,” Gillispie said.
“Every situation has its
own set of challenges, and
A&M is no different than
any other school.”

Knight Ridder Newspapers

fter 35 races covering 10,484 laps for

14,056.6 miles, NASCAR’s first

Nextel Cup championship all comes

down to Sunday’s season finale
Ford 400 at Homestead-Miami Speedway.
Hang on.

Five big-name drivers have a shot. And it
could come down to the last turn on the last lap.

Will the champion be NASCAR s villain
turned choirboy Kurt Busch, who has let his
driving do his talking this season?

Or Californian Jimmie Johnson with his

Madison Avenue appeal and propensity to find

Victory Lane?

Perhaps four-time champion Jeff Gordon,
who helped drive NASCAR into the national

spotlight during the past decade?

Or maybe NASCAR nation’s favorite son

Dale Earnhardt Jr., who would turn
Homestead upside down if he pulled out the
victory”

Or sentimental favorite Mark Martin,
who at 45 has finished the championship
four times as runner-up and four times in
third and will retire after next season?

One thing is for certain: NASCAR is the
big winner.

CLOSE FINISH

About the only way new CEO Brian France
could have made the finish any more dramatic

is if five points separated the top five instead of
82 — and if Tony Stewart was still a legitimate
contender instead of just a mathematical one.

Only one other time inNASCAR's modern
history, dating to 1975, has a season finale been
this close.

In 1992 six drivers were separated by 113
points. The late Alan Kulwicki made up a 30-
point deficit on the late Davey Allison and won
the title by only 10 points over Bill Elliott.

It was the closest points finish in NASCAR
history.

There was no suspense, and the Ford 400
didn’t sell out until race day. This year it’s been
sold out for nearly a month.

Last season marked the fifth time in.the
past six seasons that the final race was mean-
ingless in the championship battle. Imagine
knowing before kickoff at the Super Bowl
which team will win the Vince Lombardi

father, Bill France Jr., last September, was
adamant about implementing a new points sys-
tem that would create a sort of playoffs as
opposed to a marathon grind.

France announced the new 10-race Chase for
the Nextel Cup in January. The majority of dri-
vers, teams and fans liked the format about as
much as rain on race day.

“I wasn’t that big a fan of it in the begin-
ning,” Martin said.

“But in my opinion now, it is probably the
single best thing that has happened for race fans
in my era.

™" NO SAFE ROUTE

Only twice in NASCAR’s 55-year history
has the points leader been overtaken in the final
race. Richard Petty leapfrogged Darrell Waltrip
to win the title in 1979 and Kulwicki overtook
Allison in 1992.

The biggest deficit to overcome on the final
day was Kulwicki’s 30 points.

Busch’s lead is 18 points on Johnson, 21 on
Gordon, 72 on Earnhardt and 82 on Martin.

To put that in perspective, if Johnson won
the race, Busch would have to finish second to
claim the Nextel Cup. Busch also could win the
crown if he finished third and led a lap or
placed fourth and led the most laps.

But all the drivers in contention, even Busch,
know they can’t play it safe. Busch figures he
likely will have to win at Homestead to win the
title because of the number and quality of con-
tenders.

“We do have a slight advantage, but we need
to finish in front of the 48 [Johnson], the 24

[Gordon], the 8 [Eamhardt], the 6 [Martin]
— everybody is running competitively
and this is what the Nextel Chase for the
Cup was intended to do,” Busch said.
“We have to go and win now.”
Gordon is the only driver among
the five contenders who has won a
Cup championship. But in 1998 and
2001, he clinched the title before
the last race. In 1995, he only had
to start his engine to win it all.
“The focus of the Chase
seems to be greater,” Gordon
said. “The stakes of the
accomplishment and what

Chase has given NASCAR what it was looking for

ven though the race for the
E Nextel Cup championship is all

but over going into the final
race, there'll still be things to watch
for in the Ford 400 Sunday at
Homestead-Miami Speedway.

There has been no first-time winner
this season, so this could be the first
year since 1993 a season has gone
without one. No rookie has won this
year, either, and a first-year driver has
won a race every year since 1997.

Bored yet?

Folks like me usually have needed
compelling tidbits like those to try to
drum up interest in the waning days of
NASCAR seasons. ;

Trust me, it can’t be done.

Five times in the past six years, the
championship had already been deter-
mined going into the last race. The
smallest difference between first and
second with one race to go in those
five years was 211 points in 1999.

Only in 2002, when Tony Stewart

went to
Homestead-
Miami Speedway
leading by 89
points, was there
even a mathe-
matical chance of
the lead changing
hands on the sea-
son’s final day.

In the 29-year
history of the
previous champi-
onship system,
the average margin between first and
second with one race to go was 185
points. The difference between first
and second was less than 100 points
only 14 times.

Third place was within 100 points
just four times, and fifth place was that
close only once, in 1992,

So even though you don’t have to
like the new Chase for the Nextel Cup
format, after Sunday’s Southern 500 at

Darlington Raceway you simply

cannot argue that it hasn’t done

exactly what it was designed to do.
Get used to reading these num-

bers, because you're going to see a

lot of them this week. Kurt Busch

leads Jimmie Johnson by 18

points, Jeff Gordon by 21, Dale

Earnhardt Jr. by 72 and Mark

Martin by 82 going into Sunday’s

Ford 400 at Homestead.

If you don’t think all five have

a shot at the title, you're nuttier

than pecan pie.

It’s true that for Earnhardt Jr. or
Martin to win, they'd have to win at
Homestead — or at least come close
— while Busch, Johnson and Gordon
would all have to falter, But two
weeks ago at Atlanta, that's what hap-
pened.  °

Busch, Gordon and Earnhardt Jr.
were the top three in points going into
that Oct. 31 race, and they all finished
33rd or worse.

If Johnson wins at Homestead and
closes with five wins in the final six
races, it'd be a shame if he doesn’t
win the championship. It also would
renew calls to make winning a race
worth more points, a criticism that’s as
valid in this system as it was in the
former.

Busch, however, should not be
underestimated. He got a few good
breaks as he recovered from a difficult
day to finish sixth at Darlington, but
he and his race team made some of
that “luck™ by battling their handling
problems tenaciously and ripping off a
couple of good late-race pit stops to
gain positions — anid points.

Then there’s Gordon, who already
has four championships and is just 21
points back despite the fact he hasn't
won a Chase race. Could it be that the
other title hopefuls have let him and
his team hang around too long?

We'll know soon enough.
