Nation’s Economy 
Escapes Recession

W ASlIlNiiTON (API— The recession 
that wa.s predicted lor 1979 never mater­
ialized as the economy grew by 2 2 per 
cent during the year, the Commerce De­
partment reported today

The economy grew at an annual rate 
of I 4 percent in the fourth quarter last 
vear

While a recession was avoided, the in- 
crca.se in the nation's gross national 
product — the total value of all goods 
.md services produced — was lower in 
the last three months of 1979 than had 
been expected This indicates a recession 
mav actually be coming in 1980

Another strong performance by con- 
'uViers. who increased their purchases in 
the fourth quarter, kept the economy on 
the plus side in the October-December 
period

Gold Prices 
Still Rising 
At Markets

LONDON (APi — Gold opened in Eu­
rope above $800 an ounce for the first 
time in history today, after spectacular 
new rises in New York and Hong Kong 
New York gold prices followed the over­
seas example

The dollar held firm against major 
currencies, registering slight gains and 
losses in overseas foreq;n exchange trad­
ing

Gold trading opened in Zurich at 1810 
an ounce, and the price hit a world re­
cord of $840 in late trading, a huge 
$109 50 advance on Thursday's closing 
price

The opening price in London was 
$815. and major bullion houses "fixed" 
the afternoon price at $835. a record for 
that market and $75 above Thursday's 
closing price

New York's gold market followed the 
European trend in early trading, with 
prices rising more than $30 an ounce to 
$833. according to Republic National 
Bank. On New York's Commodity E x­
change, futures contracts for delivery of 
gold this month soared about $40 an 
ounce to $841.50.

In Hong Kong, earlier, the price 
soared to a record $832.97 an ounce, then 
settled back to close at $110.85.

Only last Tuesday, the price of gold 
hit r o o  for the fin t time after breaking 
through $800 on Jan. 3. The metal has 
more than doubled in value since the 
siege of the U.S. Embassy in Tehran be­
gan on Nov 4. when gold was worth $381 
an ounce.

However, to maintain purchasing 
power in the fare of rising inflation. 
Americans saved only 3 3 percent of their 
income in the fourth quarter at an annual 
rate It was the lowest savings rate for 
anv three-month period since the Korean 
W.ir in 1950

A recession is said to occur when 
there is negative G.NP growth for tvvo 
consecutive quarters The av erage 2 3 
penent growth for the year compared 
with 4 4 percent growth in 1978 and 5 3 
percent in 1977

The only negative quarter in 1979 was 
the second, when theGNP declined at an 
annual rate of 2 3 percent. The G.NP 
grew at annual rate of I 1 percent in the 
first quarter and 3 1 percent in the third 

The Commerce Department also re­
ported that inflation, as measured by its 
bro.idly based implicit price deflator 
w.is at an annual rate of 8 7 percent in 
the fourth quarter and was 8 8 percent 
for the entire year That compares with 
inflation of 7 3 percent in 1978

The GNP price deflator, which mea­
sures inflation throughout the economy 
IS said to provide the best measurement 
of underlying inflation in the economy 

The consumer price index, by con 
trast. has been showing an inflation rate 
of 13 percent at the consumer level 

The total GNP for 1979 was $2.368 5 
billion, or nearly $2 5 trillion. After ad­
justing for the effect of inflation, the 
GNP was $1,431.1 billion The percen­
tage figures on changes in the GNP are 
based on the inflation-adjusted total 

The Commerce Department said con-

sumers inoreased their purchases of 
goods and services by 1 percent in the 
fourth quarter to an annual rate of $935 2 
billion Consumer spending rose 1 6 per­
cent for the year

Investment spending decreased in the 
fourth quarter, falling nearly 2 percent to 
$203 billion at an annual rate, which was 
a major negative influence on theGNP

After a drop in GNP in the sbeond 
quarter, even Treasury Secretary G Wil­
liam Miller got on the bandwagon by pro­
claiming that the nabon was in a reces­
sion

But then consumers took over Even 
though inflation and taxes were reducing 
the buying power of their income, they 
managed to maintain their purchasing 
power by saving less

All airline flights from Kabul were 
l ancelled today, delaying the departure 
of several dozen American journalists or­
dered to leave the country Officials at 
iK'lhi Airport in India said the airport in 
Kabul apparently was snowed m for the 
%e( ond time this month And the Soviets 
were reported replacing reservists in 
their (x-cupation army with regular 
troops

In Pakistan. President Mohammed 
/.la ul-Haq derided the reported L' S öf­
ter of $400 million in aid

That IS peanuts. Zia told American 
reporters in Rawalpindi Thursday when 
asked his opinion of President Carter s 
reported offer of $200 million in military 
equipment and $200 million in economic 
aid over the next two years to offset the 
Soviet intervention in Afghanistan

"If  this IS true — I have not heard it 
officially — this is terribly disappoint­
ing. Zia continued Pakistan will not 
buy Its security with $400 million. (That 
sum> will buy far greater animosity from 
the Soviet Union, which is now more in­
fluential in this region than the Umted 
States

CHALMEriE. La (AP) — An equip­
ment supervisor directing traffic o u ts i t  
the stnkebound Tenneco Oil Co. refinery 
here was shot to death early today by a 
sinker, officials said

St Bernard Shenff Ralph McDougall 
said the stnker. identified as E^iward 
Massey was booked into the parish jail 
A deputy said the charge was murder

He identified the victim as John 
Hurst, who officials said had worked for 
Tenneco for 28 yean.

Harold Salles, local president of the 
Oil Chemical and Atomic Workers Un­
ion which has been on strike since Jan . 8 
in a nationwide contract dispute, imine- 
diately withdrew all pickets from the re­
finery

"W e've pulled them all down." Salles 
said " I  have no intention of putting 
them back up. out of remorse for what 
happened "

The strikers, visibly shaken, gathered 
at union headquarters, a temporary 
building set up nearby Chalmette is a 
Now Orleans suburb, and the refinery 
sits on the Mississippi River

Don Brown, a spokesnun for the re­
finery said Hurst was one of three em 
ployees directing traffic to the contrac­
tor's entrance of the plant, where super- 
vTsors were reporting for woik.

"They were standing beside a pickup 
truck — a company truck." he said. "D i­
rectly across the street was another 
pickup Several shots were fired from 
that pickup

"As nearly as wc,can determine, four 
shots from a large<aliber rifle struck our 
maintenance supervisor." Brown said 
"He was dead at the scene and taken to

I  was never bothered when 1 was 
away from home so it had to be some­
thing I was doing when I was home I 
always took my teeth out (lower 
plate) when I was home Would you 
believe that was when I swallowed 
air"’ I had gotten to the place where I 
was afraid to eat and lost needed 
weight I've already helped one friend 
with this knowledge and am back to 
normal again. If it hadn't been for 
vour column. I would never have 
known about swallowing air

DEAR REA D ER — Thank you for 
your helpful letter and congratula­
tions on finding out why you were 
swallowing air Your observation Ls 
consistent with the point that anyone 
who has ill-fitting dentures is apt to 
be an air swallower So good teeth 
and weanng them does help prevent 
the problem in many people

over the i ounter’’

DEAR READER -  The little tag 
you sent me says. "This drug is availa­
ble in cost saving generic Please ask 
us about It ' That means that your 
pharmacist gave you exactly the same 
medicine as you've been getting all 
along So. of course, it should be just

as effective
The differefice here is the brand 

name I know this is confusing to the 
public but we've had to put up with it 
in non-medical items for a long time 

To stay out of the medical area 
and the problems involved, let's just 
look at common baking soda. You're 
probably used to buying it with a 
brand name but its generic name, 
meaning its chemical name, should be 
sodium bicarbonate Buying sodium 
bicarbonate might be cheaper than 
buying one of the brand names of bak­
ing soda

Aspirin is sold under different 
brand names but it's all acetylsalicylic 
acid The exceptions to this are aspi­
rin preparations that have other 
chemicals added to them, such as an­
tacids for buffering action Everyone, 
including professional people, is so 
used to ratling it aspinn that you nev­
er hear doctors say take twoacetylsal- 
icylic acid tablets and call me in the 
morning And if they did, the patients 
would probably say, "What'’ ”

medicine your pharmacist gave you. 
It's the same thing you ve been taking 
all along

Worcester (Mass.) Telegram

Around the world there is gloom lest 
the "Cold War" be revived in the wake of 
Afghanistan

There are solemn warnings against 
"Cold War rhetonc" and "Cold War re­
actions. as if the main danger to the 
world lay in those two words

But there is a lot to be said for the 
Cold War A lot more than can be said for 
"detente." for instance

In international relations, it is impor­
tant to see things as they really are De­
tente is a word and a concept that 
masked the reality Cold War, for all its 
harshness, is closer to the mark

Consider what happened under de­
tente The Soviet Union clinched its vic­
tory in Vietnam, got a stranglehold on 
Fthiopia. took over Angola with the help 
of its Cuban myrmidons, infiltrated 
South Yemen, barked terronsm in var­
ious forms on three continents, squashed 
Its dissidents, installed new nuclear- 
tipped missiles in Eastern Europe and 
aimed at Western Europe, tried to topple 
the government of Saudi Arabia, sus­
tained the biggest buildup in arms histo- 
rv. and finally invaded Afghanistan in 
the most brutal conquest since Adolph 
Hitler

During all that, our government 
bravely tned to find reasons to believe 
that tensions were lessening and that the 
Soviets had abandoned their expansionist 
goals Afghanistan has killed that illu­
sion

there is no room in the Marxist dog­
ma lor such things as "peaceful coexist­
ence." "detente." or international coop­
eration as we understand the terms 
Those are mere propaganda devices to 
lull the naive

As It w^s in the beginmng. is now and 
shall ever be Marxism by definition 
means a permanent Cold War with the 
free world until the free world is con­
quered

It's best to recognize the truth, un- 
lovelv as it may be

It IS said that detente is dead But 
how can something die when it never 
lived’

From Its fin t day detente was a 
sham, an hallucination of American for- 
eien policy makers The Russians never 
subscribed to it. and used it totally for 
their advantage

During the detente period the Rus­
sians while talking of limiting weapons 
under SALT I and SALT II. launched the 
greatest military buildup in their history 
and lulled the U S into decreasing mili- 
tarv spending As a result, the U S lost 
Its supremacy and now is in danger of be­
coming militarily inferior to the Rus­
sians

There should be no tears for detente 
Ii was a giant dirty trick played on the 
I S bv the craftv. double-dealing Rus­
sians President Carter, who is left hold­
ing the bag. should begin at once to re­
build C S military forces as rapidly as 
fiossible

President Carter's decision to have 
the government buy up gram that won't 
be sold to the Soviet Union is the right 
one

It should stabilize the market to a 
l.irge extent and keep both farmers and ' 
gram dealers from taking a financial 
beating And to the extent that it will 
cost the government money, it will 
spread the financial sacrifice involved in 
the embargo over the taxpaying public 
rather than concentrating it on a small 
segment

If the best of circumstances prev ail, 
no one will get hurl much, not even the 
la.xpayers The government presumably 
can recoup most of its $2 25 billion cost 
bv veiling the grain later And produc­
ing gasahol from some of the gram would 
add to the energv supplies

But the best of circumstances don't 
always prevail It is widely expected that 
the market will still sag somewhat and 
farmers will get less for future produc­
tion Also. It isn t clear where the gov­
ernment will find a market later for all 
the gram it will own. facilities to produce 
the amounts of gasahol the White House 
envisions are not available yet; it's ques­
tionable that alcohol needed for the gasa­
hol will net much m the energy picture 
since Its production consumes about as 
much energy as it creates

But the embargo wax a necessary re­
taliatory step against the Soviet Union's 
invasion of Afghanistan It is only fair to 
share the sacrifice and cushion the shock 
as best we ran against those at home 
most affected by it

The State Department in Washington 
deplored the expulsion of Amencan jour­
nalists from Afghanistan as a sign Mos­
cow and "Its Afghan puppets' do not 
want Americans to learn what is happen­
ing in the Southwest Asian country 

But the Soviet-installed Afghan gov­
ernment said Thursday it was taking the 
action because of American journalists 

interference" and "biased reporting" of 
events in Afghanistan following the Rus­
sian invasion, which began Dec 27

Afghanistan was the second Country 
in crisis this week to order the expuluion 
of Americn reporters, following the revo­
lutionary Moslem regime in Iran

In Iran, Amencan journalists packed 
their bags for their forced departure to­
day from that nation-iiKnsis

The purpose in both cases was the 
same, to foil news reports the host re­
gimes considered hostile to their causes. 

State Department spokesman Hod-

ding Carter said the Afghan expulsion or 
der "IS a clear sign that the Soviet Umon 
and Its Afghan puppets wish to deny to 
the American public information about 
what IS really happening m that coun­
try

However, observers thought the Ka­
bul regime was more likely to obtain its

Analysis
objectives than the Tehran government.

A month ago. there were few Amen­
can reporters in remote and mountain­
ous Afghanistan, strategically landlocked 
by Iran, the Soviet Umon. Pakistan and a 
short border with China,

But with the Soviet installation of 
strongman Babrak Karmal and the infu­
sion of an estmuted 85,000 Russian 
troops along with vast quantities of

heavy armor. Afghanistan suddenly be­
came the center of the latest U.S.-Soviet 
crisis and a focal point of world atten­
tion.

Most observen agree that the Soviet 
leaders underestimated the effect the in­
vasion would have abroad The decision 
to expel the 30 to 50 American reporters 
and photographers was thought to be 
Moscow s way of telling the world it 
would see its Afghan policy through to 
the end, regardless of what it may bring.

With American correspondents now 
barred from Afghanistan, news coverage 
of the country would probably take a de­
cidedly different slant, since much will 
be based on secondhand reports.

U.S. news gathenng organisations will 
be forced to rely on other means such as 
material gathered by other Western cor­
respondents remaining in Afghanistan, 
monitoring the official Afghan radio, 
contacts with diplomatic officiab and re­
ports from Moslem guerrillas fighting the

Russians
The Russians will continue their mili­

tary drive to consolidate control over Af­
ghanistan, observers say. What news fil­
ters out will be news shaped by them.

What this all means is, in short, with 
the borden of Afghanistan sealed, its

fate becomes even more cloudy, more 
uncertain.

In Iran, no longer can the three big 
American television networks film the 
demonstrations of anger and hate in 
front of the captured U.S. Embassy.

The American media reported the

embassy demonstrations, the over­
whelming outpourings of devotion to 
strongman Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomei­
ni. prompting charges in some quarters 
that reporters were used to strengthen 
the militants holding the 50 American 
hostages

American Analysts Say Russians 
NotBogged Down In Afghanistan

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The Soviet 
Union has poured about 75.000 troops in­
to Afghanistan, seized Kabul, fanned out 
and set up strong points along major 
routes, and lost possibly as many as 2.000 
men.

But the Soviets are not "bogged 
down." U S analysts say. Nor does it 
seem they are getting into a Vietnam- 
type situation, as .America did in south­
east Asia, even though their losses since 
the Dec 24-25 invasion could be consi­
dered heavy

U S government experts with access 
to satellite photographs, intelligence re­
ports. and other data have been piecing 
together an overall picture of Soviet 
movements.

Their version differs substantially 
from the official Soviet line and elabora-

tions offered by Russian diplomats here 
-  particilarly when it comes to explain­
ing how President HafizoUah Amin died.

According to Moscow’s diplomats. 
Amin was killed as a result of local in­
trigue in Kabul Dec. 27

The U.S. sources say the Soviets per­
suaded Amin to leave the presidential 
palace days before the Soviet airlift be­
gan for his personal safety

Amin took up residence in the south­
west section of the nty with his family 
members and presidcntul guard. .

On the night of Dec 27, several Soviet 
tanks, and two to three battalions of air­
borne troops arrived at Amin's house, 
overwhelmed the guard, and shot Amin, 
his brother and nephew, according to 
this U S account

Soviet Attacks On U.S. 
Political, Not Personal

MOSCOW (APi — As the Afghanistan 
crisis produced new Sov let media attacks 
on the I'nited States this week, a 20-year- 
old American pianist played George 
Gershwins Rhapsody in Blue at the 
Moscow Consen atory

The jazz-loving audience exploded in 
applause, loaded Andrew Litton of New 
York City with flowers and brought him 
back lor two encores

"N o one has even mentioned Afghani­
stan on my tour." said Litton. "In  fact, 
among the people I've met. it really 
didn't seem to be such a big topic of dis­
cussion.”

Despite the growing crisis between 
the U.S. and Soviet governments over Af­
ghanistan and Iran, little of the tension 
seems to have filtered down to average 
Soviet cituens. or to Americans m Mos­
cow.

No harassment of Amencan tourists 
or residents has been reported, although 
Amencan diplomats were barred from 
traveling to the Soviet-Afghan border, 
presumably for reasons of military secur­
ity.

To many Russians. Afghanistan and 
the crisis there still seem very far away 
The public has not been told the extent 
of Soviet military involvement there The 
media have said nothing about how many 
Soviet troops are there — Western ex- 
pert.s estimate up to 100.000 — and not a 
single picture of the troops has been 
shown in the newspapers or on televi­
sion

' ft s hard to have an opinion on Af-

ghanistan because there’s so little infor­
mation to go by. said one student 
' From the newspapers here, you can t 
tell what s really going on."

To a casual Sov iet reader, the latest 
press attacks on the U S reaction to the 
intervention in Afghanwlan are not sub­
stantially different from those several 
months ago over such other issues as the 
delay in U S ratification of the SALT II 
agreement.

There have been few threats of "con- 
sequences ' or retaliatory measures Mos­
cow might be "forced ’ to take — phrases 
commonly used when the Kremlin is 
really angry

"Actually, what we'd like to do. along 
with pointing out what Washington is 
doing wrong, is to save as much of de­
tente as possible." one Soviet official 
said privately last week ’'Carter is can­
celing everything, cutting back every­
thing in U.S -Soviet relations. If we do 
the same thing, then nothing will be 
left "

So far the Sov iet government has can­
celed only a few visits by Soviet perform­
ers to America or other contacts with the 
United Slates
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experts offer this assessment:
The Soviets can be expected to con­

trol Afghan towns, maintain law and or­
der. and encourage the Afghan army to 
pursue the anti-govemment rebel guer­
rillas. To date, the Russians have partici­
pated only sporadically in pursuing the 
guerrillas

The Afghan army has badly disinte­
grated from a force of 100.000 to perhaps 
as few as 35.000 Defections hve been 
particularly numerous in the northeast.

Available evidence suggests the Rus- 
su m  will try to rebuild the army and div­
ide the country into two military dis­
tricts. the Eastern and Western The oc­
cupiers are setting up long-distance com­
munications with Moscow in the two dis- 
tnets.

Afghan units, with Soviet encourage­
ment. probably will continue the past 
practice of rros.sing into Pakistan in "hot 
pursuit" of Moslem guerrillas

One long-term Soviet objective may 
be to stir up trouble among the Baluchi 
tribesmen in the south of the country.

Baluchistan encompasses the south­
eastern part of Iran and the southwest­
ern part of Pakistan

At some time — perhaps in several 
months but perhaps in several years — 
the Russuns may try to drive through 
Baluchistan to seize the Iranin harbor at 
Cha Bahar.

William Keith Carruth this morning 
admitted he wa.s the man with the 2b- 
vear-old LubbiK'k *om an he is accused 
of raping e.irl\ Aug 16

But the 22 year-old defendant said the 
woman invited him to leave with her and 
consented to his adv ances

Carruth s testimony opened the de- 
ten.se portion of his aggravated rape trial 
being conducted in 140th District Court.

He IS accused of forcing his way into a 
Lubbock woman s car early Aug 16. 
placing a knife at her throat and driving 
her to a cotton field in the 6000 block of 
Brownfield Highway There, he allegedly 
raped her repeatedly in the back seat of 
her car

Carruth was arrested several hours 
alter the alleged rape when a police offi­
cer pulled up behind the vehicle at 65th 
Street and ( anton Avenue, about a block 
from Carruth s 2H22 6.5th St residence

and the alleged victim climbed out the 
car s passenger window

Carruth said he got into the woman's 
^car at a 19th Street club at her invitation 
After both were in the vehicle, he said, 
the woman took her blouse off

Carruth told the seven-man. five- 
woman panel that her undressing sur­
prised him, and, " I  didn't jab no knife at 
her

He also told prosecutor Travis Ware 
that when they left the club, the defend­
ant driving her car, he had no idea where '

"Brookwood 
would not have undertaken the 90-day 
engagement at a predictable loss and 
without any overhead or reasonable prof­
it had we not expected a two-year agree­
ment conditioned only upon our satisfac­
tory performance during the 90-day peri­
od to be entered into as contemplated in 
the August 1 agreement "

The provision referred to in the Aug 
1 contract states, " I t  is parties' interest 
that negotiations (or a contract of a term 
not less, than two yean will occur prior to 
the expiration of this agreement provid­
ed BMS has not breached this agree­
ment "

-  The disagreement apparently stems 
from the interpretation of the word "n e­
gotiations" Brookwood contends that 
when the hospital district agreed to nego­
tiate for a contract, they were bound to 
sign one

But LCHD legal counsel Charles Gal- 
ey said several months ago that he has no 
question with the way the contract is 
worded, saying. "Anytime you negotiate 
something, there's a chance you won't 
work it out I think that's what happened

here "
Brookwood explains in Its billing 

statement that the firm's legal bate pro­
vides there would be a two-year agree­
ment unlesa it (Brookwood) breached the 
contract. Brookwood did not breach the 
contract, iti officials u y , therefore a 
two-year agreement "should have been 
negotiated and entered into."

Brookwood'! president Charles A. 
Spelr then hints st a lawsuit:

"W e negotiated and reached agree­
ment on every point of our proposal

agreement with your chairman. Mr. Jack 
Strong, and your attorney, Mr. Charles 
Giley, except the amount of compenu- 
tion which w u  governed by the terms of
the August 1 agreement.

"Breach of contract damages would 
greatly exceed the additional claim pre- 
unted herewith," Speir warns. He con­
cludes the letter by uying that the man­
agement firm il aware that the district 
has hired a new administrative team.

"W e wish them and you every success 
in your future efforts." the letter ends.

Examiner Says Elvis 
Died Of Heart A Hack

MEMPHIS, Tenn (UPI) -  Elvis 
Presley died of a heart attack and "the 
presence of drugs did not play a role." 
medical examiner Dr. Jerry Francisco 
told the Tennessee Board of Medical E x­
aminers today

Francisco was called as a defense wit­
ness at a malpractice hearing for Dr 
George Nirhopoulos. Presley's personal 
physician for 11 years. Nichopoulos is 
charged in a 59-page complaint with ov- 
erprescribing drugs for the late rock star 
and others

"My conclusion was that Elvis Pres­
ley died as the result of two cardiac-type 
diseases, the Shelby County medical ex­
aminer said. "The presence of drugs did 
not play a role This is what Francisco 
has stated previously.

"H e iPresley) was found on the floor 
of his bathroom as if he had fallen Cir­
cumstances indicated that death was 
quite sudden Something catastrophic 
happened while he was sitting and 
caused him to fall forward "

Francisco said victims of drug over­
dose are usually found in a relaxed, re­
clining position because death comes aft­
er a comalike state

Presley. 42. was found dead at his 
Graceland Mansion on Aug 16, 1977 —

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Action Sets 
Stage For 
Lawsuits

SAN DIEGO (AP) — An agreement 
by the federal government and Pacific 
Southwest Airlines sets the stage for a se­
nes of federal trials to determine finan­
cial damage from a Sept. 25, 1978, mid­
air collision that claimed 144 Uvet.

The airline and the government, de­
fendants In damage suits stemming from 
the disaster, agreed this week not to con­
test liability claims, wiping out that 
phase of the federal court proceedings.

The collision of a PSA 727 and a small 
private plane was the worst aviation dis­
aster In U S. history until the May 1979 
crash of an American Airlines DC-10 in 
Chicago.

Gerald C. Sterns, lead trial attorney 
for those seeking damages, told Chief 
U.S. District Judge Eklward J .  Schwarts: 
"W e are not pleased. There arc a lot of 
reasons this case (the liability phase) 
should have been prosecuted."

Sterns said it is "absolutely essential" 
that the government, with jurisdiction 
over the Federal Aviation Administra­
tion, go a step beyond not contesting lia­
bility That step, he said, calls for an out­
right admission of lubility.

But outside the courtroom later. 
Sterns observed: " It 's  unheard of that 
the U.S. government ever admits bability 
man air traffic case.”

The attorney contended one reason 
the government decided not to contest 
lability was because "overwhelming" 
evidence against the FAA's air traffic 
control procedures would have come out 
during a trul.

He said he did not think the govern­
ment wanted a public trial on liability be­
cause Its findings could trigger further in­
quiry. He said hearings held here some 
time ago by the National Transportation 
Safety Board looked only into the cause 
of the air disaster, not fuiding fault 
'Their version is different than mine," 

he said "N o one was there representing 
the plaintiffs"

Assistant U S. Attorney Michael E . 
Quinton, representing the government, 
said this week's development was con­
sistent with the government's stance in 
the case.

"This doesn't affect the right of any 
of the plamtiffs to recover more or less 
money," he said.

The trials will determine how much, 
if anything, should be paid m damages by 
the various defendanb m the cases.

Othen named originally in the federal 
suits — including the San Diego Umfied 
Port Distnct, the Boeing Co. and Sperry 
Hand Corp. — have been dropped u  de­
fendants or are settling out of court.

The government is a defendant in all 
nine of the remaining cases, while PSA 
remains the defendant in three.

PSA is not a defendant in several of 
the actions because it is beuig sued m re­
lated state court cases Federal rules al­
low plaintiffs to recover damages in only 
one legal forum.

Work To Start 
Next Month 
At Amistad

D EL RIO (UPIl -  Work at the site of 
the 825 million power plant at Amistad 
Dam — which is projected to produce 
162 million kilowatts of electricity a year 
by 1983 — will begin next ntonth. accord­
ing to the International Boundary and 
Water Commission.

Joseph F  Friedkin, U S. Commis­
sioner, said the first-phase construction 
contract for the power plant t)as been ad­
vertised for bids

The contract includes building a cof­
ferdam around the powerhouse site, re­
moving water and preparing the site for 
later powerhouse construction, and to 
build facilities for storing of materials 
and equipment to be installed later at the 
plant.

Two turbines, each rated at 42,300 
horsepower, are being manufactured by 
Hitachi America. L td , at an estimated 
cost of 83 4 million for delivery in mid- 
1981. Friedkin said, and opening of bids 
for the generaton is set for Feb 28.1980. 
for delivery in late 1981

Plans call for two units to be placed 
immediately downstream of the dam on 
the U.S side of the Rio Grande, where 
penstocks were constructed as part of the 
international dam when it was complet­
ed in 1969

Electricity generated at the dam will 
be provided to the Medina and South 
Texas Electric Cooperatives under a con­
tract in which the c o ^  pay for costs of 
constructing the facility.

Technical supervision is being provid­
ed by the Southwest Division of the 
Corps of Engineers In Dallas, directed by 
Brig. Gen. Jam es C. Donovan. The plant 
is being designed by Sverdrup k  Parce 
and Associates of San Francisco, Calif.

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Discovery Of Oil Brings Growing Pains To Island
CIUDAD D EL CARMEN. M o ico  

AP) — For huiwlreds o( years, the tallest 
things on thu island were the coconut 
trees Now the skyline is spotted with 
towering communications antennas that 
'ignal the arrival oi Mexico's oil boom m 
this once sleepy fishing village.

The discovery of oil 50 miles offshore 
H-veral years ago and the drive to exploit 
it has pashed the population sharply up 
from 30.000 to 70.000 in a short tune, and 
there are bound to be growuig pains.

About 250 air miles almost due east of 
Veracruz oh Mexico s mainland. Isla del 
Carmen, discovered and settled fust by 
pirates, is famous for shrimping. Fisher­
men lake about $100 nuUion worth of 
■hrimp a year from the waters of the 
iiulf of Mexico, and export most of it to 
ihe United Slates

7.5 billion barrels of oil and gas offshore 
begins production at the rate of around 
$32 a barrel.

Carmen's streets are muddy, narrow 
and bumpy and mostly occupi^  by can  
belonging to the only moneyed people in 
town — the oilmen. Everyone elM walks.

Huge trucks move ponderously from 
the city's ferry landing, through the cen­
ter of town and toward the offices and 
lots of Femex, the state-run oil monopo-
ly

On the leeward side of the island — 18 
miles wide and 50 miles long — are 
M ores of shrimp boats and in town there 
IS a huge metal statue of a shrimp

But the new monuments are the tow- 
tTuig but unseen oil ngs and In a few 
sears, the shrimping revenue will be a 
mere pittance as some of the estimated

Femex ha&tbe most modem build­
ings in town, the most telephones and 
the most vehicles

But while all the shnmpers are resi­
dents of Carmen, and spend their money 
here, the "petroleros" are from main­
land cities, and they spend theu money 
there. That does not augur well with resi­
dents. who feel locals should be hued.

"Fem ex has changed things here and 
will continue to do so." said electrician 
Manuel Jesus Cabrera

' Once civilization comes here, and it 
IS coming, this island will be changed for­
ever," he said.

Isla del Carmen was discovered by a 
Spanish pirate in the late 1500s For 
years other invading pirates fought to 
control the low, picturesque island and 
Its groves of coconuts, bamuia plants and 
white sandy beaches.

The pirates are gone and crime is low 
these days, so only two policemen are 
here, helped by the fact people must 
leave by airplane or the ferries wluch 
serve each end of the otherwise isolated 
island.

But residents say it is only a matter of

time until the population swells beyond 
control and crime becomes a fact of life.

Carmen has a dozen restaurants, a 
movie theater, a quaint town square, a 
half dozen hoteb — always full of oilmen 
— and two modem nightclubs and two 
brothels. All establishments stay busy be­
cause there is not much else to do but be 
on a beach.

Prior to 1975, there was not much air 
traffic here, but now, a commercial je t 
flight anives nightly from Mexico City, 
packed with oilmen, and dunng the day, 
the skies are busy vnth Fem es helicop­
ters flying men and tuppbes to the off­
shore ngs

Ixtoc 1. the runaway oil well 55 miles 
offshore, caused a furor in the United

States when Its oil sUdu reached Texas and Ixtoc is rarely a topic of convenation 
beaches, but none of the oil landed here among the people of Carmen.

Restoration Work
Begins On Sphinx

CAIRO. Egypt (UPIl -  To the 
>phmx s enigmatic smile has been added 
jnother mvsterv : how to keep the 4.500- 
V ear-old man-headed bon from turning to 
sand

Chips of limestone are lalbng off. 
There are even fears the irujestic head 
may roilapse if erosion of the neck con­
tinues

The most ambitious restoration plan 
in 2.000 years aims to restore the stone 
body of the aneient figure crouched be- 
-ide the (ireal PvTamids of Giza

W orshipped as the sun-god in ancient 
limes the Sphinx has weathered badly 
üiiring the past 50 yean of sandstorms, 
subterranean water and pollution

The Sphinx was carved out of rock on 
the orders of the Pharaoh Chephren. 
builder ol the second pyramid. The head 
l,̂  Chephrens portrait, but later the 
Sphinx became the center of sun-god 
worship and pilgrimage

Its 171-fool-long body often has been 
buried in sand It was dug out the first 
time under Pharaoh Thutmosis IV of the 
ISih dynasty, who ruled I 425 yean be­
töre Christ and the last time in 1928 

Our object now is to muiimae ero­
sion and I onsolidate the rock without al- 
it-ring the shape of the Sphinx.' says 
Mamdouh Yakoub. the architect super- 
s ising the restoration work

Vakoub says 400 bmestone blocks 
h.ive been plaied along the left side of 
the Sphinx as a screen against erosion 
\nother 1.000 stone blocks will be need- 
"■d to restore both sides

Yakoub discards modern methods in

favor of the ume-honored ways of the an­
cient Egyptians The stones are hewn 
from ancient quarries and welded togeth­
er with gypsum mortar rather than ce­
ment Everything is done by hand by 
workers on wood scaffolding, and with­
out cranes

Restoring the left side — the first 
phase ol a five year plan — will be lol- 
lowed by work on the right side, the feet, 
the tail and the neck

Yakoub objected to the injection of 
chemicals into Ihe neck in 1971 when It 
was feared erosion had so weakened it 
that the giant head might fall.

"In  my belief, no chemicals should be 
used becuse the result will not be known 
except after many years. We should not 
make the Sphinx the object of expen- 
menis.' he said

Yakoub. who studied architectural 
restoration in Italy, said he has devised a 
different method to consolidate the neck, 
though he will not say what it is Other 
archaeologists think his restoration pro­
gram should be delayed until salt, an 
eroding factor sucked by the porous 
stone from subterranean waters, can be 
leached from the Sphinx s body

The best solution u to stick to tradi- 
tinnl methods, the methods used by the 
ancient Egyptuns." Yakoub insists.

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U.S, Trying To Maintain Influence In Mideast
By BARRY SCHWEID 

WASHINGTON (API -  The United 
States, stripped of the comfortable no­
tion that It could depend on a local "pol­
iceman' to guard its considerable inter­
ests in the Penian Gull, is scrambling to 
maintain American influence in the oil- 
rich region

Paced with the revolutionary loss of 
Iran and the Soviet intervention in Af­
ghanistan, the Carter administration is 
attempting to establish a new alignment 
of pro-Western governments, focusing on 
strengthened ties with Egypt and Paki­
stan. an old relationship with Saudi Ara­
bia and new bonds with China

President Carter is redrafting U.S. 
military strategy, with the emphasis on 
i-stablishing new bases in the region, ex­
panding existing facilities and setting up 
a large, mobile combat force that could 
be rapidly deployed to the area

The diplomatic and military realign­
ments began after the Iranian revolution 
eliminated the government upon which 
the United States relied lor military 
might in the Persian Gull

While the Iranian lesson was sinking 
in. the Soviet Union sent thousands of 
troops into Afghanistan, taking advan­
tage of Ihe.U.S distraction with Iran.

With the incursion, the Russians 
proved a sobering point Strategically, 
the United States is largely incapable of 
( ountering Soviet power m the Gulf de­
spite a decade of lining up fnends and 
plying them with billions of dollars worth 
of American jets, missiles, tanks and oth­
er arms

Zbigniew Brrezinski. the U S national 
security adviser, acknowledges "the Irag- 
ibtyof the region "

That IS why. he told The Associated 
Press. Carter is reinforcing "our political 
relationships and military presences, 
thereby enhancing the security of friend­
ly states.'

Said Bnezinski All concerned 
should know one central fact This re­
gion IS of vital importance to the United 
States and American power is available 
to protect It

Thus, the Soviet intervention is seen 
in Washington as a watershed event in 
the geopolitics of the Gulf and one im­
mutable fact dominates U.S. foreign poli­
ty in the area So long as Americans 
maintain their love affair with the auto­
mobile. the United States must try to 
shape events there

The Soviet move in Afghanistan com­
plicates the U S task, transforming an al­
ready tense region uito the center nng 
tor East-West confrontation and provid­
ing a potential lor open conflict

The Soviet power play, reviving a his- 
. tone southward push toward the Iranian 

oil fields ahd Arabian sea ports, raises 
new U S c;oncerns about Western oil sup­
plies Through the Strait of Hormuz, 
gateway to the gulf, passes 60 percent of 
ihe Western world s foreign oil purchas­
es

Guarding this vital lifeline tuiy 
Omans 17-ship navy

Thus, the United States is seeking 
new military bases in the region A Pen- 
(agond-State Department team has sur­
veyed prospects in Oman. Somalia and 
Kenya, and techmcal experts will return 
later this month to sec to if existing facil­
ities can be put to use

If the Soviet intervention weren't un­
settling enough, last year s political revo­
lution in Iran has swept away one of the 
principal U S security buffen in the 
area At the same bme. there are private 
fears in Washington that the quiet, techn­
ical revolution in Saudi Arabia could 
make that pro-Westem kingdom less reli­
able

Korced to redefine its role, the United 
States finds itself with a limited number 
of dependable allies. Israel and Egypt 
are the most prominent and, according 
to experts, have the best armies in the 
.Middle East

The reason OPEC had such an impact 
on the American economy was that the 
United Slates, once self-sufficient in oil, 
had become dangerously dependent 
American consumers and industry, ac­
customed to cheap energy and plenty of 
It. was demanding more at a time the na­
tion was producing less

The Arab actions should have come as 
nd surprise In a 1973 issue of Foreign Af­
fairs magazine. Jam es E . Akins, then the 
U S ambassador to Saudi Arabia. wTOte: 

In 1972 . Arabs in responsible or in­
fluential positions made no less than IS 
different threats to use oU as a weapon 
against their enemies.’ Almost all of 
them singled out the United States as the 
pnme enemy "

The OPEC countries "lo r the first 
time, began to recognize and discuss 
openly the fact that their reserves were 
exhaustible and should be conserved." 
he wrote, addding that in the long run, 

., "th e  only satisfactory position for the 
United SUtes ... must be the develop­
ment of alternative energy sources”

But alternative sources have not been 
developed The United SUtes in 1979 was 
importing 44 percent of iU oil needs, or 
about 8 million barreb of oil a day, at a 
cost of more than »60 bittion. The coat b  
expected to rise to »80 billion In 1960.

The average pnee lor oil — »23 a bar­
rel last year — may rise to near $30 in 
1980, compared with under »3 in 1973.

On the supply side, the turmoil in Iran 
last year provided clear evidence of how 
instability in the region can threaten U.S.

nian-type turmoil should strike Saudi 
Arabia

While the industnal world made some 
progress in 1979 in reducing oil consump­
tion. new competition for oil b  expected 
later in thb decade from the Soviet Un­
ion Though Russia b  now self-sufficient, 
intelligence reports say it could need to 
import oil for lU European satellites as 
early as I98S

Against this background, the Soviet 
move into AfghanisUn, bordering Iran, 
raises suspicions about Russu's longer- 
term intentions

While the rest of the world adapts to 
high oil pnees and uncertain supplies, 
the wealth accumulates in the Persian 
Gulf nations

U.S officub say candidly that a ma­
jor problem for the 198(ta will be to find 
sound investments for oil surpluses, be­
cause without a secure place to put their 
money, OPEC nations may be reluctant 
to produce oil for earnings they don't 
need Both the Saudb and Kuwaitis al­
ready have made known their desire to 
cut production, and in the meantime, oil- 
rich nations are thought to be buying 
gold and sending its price to the roof.

But there is no Gulf policeman to 
guard U S interests, as Iran was sup­
posed to do with »21 billion in American 
weaponry. Saudi Arabu is neither capa­

"They don't have the population base,

He said the district cannot always ac­
cept the low dollar bid either, becau-e 
the quality ol the equipment may not be 
gucxl Gcxx'h said he does not feel the dis­
trict has yet had to sacrifice quality for 
economy

The difficulty in trimming expendi­
tures in the school district's budget is

Gooch said a prime example of that 
complicating factor was the implementa­
tion of LEAP, the exemplary academic 
program at Lubbock High School that ad­

The public school system will sur­
vive but 1 think we 11 see some changes 
so It will be different than we now know 
It. Gooch said.

He believes school districts will be 
consolidated to conserve money and to 
offer all students a better cuniailum  

He also foresees a "national school 
endeavor rather than a state school pro­
gram" because of the creation of the new 
Department of Education. “There will 
be more controls from the national level 
and fewer deefsions at the state level.” 

Gooch added that new programs in 
school curriculums will probably be initi­
ated on a "pilot basis" to test whether 
they are worthwhile and cost-effective.

The Cnminal Distnct Attorney's Off­
ice agreed tq the plea-bargaining ar­
rangement in return (or the "deadly 
weapon ' clause included in the 29-year- 
old defendant s plea

First Assistant Cnminal District At- 
lornev Jim  Bqp Darnell said that when a 
defendant pleads guilty to using a deadly 
weapon in the rommission of rnme. the 
defendant is required to serve at least 

■ one-third or 20 years, whichever is less, 
of his prison sentence before becoming 
eligible for parole

In Sanders’ rase, he must serve the 
20-year minimum before the State Board 
of Paroles and Pardons ran consider re­
leasing him from the Texas Department 
of Corrections

Darnell added that the pnson time 
must be "straight time that is. Sanders 
cannot count the usual extra time given 
prison inmates for good behavior

Earlier thi.s week. McFall had denied 
a motion from Sanders' defense counsel 
Floyd Holder that the upcoming tnal be 
moved from Lubbock County Holder 
had argued that berause of the publicity 
surrounding the slaying and Sanders' ar­
rest and the possible racial prejudice he 
might encounter, the case should be 
granted a change of venue

Before this morning s somewhat sud­
den artion.

Sanders, of 513 Ave C was arrested

Benton was still breathing when 
found lying face down on the living room 
floor of his 2311 Eighth St residence A 
blood-soaked cloth was wxapped around 
his throat, which officers said had been 
cut from ' ear to ear '

The elderly man was pronounced 
dead, however on arrival at Health Sci- 
encesCenter Hospital

An anonymous tip that a man had 
been rut led police to Benton s home 
Flight davs later two more anonymous 
calls made through Crime Line. In c .

pointed to Sanders as a suspect in the 
killing

The second of the two callers was in­
terviewed by detectives Aug 28. and pol­

Ghotbzadeh repeated that Iran was 
ready to enter into negotiations with the 
United States on the basis of three 
points:

“The extradition of the shah, the re­
funding to Iran of money stolen by the 
shah, the freeing ol the hostages."

The First two points must be fulfilled 
before the release of the hostages, 
Ghotbzadeh added.

Ghotbzadeh also has suggested that a 
U N commission be set up to investigate 
the shah, but the ousted monarch told 
British journalist David Frost in a tele­
vised interview In Panama that would be 
a dangerous precedent.

“ In order to make the United Nations 
dance to their tune, then terrorism 
should prevail in the world,” Shah Mo­
hammad Reza Pahlavi said o( the Khom­
eini regime’s proposal.

The shah, who (lew to Panama after 
undergoing cancer treatment in New 
York in Ortober and November, also said 
he has not renounced his claim to Iran’s 
throne and that the greed of U.S. oil 
companies brought about his downfall.

NEW YORK (UPI) -  It Süll may be 
easier to get a job when you have a job, 
but lor some executives, especially in 
Talifornia. being out of work doesn't car­
ry the stigma it once did.

"Only two or three years ago many 
firms wouldn't look at a resume from an 
execuüve who was out of work. Now 
they are quite willing to look at the rea­
sons why the man isn't working and per­
haps interview him and hire him." said 
Richard Kinser of the San Francisco off­
ice of WillimH Clark & Associates.

Herbert T. Mines of Business Careers, 
Inc., New York, agreed

Both Kinser and Mines said there are 
two chief reasons why many companies 
have had a change of heart about jobless 
executives, one applying to the country 
as a whole and the other somewhat pe­
culiar to California.

"T he first reason is that we are going 
through another big wave of mergers and 
acquisitions with a lot of good executives 
being displaced through no fault of their 
own." said Kinser.

Mines agreed with that and added

that employers are finding that a lot of 
good executives simply prefer a mobile 
life and this can l e ^  to misadventure 
that puts them out of work temporarily.

In California, the two headhunters 
said, skyrocketing housing costs and high 
mortgage interest rates have suddenly 
made it quite hard to get executives from 
out-of-state to leave a job to go west.

"In  the early 1970s. executives would 
even come out to California on the 
chance of finding a good job and would 
settle for a little less pay than they could 
get in the east because they were en­
chanted by the California life-style," said 
Kinser.

Again Mines agreed, although he u id  
he thought this was more true of South­
ern California than the San Francisco 
Bay area.

Both agreed this is a thing of the past 
and now it takes a big step up to get a 
good executive to move to California 
from a secure job elsewhere.

As a result, a chap with a g c ^  record 
who is out of job but already te in Califor­
nia and has a home within any reasona­

ble commuting distance suddenly looks 
rather attractive

"T he fellow's record in the years im­
mediately before he lost his last job is 
the cntical factor," Kinser said

A corollary to the situation, both Kin­
ser and Mines said, is that recruiten are 
being instructed by prospective Califor-

nia employers to exhaust all local possi­
bilities before even hunting out-of-state 
executives

Both conceded somewhat ruefully 
that this has led to a lot of "stealing your 
neighbor's cook " tactics by California 
f>rms needing new experienced and ag­
gressive executive talent

If the city accepts the appraisal job. 
some officials have expressed concern 
that the city tax office could become the 
villain in the eyes of taxpayers who are 
likely to see big increases in their tax as 
sessments

However the appraisal district will 
nave no responsibility for setting tax 
rates That task still will be up to the gov­
erning boards of each individual taxing 
authority

Mayor Dirk West said the council will 
have to take "a long hard look " at the 
appraisal district board s request for a 
contract with the city to provide apprais­
al senice According to West the council 
will have to meet with Brooks to explore 
all the problems that might occur

The mayor praised the efficiency of 
Brooks and his staff “ But you re talking 
about loading a ton more work on top of 
them, he added

Brooks said that assuming the duties 
of countvwide appraisals would add 
about one-third more properly parcels 
for his staff to appraise This would ne­
cessitate adding personnel to the tax off 
li e he said

The law will require complete reap­
praisal of all property in the county every 
five years Bnxiks noted Currently, the 
city-sch(K)l tax office appraises property 
in one-fourth of the city on a rotating ba 
SIS each year

Brooks said he is not yet sure whether 
all property within the county will have 
to be reappraised by 1982

One of the major problems with the 
state law Brooks said is the narrow- 
band on allowable errors ' on propertv 
assessments The law allows only a 5 per­
cent error variance

This means that a property owner can 
file a suit against the appraisal district if 
he beluwes his property has been as­
sessed appreciably higher than a compar­
able piece of property If the taxpayer 
can prove that the variance is greater

He stressed he was not asking for 
more power or authority lor the gover 
nor than the constitution already pro- 
vidc-s

He said the suit probably would be 
tiled by- a private citizen against the state 
to uphold the governor s veto power, and 
W hite would have to defend the Legisla­
ture's ac tion I won t have any trouble 
getting someone to file the suit, he said 

White said the first opinion given to 
Clements Aug 31. 1979. - concerning his 
authority to veto certain provisions of the 
General Appropriations Act w'as fully ex­
plained to him at that time That opinion 
w as based upon well-establuhed case law 
which has been upheld as recently as 
1975 by the Supreme Court of Texas 

The governor should recognize that 
the opinion concerning the construction 
of a building by the Department of Hu­
man Resources does not address matters 
of policy- but answers questions of law- 
based upon a specific fact situation

Microwave Oven

Simple wipe It promptly with a paper 
towel, or dean it with a mild detergent 
in warm water and a soft sponge or doth 

W ipe frequently around the door seals 
of the oven and the door itself to remove 
food particles Grease around the door 
seal can allow excessive radiation leak­
age the specialist points out

If food particles become stuck to the 
sides or bottom of the oven, boil a cup of 
w.iter in the oven — the steam from the 
boiling water will loosen the dried parti­
cle-, so they will wipe off easily

t'se a nylon scrubber if necessary, but 
do not use abrasive cleaners or commer­
cial oven rleaners she cautions

To clean the glass shelf found in some 
microwave ovens, lift up shelf, remove 
and wash in warm water and detergent 
Do not operate oven unless shelf is back 
m place

To remove stains from the ceramic 
oven floors, use baking soda or a special 
ceramic glass cleaner to scrub the sur­
face, Mrs McCormack recommends 

Remove odors by boiling one part 
lemon juice to three parts water in a 
measuring cup in the oven, or place a 
small dish of baking soda in the osen 
when not in use and leave te oven door 
ajar

Rem ove’ food from the oven after 
rooking to help eliminate this problem, 
she adds

You've spent as little as $20 so far in 
order to process your film Now, in order 
to make prints, you'll have to spend 
about $160 more

What 1 ve listed here is a basic kit

Later, if you like, you can expand to 
more and better things

The most important item to consider 
IS the enlarger and enlarger lens The 
best ones sell for more than $1.200 Tern 
per your purchase to what you can af­
ford The $100 enlarger is fine for a be 
ginner You can graduate to a better lens 
or even a better enlarger later The rest 
of the Items are standard

Now, if you have a closet large 
enough for a table that will hold the en- 
l.irger and three 8-by 10-inch trays 
you re in business If not It's not difficult 
to set up in any room so long as you can 
seal off the light by covering the windows 
with black plastic You II be working on- 
Iv bv the yellow light of your safelight

Making the prints comes next Place 
the negative in the enlarger, adjust the 
size of the image by moving the enlarger 
head up and down Focus onto the easel 
turn off the enlarger light, load a piece of 
paper in the easel, turn on the enlarger 
and expose the paper for about eight sec­
onds

Turn off the enlarger light put the 
paper in the developer tray and agitate 
the pnnt for a minute to a minute and a 
halt then transfer the print to the fixer 
trav Tor a few minutes and finally trans­
fer the print to the last tray containing 
water

Unce the print has been fued you can 
turn on the white light and look at it If 
It s too light increase your exposure a 
few seconds If it's too dark, decrease the 
exposure Make small prints until you get 
to where you can judge your exposure 

Fur about $5 you can buy a Kodak 
projection print scale that will simplify 
the process of determining exposure 
time For measuring time. I use the old 
' one chimpanzee, two chimpanzees" 
technique — a chimpanzee for each sec­
ond

When you ve made all the pnnts you 
w.int simplv take the water tray full of 
prints into the kitchen or bathroom and 
wash them under runmng water for 
about IS minutes Then put the prints in 
your blotter book or roll to dry

Printing papers are graded with num­
bers from one to five which represent de­
grees of contrast The lowest number is 
the flattest and the high number most 
contrasty Some papers have letters like 
S H or UH meaning soft, hard and ultra 
h.ird which also designate the degree of 
contrast in the paper There are also mul­
ti gr.ide papers that are exposed through 
numbs-red filters, usually numbered 
from one to 10 .Again the lower num- 
b<’rs give the flattest results and the high 
numbers the most contrast Until you've 
learned to judge .your negatives, start 
with a middle number and adjust alter 
you see the results

Papen also come in various weights 
and surfaces Start with a glossy or se- 
miglossy. single-weight paper and experi­
ment with the othen later

At some future date you may want to 
consider a few other accessories A stabi­
lization processor, for example, will 
eliminate the need for tray processing 
and washing

Should you want to go on to color 
printing, you II have to invest in a set of 
color filters or a color head for your en­
larger and. perhaps, a color printing 
drum to process the print in

In time you'll learn that you ran 
spend many delightfully creative hours 
producing your own works of art at a 
fraction of the cost it would take to have 
It done commercially

B isqu e Dolls Bring Characters
F rom  ^Little W om en’ To L ife

Kven before dolls were regarded as 
plavthings for children, they were asso­
ciated with religious beliefs and ceremo­
nies But It was dunng the Nineteenth 
Century that dolls truly came into their 
own

Never before had they been so deli­
cate and enchanting Never before had so 
much ingenuity been dedicated to their 
development 'The precious dolls of that 
period were made of a vanety of materi­
als ranging from papier mache to wax It 
was also then that a wide range of types 
and personalities of dolls was developed 
The .Nineteenth Century witnessed the 
birth of the baby doll as we know it to- 
dav

Perhaps the most popular of the Ni­
neteenth Century dolls were those made 
of China and bisque, a matt porcelain 
which was the French specialty They 
were often dressed in exquisite gowns 
and undergarments that reflected the 
fashion of the penod Those existing to­
day are collector s items

Some of the finest examples of bisque 
dolls were made by the Jumeau family 
firm during the latter half of the Nine­
teenth Century Although the early Ju ­
meau doll heads were imported from 
Germany, the firm later decided to un­
dertake manufacturing their owrn doll 
heads The early doll bodies were made 
of kid on a wire support Later wood was

used and the Jumeaus made bodies with 
beautifully formed joints at the waist, el­
bows. and ankles However, since this 
type of body was expensive to produce, 
the Jumeaus invented a cheaper body 
made of a mixture similar to papier 
mache. strung together with elastic This 
method is the one still in use today 

In a bow to nostalgia, the beautiful 
bisque dolls here are created in much the 
same way as those fashioned over a cen­
tury ago These lovely characters hail 
from the beloved classic by Louisa May 
Alcott. "Little Women "  Readers have 
delighted in the girlhood experiences of 
the March sisters — Meg. Jo , Beth and 
Amy — for more than a century .Now

Cars, Truck Plunge Into Water 
After Freighter Rams Bridge

STOCKHOLM. Sweden (AP) -  Su  
cars and a truck plunged more than 1(X) 
feet into the water early today after a 
Norwegian-owned freighter traveling in 
fog slammed into a bndge off the west 
roast of Sweden and the mid-section of 
the bndge collapsed, authonties said 

Frogmen were -searching for survi­
vors

Trucker Jan  Rosenberg, who drove 
onto the Almo bndge. told reporten he 
suddenly realized it ended in “a big noth­
ing ”

" I  hit the brake and stopped 10 me­
ters (33 feet) from the edge." he said. " I  
just sat there for a minute, stanng I 
went outside and saw two headlights 
coming up on the opposite side. Sudden­
ly. they dove and disappeared.”

Police said they did not know how 
many people were traveling in the can  
and truck believed missing in the strait 
connecting Tjom  Island with the main­
land. 30 miles north of Goteborg.

There were no reports of ra n  using 
the 1.700-fool bndge when it was 
rammed by the Libenan-registered. 16.- 
000-ton Star Clipper at 1 27 a m local 
time But the ca n  and truck, traveling in 
night and fog. sped onto the bndge after­
ward and plunged into the water before 
police were able to cordon tt off

"  I saw sis or seven ca n  speeding over 
the edge and falling into the water.” 
Spanish crewman Josto Souto Villa said 
"W e could do nothing "

After the ranuning. police said, the 
ship's crew radioed authorities and main­

land policemen were on the scene in 14 
minutes, setting up a roadblock at one 
end of the bridge A policeman on Tjom  
Island was telephoned at home some 10 
minutes after the accident, but it took 
him 50 minutes to get dressed and drive 
to the site to block the other end. police 
said

The freighter, owned by Norwegian 
Alfr Olsen Line, hit the bndge span 
while apparently being piloted too close 
to the island, coast guard officiaLs said

Police said 25 memben of the 33-man 
crew, all liifharmed. were helicoptered

ashore in the morning Investigaton 
planned to question the pilot and cap­
tain

The $3 6 million bndge. a concrete 
and steel complex, was finished in I960.- 
An average of 12.000 vehicles use it daily.

Experts estimate reconstruction will 
cost up to $12 million and take between 
two arid three years

The worst bndge disaster ever in Swe­
den was the collapse of the Sando Bridge 
in the northern province of Angerman- 
land in 1939. killing 18 workers who were 
building it.

BEIRU T. Lebanon (AP) — A devout 
teen-ager desperate to find Lebanon's 
lost Shiite Moslem leader hijacked a Le­
banese jetliner today and ordered it to 
head for Iran, but he surrendered a short 
time later when the plane landed here, 
authorities reported

The youth, armed with a pistol, had 
threatened to blow up the Middle East 
Airlines Boeing 707 with a hand grenade 
if it did not take him to Tehran It could 
not be immediately learned whether he 
actually had a grenade.

The plane, carrying 72 passengers and 
a crew of nine, was commandeered over 
the Mediterranean some 25 minutes after 
it took off from Beirut airport on a flight 
to Lamaca. Cyprus, in mid-aftemoon. 
Lebanese authorities said s

They said the hijacker. Identified as 
Fuad Hamadeh. a Shiite Moslem from 
the southern Lebanese village of Khirbet 
Slim, told the captain and passengers he 
had taken command of plane in a new at­
tempt to determine the fate of Imam 
Musa Sadr, the spiritual leader of Le­
banese Shiites who disappeared mysteri­
ously more than a year ago on a tnp to 
Libya

Lebanese Shiites have been urging 
Iranian leader Ayatollah Ruhollah 
Khomeini, who heads Iran's Shiite sect, 
to intervene with the Libyans and find 
out what happened to the missing Sadr.

The h ija^ er wanted to go directly to 
Tehran, apparently to appeal personally 
for Khomeini's intervention, but he was 
persuaded to allow the plane to land 
back in Beirut for refueling, authonties 
said

After it touched down here. Lebanese 
Cqmmunications Minister Butros Harb 
negotiated with the youth via the control 
tower radio, and within an hour he 
agreed to give up the plane and his hos­
tages. an airport spokesrrun said He said 
most of the passengers were Lebanese 

It was the second time in lour months 
that a jetliner had been hijacked by Le­
banese seeking to learn Sadr's fate The 
takeover of an Italian jet last September 
ended peacefully when the hijackers re­
leased the passengen in Rome and flew

with the crew to Tehran
After Sadr disappeared 14 months ago 

on a trip to Libya. Lebanese Shiites ac­
cused Libyan leader Col Moamnur 
Khadafy's regime of impnsoning him 
But Libyan authorities have insisted the 
52-year-old imam had left Libya by plane 
one week after his arrival in the Libyan 
capital of Tripoli. i

Airport officials said the hijacker told 
the pilot he belonged to a Shiite group 
that calls itself "Sons of the South" and 
that he hoped to get Iranian Shiite reli­
gious leaders to help the Lebanese re­
claim their spintual head from Libya 

The Shiite sect, a minority in the .Mos­
lem world as a whole, is dominant in 
both Iran and Lebanon. Sadr had studied 
in Iranian theological schods and was re­

garded by some as a potential rival to the 
religious leadership of the 79-year-old 
Khomeini

Southern Lebanon has a predomi­
nantly Shiite population

Voice of Lebanon, the radio of the 
right-wing Christian Phalangist Party 
here, said the hijacker also asked for the 
stationing of the Lebanese army through­
out Lebanon, especully in the south

McCartney To Remain In Custody
TOKYO (AP) -  Ex-Beatle Paul 

.McCartney is to remain in custody for up 
to 10 days, and if no decision is reached 
to free him or charge him with mari­
juana possession, he might (ace up to 10 
more days in jail, officials said

The Tokyo District Court granted a 
request from the Tokyo Prosecutor s Off­
ice today to hold McCartney lor up to 10 
more days for questioning.

A spokesman for the prosecutor s off­
ice said MiC'artney would remain in cus­
tody until a decision is made on whether 
to make formal charges or free him.

He said a decision might come before 
the 10 days was up. but that hi.< oflice 
could ask for another today detention if 
the investigation was not complete 

However, the spokesman said that

even if charges are brought, a magistrate 
could then approve bail for the 37-year- 
old ruck star.

That would permit him to leave the 
country since there is no provision in J a ­
panese taw restricting the travel of bailed 
suspects

Some Japanese news reports said it 
was likely he would be expelled without 
lacing formal charges

Four Killed In Bomb Explosions
LONDON (AP) — Bombs exploded in 

Northern Ireland and London, killing 
three Irishmen and a young Arab There 
was speculation that the explosions were 
premature and the bombers were among 
the victims.

Three persons were killed during the 
rush hour Thursday evening when an in- 
cendury bomb gutted two cars of a com­
muter tram outside BelfasL Officials said 
two of the dead were believed to be 
members of the Irish Republican Army- 
on their way to explode the bomb in Bel­
fast's central railway station 

'  Elarlier in the day. a bomb exploded 
in a fifth-floor room of London s 702- 
room Mount Royal Hotel, killing a 22- 
year-old Arab student from the Persian 
Gulf sheikdom of Bahrain and injunng 
three other persons

The BBC reported a telephone caller 
in Beirut said the hotel bomb was intend­
ed by a Palestinian organization for Isra­
eli intelligence agents in London. Scot­
land Yard said the dead man. Mo­
hammed Soltani. was very close to the 
bomb when it exploded, but the Yard did 
not know yet whether he was assembling
It

Five hours later another bomb ex­
ploded in the rubble

The tram explosion and a series of

other blasts m Northern Ireland raised 
fears of a new IRA bbtz.

Passengers, many injured and some 
with clothing ablaze, leaped from the 
tram and scrambled up an embankment 
Five persons were hospitalued. two of 
them with serious bums

"There was no warning These people 
had no chance. " said a Bntish army 
spokesman

The IRA. fighting a guerrilla war to 
unite Northern Ireland with the Irish R e­
public. usually telephones warnings of 
bomb plants The absence of warning in 
this case supported the theory that the 
blast was premature and the bombers 
were among the victims

Within half an hour two other bombs 
exploded m Belfast stations, but no one 
was hurt Bombs in Dungannon and Nel- 
leek damaged a car firm, a hotel and a 
number of other businesses. No mjunes

were reported
The three tram deaths raised the 

year's toll m Northern Ireland to 13 and 
the total for 10'i  years of political-reli­
gious warfare to 2.007

Police said it was too early to tell if 
the London hotel bomb blast signaled a 
resumption of Arab terronsm in the Bri­
tish capital

The last attack occured in August 
1978. when gunmen attacked a bus carry­
ing a plane crew of E l Al. the Israeli air­
line A stewardess and one of the gun­
men were killed. Earlier that year a 
spokesman for (he Palestine Liberation 
Organization was murdered by two gun­
men; two Syrian embassy officials were 
blown up m their car and the former pre­
mier of Iraq. Gen. Abdul al Naif, was as­
sassinated m Park Lane, not far from the 
scene of Thursday's bombing

Since the 200-mile limit was imposed. 
Amencan fishermen alone have the run 
of the Georges Bank, which Crestin 
terms "the mother lode "

In recent years, the Soviets have come 
in far below their allocauons and have 
conremraied more and more in the Pa­
cific Nonhwest and thtP fngid Gulf of 
Alaska They didn't even shown up this 
year for the Atlanuc winter season that 
began Jan 1

In 1979. they were allocated MO.OOO 
meinc tons of fish from American coast­
al zones of which 72.000 could come 
from the East Coast They actually 
caught only 286.000 Ions, including a 
meager 4.500 from eastern waters

The president's decision on cutting 
bat k the allocations as a result of the Af­
ghanistan invasion has brought Soviet 
fishing in Amencan waters to a virtual 
halt A few ships that already had ob­
tained permits continue to f i^  in the 
Gulf of Alaska

The fleets now plug away beyond the 
200-mile limits of Afnca or South Ameri­
ca in hopes of making up the difference 

The Soviets' U S quota this year was 
435 OOO metric tons, but now will be only 
about 75.000 meinc tons

Nearly the enure haul will be types of 
groundfish I '  S fishermen do not take, 
such as hake and Pacific pollock Much 
of the catch would have gone directly to 
the Russian market place or to their for­
eign markets Such fish are not marketed 
in the United States and U S fishing 
boats do not handle them

Not a single pound is sold in the 
U S . not one ounce." said Crestin

The only Americans directly hurt by 
the presidenual cutoff are a hiandful of 
Pacific fishermen who participate in so- 
i-alled "joint ventures" wnth the Soviets 
The I S trawlers catch the fish and the 
Russian fartorv ships process them

The executive board of the North 
Amerian Academy of Ecumenists made 
up of about 150 Roman Catholic.

C alifornia Town A pproves Tax Increase
HILLSBOROUGH. Calif (APi -  

When taxes were reduced under Proposi­
tion 13 m California, the residents of this 
wealthy San E'rancisco suburb conducted 
a chanty drive to pay for city services. 
This year they decided to just go back to 
taxing themselves more

"It 's  simply a matter of sunival." 
said City Manager Bob Davidson. This 
town, where the average pnee of a home 
IS $500,000. IS one of the wealthiest com­
munities in the nation

Kesidents voted this week under a 
state law that took effect Jan  1 to levy a 
special tax of about $190 on each house­
hold to make up for a $742.000 shortage 
in the $2 7 million budget.

If the tax proposal had failed, David­
son said the community of 9.000. located 
south of San E'rancisco in San Mateo 
County, would have been forced to fire 
23 of 74 employees and would have had 
to reduce services, including police and 
lire protection.

Because the community is laigely res­
idential, and has little commercial tax 
revenue, it was particularly hard hit in 
1978 when Proposition 13 was voted in to 
limit property taxation, Davidson said 

Last year, residents made up for 
shortages with a chanty drive that raised 
$465.000 They sent letters to the towns­
people and received contributions aver-

aging about $50 per man, woman and 
child

But local officials had promised there 
wouldn't be a repeat performance this 
year.

So a heated battle developed with an­
ti-tax forces as a minority The vote for 
approval of the special tax. with a 61 per­
cent turnout, was 2,732 to 914

The vote authorized the tax for five 
years with the option of raising it by $60 
a house if necessary.

Anti-tax forces claimed officials were 
using "scare tactics " in the tax cam­
paign

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Oil Company Announces Plans
For North Sea Drilling Rig

HOUSTON (UPI) — Conoco Inc has 
announced plans for a new lund of petro­
leum drilling! and production platform 
capable of operating in 2,000-foot-deep 
waters, twice as deep as the previous re­
cord

Conoco officials said this week they 
expected the new platform to be operat­
ing in the North Sea in four years.

Officials said the "tension leg plat­
form" in effect will be a floating plat­
form firmly anchored to flexible joints 
on the seafloor by four bundles of three 
il-inch-diameter steel tubes with 3-inch- 
thick walls

The flexible joints and tubular lines — 
the "tension leg s' — eliminate the need 
to solve the expensive engineenng prob­
lem of inflexible legs, currentlv unavaila­
ble taller than the I.OOO-foot-Ull Shell Oil 
Co Cognac platform.

Conoco officials said technology al­
ready had been developed for driving the 
necessary piling in deepwater seafloor to 
anchor the flexible joints to the seabot- 
tom

Although many exploration platforms 
currently are floating, production plat­
forms traditionallv have stood on inflexi­
ble legs planted on the seafloor

SAN ANTONIO (APi -  The federal 

prison work supervisor for two-time Tex­
as gubernatorial candidate Ramsey Mun­
iz has urged the Federal Parole Commis­
sion to release Muniz next month, ac­
cording to a memo released by those who 
want Munc paroled

Harry Reynolds, head of the educa­
tion department at the federal prison in 
.Memphis, Tenn., refused Thursday to 
discuss the Jan  11 memo that included 
his recommendation to the commission 

But Reynolds' memo was made publ­
ic Thursday by the National League of 
United Latin American Citizens, which 
has launched a campaign to have Muniz 
released.

Muniz, a lawyer and one-time Baylor 
Univenity football player, received 214,- 
000 votes in 1972 and 93.(KX) votes in 1974 
as the Raza Unida candidate for gover-

nor He got about six percent of the vote 
in each election in what was the apex for 
Raza Unida in Texas

Muniz was sentenced in 1977 to two 
five-year prison terms after pleading 
guilty to bail jumping and conspiracy to 
smuggle 1.100 pounds of marijuana into 
Texas from Mexico.

" I  can't discuss Muniz' c a K ," Rey­
nolds told *the San Antonio Express in a 
telephone interview "That memo was a 
personal letter, and 1 did not want it re­
leased, so l won t talk about i t . '

In the memo. Reynolds urged the 
commission to favorably consider releas­
ing Muniz when the former candidate 
comes up for parole Feb 11,

" I  have no hesitation in recommend­
ing Mr Muniz for parole at the earliest 
possible date. " Reynolds said in the me­
mo. "Without any hesitation, I would

like him-as a neighbor"
. Keeping Muniz in pnson would serve 

no legal purpose and would be detrimen­
tal to him. Reynolds' memo added

LULAC President Ruben Bonilla said 
he released the memo because he felt it 
wa.s in .Munu best interests.

After being indicted in 1976. Muniz 
fled to Mexico, but officials there deport­
ed him a month later.

A state district judge ruled that Munu 
should be disbarred after his conviction. 
The decision was upheld last year by the 
Texas Supreme Court.

AUSTIN (AP> — Former North Texas 

State Univenity President C C. Nolen, 
who sat silently u  House committee in­
vestigators produced damaging evidence 
against him. says he is “ baffled ' by the 
hearings and has never stolen state mon­
ey

Nolen, who invoked the Fifth Amend­
ment right against self-incrimination 109 
times this week, broke his silence Thurs­
day after the House General Investigat­
ing Committee hearings concluded.

The four days of testimony included 
evidence that complicated financial 
transactions resulted in state money 
being misspent — with some of it wind­
ing up in Nolan's salary supplement

" I  have absolutely nothing to hide." 
said Nolen, reading a prepared statement 
and refusing to answer reporters' ques­
tions

" I  have done nothing wTong. 1 have

not received any money for anything at 
any time other than that which was au 
thorued," he said "Not a d im e"

The investigators, however, submit­
ted evidence alleging Nolen misused pri­
vate foundation money for personal pol­
itical donations, allowed state money to 
be used for attorney's lees for a Denton 
group seeking to start a television sta­
tion. and was involved in other financial 
misdeeds.

Committee counsel Bob Shults»said 
financial records show some of Nolen's 
political donations were reimbursed by 
the pnvate NTSU Educational Founda 
tion. which is baned from political activ­
ity Nolen's income tax returns indicated 
he listed the donations as deductions

The donatioas included gifts to form­
er Gov. Dolph Briscoe. Sen Betty Andu- 
jar. R-Forl Worth, and Rep Charles Ev­
ans. D-Hurst

Nolen also refused to answer ques 
tions about funds raised for a student 
choir trip Some M.(X)0 raised for jh e  trip 
was transferred to the educational foun­
dation for Nolen's salary supplement, ac­
cording to records produced by investiga­
tor Bob Shults

A Nolen memo to another NTSU offi­
cial carried the hand-written message 
"Since (NTSU vice president Johm Cart­
er can find a way to cover mciSt of this we 
will be able to use the funds for the 
salarv supplement '

The former president said he had co- 
operatT>d with investigators throughout 
the inquiry that began in April Nolen 
left his N"rSC post shortly after the in 
quiry began

' This has been a very difficult few 
days for m e." he said

"Ju st three hours before the hearings

began Monday. 1 was advised that I was 
apparently going to be the focal point of 
the hearings, " he said

.Nolen complained he was barred 
from the hearing room, while other wit­
nesses were allowed to slay Shults. who 
presented much of the damaging evid­
ence. was on the committee staff and 
was allowed to remain in the room.

It didn't take long after I testified 
for the first time for my attorneys to de­
termine that I was in the position of 
being an accused.' he said “I'm  really 
baffled bv these prfx-eedings I m hurt 
that allegations are being implied about 
me pe-rsonallv And Tm saddened that a 
cloud IS being cast over the fine reputa­
tion of North Texas State University.

ERWIN Tenn cAPi — The Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission is weakening 
some of Its rules to allow the reopening 
of a defense plant where at least 20 
pounds of weapons-grade uranium is un­
accounted for. offirials say

The commission voted 4-1 in a closed 
meeting this week m Washington to al­
low Nuclear Fuel Sem res Inc to reopen 
the Erwin plant shut down Sept 17 when 
an inventory showed the enriched urani­
um missing

An NRC spokesman said the commis­
sion took the action after Navv and De­
partment of Energy officials said contin­
ued operation of the plant is essential to 
the nation s defense

Nuclear Fuel Services has been fabri­
cating uranium at Erwin since 1956 to 
fuel Naw submannes and ot.her nuclear- 
powered ships Officials would not say 
how much fuel the Naw now has in its 
stockpiles, but Erwin is the only linx be­
tween government enrichment plants 
and the fabricating plants that put urani­
um into final form for Naw use

The vote allowing the plant to reopen 
after new securty measures are imple­
mented followed a recommendation last 
month by some NRC inspectors to re­
voke Its license because present nuclear 
fuel accounting systems are inadequate 

NRC spokesman Ken Clark said the 
plant ran resume production as soon as 
the NRC verifies it has implemented im­
provements in it.s accounting, internal 
controls and physical secunty systems 
He said he had no idea when those mea­
sures would be completed

Wjnle an FBI investigation found no 
evidence the uranium was stolen, Clark 
said, the NRC modified the plant's li­
cense to include requirements for in­
creased surveillance and control over all 
personnel having access to special nucle­
ar matenals as well as improved search 
procedures "

Nuclear Fuel Services officials could 
not be reached for comment

The NRC also said it is adopting “ less 
restrictive' limits on the amount of ura­
nium that can be unaccounted for before It orders a shutdown like the one last 
September

'These new limits .. are considered 
to be representative of the level reasona­
bly achievable for the process,” Clark 
said

The “ less restrictive” standards abol­
ish the 19 8-pound limit on inventory dif­
ferences, requiring instead re-inventory 
if a 60-day review shows an unaccounted 
for loss of more than l.S  percent of the 
matenals processed.

Janie Haggard, whose husband's 
brother was one of three firefighters 
killed while lighting a fire March 15. par­
ticularly was upset by the remark of a vp  
teran police officer who was quoted in a 
story in Thursday's AvalancheUournal as 
saying that “you can train a chimpanzee 
to squirt water if you can get somebody 
to drive him to the fire "

Mrs Haggard said that dunng Ken­
neth Haggard's funeral the church was 
filled with poLce officen who also es­
corted the funeral procession to the cem­
etery

“We felt that the Lubbock Police D e­
partment was very supportive to our firp  
lighten.■'she said

"As a wile of a Lubbock firefighter. I 
have a hard time belies'ing anyone who 
could risk lus life and die in a smoke- 
filled room — so dark you couldn't see 
your hand in front of your face — a lone­
ly death — could be compared to a chim­
panzee." she said

"I always felt that the L F D  and the 
LP D  have been supportive of each other 
My brother-in-law worked hand-in-hand 
with the LP D , Just as my husband does 
now "

"The issue of Lubbock firefighten 
that has come about is an issue that 
should not be questioned.”  she said

“ My husband remained on the fire de­
partment after hu brother's tragic death 
-  simply because of the gift of love to 
protect his fellow man.

“ If each person who feels firefighting 
IS a piece ol cake could spend two or 
three nighu on duty at a fire station and 
feel the lump in your throat and your 
legs shaking — not knowing what you're 
about to walk into and if you're going to 
walk out — would not question what it's 
Korth." she said.

Firefighters’ Issue To Be Decided At Polls
City voten will go to the polls Satur­

day for a special election to determine 
whether local firefighten snll get better 
pay and collective bargaining rights 

The firefighten are seeking a 15 per­
cent pay raise for the city's 197M0 fiscal 
year Since firefighten. along with all 
other city employees, received a 7 per­
cent raise effective Oct. 6, 1979. passage 
of the pay issue would give fire personnel 
an additional I  percent raise retroactive 
to the beginning of the aty's fiscal year.

Opponents of the pay raise measure 
say the 7 percent increase already given 
to firefighten is sufficient and is all the 
city can afford. According to Mayor Dirk 
W «t. the city council set employees' 
cost-of-living raises at 7 percent in order 
to sU y within guidelines esUblished by 
President Carter.

City Manager Larry Cunningham esti­
mates that the additional 8 percent in­
crease sought by firefighten w ill cost the 
city approximately I28S.OOO. "The most 
likely source of new revenue would be an 
increase in the garbage service charge.” 
he said, noting that a $1 incretse in that 
monthly fee could be impleincnted be­
ginning in April.

Cunninghani said that pantiiig  fire ­
men an additional u la iy  Increase would 
be unfair to other d ty  w orfccn. However, 
he noted that granting all empkqrect the 
sam e raise would coat the d ty  about |1  
m illion this year.

The d ty  manager and other d ty  offi­
cials have argued that firefighten a k  
ready receive fa ir compensation for

starting salaries are higher than all but 
four of the state's largest dties," Cun­
ningham said.

During the past six years. Cunningh­
am said, base salaries for the different 
fire department ranks have increased in 
amounts ranging from (7.9 percent to 
more than 110 percent

The Lubbock Firefighters Association 
has taken strong issue with some state­
ments made by d ty  officials concerning 
the pay raise issue

FirWighter spokesman Dick Brigh- 
twell noted that in a year of 18 percent 
inflation lor necessities (14 percent over­
all). dty workers were given "sn  Inade­
quate 7 percent pay Increase."

Bhghtwell said the coundl cut 2 per­
cent from the dty manager's proposed 
city pay raise “ Then, in the ultimate ges­
ture of contempL the council used thst 2 
percent to finance pet projects, such as 
speeding up the development of some d- 
ty parks.” he said

According to Brightwell. the first year 
cost of the raise requested by firefighters 
can be paid for by transferring money 
back out of the coundl's pet projects.

Firefig hten  also have argued that the 
pay for a journeym an fire fl^ te r in  Lub ­
bock com pares poorly irith  the pay re­
ceived by a f ir c ^ t e r  of the sam e rank 
in other Texas d ties. "There are 10 d ties 
paying m ore than Lubbock on an bourly 
basis and nine on a total compensation 
basis,”  Brightw ell said.

•  •  •
The collective bargaining Issue also 

has drasm  strong oppodtion from of­
ficia ls. who claim  that passage of the 
m easure w ill take control of Lubbock's 
F ire  Department out of the hands of the

people who are responsible to local tax- 
payers.

" It is our feeling that the elected city 
council should be responsible (or deter­
mining all city pay scales and benefits, 
because it is the city council that is re­
sponsible for setting the tax rate and oth­
er charges that finance all budgeted ex­
penses." Cunningham said.

The city manager claims that if a ne­
gotiated agreement with the firefighters 
were rejected by the council, a decision 
would he made by an outside arbitration 
board

Cunningham expressed concern about 
the cost of the negotiating process under 
collective bargaining. He said the cost of 
dty staff handling the negotiations could 
range from 820.000 to 840.000 a year.

The possibility of strikes i i  another 
concern for d ty  leaden. Cunningham  
noted that employees in one Texas city 
(Beaum ont) went on strike three yean  
ago because policem en and firem en were 
granted higher pay and benefits.

However, firdfighten m aintain they 
would not strike because calling a strike 
is prohibited under Texas' F ire  and Pol­
ice Em ployee Relations A ct Brightw ell 
said that there has never been a firefigh­
ter strike in Texas and that Lubbock fhe- 
fighten should not be compared to fire­
men who recently went on strike in Kan­
sas C ity, Mo.

Brightw ell daim s that collective bar­
gaining prévenu strikes because griev­
ances can be discussed.

One of the chief grievances that has 
surfaced in the current campaign hat 
been the cotton gloves itiued  to d ty  fire  
p en o m d . Brightw ell and other firtfg h t-

ers claim the gloves are worthless and 
that the dty has refused to listen to their 
complaints

The cotton gloves have become a sym­
bol in the firefighters' campaign for 
collective bargaining Firefighters have 
claimed that the dty's refusal to change 
the type of gloves issued demonstrates d - 
ty officials' unwilhngness to discuss mat­
ters regarding the safety of firemen

However, d ty officiata deny that 
charge West and Cunningham say the 
gloves are ordered by the fire depart­
ment and any complaint about the gloves 
should be handled by management of 
that department

Doctor Claims 
Flood Able 
To Stand Trial

WASHINGTON lAPt -  Rep Daniel 
Flood. D-Pa., suffers from occasional 
memory lapses but should be able to 
stand relrial on federal bribery and con­
spiracy charges, a court-appointed psy­
chologist testified today

.My opinion is that while there is 
some indication of a memory defmt. it is 
not so severe as to render him iFkwdi 
unable to assist counsel.' Dr Eugene C 
Stammeyer testified on the third day of 
Flood s competency hearing m U.S. Dis­
trict Court

Stammeyer. chief psychologist at St. 
Elizabeth s Hospital in Washington said 
the 76-year-old congressman scored in 
the lower end of the supenor intellig­
ence grouping on a ment^ test be took 
Jan  11

Stammeyer. who observed Flood 
wiicn the congressman testified earlier in 
the week, said he was 'impressed with 
the degree of assuranie with which 
Flood spoke

Stammeyer s testimony contrasted 
with the opinion of Dr Mary Reidy. a 
clinical psychologist who testified Thurs­
day that Flood would not be able to testi­
fy a a  urately at a tnal nor help select a 
jury

He just does not have the type of re­
call that IS exact enough to testify at a 
trial, said Dr Reidy. who also observed 
Flood when he took the witness stand 
earlier in the week

Flood's personal physician has admit­
ted under cross-examination that at least 
one drug the congressman was taking

Assistant Secretarv of Agriculture P 
R Smith said the new system will speed 
up marketing by two days and save the 
induslrv 7 to l6 rents per bale — time 
and monev spent when cotton firms 
manuallv punch the classification data 
into their own automated systems

As things stand cotton classers with 
the I'SD.A s Agnrultural Marketing Serv­
ice call out grades and staples'(fiber 
length while another person records the 
information on farmers classification 
' ards

In a small pilot project involving M 
gins said Smith. I'SD.A cotton rlatvsers 
experimented with the electronic equip­
ment in the fall of 1978 in Lubbock After 
a vear of favorable results the protect 
shitted into high gear with the roversion 
of all of the Lubbix^k offices to the new 
machtnerv

I'SDA s move to expand the electron­
ic recording to include all of its classing 
farilties was urged by the .National Cot­
ton Council in a formal resolution in 
June 1979 fn council represents all seg­
ments of the cotton business — from the 
farm to the mill

According to Walsh. America s love 
lor sna< k foods will probably continue its 
growth, and Frito-Lay is looking to re­

Commenting on the changeover in op­
eration of the kxal com handling facili- 
tics and relationships between the firm 
and area growers during the initial year 
of a ns-w program.

One problem area which Walsh indi 
( aled elforts are bs-ing made to alleviate 
IS waiting lines to unload at harvest time 

About the biggest single gripe I 
heard when 1 came here was about hav­
ing to wait in line a long time to unload 
During the past season we changed some 
things here in Hereford and we had very 
few lines We re looking to correct some 
problems in some of our other storage 
areas as well It will cost some money, 
but I feel like by harvest time 1980 we ll 
have things underway to deal with a 
waiting line problem at the Springlake 
facility We don't want frustrated people 
sitting in line It's a hassle, it's costly, 
and none of us need those problems."

But Tamburo did acknowledge that

MSU officials about the AD opening if 
they indeed were interested in acquiring

tion Tamburo added “Like I said. I ha 
ven t been contacted by Dr Mackey 
(Michigan SU te President Cecil) or any 
one from Michigan State. But if the post 
tion were offered, yes.

Tamburo also told Jo e  Falls of the 
Detroit News and Charles Vincent of the 
Detroit Free Press that he would be in­

Tamburo. 49. was an'All-America li­
nebacker at .Michigan State and helped 
the Spartans capture the national cham­
pionship in 19S2 Before coming to Tech. 
Tamburo was athletic director at the 
University of Illinois

Vanderbilt Athletic Director Roy Kra­
mer. who used to coach high school foot­
ball in East Lansing and was also head

cuacly at Central Michigan, former .Mich­
igan State basketball coach Gus Ganakas. 
who IS currently an assistant to the ath­
letic director in charge of public relations 
a t .MSU. and Bill Beardsley, an assistant

Pittsburgh Steeler assistant coaches

H ie jSpartans also had 
just been sla|;>ped with a three-year pro­
bation by the NCAA following a recruit­
ing scandal.

During Rogers' four-years at Michi­
gan State, the Spartans compiled a 24-18- 
2 record.

In 1978. the Spartans posted an 8-3 
overall mark and 7-1 Big Ten record, 
good for a share of the conference title 
with Michigan.

Last season, the Spartans won only

live of their 11 games, although their top 
preseason quarterbacks were both side­
lined with injuries. ^

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo (UPI) 

— Two of the most powerful men in the 
world of amateur sports, Mieving that 
m emben of the Carter admimstration 
have already made up their minds to boy­
cott the Moscow Olympics, will try to 
talk them out of it today

Armed with philos^hical arguments 
as well as the byiasn of the Intematloaal 
Olympic Committee, Robert Kane and 
F  Don Miller plan to meet this after­
noon with presidential aides in Washing­
ton.

Kane, president of the U.S. Olympic 
Committee, and Miller, the organiu- 
tion's executive director, were expected 
to contend that President Carter has no 
•nthority to enact boycott because the 
IOC charter specifies no political leader 
can make such a decision

Before leaving for Washington Thurs- 
day Miller also left open the possibility 
the USOC might ignore a boycott order

Credit Fraud 
Hit Swimming

El'GE.NK, Ore, i.AI’ i — I'niversity of 
Oregon Athletic Director John Caine has 
itmiirmed that the school s phony aca­
demic credits si'andal has spread to the 
university s swimming program

Caine said diver Jim  Skoglund re­
ceived credit for a course at Pacific 
Christian (.ollege in Fullerton Calif al­
though he did no work in the class

I aine .said Skoglund. a junior, did nut 
need the course to mainuin hcs eligibili­
ty However the Oregon athletic director 
sgid Oregon swim Coach Richard 
Schleicher paid Skoglund s tuition for the 
California course although the diver re­
paid his coach a day later

The coa» h s payment of the tuition is 
ah apparent violation of NCAA rules and 
could result in Skoglund losing his eligi­
bility. Caine said

I don t understand why he took it. 
Came said of the course He had the 
necessary hours of credit Maybe he was 
intending to bank the credit for future 
use

The athletic director said he first 
heard about Skoglund s course Wednes­
day night and confirmed it Thursday 
morning

The bogus credib scandal had been 
confined to the Cniversity of Oregon 
football program until Thursday s revela­
tion Four players on the football squad 
have admitted receiving credit for an ex­
tension course offerred by Ottawa L'm- 
versity of Kamsas at Van Nuys. C a lif. al­
though they did no work in the class 

Caine said another Oregon swim team 
member Jim  .\vey also was enrolled in 
the Pacific Christian course but dropped 
out of the university last fall

Karlier this w e^  University of Ore­
gon Pri-sident W illiam Boyd antXHinced 
the appointment of law professor Peter 
Swan to conduct an internal investigation 
into the phony credits scandal

Miller expretsed diuppointment that 
neither he nor any member of his staff 
had been consulted during i  week of 
pronouncements by administration offi­
cials who publicly discussed the possibili­
ty of a boycott

The most serious of those statements 
came from Secretary of State Cyrus 
Vance, backed up by the President, that 
unless Soviet troops were removed from 
Afghanistan by mid-February, a boycott 
would be called.

I would urge caution and re­
straint, he said "The timing of this (the 
administration's pronouncements) could 
not have come at a more critical time

"There is no question in my mind that 
we need to make a self-sacrifice and be 
solidified in an effective manner which 
will impress the Soviet Union and its sat 
ellites However. I have to question if the 
Olympic movement is an effective tool 
lor that m easure'

Miller had previously said he wanted 
a chance to discuss the issue personally 
with administration officials before they 
announced a decision

I hope we are given the opportunity 
to inform the decision makers of the 
shqrt and long range Implications and the 
impact, not only on our athletes of the 
current generation, but the impart on fu­
ture generations

" I  share the feeling that if the United 
States does not participate, and is sup­
ported by the Western world, that it will 
be the demise of the current Olympic 
movement "

HARRISBURG (AP) -  When under­

world figure Anthony "B ie  Tony" Ciulla 
rame to Pennsylvania to fix horse races, 
according to federal prosecutors, he 
found a competitive spirit

There were several individuals 
around the Pocono Downs race track 
who demanded a part of his action, the 
prosecution contended Thursday as it 
opened its case in a federal conspiracy 
trial

Thirteen men are accused in a scheme 
to fix 1974 thoroughbred races at Pocono 
Downs, located near Wilkes-Barre 

Opening comments focused on Ciulla, 
a convicted race fixer from Massachu­
setts who switched sides and has ap­
peared as a prosecution witness in sever­
al states.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Judith Dob- 
kin said Ciulla will testify about how he 
started fixing races at Pocono Downs aft­
er bribing track steward Thomas Smith, 
a defendant in the trial.

“The local people (said) that Pocono 
was their territory and they were miffed 
that he was fixing races without their 
participation." she told the jury

She identified the local people as Jo ­
seph "Detroit Jo e "  Sciandra of West 
Pittston. Angelo Bufalino of Pittston. 
Angelo Son of Wyoming. Pa., and Nicho-

AAU Refuses 
To Call Off 
BoxingTour

W ASHINGTON (APi — The Amateur 
Athletic Union has turned down a State 
Department request to cancel an exhibi­
tion involving Soviet and American box­
ers scheduled to take place n  the Soviet 
Union next week. U S  oificials - said 
Thursday night

The department had made the re­
quest as part of a series of administration 
moves to reduce U S -Soviet ties in the 
wake of the Russian military interven­
tion in Afghanistan

The I-os Angelc-s Times, which first 
reported the story, quoted AAU spokes­
man Pete Cava as saying. "W ere  in 
sports, not politics, strange as that may 
seem to some people in ths day in age ' 

Don Hull, the AAU s executive direc­
tor of boxing, said at he. home in Cres- 
skill. ,N J  that State Department had in- 
di( ated the possibility that visas for Sovi­
et track athletes due here next Tuesday 
would not be granted

That s the same day our boxers will 
go to Russia. Hull .said ' The Soviets al­
ready have issued visas to our men. so 
there IS no problem from our end

A U S official, wto asked not to be 
identified, said the State fheparlment did 
not ac< ept the AAU rejection as final and 
that further attempts would be made to 
persaude it tochangeits mind

He said, howeve*. that the admiius- 
tration probably woild not try to prevent 
the boxers from inatcing the trip by lift­
ing their pas.sports He said the adminis­
tration finds such acivity distasteful 

In ree-ent years. :he United States and 
the Soviet Union have hosted a number 
of exhibitions invoVing boxers from the 
two countries

Over the past two weeks, the adminis­
tration has retaliated against the Sov iet 
intervention in Akihanistan by imposing 
a partial embargo on gram exports to the 
Soviet I ’nion. restricting Soviet fishing 
activities in Aitk-riian waters, limiting 
air travel betwi-vn the two countries and 
cutting back on diplomatic ties

The administration also has been 
making soundings of other Western coun­
tries about the possibility of boycotting 
the summer Olympic Games in .Moscow 
or of transferrrng the Games to a West­
ern country

were sent to the board.

once gave money to Ciulla at an airport 
The government's opening witness 

was FIm er Arthur Johnson, general 
manager of the Shamrock Raring Asso­
ciation. which conducts the thorough­
bred races at Pocono Downs

Johnson said he and other association 
officials contacted the state Horse Rac­
ing Commission in the summer of 1974 
and asked for an investigation.

"W e observed what we call unusual 
betting," he said.

While defense objections prevented 
Johnson from going into detail, he indi­
cated there were many large bets sud­
denly being placed on long-shot horses 
while similar bets were not placed on fa­
vored horses

Since tracks calculate payoffs on the 
basis of such betting. Johnson said there

were sometimes peculiar winnings 
After one race in August 1974. he said, 

fans rioted when $70 payoffs were posted

on bets that normally would bring $200 to 
$S00. apparently because of the unusual 
betting patterns

To rate 435 House members and 100 
senators, the private conservative organi-

zation examined House votes on 32 issues 
and 26 Senate votes.

The votes included such issues as im­
plementation of the Panama Canal treat­
ies, the defense budget, creation of an 
Energy Mobilization Board, imposition 
of an oil-industry windfall profits tax.

ment. the congressional pay raise and the

Iowa Campaign Reactions Vary
DES MOLNES, Iowa (UPI) -  Suz­

anne Klein was munching on a sandwich 
at Babe s, a popular downtown eatery, 
when the vice president of the United 
States walked up and shook her hand.

“ Hi, good to see you," Walter Mon­
dale said to the stunned 23-year-old.

Miss Klein, a political Independent, 
smiled and laughed at Mondale walked 
on through the restaurant and out to a 
limousine waiting to whisk him to the 
airport

The motorcade had drawn a imall 
crowd. But many noontime worfcen 
walked by without giving the vice presi­
dent a second thought.

Motorcades — especially Mondale's 
— have become almort commonplace In 
Iowa these days, ferrying presidential 
candidates from one appearance to an­
other in advance of Iowa's precinct cau­
cuses nest Monday.

Some campaign manage» worried 
about over-exposure as the race (or the 
cacuses enterH  Its final stage. They were 
concerned lowaiu had had their (ill of 
politicians, campaigns and reporten.

For more than a year, Iowa has 
served as a polibcal proving ground lor 
organizational techniques, positions on 
Issues and campaign styles.

The impact on lowans varies widely.
“ I can't understand what the big deal 

is ."  groused laborer Harry Schmidt as he 
sipped a beer in a Council Blulls tavern. 
“ They re spending millions of bucks 
flying around this slate and going on TV 
and lor what? To have the dam n^ hard­
est job In the whole world. They've got to 
be crazy "

Across town. Bill Burks had a dilter- 
enl view He had heard first lady Roaa- 
lynn Carter. Later in the week, he will go 
see Sen Edward Kennedy. Burks u a R e­
publican

“ This hat all been an incredible op­
portunity for the people of this state," he 
said ‘ We've had a chance to see most of

these guys in action early In another 
couple of months, some of them proba­
bly won't even still be in the ra c e "  

Indeed, m addition to being a (111^0- 
rlal boon to air charter rompames. car- 
rental agencies, hotels, restaurants and 
b a » , the Iowa campaign has provided 
some unique political opportuniUes.

A poll last month — taken before the 
onset of a massive media blitz — showed 
more than one out of every five regis­
tered Iowa vote»  had been contacted by 
at le u t one political campaign In recent 
weeks, some have been contacted as 
many as five times.

During evening prime-time television, 
there is an almost continuous barrage of 
political advertising. At times, the spots 
run back-to-back, blending into a blur of 
slogns, rhetoric and jingles

Political leaden report the campaign

has heightened political interest among 
lowans that is likely to spill over into 
greater involvement in parly a ifa in  long 
after the campaign has moved on to New 
liampshire

“ I think it's neat what's happening 
here," said a West Oes Moines house­
wife. “ I see people asking questions and 
getting involved (or the fin t time in 
yean It's healthy"

Not everyone has become wrapped up 
in the fervor of the campaign.

LOS A.NGELES (APi -  On the day 

he bctame NBC's new chief program­
mer. Brandon Tartikoff had this to say 
about his company's product

With the stage of our growth now. 
we can do TV shows that are of quality ‘

It IS a familiar theme at NBC. the 
company line, if you will, and it seemed 
natural to hear it from Tartikoff on the 
day that he became one of the most im­
portant men in network television

But he continued, and what he said 
next was worth a listen

"Quality IS what people want The 
signs are all over: rejection of the exploi­
tation movies of the week, rejection of 
the standard half-hour comedy form 
Since we re the underdog, we have an op­
portunity to do that (inject quality into 
prime timei now."

There is significance in Tartikoff's 
identifying what is not "quality ' televi­
sion. namely, the "kidvid" comedies and 
bouncy fluff that has passed for drama 
these past several yean The stuff, in 
other words, that one Fred Silverman is 
credited with perfecting, and thus, 
blamed lor proliferating

When Silverman was a chief program­
mer, at ABC, the network became No. 1

NKW YORK lUPIi -  The Western 
drama, which rode off into the television 
sunset several seasons ago. may be mak­
ing a comeback

In an earlier television age. you 
I'ouldn't switch channels without rutting 
somebody off at the pass Now there's a 
new attempt to bring back the Western, 
with CBS trying and failing with "Young 
Maverick." then trying again Saturday- 
with The Chisholms "

Interest in the form hasn't died, as 
Metromedia Producers Corp proved by 
svndicating a two-part, four-hour mini- 
series called "Wild T im es" The show, 
based on the book by Bnan Garfield, will 
be seen in most major markets during 
late January and February, according to 
star Sam Elliott.

Elliott plays Hugh Cardiff, America's 
first wild west show impresario in the 
fictionalued story of a sharpshooter, buf- 
f.ilo hunter. Indian fighter and fugitive 
from the law who is glamorized by a

The ideal situation for an actor is when 
he ran put on a costume and get into the 
character and Westerns are good for 
that "
, Elliott thinks Westerns have been 

shot down by the cycles that Hit Holly­
wood as regularly as spnng follows win­
ter

"When I got to Los Angeles (he hails 
from Sacramento. C a lif) everybody was 
saying how the Western was passe Peo­
ple in Hollywood thought there was no 
more market for them I don't agree I 
think they died out because Hollywood 
stopped making good ones

Then they became very expensive to 
make At one point, in the heyday of the 
Western. Hollywood was very full of 
cowboys and horses and rolling stock. 
They all drifted off and disappeared 
when Hollywood stopped making West­
erns. and that's made the Western more 
expensive ”

"In  spite of the price. I sell quite a 
few ," he says, adding. " I  use one-half

pound. 90 percent-lean beef on a kaiser
roll."

The sign above the kitchen door says. 
"Fam ous French Farmers Omelet With 
Bacon. Onions and Potatoes — $3. With 
Caviar -  $12. With Truffles -  $18 35 "

When asked if he really had any of 
those delicacies, Johnston dug out a 
large supply of truffles, the hard-to-find 
fungi.

As Johnston — well-trained in the art 
of cooking — skillfully flips an omelet, 
it's obvious the only grease to be found in 
his kitchen would be a fine culinary mix­
ture of butter and olive oil.

Johnston owns one of the five busi­
nesses in town. Orogrande also has two 
gas stations, a rock shop (rocks v e  plen­
tiful), and an office for the justice of the 
pea^e.

"A no-growth community." says 
Johnston. " I  ran a head count a couple of 
times and came up with svith 89 residents 
— 40 water connections."

The former Dallas restaurant opera­
tor and gourmet food importer moved to 
Ruidoso "to  get away from the crowd "  
When Ruidoso. population 2.216. became

too much for Johnston, he moved to this 
barren spot.

"N ot too barren." he reminds, noting 
he IS the self-appointed park ranger for 
"Orogrande National Forest."

The forest is a single cottonwood tree 
along the 30-mile stretch between Oro­
grande and El Paso

After a border patrolman was forced 
to land his crippled plane on a road here 
last spring, the aircraft was parked at the 
gas station.

Johnston immediately erected signs 
dubbing the area "Orogrande Interna­
tional Airport"

Johnston looks around his tiny, plant- 
filled cafe and jokes. " I  just cook whatev­
er I run over on my way to work ” He ad­
mits he follows the cooking philosophy of 
the late French chef Auguste Escoffier. 
He explains the method:

"Take the best materials you can find 
and cook them as simply as you can.

"Y ou need the smallest possible 
menu to please the largest number of 
people. If you offer 35 items on a menu, 
everything can't be fresh. A good way to 
tell poor food is by counting the items on 
the menu "

Mike Douglas 
To Leave 
TV Talk Show

HOLLYWOOD (AP) -  Mike Douglas, 
host of a popular syndicated television 
talk show for 18 years, is being replaced, 
the show's producers say.

The announcement by Group W Pro­
ductions followed reports that negotia­
tions with Douglas over a new contract 
were foundering Douglas' current con­
tra, t expires in June

\  spokesman for Group W said "The 
Mike Douglas Show " — syndicated on 
153 stations nationwide — has "been 
doing very well, but for a long-range 
commitment into the '80s it was felt the 
avatlability of John Davidson and his in­
terest in doing a show for a number of 
years was a deciding factor "

Industry sources connected with sta­
tions that carry the show said some had 
been pressuring Group W to find a 
younger host because Douglas' loyal au- 
dietK-e was "growing old with him." The 
New York Times reported

Neither Douglas. 54. nor his manager 
( ould be reached lor comment

Davidson's name came up two weeks 
ago in another replacement that made 
headlines — the firing of 65-year-old Bert 
Parks as emcee of the Miss America Pag­
eant However, pageant officials ruled 
Davidson out as a replacement for Parks 

Do'jglas was called "Philadelphia's 
adopted son" by the Philadelphia Bulle­
tin in 1978 when it became apparent he 
would leave the city lor the West Coast 
to attract guests His show, which origi­
nated in Philadelphia for 13 years, was 
the last national show taped there

The Group W spokesman did not re­
veal terms of Davidson's contract. Doug­
las. whose real name is Dowd, reportedly 
was paid $2 2 milUon a year, making him 
one of the highest-paid performers on 
television

Douglas will continue taping shows 
through the end of June when "The John 
Davidson Show " will take over, the 
spokesman said

Michael Lynne Douglas lawy-er. said 
the entertainer's manager had met with 
other syndicators to create a new show 
for Douglas
