Rev. Don Root, pas 
tor officiated. Mr. Dameron was 
the brother-in-law of Mrs. Clyde 
D. Wright, of Silverton.

Mr. Dameron, who was serv­
ing his third term as mayor and 
who hod been a leader in the 
. ommunity for 40 years, died Sun 
day night in Deaf Smith County 
Hospital. He was !S years old.

He was 13 when he came to 
Hereford with his family in 1000. 
He attended the old Panhandle 
t'hruitian College here, later stud­
ied law at Washington and Lee 
University and the University of 
Texas He was president of the 
debate .society at Washington and 
!.ee.

He was a student at the Uni­
versity of Texas when he was 
appointed Deaf Smith county at­
torney to fill a vacancy. In later 
vears he was elected county 
judge and he held this office at 
the time the county hospital was 
built in the early 1920’s'.

Mr. Dameron w'as the first sec- 
r-eUry-treasurer of the Deaf 
Smith County Registered Here­
ford Breeders Association and at 
•no time was a member of the 

vtate board of the association. He 
:iad. for many years, maintained 
ne of the outstanding registered 

neards in the county.
It was for community service, 

nowever. that Mr Dameron was 
best known. He had served three 
times as president of the Here­
ford Chamber of Commerce, 
.ind during his terms as mayor, 
some of the greatest strides of 
progress in the history of the 
city were taken. Community ser­
vices were extended to outlaying 
areas, a paving program was ear­
ned out and Hereford parks were 
improved.

Early in his administration as 
•nayor, he pointed out the need 
for a home rule charter, a form 
of government approved only re 
•erdly by Hereford voters.

His aim as mayor and in a 
variety of other activities was to 
make the town "one our children 
will be proud to live in.’"

He backed his theory with 
practice, as chairman of the Boy 
Scout Court of Honor, vice-pre­
sident of the Llano Estacado 
Council and promoter of the 
Camp Fire program here.

■Mayor Damerson was named 
Hereford’s “ Man of the Year" 
in 1941>. The honor is conferred 
by the Lions Club and prv^ented 
at the :mnual chamber of com­
merce bancfuet in recognition of
