In the first place, there are no
benefits from labor unions if dne
subtracts the material and spiritual
harm they do to their fellow work-
ers to the temporary advantage
some union men get from a closed
shop option that prevents an in-
dividual from making an individu-
al bargain,

Labor unions do not add to the
total wages of the workers, If we
| had a free market that was not in-
| terfered wish by labor unions or
by the_government, the wages of
workers would be from 50 to 100
per cent higher than they are when
jabor unions deny competition and
get class législation passed that
discriminates against the non-union
worker.
| It all workers were members
{ of labor unions, the total wages of
| workers could only be a fraction
of what they are at present when
only about one-third or one-fourth
of ¢he workers belong to labor
unions. The reason for this is that
labor unjons violate moral lawws
Remember the Great Teacher said:
“Seek ye first the kingdom of
Heaven and its righteousness and
all these things will be added un-
to you."" If the labor unions’ con-
tention is right that they material-
ly benefit workers, then Jesus
Christ was in error. And when Jes-
us referred to the Kingdom of
| Heaven and its righteousness He
was referring to the laws embodied
in the Commandments and
| Golden Rule. And labor unions cer-
tainly

the Commandments
and the Golden Rule because“they
| covet the right to make a bargain
| for those who want to make in-
dividual bargains. If the labor
unions’ contention is right that
the individual has no inalienable
right to make a bargain, then we
can only determine value by major-
ity or the theory that might
makes right, Then Slate Socialism
is rizht, And labor unions weaken
the character of their members be-
cause they will not make a bind-
ing contract that makes them re-
| sponsible., All they ask Is a spe-
| cial privilege that they can work
if they want to and that the em-
ployer must employ them in pref-
erence to anyone else, if he em-
ployes labor. And when men want
rights to work without responsibili-

violate

ty they become lazy drones. They
| then become a law unto them-
| selves. Then they deny other

people’'s equal rights with them
Let those men who believe that
wages should be established by the
threats of strikes rather than on a
‘frco market basis answer how the
value of labor should be arrived at
| if all men are not permitted to help
| establish values, That is, if we do
| not use the competitive way of es-
| tablishing wages, If employes are
not selected on the rule of compe-
| tition — the workers who will do
|the most for the compensation
paid — are they to be selected on
a non-competitive rule? By lot? By
seniority? By the worker's fleeds?
By rotation? By force or intimida-
tion? By the government? Or by
labor unions? Otherwise, by what
measurable, impersonal, eternal
rule are they to be selected?

And it the government the
labor unions are to establish the
wage, by what impersonal rule are
they to determine what wages
should be established so that all

And sinee labor unions prevent
wa from going up as fast as
they would on a free market basis,

then it follows that labor union
members are the “‘free riders’’ and
not the emploves who w t to
establish individual bargains, be-

cause invariably they can make a
better contract as individuals be-
cause of their superiority than the
union will permif them to make.
Remember the labor unions have
so fooled the public that under a
labor union econtract the employ-
er cannot raise an individual work-
ers’'s wages without the consent of
the labor union. Nor can be reduce
an individual's wages so0 that he
can sell the production of the
worker without a loss and still
employ the worker without the

consent of the union. In other
words, the individual has no in-
alienable right to sell the fruits

| of his labor to the world's highest
bider.
