A WJekly Program Planning ahd
Business Meeting : The Training Union
problems are weekly. They must be
tackled and solved weekly. A monthly
program planning and business meet-
ing will not get the desired results.
Training Unions that grow face their
problems frankly and try to solve
them weekly.

Two All-Membership Training
Schools ‘Are Conducted Every Year:
A pastor said: “We have two Training
Union schools every year. In the fall
we major on methods and Steward-
ship. In the spring we major on
soul-winning and missions, A methods
class for leaders, sponsors and work-
ers meets one night every week.

The seven-point formula or program
given above is one that is being fol-
lowed by churches where the Train-
ing Union is having its most rapid
growth. We sincerely hope that the
pastors, educational directors, Train-
ing Union directors and officers will
seriously study this program| We be-
lieve that the Training Union ought to
grow. We further believe that it will
grow in any church that follows a
program similar to this one.
