Road Projects 
Are Slated For 

Knox County
in Knox county the following 

described roads are hereby des 
ignoted as farm-to-market roads, 
subject to the concurrence of the 
Public Hoads Administration and 
subject to the condition that 
Knox county will furnish all re- 
quir«*d right of-way free of cost to 
the state:

From end of tarm-to market 
road 267 at Gilliland, west to road 
intersection, a distance of appro­
ximately 3 miles.

From State highway 222. east 
of Knox City, north to Sunset 
school and east to State highway 
222. a distance of approximately 
2.3 miles.

From U. S. h i g h w a y  82, 1.5 
miles west of Baylor county line, 
south to road intersection, a dis 
tance of approximately 3 miles.

Upon fulfillment of conditions, 
the state highway engineer is dir 
ected to proceed with plans for 
construction at an estimated cost 
of $72,300, and to assume the 
roads for maintenance upon com 
pletion of construction.

BACK DOOR TO 1A LI/ED MEDICINE

In a strongly worded resolution, unanimously 
passed at its recent convention in Akron, the As 
soctalion of American Physicians and Surgeons 
urged medical schools to refuse Federal aid. on the 
grounds that it would often the back door to socia 
lized medicine.

The Association fully recognizes the need ol 
more money for medical schools in these days ol 
high costs. But It believes funds should be raised 
by campaigns among private sources.

There is certainly plenty of justification for 
the fear that Federal financial support ol medical 
schools could be the prelude to socialized medi­
cine Once the government gets a financial stake 
in any enterprise, it ti-nds to dominate it more and 
more The bureaucrats in charge are always ex 
ceedlngly zealous in advancing their own preroga­
tives and powers. And he who holds the purse­
strings is usually able to call the tune.

The Association of Physicians and Surgeons 
is combating socialized medicine for two specific 
reasons First it believes it would result in In 
ferior medical care Secondly. It would have an ex 
ceedlngly damaging effect on the national econ 
omy New Zealand, for instance, is now spending 
4*> per cent of all government revenue on it soc 
lalized medicine scheme and It still has deficits 
and It hasn't been able to deliver all the promised 
Federal ftnhenefits The resolution pointing to the 
dangers inherent in Federal financial domination 
of medical schools is exceedingly timely.

Veterans who have appoint 
ments for services authorized by 
the Veterans Administration are 
urged to appear at the appointed 
time.

VA said veterans should make 
every effort to keep their medical | 
or dental examinations at the' 
time specified. These examina
• ions are set on a regular sche 
dule. When a veteran fails to ap 
pear, he wastes not only the time 
of VA personnel preparing to 
give the examination or treat­
ment, but prevents them from re 
scheduling some other veteran 
for that period.

Broken appointments also re 
suit in unnecessary delays in med 
leal and dental care to all veter- 
ans of the surrounding area and 
reduce« the number of veterans 
who can be served by VA.

If an appointment cannot be 
kept, VA should be notified in 
advance.

Questions And Answers
Q. While living in Canada. I 

converted my National Service 
Life Insurance to a permanent 
plan. Now I learn that because 
of Canadian currency controls, I 
cannot send enough money out of 
the country to cover my prem 
iums. What can 1 do about this?

A. There have been a number 
of similar cases. You should con 
tact the currency control office 
of the country in which you now 1 
reside, and if you cannot make a 
satisfactory arrangement, y o u  
should go to the nearest U. S. con 
sulate and explain your problem

Q. I am a World War II veter 
an and would like to know if my 
wife is entitled to V’A hospitaliza 
tion?

A. If she is an exservice » 1 1  
man she will he entitled to iios 
pitalization in her own right, hut 
being the wife of a veteran will 
not of itself make la-i eligible for 
VA hospitalization.

Q After my discharge from 
World War 11. 1 surrendered my 
SlO.tlOO National Service Life In 
surance converted polk-y tor the 
cash value. I have le enlisted and 
want insurance again. Am I eligi 
ble?

A. Yes. Application foi a new 
NSL1 policy may be made w hile 
you are in active service.

Q. I have a service-connected 
disability rated at 20 percent. Am 
I entitled to an Increase because 
of dependents’

A. No. Your disability must be 
rated tiO percent or more before 
additional compensation for de­
pendents is payable.

We believe this community is 
badly in need of dairy cattle, and 
we hope a dairy heifer project 
similar to those sponsored by oth­
er towns, can be started here.
