(Continued from last week.)
Fredericksburg.

From several visits extending 
through a number of years the 
writer came to be familiar with 
the chief points of interest in and 
around that quaint old city. It 
lies on the Rappahannock and was 
the storm-center of some of the 
most stubborn fighting of the war.
We are not going to enter into a 
general history of the campaign 
which culminated in Burnside’9 
receiving a most disastrous and 
inglorious defeat, but we shall 
concern ourselves with a few of 
the most prominent incidents of 
that tight. Those points near and 
around the old town from which 
General Î ee operated, and dis- 
plaved that marvelous genius for 
strategy, are very much as they 
were in December, 1862, the date 
of the battle. North of the river 
are Stafford Heights, on which 
Burnside bad massed 125,000 men 
and 150 of the finest long range 
guns available. On the south side 
the main points were Marye’s Hill 
and Lee's Hill. They are to-day 
very much as they were left after 
that bloody repulse of Burnside’s 
men. At the base of Marye’s 
Hill is the road bordered by a 
stone wall, behind which lay 
Cobbs Brigade of Georgians,
2,000 strong. Burnside was re­
solved to capture it. He was in 
the belfry of the Court House on 
the north side o f the river, and 
watched charge after charge 
against that stone fence fail. He 
sent in seven brigades in seven 
distinct attempts to take Marye’s 
Hill and saw them all mowed 
down by the Georgians behind the 
stone fence, and the grape and 
canister from sixteen batteries all 
located to converge on the plain 
between Marye's Hill and the 
river. The field was literally 
covered with dead and wounded, 
and still the tragitf effort went on.
The charge of Pickett at Gettys­
burg is historic, but cannot be 
said to surpass that of Meagher’s 
Irish Brigade on Marye’s Hill at 
Fredericksburg.

There was nothing finer, more 
desperate and heroic at Balaclava 
or elsewhere. Six of the brigades 
had been slaughtered in efforts to 
get to that stone wall at the foot 
of Marye’s Hill. In tragic sequence 
each had done its best and failed.
Between the town and the fence 
was a level stretch of 200 yards.
Meagher’s Brigade of irishmen 
was the last to try. Tlray swing 
out in splendid style, each one 
wearing on his lappel a sprig of 
arborvitie to represent the sham­
rock. They halt for a minute to 
redress their lines and then there 
was a shout of “ Erin go bragh,” 
and the fierce onset begins. Six 
other brigades bad swept across 
this death trap and failed.
Meagher’s brigade remembering 
the failures are stimulated to 
heroic effort. The wounded on 
the ground from the other charges 
yell to the Irishmen to go back, j tunity ror destroy 
that they cannot take the- hill ami' the Potomac he thought had come, 
actually catch Meagher’ s men by and be wanted to do it that night

at these valiant fellows stood 
transfixed on their feet by the 
gallantry of these men from 
“ Ould Ireland,”  und felt, that 
they deserved to succeed and win 
those heights. But when that 
blue line in their impetuous onset 
got within fifty steps of that same 
wall before which six other 
brigades had gone down, then 
there came one grand, blinding, 
deafening flash and roar from
2.000 muskets, and with it that 
wild, weird, blood-curdling rebel 
yell and it was all over with the
2.000 Irishmen of Meagher’s 
Brigade. This was the last effort 
to take those Heights, and there 
lay ou that level stretch of ground
5.000 dead and nearly as many 
wounded, and all because one man 
occupied a piece of ground which 
another wanted.

Some very amusing things 
happen on a battlefield, and the 
serious character of the work does 
not seem to restrain men bent on 
fun. In front of Jackson there 
had been some very hard fighting, 
Hood’s division had been ordered 
to drive the enemy back to the 
river, and in his' division there 
were two regiments of fresh re­
cruits, just in from North Carolina. 
They had been entered on the roll 
as the 54th and 57th N. C. In the 
movement Hood was ordered to 
make, these two regiments from 
North Carolina were ordered to 
charge the enemy, and they went 
at those Yankees with all the vim 
of veterans, and they did cot want 
to stop and did not stop till Hood 
himself rode up and halted them. 
Then they became very indignant 
because they hod been baited and 
grumbled for quite a while. As 
they returned from the pursuit 
some of them said: “ Durn ole 
Hood, anyhow! he jes’ didn’t have 
no business ter stop us when we 
uns was ah-whipping the durn 
blue-bellies ter hell and back, 
and if we uns hadder bin you 
Texicans, he’d never a done it.”  
It was at Fredericksburg that 
two Texans captured twenty 
prisoners down in this same 
stretch where there had been such 
slaughter. The prisoners were 
German and were easily picked 
up. When they were delivered1 
to the officer in command, the 
question was asked as to how it 
had been managed. The Con­
federate said “ that he and his
Eartner had surrounded them, but 

is partner bad been killed and he 
had to deliver them alone.”

One of the grandest pictures
Eresented during the war must 

ave been on the plain between 
Fredericksbuig and the several 
hills in the rear occupied by Lee, 
Jackson, and Longstreet, when 
Burnside led his entire command 
of 125,000 out from the city after 
crossing. From Lee’s Hill, Lee 
and bis staff could see all the 
points of attack. Occasionally 
Longstreet would attempt to 
entertain those around by banter­
ing Jackson. And when that 
splendid array came in sight on 
the river level, Longstreet called 
out: “ Jackson, what are you 
going to do with all those people 
over there.”  “ Sir,”  said Jackson, 
we will give them the bayonet; 
that is what I propose to do.”  
After the day’s fight was over, 
Jackson had an idea that Burnside 
would make an attempt to take 
his army across the river and thus 
escape. The time and the oppor- 

for destroying the army of

the trouser legs and try to save 
them from certain death. But 
nothing can stop this dauntless 
whirlwind of blue as it shouts and 
sweeps across this level field. The 
impetuous onrush comes then to 
within fifty steps of the Hill. 
Burnside from the belfry is 
thrilled by the spectacle and feels 
that at last the Hill was bis; Lee 
from bis point of observation 
witnesses tnc same gallant deed 
and is depressed at the prospect 
of its success. All who looked on

and thus end the war. He 
made all his arrangements for a 
night assault, even to tying around 
the arm of each one of his men a 
yard of white cloth so as to be 
able to identify them. But Lee 
thought Burnside would be in the 
same place on the morrow and 
countermanded Jackson’s plan. 
Burnside did iust wbat Jackson 
had anticipated and crossed over 
at night, and it was all done so 
quietly that not a sound was heard. 
- After Fredericksburg, Hood’s

and Pickett’s divisions went to 
Suffolk, and on their way South 
they stopped at Richmond for two 
or three days. This was a great 
recreation to the men of these two 
divisions. As they marched along 
the streets it was a matter of utter 
impossibility to keep the men in 
line; saloons, ice cream parlors, 
confectionery stores commanded 
the keenest attention of nearly 
every man. When the guards 
made an effort to arrest anvone 
they were greeted with the jeers 
and jibes of a regiment. It so 
happened one night that a regi­
ment of Hood’s brigade was 
sauntering at a leisurely step up 
Broad Street, quite a number of 
whom had been qualifying them 
selves to pass on the comparative 
attractions of mint-julep and 
apple-toddy. In [lassing a theatre 
on Broad Street, a company of 
these men noticed citizens passing 
into a brilliantly - illuminated 
buihfing. Not possessing the 
necessary means for purchasing 
tickets, they decided to enter and 
take seats. They were not so 
“ many seas over”  as not to be 
able to distinguish the pit, dress 
circle, boxes, etc.; they tiled in 
and seated themselves in the pit. 
This part of the tboatre was 
packed in a few minutes. The 
lights shone with a dazzling 
radiance from polished gun barrels 
and also lighted up the bronzed 
features of the battle scarred 
veterans. The play for the even­
ing was a melonrama, ahd called 
“ The Virginia Cavalier.”  It was 
o f a military character, and the 
staging for displaying the scenes 
was elaborate and gorgeous in its 
fullest details, showing the lines 
o f fortifications, the moat, port­
holes, frowning guns in battery, 
flag flying, bristling bayonets, 
pacing sentinels, a lake of water, 
and other accessories of a fortified 
place to be assaulted and fought 
over. As a full moon shed its 
mellow radiance on the lake, the 
trysting hour arrives, the en­
rapturing notes of a bugle are 
heatd, and just then a beautiful 
girl in a boat glides over the lake. 
She sits in the boat and drinks in 
the sweet sound as keenly as Ellen 
Douglas does when she yearns for 
the sound of Fitz James’ trumpet 
to break the sweet hour’s stillness. 
The lover appears and is the 
cavalier of the drama, and comes 
to say farewell before going to 
the war. The parting words, the 
affectionate embraces, the last 
lingering looks were thrilling, 
and all very real to these bard- 
visaged veterans. As the play 
unfolded itseif and they followed 
the changing fortunes o f the hero, 
these Texans sat there like statues. 
In the last scene the groupings on 
the stage were vividly real and 
the effect striking. There is the 
fort with all the parts, parapets, 
town, rifle-pits, glistening bayo­
nets, Yankee soldiers, and “ Old 
Glory”  floating over all, banging 
from its staff and breathing 
defiance from every fold. In 
front of it all a Dutch soldier 
strode back and forth. He was a 
veritable German recruit, so fresh 
and raw as to suggest that he was 
one of Blenker’s Division. Over 
in Mosby’ s principality, composed 
of the counties of Fauquier and 
Loudon, this division o f Blenker’s 
in their zeal for plunder permitted 
nothing to escape their eyes or 
hands in attic or basement. They 
were so raw and fresh and stupid 
that, as the writer was told by 
those who had suffered from their 
depredations, they rummaged the 
basements of their homes and 
gathered in everything. They 
even carried off the soft soap 
stored in barrels in the cellars of 
their homes. They would run 
their hands into it and holding 
them up with the semi-fluid soap 
dripping from them would eat it 
ravenously, and cry out “ it is 
hooney, hooney— goot hooney.”  
This same division, by the way, 
Blenker’s, was cooking and cavort 
ing generally in a field when

Jackson in his flank movement 
struck Howard’s corps in the 
Wilderness and stampeded them. 
And it was one of the same crowd 
of raw, uncouth Germans who 
said: “ You ask me why 1 sked­
addle when Schackson struck us. 
We skedaddle because all htdl 
broke loose all round us.”  This 
diversion is thrown in to give a 
dash o f spice to the narrative. 
The staging showed this raw 
German parading in front of the 
place to be attacked. All around 
the breastworks the guard’s com­
panions were in all stages of rest 
and refreshment. Some were 
cooking, some making coffee, 
some smoking and yawning, some 
at card-playing—their guns and 
other accoutrements hanging or 
stacked up. The impression pro­
duced on these Texas soldiers, un­
sophisticated and uiatter-of fact in 
their views ot things was electric. 
Everything on the stage represent­
ing a battle pending was set up with 
marvelous exactness and fidelity to 
details. Everything was so life­
like and real, the entire piesenta- 
tion was so typical of other scenes 
through whiob they had gone, 
that they began to sniff battle at 
once. They fancied they could 
hear shells screaming, “ Wherc-are- 
you,”  “ Where are vou,”  and the 
minnies singing, “ Zip-I havegot- 
you,”  etc., and their eyes began 
to gleam with excitement, their 
nostrils to swell, and their hands 
to unconsciously grasp the stock 
of their guns more firmly.

The play goes on; guards change 
and those relieved began to cook 
their meal; the audience begins to 
smell the aroma of boiling coffee; 
the crackers are being toasted on 
the coals, and slices of bacon are 
spitted bv a ramrod and sizzled 
over the fire, and thus the soldiers 
around the fort pass their time 
and the drama rolls on, the ren­
dition becoming more and more 
life-like to a grand culmination. 
All at once there is an explosion 
like the crack of a whip, and then 
another and another in rapid 
succession. The guards around
the fort seize tfieir guns, the
officers order the men to come 
inside of the works and in they 
rush. The acting is so thrilli 
that the Texas boys rise to their 
feet mechanically. They are on 
the battlefield once more: Gaines’ 
Mill, Fredericksburg or other. 
They forgot that all this was 
dramatic—that it was all mimic

warfare, and they were standing, 
as a score of times before, waiting 
for the wqi*fi “ to charge.”  In the 
distance on the huge stage a rebel 
scout is reconnoitering the fort; 
he retires and returns with several 
sharpshooters. Hood’s men began 
to get restless, murmurs are heard 
and their eyes begin to blaze. 
Then the rebel storming column 
comes up; they dress their lines 
and fix bayonets. The Sturs and 
Bars flaunt proudly in the air, and 
the supreme moment has come. 
Suddenly a report is heard and 
something like a shell bursts over 
the fort. There follows a scream 
from feminine lips. The faces of 
the Texans become fixed. The 
rebel stormers are ordered to 
charge and they spring to their 
task. A rattling volley meets 
them; some fall, the others reach 
the fort. The cannons explode, 
the line staggers and they reel and 
fall back. Through the smoke 
the Union flag can be seen flyiag. 
The rebols rally and climb the 
parapet. A hand to hand fight 
ensues; cold steel meets oold steel.

After getting 
the Texans back to their seats and 
quiet, and the light turned on 
again, the manager then came to 
the front of the stage and in a 
short speech said that in the whole 
course of his theatrical career he 
had never received so high a com­
pliment, and that he considered it 
a tribute to the splendid staging or 
mounting of the piece.

Mr. Slinks and Read Bands.
In the last issue will be found a 

communication from our esteemed 
citizen, R. C. Spinks, in opposition 
to the proposed issue of bonds for 
road improvement. After careful 
consideration of the arguments of 
Mr. Spinks against the bond issue, 
we are convinced that they are 
without merit, and that it is the 
duty of our people to vote for the 
bonds at the'approaching election 
to be held on the 21st inst. Let us 
notice some of the reasons assigned 
by Mr. Spinks for opposing the 
bond issue. His first reason is 
“because I do not wish to put a 
mortgage on my homestead.” So 
he calls taxation a mortgage on his 
homestead. Well, Mr. Spinks, if 
this is true, you are too late. The 
State has already put a mortgage 
on your homestead. Your home­
stead not being exempt from tax­
ation, it will continue to pay its 
share of taxes for the support of 
the government, and its share of 
taxes to retire outstanding bonds 
now owing by the county. This 
should illustrate the fallacy of 
calling a bond issue a mortgage.

No other investment will yield such 
large returns. Every wagon load of 
produce that passes over that road 
gets a return from that payment of 
interest. At the least calculation 
the capacity of the team is doubled. 
One half of the labor and time for 
man and beast are saved by good 
roads. What does this represent 
in money value? It makes the 
hundred dollars per mile paid in 
interest seem insignificant. The 
effect upon the whole country would 
be almost magical. Our Road Dis­
trict would almost immediately 
be transformed into a solid farm. 
People would flock into our midst. 
Land values would enhance five­
fold, perhaps ten-fold. Our dream 
of a fully-developed country would 
rapidly be realized.

Now what does Mr. Spinks offer 
as a substitute for this ? Listen: 
“Place a head tax on every man 
from 21 to 50; place a graded 
vehicle tax and raise the road and 
bridge tax to supply the needed 
funds.” But we thought that Mr. 
Spinks was opposed to a mortgage on 
his homestead. He not only proposes 
to mortgage his homestead, but his 
vehicle and his head. It does 
require taxation to have good roads 
and the best way to get them now 
is to issue bonds, and thus dis­
tribute the burden among all who 
will be benefited by the construc­
tion of the roads as far as possible. 
We get the good roads now. We 
will pay our part of the cost and 
leave the new-comer and the late­
comer to share in the expense. 
Another generation will take its 
part of the burden, and we will not 
grieve over the fact that the bond­
holder gets the interest, for the bond­
holder will probably be the Perma­
nent School Fund, and our children 
will draw the dividends in better 
schools and better education.

Mr. Spinks also suggests a mass 
meeting and the formulation of 
good, business-like, Special Road 
Law. We are advised that our 
representative has already proposed 
such a law, and it will soon be the 
law if it has not already been 
enacted.

We believe that when calmly 
viewed, the objections of Mr. Spinks 
will vanish like mist before the 
rising sun. The need for good roads 
is so important and so urgent that 
it becomes a matter of patriotism to 
secure them. The people of this 
Road District are confronted with a 
responsibility and an opportunity 
that it would be criminal to neglect. 
Let us vote the road bonds and give 
our country an uplift that will prove 
a lasting blessing to ourselves and 
our posterity.

Good Roads Committee.

The second reason assigned for 
opposing the bonds is because “I do 
not wish to put $150,000 on the 
road and $300,000 in the bond­
holder’s pockets.” This we regard 
as an appeal to ignorance and 
prejudice. The fact that these 
bonds will run for twenty years or 
forty years, and that a large amount 
of interest will be paid during that 
time, does not make them differ 
from any other kind of bonds. In 
other words, if Mr. Spinks’ argument 
is good in this case, then it is 
equally efficacious as an argument 
against bond issues for any purpose. 
What does such reasoning lead to ? 
It would mean the end of pll 
progress. If this argument is 
tenable, then it would mean that 
we snail have no more Court Houses, 
no more jails, no more City Halls, 
no more paved streets, for ail of 
these indispensable improvements 
are the result of bond issues. To 
follow Mr. Spinks would lead us 
back to the dark ages and settle us 
down permanently into a condition 
of semi-barbarism. The plan of 
erecting great improvements, with 
money raised by the sale of bonds, 
is the approved method of this age 
of progress. Every argument that 
he advances against this bond issue 
would apply with equal force against 
any bond issue that has been or 
will be proposed. His argument 
that there will be a large amount 
of interest to pay would be ludicrous 
if it were not meant so seriously: 
Of course there will be five per cent, 
per annum interest to pay on the 
bonds, but it is not money wasted. 
We get value received. In fact we 
pay five per cent interest on the 
money and we get many fold in 
substantial returns. For illustra­
tion, say that a permanent, first- 
class road will cost two thousand 
dollars per mile. The interest on 
this will be one hundred dollars per 
year. That is a good investment.

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TROOPS IN BOTH CAMPS
SECURE RATIONS FOR FOUR 

MONTHS’ STAY.

GIVES W AR -LIKE SPECTACLE
Scout Cruiser Salem and Over a Thou­

sand Officers and Men Now 
at Galveston.

San Antonio, Tex.—Now that the 
real reasons for the mobilization of 
troops In Texas and along the Mex­
ican border seem to have been made 
known through the medium of dis­
patches from Washington the army 
connections at Fort Sara Houston, 
where the largest concentration camps 
will be located, are watching with In­
terest the result of the war depart­
ment’s effort to effectively concentrate 
the troops at a given point in a short 
space of time. So far the results are 
gratifying to the army officers located 
at San Antonio, and it is believed that 
the movement will be complimentary 
to the army as a whole.

The troops which have arrived were 
the Seventeenth Infantry, Colonel Van 
Orsdale commanding, from Fort Mc­
Pherson, Georgia; the Kleventh Caval­
ry, Colonel James Parke rcommattding, 
from Fort Oglethrope, Georgia, and 
Company D of the signal corps from 
Fort Leavenworth, Lieutenant Sebriag 
C. McGill, commanding.

Within seventy-two hours after the 
orders to mobilize at Fort San Houston 
were given the Seventeenth Infantry, 
stationed at Fort McPherson, Ga., was 
in camp at Fort Sam Houston, Tex.

To accomplish this movement an en­
tire regiment of infantry, with com­
missary wagons and mules, and ten 
days’ rations, band and all field equip­
ment belonging to that body of troops 
was moved 1,400 miles across half 
dozen states and over several different 
lines ef railways.

The actual movement consumed only 
forty-three hours. The orders to mobil­
ize at Fort Sam Houston were received 
at Fort McPherson on Monday after­
noon.

It was not until Tuesday afternoon 
that the railroad company had supplied 
sufficient baggage ears. The regiment 
arrived at San Antonio on Thursday 
evening, consuming forty-three hours 
including all Btops. Colonel Van Ors- 
dals, commanding the regiment, states 
that he could have arrived eleven 
hours sooner with his men by running 
ahead of his transportation and camp 
equipment, but he desired to arrive 
at his destination In proper condition 
to go into catnp.

One of the significant developments 
is the orders by Colonel Clem, chief 
quartermaster, to secure supplies for 
10,000 men for four months. Tills Is 
regarded as conclusive evidence that 
the troops will be In Texas or that 
San Antonio will remain as the base 
of supplies for that number of men at 
lenal four months.

Contracts were awarded for a large 
aidount of commissary supplies.

Galveston, Tex.—Developments in 
the great war game which is being car­
ried on partly through Forts Crockett, 
San Jacinto and Travis, located at Gal­
veston Island, were the arrival and an­
choring of the scout cruiser Salem, 

*the arrival of a number of additional 
companies of coast artillery, the arriv­
al of brigadier General A. L. Mills, 
and the establishment of the regiment­
al staff

The companies that arrived Satur­
day were the Fifth, the Ninety-ninth 
and the One Hundred and Seventieth 
of Fort Morgan. The officers are Cap­
tain H. K. Taylor of the Seventy-fifth, 
Captain Charles L. Lanham of the 
Ninety-ninth and Captain M. M. Mills 
of the One Hundred and Seventieth. 
The three lieutenants are Nathan Ho- 
w lu, Lieutenant Warren Bell and 
Lieutenant H. 8. Hemingway. Three 
other lieutenants who were absent 
from th& company and will Join their 
<ouimands later are First Lieutenant 
A. J. Cooper, First Lieutenant Gardner 
and Second Lieutenant K. H. Smith. 
Two more companies from Fort Baran- 
aca«, Pensacola, the Fifteenth and the 
Twenty-fifth arrived in camp, making 
a total of six of the twelve companies 
necessary to complete the first regi- 
uient. A special train of two sections, 
consisting of seventeen cars, one sleep­
er, six day coaches, four box cars, two 
slock and two flat cars, brought the 
troops und their equipment to the city. 
Later th r e e  more companies arrived at 
Fort C r o c k e t t  being companies Seven­
ty-second, Seventy fourth and Ono 
Fort Shumen, Captains C. C. Burt, C. 
II. Smith and \V. C. Murray In com­
mand.

MARINE ENGINEER?

An occupation within the 
reach of any boy with a liking 
for machinery and sufficient 
ambition and perseverance to 
make himself master of It— It 
demands a long and faithful ap­
prenticeship, but the outcome is 
most satisfactory— How a bright 
and energetic boy of 14 may be­
come head of a big engineering 
department before he is middle- 
aged.

HEN you made that long 
delayed trip to Europe you 
perhaps noticed, when 
sauntering about the deck, 
a trim, strong looking man 
In blue coat, with the 

words "Chief Engineer" on the front 
of his cap. He was apparently a man 
without work to do; for he strolled 
about the deck sunning himself, occa­
sionally stopping to exchange a word 
with a passenger, and evidently didn't 
have a care or responsibility in the 
world. And he was only about thirty- 
five or forty.

And yet that same man was one of 
the most alert on board; for on him di­
rectly rested the strain of getting the 
huge vessel across the seas on sched­
ule time and with due regard to tho 
safety of the passengers. The rumble 
of the engines six or eight stories be­
low was tv. familiar to blm as the 
tones of your boy's voice, nnd was 
noted constantly.

It Is a fine occupation, that of mar­
ine enginer, and one that offers almost 
unlimited opportunities for advance­
ment to ‘.be young man possessing 
ambition and energy. Aa In all other 
occupations, there are many who do 
not appear to get ahead very far; but 
the rewards are adequate for the one 
who works and studies to increase his 
efficiency.

Yes. your boy can be a marine en­
gineer It la simply up to hint to get 
at It, no matter what his age or edu­
cation, so long as he Is at least four­
teen or fifteen and Is In good health.

8trangely enough, the best way to 
make the start. If one has high am­
bitions, Is not In a vessel at all, but in 
a machine shop. To be sure, the logi­
cal way would seem to be to get a ]ob 
as fireman on a tug or ferry boat or 
other small craft and so work up, and 
many have begun In that very way; 
but a full knowledge of machinery 
must be attained somehow before the 
worker can get very high, and It Is 
difficult to do bo In any other place 
than where the machinery Is made 
and put together. Your boy Is looking 
at the end rather than the means, and 
prefers getting as much experience ns 
he can before, at 21, he.takes his ex­
amination for engineer. (Under gov­
ernment regulations he must be of age 
before be can do this.)

So, a! the age of 14 or 15, he goes to 
the foreman of a shipbuilding or re­
pair plant and applies for a Job. When 
lie gets It he will be nothing, for a 
time, hut a machinist s helper, and 
will do only the most ordinary kinds 
of manual labor, such as wiping off 
pieces of steel for the machinists, run­
ning errands, carrying things, etc., 
nnd will be paid only $3.50 or $4 a 
week

After a while he begins to get ac­
quainted with the different tools In

use at the shop, learns what they are 
used for and' how they are operated, 
and In course of a few months will be 
doing some of the less Important 
work of the regular engineer. And so 
he goes on advancing In capability and 
pay until, at the end of the fourth 
year, he will be earning $9 or $10 
w eekly.

This completes hls period of appren­
ticeship, and he Is a full-fledged Jour­
neyman machinist, entitled to $3 or $4 
a day. Now, he should not go at 
once to a vessel expecting to make 
an engineer, but instead should re­
main In the machinist's trade, for two 
or three years more to gain experi­
ence. Furthermore, it will be better 
for him to go to other shipyards and 
work, so as to become acquainted 
with the different methods of con­
structing engines, boilers, etc. In this 
way he will broaden hls knowledge 
until he can meet any mechanical 
emergency that Is likely to occur.

By the time he Is 21 or thereabouts 
he should go to the chief engineer of 
some steam vessel and ask for a job 
h s  fireman., water tender, or oiler, to 
gain the practical experience aboard 
ship. Under Uncle Sam's regulations 
he must have a year of this work be 
fore he Is qualified to take the exam­
ination for third assistant engineer.

Of course, he passes the test given 
him by the local government Inspector 

j of boilers, and Is then ready for hls 
! first regular Job at engineering. Hls 
1 pay at once expands from the $45 a 
j month and board he received as oiler 
to $70 or $85. also with board, and he 
stands one of the regular watches of 
four hours. Engineers work four hours 
and have eight off in regular service. 
He alsd helps at making repairs to 
tho machinery and watches tha 
pumps, dynamos, etc.

A year of this, and he may take the 
examination for second assistant en 
glneer, at $80 to $115 a month, and 
this work will be a little more Im­
portant. particularly as he has had 
the great advantage of a thorough 
mechanical training. Perhaps he will 
have charge of the boiler room and 
moat of the ordinary repairing on his 
own Initiative.

At the end of that year he Is quail 
fled to be examined for first assistant, 
who drawn $90 to $125 a month. This, 
of course. Is the most Important job 
In the engineering department, next to 
the chief himself; for the first assist 
nnt Is really the acting chief when the 
tatter Is away, and has the handling of 
the men and the overhauling o f ma­
chinery.

After a year as first assistant, yottr 
boy will be qualified to take the final 
examination for chief engineer, and. 
as far as regulations are concerned, 
will be eligible to take entire charge 
of the engine department of any 
American steam vessel In the mer­
chant marine. The pay of chief Is 
generally from $135 to $175 a month 
and board.

However, would be almost un 
heard of for so young a chief to be 
given one of the large Atlantic liners, 
Fven though he might be competent; 
for there must first be a vacancy, and 

rflvr«enlority rule obtains pretty gen 
ifM llf. There are chiefs on liners In 
\helf early 30s, and one of the Inrge 
companies has as superintending en­
gineer on shore a man of only 35.

The next step (s to this positic.n of 
superintending engineer, who Is chief 
of the engine departments of all ves­
sels on the line. He Is consulted by

the vessel mints as to all important
repairs and alterations In machinery, 
the installation of new equipment and 
Is the compai)) s bigln hi uuthoiity or 
all matters In this branch of .the bust 
ness. Hls pay when first appointed I. 
usually about 50 per cent more (hat 
he received as elilef; but he b ss ic 
pay his own living expenses ashore, 
which lessens the difference to that 
extent.

Advancement beyond that point 
esta entirely upon your boy's capa 

billty. In many Instances, almost In 
numerable ones, these marine engl 
neers have gone into special work a* 
consulting engineers and have recelv 
ed high positions In .shipbuilding 
plants, some of them earning very 
large salaries. The writer knows one 
who was taken from a liner on the 
Pacific ocean and made head of the 
engineering department of the largest 
Iron works and shipbuilding plant on 
the Pacific coast.

This particular young man (he was 
under 35 when he received this ad­
vancement) was not exceptionally brll 
Hunt naturally; but he was a hard 
worker and didn't neglect a single op­
portunity during all the 15 or 20 years 
of hls work to learn anything and 
everything he could about all phases 
of engineering. He studied at odd 
hqurs and evenings, took up several 
special courses of study that he could 
work at sights and when off duty, and. 
In short, made his work hls pleasure 
and had a real joy In accomplishment.

Generally about the time one takes 
hls first examination before the gov­
ernment he becomes a member of the 
Marine Engineers' Beneficial Associa­
tion, composed entirely of marine en­
gineers, which gives him a test and 
certifies as to hls capability when he 
applies to ^incle Sam. The advantage 
of this Is that he Is thus endorsed by 
men of experience and standing, who 
know what he has done and how cap- 
nble he Is, and this indorsement 
counts for a great deal.

Auatin,"T<sx.—Governor Colquitt Sat­
urday wrote his veto messages Nob. 
7, 6 and 0.

No. 7 disapprove! tbe bill to appro­
priate 1150,000 to eatabliah a cotton' 
baggiog factory at Ruak.

No. 8 disapproves the bill to extend 
the scholastic term three years, mak­
ing the range from 7 to 20 instead of 
from 7 to 17, as at present.

No. 0, the "Lightfoot” bill appropriat 
tng 126,000 to the attorney general’s 
department for the enforcement of 
laws, and authorising the em ploy in g  
of special counsel. This bill sought 
to make these funds subject to use up­
on the approval of the attorney general 
alone, whereas a similar bill passed by 
the thirty-first legislature made the use 
of the funds depend upon me approval 
of the governor and attorney general. 
Governor Colyultt and Attorney Gen­
eral Mgbtfoot have had words, through 
letters, about the matter.

Texas 8enats Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—Fred T. Wilson, chief 

clerk of the house representatives of 
the state of Tennessee, was Invited to 
address the senate Saturday, and re­
sponded happily and briefly. He is vis­
iting Texas during the recess of the 
Tennessee legisature.

Senator Gofer and others offered a 
resolution to amend tbe rules so as to 
require only a majority vote to take up 
house bill No. 146. which locates a nor­
mal at Abilene, Tex.

Senator Hudspeth offered an amend­
ment including senate bill No. 280, 
which is the amendment to tne Inter­
national A Great Northern bill.

The senate had refused to take up 
both bills by the necessary two-thirds 
vote.

Senator Adams, representing Brown- 
wood, opposed the Abilene Normal pro­
position in some vigorous remarks, 
in which he said it was an attempt to 
play politics and waste time lu the 
closing hours of the session.

Bryan Denies Politics.
8enator Bryan was emphatic in re­

plying. He denied playing politics or 
town bopsting, but was representing 
the West and an Immediate section 
which needs a normal. He said the In­
ternational A Great Northern bill may 
be needed, but it is a senate bill and 
the motion to take it up comes to late.

Senator Vaughan said he was in fa­
vor of the normal bill and the resolu­
tion, but why waste time when the 
governor had vetoed the Waco Normal 
bill and was sure to veto this bill.

Senator Bryan moved to table the 
Hudspeth amendment, which motion 
was lost, 14 to 17. The amendmenk 
adding the International A Great Nor­
thern hill was adopted viva voce.*

Senator Vaughan moved to table the 
resolution as amended.

Senator Bryan, as a signer of the 
resolution, spoke in support of the 
amended resolution.

Senator Cofer demanded s division 
of tbe question, the same as was done 
on the Bailey^Culberson resolution sev­
eral days since.

8enator Vaughan withdrew his mo­
tion to table and moved the previous 
question, which was duly seconded.

On direct vote the resolution as 
amended was lost, 9 to 22. Those who 
voted aya were Messrs. Brysn. Gofer. 
Collins, Johnson. Lattlmore, Sturgeon, 
Terrell of Wise, Ward and Warren.

All other members of the senate 
voted no. v.

Governor Vetoes Normal Bill.
Austin, T«?x.—Governor Colquitt’s 

sixth veto message, sent to the senate 
Friday, disapproved the hill providing 
for the establishment of a state normal 
college at Waco. He expressed the be­
lief that another normal is not needed 
at this time, and also said the revenue 
condition was not such as to stand the 
appropriation of |100,000 made by the 
bill.

Later In the day the governor sent 
this additional message:

To the Senate: In vetolug senate 
bill No. 199, providing for the estab­
lishment of the Central Texas Normal 
School, under the conditions named In 
the bill, I committed an error In saying 
that the Mil carried a 8100,000 appro­
priation, which error lregret making 
very much.

1 desire to say, however, that my 
principal objection to the bill la the 
Increase In the expense which a con­
tinual multiplication of these schoola 
entails to the state. 1 see no reason 
why, if this policy ia to continue, gen­
eral provision should be made to ac­
cept any sort of bonus and eatabliah 
a normal school in any town making 
sych a proposition. 1 think It bad pol­
icy for the state to encumber itaelf 
with unnecessary contracts of this 
kind, wbeu, as far as 1 know, there is 
no public demand or necessity for 
same.

Governor's Fourth Veto.
The text of the message follows: 
Governor's Office, March 7, 1911.— 

To the Senate: ’
It api>eara from the statements con­

tained in the caption that one of the 
purposes of the act ia to authorize an 
increase In the bonded Indebtedness of 
the city of Tyler through proper ac­
tion by its city council in the sum of 
150,000 for the erection of a school- 
house. On this account 1 regret very 
much that 1 can not give the bill my 
approval.

■’The city council ahall have the 
right to enact ail necessary ordinances 
to restrain, puniah regulate and control 
licens and locate all houses of prosti­
tution or assignation, and the keepers 
and inmates thereof.”

The foregoing provision of the pro­
poned amendment to the charter of the 
city of Tyler is in direct conflict with 
the provisions of chapter 4 of title 10 
of the penal code, which defines of­
fenses against public morals and pro­
vides penalties for violation of name. 
1 do not think tbe legislature ought to 
confer authority on the city of Tyler 
to Bet aside and by an ordinance annul 
the statutes herein referred to.

For this reason senate bill No. 332 la 
vetoed.
