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ABOLISHING CITY: SLUMS

‘At.a time when the government is urged to spend“
huge 'sums of money to provide jobs for jobless men and |
orders for orderless industries, there is something worth
thinking about in a report made public in Washington the
other day by a sub-committee of President Hoover’s con-
ference on home building and ownership.

o This group proposed that American cities set them-
selves the task of eliminating their slum areas and re-
placing them with neighborhood units—sections in which
single® family houses would be grouped around schools,
churches and recreational centers. :

It urged enactment of state legislation so that large
tracts of land could be bought to accomplish this; and its
chairman, Dr. Joseph H. Pratt of Boston, added:

”Every citizen should have as a background a home
in a neighborhood where there is beauty, convenience and
social opportunity. Somewhere in the education of every
boy and girl stress should be laid on home ownershlp and
its financing and management.”

All of this is a very extensive program—and, like-
wise, a'very expensive one. Except for a few isolated in-
Stances no city has so much as made a start toward it.

Slums still disfigure our cities. The nation still' con-
tains millions of peope who live under conditions that are
appalling—conditions that breed sickness, misery, vice and
crime, ‘year after year. .

Right now a great many people are demanding: that
the federal and state governments appropriate money to
be spent on public works. In many ways these proposals
are perfectly sound. Such action would give many jobless
men jobs. It would stimulate many different lines of busi-
ness.:

But 11' that is to be done-—-—why not start with  this
slum problem? If-the taxpayer is to spend millions to make
work, could here be a better place to start?

The city slumgs cripple democracy. Eradicating them
will be an-exceedingly costly process. Might not the pres-
ent moment-be an admirable time to begin the job?

"UNDERSTANDING THE LAW

The stupid cruelty which can come from unintelli-
gent devotion to the:letter: of the law was never better
illustrated than in the case of that 7- -year- -old California
girl, whom the federal authorities locked in jail for four
days recently because she had stolen letters from boxes
in a village postoffice. '

Of course, tampering with Uncle Sam’s mail is a hein-
ous crime—even though this particular criminal was only
7, and used the stolen letters to' make paper dolls. But
even government employes: are supposed to have a cer-
tain amount of brains.

Alcalde Mayor Was
First in Valley

AUSTIN, Tex. (UP)—Fernandc
de Azcue, alcalde mayor of the villa
de Saltillo in 1665, was the first
white man to set foot in the Lower
Rio Grande valley of Texas, accord-
ing to Prof. Carlos E. Castenedo of
the University of Texas.

The alcalde mayor entered Texas
to chastise some Indians who had
plundered homes at Saltillo, accord-
ing to earliest data on the history
of the Lone Star state.

Prof. Castenedo prepared a paper
for the Catholic Historical Review
recently republished by the Texas
Knights of Columbus, which tends
to prove the earliest missionaries of
“padres’” in Southwest Texas came
not from the south, but the north-
west. {

This first recorded missionary ex-
pedition, the paper declares, began
in 1632 and was sponsored by Fath-!
er Juan de Salas and Fray Diego
de Ortega at Santa Fe, N. M. Fray
Ortega is believed to have penetrat-
ed Texas wildernesses as far as the
Colorado river.

In 1650 a Santa Fe expedition
headed by Capt. Hernan Martin and
