Many ranclwrs will be putting in 
winter pastures such as wheat or 
clover, but many more do not have 
the acreage to do so.

The heavy dew turns Johnson 
Grass seed heads into gorgeous 
jeweled scepters...never mind that 
the Johnson Grass is unwanted, just 
profit from it’s brief spell of beauty.

All the grass sparkles and twinides 
like a fairy dream, and the golden, 
almost liquid sun that pours over the 
horizon turns simple items into 
patterns of artistic interest.

1 New lumber, stacked in piles, 
turns as warm and richly toned as 
the finest furniture. The sky isn’t 
blue yet, but rather a pale gray 
tinged with pink. The clouds that 
have been forming especially the 
thunderheads, glow as if lit from 
within, and the edges are (rften so 
clear-cut and purely white that they 
seem unreal.

Squirrels use this time of the day 
to come down and scamper on the

1 ground, daring anyone or anything to 
bother them as they play. Strangely, 
unlike other times of the year, 
sunrise does not bring birdsong...the 
world is frequently silent except for 
manmade sounds.

Manmade sounds, too, can be 
reassuring. The routine of the milk 
truck rumbling by, the far away 
sound of machinery, the slam of a

™ with the world.’’

And while it may not ALL be right 
with the world, just looking at things 
he^s make up for a lot! Try it, there 
is a reward!

Several county extension agents, 
and the Texas Extension Service 
predict that the hay crop on first 
cuttings was only around fifty per­
cent of the usual amount, and in spite 
of a number of heavy rain storms 
that have provided much needed 
moisture, the outcome of the second 
cutting is uncertain. Without con­
tinuing moisture, or if an early frost
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should strike, the second cutting will 
also be short.

Area ranchers are considering 
culling thd r herds sharply to rid 
themselves of older cattle, scrubby 
calves or moth«- cows that are not 
as productive as they should be. This 
move will provide fewer head to be 
wintered, and reduce their hay 
needs.

With cattle feeds such as range

cubes or similar feeds and mineral 
supplements being expensive, 
feeding cattle through the winter 
without hay may prove unfeasible.

Becaise of the hay shortage many 
highway right of ways, railroad 
beds, or farm to market roads are 
being cut by hay producers in, an 
effort to provide more hay. Although 
unfertilized, and not of the best 
quality, the ranchers seem to have

the attitude that “every little bit 
helps’’, and, indeed, it does.

If ranchers are forced to sell too 
many calves or cows, the cattle 
market will definitely suffer a 
depression. Although this should 
result in lowered meat prices to the 
consumer, in the past prices have not 
dropped. The packers, middlemen^ 
and grocery stores do not pass that

savings along to the consumer.
Those few farmers with excess hay 

to sell can alnwst name their price 
tlus season.

The long term effects of the 
shortage cannot be predicted, but the 
outlook at present points to a long, 
tight winter for ranchers in this area.
