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Commissioner House resigns
Commissioners voted to accept the 

resignation of Pet 3 Commissioner

Group. Rising health care costs are 
leading Crockett County to consider 
health care through a self-funded plan.

A countywide policy for personal 
leave time was discussed at length by 
court members. Bob Denson, admin­
istrator of the hospital and care center, 
explained the system in place there. 
He offered a proposal to reconcile the 
differences between the policy there 
and the remainder of the county.

Action on the matter was tabled.
Commissioners voted to execute

an order establishing an emergency 
management program. The program 
establishes a chain of command in 
case of dire emergency.

A resolution endorsing participa­
tion in the statewide housing assis­
tance program was approved. The 
program provides rent payments to 
landlords for approved persons 
through the Texas Department of 
Housing and Community Affairs.

A resolution was passed to place 
county officials on worker's compen­
sation. These officials are covered, 
but an official resolution must be on 
file. Judge Mayfield explained.

The court also approved $1400 for 
parts for a road department maintainer 
and appointed Lara Sue Baggett to the 
library board.

Guide Victim to Community 
Services
! When the victim asks for advice on 
what she should do, share the informa­
tion you have gathered with her pri­
vately. Let her know she is not alone 
and that caring people are available to 
help her. Encourage her to seek the 
assistance of battered women’s advo­
cates at the local domestic violence 
hotline or program. Assure her that 
^any information she shares with them 
will be kept strictly confidential.

Many battered women first seek 
the advice of marriage counselors, 
psychiatrists, or members of the clergy. 
Not all helping professionals, how­
ever, are fully aware of the special 
circumstances of abused women. If 
the first person she contacts is not 
helpful, she should be encouraged to 
find assistance elsewhere.

Focus on her strengths
Battered women live with emo­

tional as well as physical abuse. Your 
friend is probably continually told by 
the abuser that she is a bad woman, a 
bad wife, and a bad mother. Without 
positive reinforcement from outside 
the home, she may begin to believe 

I she can not do anything right - that 
there really is something wrong with 
her.

Dear Friends,
Greetings in the name of our Lord 

Jesus. So much has happened in the 
few months since our return to Puerto 
Escondido. Life has picked up where 
we left off and has been added to in 
abundance. We want to share a little 
bit of all that is going on.

The home fellowship we have been 
working with has blosscMned. The 
families involved are committed. At 
present we are hosting the main wor­
ship service, children’s church, inter­
cessory prayer and a Thursday night 
Bible study. We also host a women’s 
Bible study one afternoon a week.
“Inglesia Gethsemane”, in Rio Grande 
is sending men each week to help us.
We are still concentrating on disci- 
pleship of those who regularly attend.

We are excited about the doors that 
the Lord is opening to expand the 
training of Nationals a Church lead­
ers. It is our hope to have the initial 
team of three prepared and effective in 
a year. With encouragementand prayer 
these can, in turn, train others. And so 
begins “the domino effect” in Native 
Evangelism.

The children’s home is coming 
along. It is already so different from 
the photograph in the brochure. God 
has truly blessed us. We have been 
working on the entrance to the prop­
erty so that we can get materials on­
site more easily. The land is used as a 
short-cut from one side of the colony 
to the other, so we have a lot of pedes­
trian traffic.

Even with our progress on the 
orphanage, it is sometimes hard not to 
be discouraged, as we have to turn 
away several children due to a lack of 
space. We can build a small house, 
and begin helping these children now, 
if we can raise $16,000, U. S. This is 
a pressing need.

Joel Altstiel is our current short 
term helper. Joel is good with most 
types of construction and is mechani­
cally gifted, as well. He is a big help.

Postoffice announces deadlines 
for overseas holiday mail services

International and military mailing 
deadlines to ensure delivery of airmail 
packages and greetings by Christmas 
have been announced by the local post 
office.

Parcels destined for military per­
sonnel and families can be sent by air 
most economically by Parcel Airlift 
Mail (PAL) and Space Available Mail 
(SAM).

Packages weighing up to 30 pounds 
and measuring 60 inches in combined 
length and girth may be sent to mili­
tary address by PAL. These packages 
are airlifted domestically to a US gate­
way facility, then sent by air on a 
space available basis to an APO (Army 
or Air Force Post Office) or an FPO 
(Reet Post Office) for delivery to the

addressee. The mailer pays only the 
regular domestic parcel post rate to 
the gateway postal center, plus airmail 
postage of 30 cents for parcels weigh­
ing up to two pounds, 60 cents for 2 to
3 pound parcels, 90 cents for 3 to 4 
pounds, and $ 1.20 for those weighing
4 to 30 pounds.

SAM may be used for mailing 
parcels of up to 15 pounds and 60 
inches in combined length and girth to 
military addresses overseas at regular 
parcel post rates. SAM mail is trans­
ported domestically to gateway facili­
ties by surface vehicle, then flown to 
its destination abroad on a space avail­
able basis.

Deadlines are fast approaching for 
sending holiday gifts and greetings 
overseas by surface mail in time for 
Christmas.

Mail that goes abroad by surface 
transportation is less expensive for the 
mailer but, for obvious reasons, takes 
longer to reach its destination. To 
ensure timely delivery, it must be 
deposited much earlier than airmail.

The sooner customers give the 
postoffice their mail for international 

"“destinations, the quicker the postof­
fice can arrange for its transportation 
abroad.

Mailing deadlines for surface over­
seas mail to specific locations are:

Oct.25, Greenland; Nov. 1, Alaska, 
Caribbean, Europe, Far East, Middle 
East, Central America, South Amer­
ica; Nov. 8, Southeast Asia; Nov. 15,

PLANNING ROOM UY-OUTS

The great problem facing 
many people in selecting fur­
niture is trying to visualize how 
the furniture they're consider­
ing will look and fit into the 
room.

One way to do it is to use a 
"template" or graph sheet on 
which you place minature pa­
per cut-outs of the proposed 
furniture pieces drawn to scale.

You can even make your 
own template by drawing 
straight lines in both directions 
on a plain piece of paper one- 
fourth of an inch apart until 
sheet is covered with squares.

Imagine each square to be 
one foot long. Sketch the shape 
and size of your room, showing 
windows, doors, electrical out­
lets, and draw tiny pictures of 
the furniture you're consider­
ing to the scale of 1 foot to each 
quarter inch. An 8-foot sofa 
would be 2 inches long. A 48 
inch table would be 1 inch long, 
etc. Then cut out each piece of 
furniture with scissors. Place 
your furniture cut-outs in your 
room layout.

You can take a set of cray­
ons and color your floors and 
all the other pieces, and youll 
be a good idea of how every­
thing will look together.

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Trustees review construction plans
Robin Hood Forum organized to 
study fall-out of school finance

School architect Ron Barbutti met 
with the Ozona School Board on 
Tuesday, Nov. 12, to discuss and re­
view preliminary plans for the con­
struction of four classrooms at Ozona 
Primary School and the replacement 
of entrance doors at Davidson Gym­
nasium. After discussing the proposed 
plans with Barbutti, the trustees au­
thorized him to include bid specifica­
tions for two types of entrance doors, 
one of which will be selected after the 
process has been completed.

Final plans will be submitted by 
Barbutti in the December board meet­
ing, and if approved, bids on the proj­
ect will go out to contractors in De­

cember, with approval of bids sched­
uled for January. Construction will 
begin in February and will be com­
pleted by Aug. 1.

Mike McDaniels, representative 
from Atlas Piers Company in San 
Antonio, met with the members to 
present a report on the status of several 
classrooms at Ozona JuniOT High 
which are bulging upward and leaving 
high and low areas in the rooms. 
McDaniels reported that the floors 
were floating slabs that were not con­
nected to the foundation at any point 
and that no structural damage existed 
at this time.

McDaniels went on to say that 
information gathered over a period of

time is needed before any solution to 
the problem could be rectxnmended 
with any accuracy. He did recom­
mend that a long-range study of the 
soil at the junitx* high be made to 
determine what might be causing the 
floors to be floating and to determine 
if something could be done to keq) the 
soil from apparently fluctuating be­
neath theflo(M^. Healso recommended 
that floor-level measurementsbe made 
against a benchmark point and at 
numerous other points to determine if 
the floor level is being affected by the 
moisture content of the soil or other 
climate or seascxial changes. No board 
action was taken at the conclusion of 
his report.

During the meeting, the members 
approved SupL Jim Payne’s profes­
sional growth plan for this year, ap­
proved a school budget amendment 
for band travel expenses to Abilene 
and Austin, voted to take bids on the 
purchase of a new school automobile, 
and conducted a school trustee self- 
evaluation and a school board evalu­
ation, the results of which were sub­
mitted to the superintendent.

Assistant Superintendent Ted Cot­
ton gave the trustees a repwt on the 
status of the district and campus im­
provement plans which are required 
annually, but no action was required 
on this item.

Wage garnishment allowed 
on defaulted student loans

Student loan borrowers who de­
fault on payments can now have their 
wages garnished due to an addition to 
the unemployment benefits bill signed 
Nov. 15. Revenue raised through gar­
nishing wages of defaulted student 
loan borrowers is one of the sources 
for funding the extended unemploy­
ment benefits.

The federal provision overrides a 
Texas constitutional prohibition 
against garnishment The new provi­
sion could affect as many as 2^,000 
borrowers in Texas, according to Joe 
McCormick, president of the Texas 
Guaranteed Student Loan Corpora­
tion. TGSLC administers the federal 
Guaranteed StudentLoan Program fw 
the state of Texas.

Agency. The new report, mandated by 
the passage of Senate Bill 1 by the 
Texas Legislature, calls for a com­
parison to be made of each school

The superintendent of Andrews 
Independent School District says that 
legislation passed by the Texas Legis­
lature earlier this year to equalize 
funding among the state’s school 
districts is a failure.

“This is not a rich against poor 
issue. Anyway you cut it the burden 
falls on local taxpayers whether they 
reside in a poor district or a rich dis­
trict,” said James Pennington.

Senate Bill 351 took money from 
districts with higher than average 
property wealth that forced increases 
in local taxes and/or cuts in education 
programs. About 50 of these districts 
have banded together in a group called 
the “Robin Hood forum” to make 
their stand on the school finance is­
sue. Crockett County Cons. CSD is a 
member of the group.

Research being conducted by the 
Robin Hood Forum indicates that 
while the new law has hurt programs 
in the wealthier districts it has not 
significantly helped the poorer dis­
tricts.

“The bottom line is that the state 
of Texas is one again neglecting its 
responsibility to adequately fund 
qudity education,” said Bill Reaves, 
superintendent in Palacios ISD. 
“Nobody is really a winner under this 
plan bemuse it'still fails to deliver a 
sufficient amount of money to poorer 
school districts so they can truly make 
a difference. At the same time, it 
simply levels down higher spending 
schools to a state-imposed standard of 
mediocrity.”

Many of the poor districts that 
received additional money through 
the County Education District (CED)

distribution report that their local 
property taxes have also increased 
with little or no improvement in their 
education program.

The Robin Hood Forum is con­
ducting research to determine the 
comparative impact of the legislation 
on the 50 districts with the least and 
most wealth and will mount an infrx*- 
mation campaign to dispel the myth 
that “taking money from the rich has 
helped the poor.” Preliminary survey 
results underscore the fact that local 
property tax increases and lagging 
state funding overshadow any gains 
poor districts received from newly 
formed CEDs. Results of the findings 
will be released statewide in conjunc­
tion with a new conference in Austin 
as soon as final data is compiled.

“We cannot sit back and allow 
erosion of the quality education that 
we have worked so hard to deliv^ to 
students in our districts,” said Glen 
Rose Superintendent Maricm Czaja, 
who is chairperson of the Litigation 
Group that is spearheading the Robin 
Hood Forum.

“We must infcMTO taxpayers of 
the serious implications of this legis­
lation on the future of education in 
this state. We also will enlist the sup­
port of citizens and business leaders 
to push for a revitalized state commit­
ment to public education,” Czaja said.

Plans are under way for a meet­
ing which will bring together mem­
bers of the business community and 
education leaders from both w ^ th y  
and poor districts which are experi­
encing increased property taxes and 
no improvement in programs.

Package Mailing Tips 
Use a good sturdy cardboard box

Secure the package with filament 
tape. Do not use cellophane tape, 
wrapping paper, twine, or cord.

4 m illion awarded to 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station Research

Scientists at the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station (TAES) have 
been awarded more than $4 million by 
the Texas Higher Education Cpordi- 
nating Board to fund studies in ad­
vanced research and technology.

More than 25 projects will be 
funded at the Experiment Station’s 
facilities in College Station, Lubbock, 
Amarillo and Corpus Christi. Studies 
will include designing enzyme inhib­
itors for emphysema and HIV-virus, 
developing tolerant crops and predict­
ing the ncHthward movement of the 
Africanized honey bee.

The Experiment Station funds were 
part of $60 million awarded to 34 state 
institutions. The Advanced Technol­
ogy Program and Advanced Research 
Program, created by the state legisla­
ture in 1987, is the nation’s largest 
competitive state-supported research 
grant program.

Jimmy Dodd, Experiment Station 
assistant to the director for program 
development, said TAES originally 
submitted 235 proposals. Statewide, 
the coordinating board considered 
more than 2,000 proposals.

In the advanced research category, 
one of the highest grants awarded to 
TAES marks $150,159 for Dr. John 
Mullet, biochemist, and Dr. Darrell 
Rosenow, agronomist, to design crops 
with improved drought tolerance.

Also under advanced research. Dr. 
A. Ian Scott, a biochemist, was funded 
$150,000 to devise enzyme inhibitors 
for emphysema and HIV-virus en­
zymes.

Dr. Merry Makela, an entomolo­
gist, was awarded $187,316 of a 
$235,900 advanced technology grant 
to estimate the norther limitations of 
the Africanized honey bee. Her work 
will be in conjunction with Dr. Merrill 
Sweet II, a Texas A&M University 
biologist who received $48,584 for 
the study.

Naturally occurring chemicals in 
onions will be studied with a $ 164,659 
grant to Dr. Leonard Pike, a horticul­
turist. Pike’s research involves can­
cer inhibitors in onions.

Other funded projects include:
-Expanding markets for Texas 

processed rice products.
-Bioengineering viral genes to fight 

insect-borne plant diseases.
-Using biotechnology to enhance 

natural disease resistance in cattle.
-Manure demand and profits in 

sustainable, environmentally safe 
conservation crop systems.

-The best nutritional and environ­
mental factors for intensive red drum 
fish prcxluction.

-Integrating biological and eco­
nomical models for cotton production 
systems management.

that excess money will be used to 
purchase the calculators for other 
classes.

The calculators will be used in the 
classroom to reinforce rather than 
replace learning skills. They will 
enable the student to concentrate on 
problem solving skills rather than 
computation skills.

“This is a learning venture for the 
kids,’’ stated Ms. Aldridge. ‘The 
school system has not been asked for 
funds for these calculators. Applica­
tion was made to Texas Education

Agency in October for a grant which 
would include purchase of calculators 
should it be accepted. However, the 
students wanted to have a project and 
earn them.’’

Persons wishing to assist the stu­
dents in achieving their goal may bring 
their pennies by the junior high school 
office. Calculators will be purchased 
for other classes within the system 
once the 8th grade goal is met.

How long will the project last? 
Until the goal is achieved, interest 
fails or the pennies stop rolling!

Gov. Ann W. Richards an­
nounced that the Texas Department 
of Housing and Community Affairs 
(TDHCA) will make $36 million in 
mortgage financing available to quali­
fied low income Texans for the pur­
chase of a home.

Undo'the newly created Program 
44, families and individuals who have 
not owned a home in three years may 
buy a home at a 7.5 percent fixed 
in tm st rate on a 30-year FHA or VA 
mortgage.

“The dream of owning a home 
for many the Texans who take advan­
tage of this program will no longer 
just be a dream,** said Richards. *The 
low interest rate available should help 
many people turn that dream into a 
reality.**

In an effort to increase the home- 
ownoship eligibility of very low 
income Texans, TDHCA is starting a 
down-payment assistance {X’ogram. 
Through this jx-ogram, the agency 
hopes to assist tlKiseTexans who don’t 
have the equity to make a down-pay­
ment The loans are available at Zero 
p tx c^ t interest and do not have to be 
paid back until the borrows sells the 
home.

The down-payment assistance 
program will be available to qualified 
families at 80 percent or below of the 
area median income. The program is 
to be used in conjunction with Progam 
44 and all existing bond programs.

Program 44 is part of TDHCA*s 
Single-Family Bond Program which 
aims to serve families that earn suffi­
cient income to make monthly mort­
gage payments but have difficulty 
qualifying for a loan at the market 
intoiest rate.

The Single-Family Bond Pro­
gram is funded through the sale of 
tax-exempt mortgage revenue bonds. 
The proceeds from the sale of the 
bonds are allocated to numerous 
mortgage lenders across Texas, who

much use, it’s driving some of the 
birders away. They would probably 
be willing to pay and stay in a place not 
ovmrun with people.”

The ranchms’ willingness to di­
versify signals a marked change from 
the “I-don’t-want-anyone-on-my- 
land” attitude of many 10 ex-15 years 
ago. It’s also good business sense.

“Diversification reduces risk,” said 
Dr. Tom Troxel, Extension Service 
livestock specialist “You don’t have 
all your eggs in one basket. If one
market price is low, other raterprises 
may be able to balance total ranch 
returns.”

Generally, nontraditional enter- 
pxises, whetho* it’s birds, toads, orna­
mental plants, rocks, firewood or fish­
ing, require a low initial investment 
because they’re already on the ranch.

he said.
A disadvantage, howev^, is a low 

net return, he added.
“If the ranch is in jeopardy, the 

nontraditional e n t^ r ise  will save it,” 
Troxel said. ‘“But income from that 
entoprise can allow you to purchase 
extra things like family vacations or a 
seccxid car, adding aroom on the house, 
sending the kids to camp or college 
educations—the wants in life, not the 
needs.”

Wiedenfeld said that a piece of 
land won’t attract hoards of tourists 
just because it’s there. Habitat and 
diversification are keys to the land’s 
attractiv^ess.

“A 20-acre plowed field isn’t much 
to look at,” she said. “But a 20-acre 
field with a brush row— ŷou could 
probably spend a couple of hours 
walking around out there.”

ing equipment. These agencies are the 
first recipients in an ambitious pro­
gram by Texas government to expand 
its public school system’s telecom­
munications capabilities. Within five 
years, Texas plans to install at least 
one TVRO in each of its school dis- 
Uicts and in cooperation with private 
businesses, to place more on many of 
its 8000 individual campuses state­
wide.

The TVRO equipment installation 
program is but one facet of a Texas 
plan to enable its schools through the 
use of technology to access the variety 
of satellite-based education services 
available and becoming available. 
Other facets of the state program will 
be to enable Texas school districts to 
transmit and receive digitized infor­
mation for instructional use, academic 
program support, library and adminis­
trative services. A major element of 
that facet is a planned Very Small 
Aperture Terminal (VSAT) digital 
network. While work on initial instal­
lation of that digital network has been 
delayed, the analogue video network 
expansion is proceeding with the two- 
hundred-plus TVRO installations.

The TVROs are but part of the 
overall telecommunications capabili- 
ties-expansion. A new Texas Educa­
tion Agency sponsored network, T- 
STAR, will begin operations in early 
1992 to deliver limited state provided 
programming to schools. However, 
the Texas schools are expected to 
mainly use their newly acquired 
TVROs to access extant and future 
distance learning, inservice and sup­
plemental instructional television from

the variety of U.S. satellites and serv­
ice providers nationwide.

The TVRO equipment which is 
being installed in Texas districts and 
in 20 Regional Education Service 
Centers will be dual band, remotely 
controlled, 1(X) channel programmable 
and include video cassette record, 
audio talk-back, VideoCipher II Plus 
descrambler and computer control 
capabilities. The $1.8 million dollar 
award for most of the equipment and 
its installation was made to United 
Satellite Systems of S t Hilaire, MN. 
Telecommunications engineering and 
planning services were contracted with 
CyberLink Corporation of Boulder, 
CO.

The Texas Education Agency plans 
to award additional TVROs for 400 
sites in 1993 and another 400 in 1994. 
Installation of a planned VSAT, Very 
Small Aperture Terminal, digital net­
work which would complementTVRO 
network services and expand other 
digital services to schools, has been 
delayed pending other state govern­
ment activities. The addition of VS ATs 
in 1992 and beyond, particularly in 
small and geographically isolated 
schools, would expand school access 
to a variety of current and future 
digital/data telecommunications serv­
ices to which they are typically denied 
by virtue of traditional telecommuni­
cations costs, configurations and lack 
of broadband capabilities.

Among the West Texas school 
districts receiving the first TVROs 
are: Ballinger, Bangs, Big Spring, 
Brackettville, Bronte, Christoval, 
Junction, Menard, Midland, Presidio, 
Del Rio San Felipe and Eldorado. 
Education Service Centers in San 
Angelo and Midland are also included 
in the list of the first 250 recipients.

For the first time, infection with 
the human immunodeficiency virus 
(HIV), which causes AIDS, has been 
listed among the leading 10 causes of 
death in Texas.

The Texas Department of 
Health’s Bureau of Vital Statistics, 
which records the state’s death cer­
tificates, has announced that 1,836 
Texas residents died as the result of 
HIV infection in 1990. The total was 
an increase by 354 over the 1,482 
deaths attributed to HIV in 1989. On 
the bureau’s “10 leading causes” list, 
HIV infection ranks 10th, a place 
previously held by cirrhosis of the 
liver.

Tom Pollard, director of the bu­
reau’s Statistical Services Division, 
said that the list of 10 causes is de­
rived from a larger list of 72 catego­
ries, some of which are groups of 
diseases. HIV infection has been listed 
separately from a group of other in­
fections since 1987. “The first year 
we listed HIV infection as a separate 
cause of death, it ranked 15th on our 
listof 72. The next year (1988), it tied 
at 13th place with atherosclerosis. And 
in 1989, it ranked 11th,” Pollard said.

Pollard explained that other states 
which have reported high incidence 
of HIV infection also have listed HIV 
among their 10 leading causes of death. 
“New York listed HIV at sixth place 
on its list from 1987 to 1989, and that 
state’s reports are not yet complete for 
1990. Similarly,New Jersey’s (1988) 
and the District of Columbia's (1989) 
latest lists rank HIV infection at eighth 
place. Forida ranked HIV ninth on its 
most recent report (1989), while Cali­
fornia ranked the infection seventh.

On the national level, HIV infec­
tion was listed as the 11th leading 
cause of death in both 1989 and 1990 
Pollard added.

Pollard explained that although 
HIV infection replaced cirrhosis of 
the liver as the 10th leading cause of 
death, there was no change in the 
order of the other nine causes.

“Heart disease again led the list, 
claiming 39,443 lives, followed by 
cancer, causing 28,483 deaths. Cere­
brovascular disease ranked third, with 
8,388 deaths. And accidents, result­
ing in 6,225 deaths, ranked fourth,”
Pollard said.

“The leading four killers - all of 
which are to some degree preventable 
- were responsible for 66 percent of 
the Texas death toll in 1990,” he added.

What about a Living Trust

A LIVING TRUST: 
THREE COMMON 
MISUNDERSTANDINGS

There are three misunderstand­
ings about the Living Trust you need 
to be aware of.

Categories 5-9 completing the list 
of 10 were: 5 chronic obstructive 
pulmonary diseases and allied condi­
tions, causing 4,857 deaths; 6 pneu­
monia and influenza, 4,267 deaths; 7

Combined, the 10 leading causes 
of death were attributed to slightly 
more than 81 percent of the 125,019 
deaths ofTexas residents during 1990, 
Pollard said. The rate (per 1,000 
population) of death from all causes, 
increased from 7.1 in 1989 to 7.4 in 
1990.

decisions:

Buy a known brand. Once con­
sumers have found a brand name they 
believe works for them, they often 
continue to buy that brand without 
further comparisons. Research sug­
gests, however, that past performance 
of a brand is a poor predictor of future 
quality. Consumer Reports savs brands 
rated as "tops" vary a lot from year to 
year.

Look for Seals of Approval. Some 
consumers may think product seals of 
approval mean quality is assured - but 
actually they usually mean you get a 
limited refund or replacement policy.

Buy the top of the line. Consum­
ers may think the "top of the line" 
product is the "best" choice - but re­
search has shown that quality may not 
change dramatically along acompany's 
product line - you may just be buying 
features you don’t want or need.

Price indicates quality. Research 
shows that consumers believe there is 
a relationship between price and qual­
ity - but several studies have shown 
exactly the opposite in some cases - 
higher price may even be associated 
with lower quality. So, consumers 
should comparison shop for price once 
a product decision has been reached.

Larger sizes are better buys.
Nope, bigger ain’t always better - use 
unit pricing to see if the largest size is 
actually the lowest cost per unit...and 
if you won’t use all of something, 
remember that part is wasted and you 
lose money!

Making a purchase decision using 
"rules of thumb" isn’t a bad strategy, 
but when the rules have changed and 
shopping behavior doesn’t, consum­
ers may be paying more than they 
need to pay - and not receiving the 
quality of product they expected. It 
pays to do a "reality check" some­
times, to see if the "old rules" still

TPA predator management 
training session scheduied

AUSTIN - The Texas Department 
of Agriculture will conduct a predator 
management training program on 
Monday, Dec. 2, at the 4-H Bam in 
Sonora. Registration will begin at 8:30 
a.m., and the training session will be 
held from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The pro­
gram will include identifying causes 
of predation, alternative methods of 
predator control, M-44 sodium cya­
nide application, and livestock pro­
tection collar training and testing. The
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
is assisting TDA in conducting this 
training session.

The program is designed for indi­
viduals interested in using M-44 so­
dium cyanide to control coyotes, feral 
dogs, and foxes that prey on livestock. 
To continue using M-44 sodium cya­
nide, all M-44 applicators certified 
prior to April 18,1988, must take this 
course and be recertified. The training 
for M-44 sodium cyanide certification 
is free and will be completed by noon. 
Individuals who would like certifica­
tion for the use of livestock protection 
collars for taking coyotes that prey on 
sheep or goats must attend the entire 
training session and score 70 or above 
on the livestock protection collar cate­
gory test.

Proper certification to use M-44 
sodium cyanide or livestock protec­
tion collars also requires possession of 
a private applicator certification or 
license, a noncommercial applicator 
license or a commercial applicator li­
cense to purchase restricted-use and 
state-limited-use pesticides. Informa­
tion on how these types of licenses 
may be obtained will be covered at the 
training session.
