PART It

Purely and simple: the intent, 
of Texas’ new Water Safety Aet 
is-- the-■ promotion of boating 
safety.

This purpose is .partially ac­
complished by the: requirements, 
explained in Part I, of proper 
and uniform safety regulations.

What might be called a sec­
ond phase deals with accidents, 
enforcement and -penalities of 
the new Act, to be administered 
by the Texas Highway Depart­
ment when it goes into effect 
August 11.

-  PROHIBITIONS '
: Under the Water Saf ety Act 

it will be unlawful for any per­
son to operate any class of mot­
orboat, ski or similar contri­
vance, in a reckless or negligent 
manner that endangers the life,

ACCIDENTS
, In essence, the Act requires, 
the operator of any boat invol­
ved in an accident .causing 
death, injury or property dam­
age, to stop, render assistance, 
give his name, ' address and 
identification in writing to’ any 
person injured, or to the owner 
of damaged property.

In case, where an accident re­
sults in death, injury or pro­
perty, damage in excess of 
$100.00, the operator of any 
motorboat must file a full des­
cription of the accident with 
the T^xas Highway Depart-. 
ment; such report is not admis­
sible in court as evidence;

INTOXICATION 
Any person who operates any 

vessel, or manipulates any 
water skis, aquaplane or simi­
lar device, while ..intoxicated 
will be guilty of a misdemeanor. 

Upon conviction, the person 
-may-.be, fined not less -than 
$50.00 or more _■ than $500 :and/or 
be imprlsioned for not more 
than 6 months.

. PENALTIES
A , person who violates iany 

section of the Water Safety Act 
is guilty of a misdemeanor. Up­
on .conviction, such person may 
(where another penalty is not 
provided) be. punished by a fine 
of not less than $10.00 or more 
than $50.00.

LOCAL REGULATIONS ' 
Just as the Water Safety Act 

must be in conformity with the 
Federal Boating Act of 1958, so, 
too, loca}; regulations must 
c'onform to this Act.

However, there is nothing, to: 
prevent local adoption of laws 
relating to operation (including 
zoning), equipment and other 
safety measures, if the provi­
sions are consistent with the' 
Water Safety Act.

Also municipalities may adopt 
ordinances limiting the horse­
power of motorboats operating 
on lakes within its jurisdiction.

ENFORCEMENT 
AH of Texas’ duly authorized 

peace officers are given author­
ity to enforce the provisions of 
the Act. Futhermore, a violator 
may be taken into custody if 
he refuses to sign a promise 
(ticket) to appear in court 
within 30 days.

I Six months of. continuous 
[ session has just been ended in 
I the ' Sooner , state. Although 
their financial problems are 
solved for the next, eighteen 
months, after that a sizeable 
hike in taxes is expected.

Texas legislators have , met al­
most continuously since Jan­
uary -13. They- may even have 
to. go into a fourth special ses­
sion. But if they do, they will 
earn the wrath of the old folks 
whose pensions stop in mid- 
August unless a sizeable tax bill, 
is enacted. There. is no doubt 
about it in . Texas, the people 
are disgusted. And. the legisla-. 
tors are disturbed:

There is much talk that: many 
of them will not; be re-elected. 
Undoubtedly there are some 
who don’t-, ever want to return 
to the legislative halls.

Many of the senators and re­
presentatives have tried hard 
to 1 annulate a tax program that 
would care'for the needs of the 
stale. Their *-fforts have been 
stymied. . -

During the: past six -months 
there has: been talk of' a uni­
cameral legislature, like Nebras­
ka’s. Also there-has, been talk of 
a .special election to let the pub­
lic decide on taxes •— especially 
sales taxes. Some olfieials feel 
that the public, it it: had its say 
tociav, would vote tor -a sales tax 

thus take the money oft the 
backs of the legislators. But so 
lar no one has had-the courage 
to introduce such a measure. , 

Roundings by the press indi­
cate that a sales tax might very 
well be acceptable to the people, 
—that the people fully realize 
the dilemma — that they at 
least would go along:with-a rea­
sonable sales tax, although they 
might be-firmly opposed to ait 
income tax.

Think back Mom and Dad to 
the summers when you dragged 
your feet,, through the dust, let 
mud ooze up between your toes, 
or if you- were a city dweller, 
maybe you splashed in the gut­

But along with this great 
childhood pleasure of going 
barefoot goes a danger of possl-. 
blv contracting tetanus — hut 
not necessarily!

Lockjaw-', or . tetanus, . cases 
jump in summertime because, 
exposure in the form of cuts, or 
puncture wounds are more fre­
quent in warm weather when 
people are out-of-doors.

The germs of lockjaw* are 
commonly found in soil —
■ especially manured soil. They, 
enter through a break in the 
skin and emit a deadly... toxin 
which cause jaw and,-neck mus­
cles to constrict so severely that 
jaws involuntarily close, .vice- 
like.
, Slowly the. muscle constrieg 
tion spreads to other body mus­
cles: until the victim is ,bent 
like a bow.

Lockjaw* germs. are . spore- 
formers, which means they can 
live' for years outside an animal 
body. Its - life processes lie dor­
mant in a tiny seed-like pod,

sifting about on the ground un­
til finally, perhaps through a 
nail puncture, it gets back into 
live tissue.

The wound ■ may heal over 
but inside,. protected ; as it is 
from the air, the spore may be­
gin “revefjetating" and , emit­
ting, deadly toxin. ■ -

The primary source of the- 
germs-, is the intestinal tract of 
all animals. They’re passed onto 
the ground in .animal dejects, 
easily available for re-entry Into 
a human body when that body 
is out or scratched or otherwise 
wounded. ~ , •

Exposure to lockjaw are so 
common- that it is mere com­
mon sense for everyone to 
maintain a high level of : pro­
tection via immunization. Such 
shots should be given children 
early in life, at, the* discretion 
of your family physician, and 
then maintain, immunity with 
periodic boosters, especially fol­
lowing exposure, - i-:

Soil Conservation 
Postage Stamp 
Due In August

___ A J-cent postage stamp- salut­
ing progress in soil conservation 
in the United' States will be 
issued August :26 by the -Post 
-Office Department, said -Lynn 
Pittard, Asst: extension soil and 
water conservation specialist.

The Nation's first - soil con­
servation stamp:.will, be formally 
released at the annual meeting 
of the Soil Conservation Society 
of America at Rapid; City, South 
Dakota, August 26. It will ,go on 
sale the following day .at post 
offices throughout the country..

The stamp,- which was deve­
loped in cooperation with-, the U. 
S, Department of Agriculture, 
portrays a modern farmland

setting signifying that- conser­
vation farming brings; beauty 
as well as bounty to rural living. 
Soil conservation practices por­
trayed include contour strip; 
cropping, terracing, pasture im­
provement, tree planting, -and, 
a farm pond. In addition, the 
silhouette_of a city in the~back- 
ground symbolizes that urban 
as well - as rural people are 
highly dependent upon the care 
and wise use-of land as a prin­
cipal source of food, water, 
shelter: and clothing. The stamp 
will be printed in three colors, 
yellow, green and blue.

Issuance of the- stamp, Pit­
tard said, is a tribute to farmers 
and ranchers, their local soil 
conservation districts and to 
the professional agriculture 
workers who have helped make 
the United States a world leader 
in soil conservation.

First day “covers” containing, 
the stamp arc available through 
the Postmaster, at Rapid City, 
S.D, - Upon request and receipt 
of addressed envelopes and a 
remittance to cover the cost of 
the stamps, the:post... office- at 
Rapid City will , place the :new 
stamp on the envelopes, cancel 
them. .with._ special _ cancellation 
mark used only on' that day and 
at that place, and mail the 
envelopes on • the first day of 
issue.
