Slielving made for storage 

can help lessen some of the 
problems. Shelves should be 
made no higher than 72 Inches, 
the maximum height a woman 
can reach. They should be con­
structed to support the weight 
of objects without causing them 
to topple over or collapse.

Storage areas should be well 
lighted. If a closet Is more 
than three feet deep, It should 
have an electric light. Bulbs 
should always be placed so they 
won't touch articles that might 
catch fire.

Check storage materials for 
safety.

The annual enrollment pe­
riod for medical insurance op­
ened January 1 and will run 
through March 31, 1972.

Many Americans who did not 
enroll in Medicare when they 
become 65 will have this op­
portunity to elect medical cov­
erage Those enrolling during 
this period wil havetheircov- 
erage begin July 1, 1972.

This enrollment period will 
be the final opportunity to en­
roll for many people twm be­
tween October 1903 and Sep­
tember 1904, Mostpeoplebom 
before October 1903 are no 
longer eligible to choose this 
medical coverage.

Over 19 1/2 million people 
are currently members of Me­
dicare's medical insurance 
plan. The plan is financed by 
members monthly premiums 
and m a t c h i n g  contributions 
f iom the federal government. 
The basic premium is $5.60 
per month, but a surcharge is 
added for late enrollment.
