Today is the big day in Ranger 
for the local unit of the National 
Guard as Service Battery 648th 
Armn FA Bn., seeks to enlist 10 
new members before the end of the 
day as its quota for Muster Day.

Capt. C. C. Carr and all offic­
ers and men of the local unit are 
working hard for the quota and 
express confidence that it will be 
reached.

A high school student may en­
list in the National Guard any 
time after he rfaches age 17 and 
put o ff taking his six month train­
ing until after he graduates, Capt. 
Carr has stated. After that the 
six rnonhs training is taken at an 
Army training center and upon its 
completion the Guardsman returns 
to his home town to serve out the 
remainder of his reserve military 
service in his local National Guard 
unit.

It reduces the time a young man 
must serve in the Ready Reserve 
and opens the way for more rapid 
promotion, or for appointment to 
the Army or Air Force Academy.

Livestock Co. 
USDA Approved

The Sig Faircloth Livestock 
Commission Company, located op 
Highway 80 East between Ranger 
and Eastland, is one among about 
50 other livestock yards that has 
been approved by the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture as carrying 
out the high standards prescribed 
by Congress in the Packers and 
Stockyards Act.

This law regulates the market­
ing o f livestock in the public in­
terest at yards operating in inter­
state commerce.

“ Changing in railroading and 
trucking make it possible for al­
most every auction barn to sell to 
buyers who ship to other states,”  
W. C. Bell, District Supervisor of 
the Agricultural Marketing Serv­
ice of Fort Worth, says. “ When 
out-of-state sales are made at any 
market of more than 20,000 
square feet, its operations a r e  
subject to the Act.”

This means that the services and 
facilities must be adequate, that 
the yardage, commission,-feed and 
other charges must be reasonable, 
that all livestock be offered on the 
open market and sold under com­
petitive bidding, that the weighing 
of livestock must be accurate and 
that correct accountings be fur­
nished sellers and buyers.

Primary purpose o f  he regula­
tions is to assure farmers a n d  
ranchers of fair treatment at the 
market place.

Travelers coming through here 
riding their camels from distant 
lands say the leasing is following 
a new gas pipe line coming in this 
direction from Oklahoma through 
Wise, Jack and. Palo Pinto Coun­
ties. The pipeline is actually un­
der way they say, following a two- 
year fight over the thing, arid will 
probably stop in Palo Pinto Coun­
ty, just short of Eastland, although 
that is not a cut and dried fact.

Chief operators in the area are 
■said to be PI. L. Hunt, Lone Star, 
and a whole swarm of smaller op­
erators.

It is also said that El Paso 
Natural Gas Company is building, 
or getting ready to build, a pipe­
line from El Paso smack into East- 
land County, via Snyder.

As was pointed out in the Times 
story Sunday, most of the leasing 
has heretofore taken place outside 
of Eastland County, but as also 
pointed out, many of these oil and 
lease men say that it will reach 
here eventually.

One prominent petroleum engi­
neer in Eastland County said the 
story of anybody preparing to drill 
a 10,000 foot oil well north of 
here in Stephens County w a s  
fantastic because there were no 
rigs in operation today that could 
get through the granite which 
abounds at the deeper level. Upjon 
hearing this report the Times’ ori­
ginal source of information on that 
tale called his source of informa­
tion in Fort Worth and was met 
with official silence on the subject.

The Times is now by these leas­
ing rumors just as we are about 
fish stories, we’ll take all we can 
get a n d  print them, and not 
guarantee a single solitary one of 
them.

Crawford, charged with murder­

Only once in the trial has he chang­
ed the expression on his face. That 
was when his eight year old daugh­
ter was put on the stand. Then 
Crawford broke down and sobbed 
for several minutes. •

Anna Bell Douglas, a neighbor 
of the Crawfords, testified..'that 
Crawford’s wife, Lilly Pearl, came 
to her house with most, o f the 
clothing torn from her body about 
two weeks before the fatal shoot­
ing. She said she had listened at 
the window of her home as the 
Crawford’s fought next door. As 
the State’s first witness she testi­
fied before a packed courtroom. 
Today there was still standing 
room only.

The second State witness to take 
the stand was Ada Evans. S h e  
was at the Armstead West home 
the evening Lilly Pearl was shot 
to death. She testified that she, 
Elizabeth Nelson, Gloria West, Lil­
ly Pearl and Anna Bell Douglas 
were sitting around eating when 
Crawford came to the house about 
an hour before the shooting. She 
admitted she had been offered and ‘ 
took a drink of Heaven and Hill 
whiskey, but said she didn’t see 
anyone else but Crawford take a 
drink. “ He finished the bottle,”  
she declared, adding, “ there wasn’t 
much.”  She said her back was 
burned when the shooting took 
place. She said when she heard a 
“ pow, pow, pow”  she “ fell out.”  
Asked what she meant by “ fell 
out”  she said, “ I,didn’t even know 
I was even in the world.”

Ranger was the scene of the big­

gest boom the United States has 
ever known —  and though the 
curtain fell on that boom nearly 
20 years ago, Ranger can still 
make the great rush pay dividends.

The tourist crop is the biggest 
in the country —  even more valu­
able than the wheat or cotton 
crops —  and tourists like to visit 
places with a picturesque past. And 
where can you find a town that 
crowded more adventure a n d  
action, riches and romance into the 
short snan of three and one-half 
years than Ranger did?

The world rang with the fame

Such famous figures as Tex 1-tick- 
ard, Rex Beach, John Ringlirig, 
Jess Willard and Jake Hamon 
played important parts in the 
drama. And though these notables 
no longer figure in the life o f Ran­
ger, the city still numbers among 
its inhabitants several who have 
that elusive quality which is known 
as “ color.” Among them are Jack 
Rapp, who has shot more oil wells 
than any other man in history and 
who set o ff a 2000-quart shot of 
nitroglycerin, the biggest shot ever 
known; Shorty Woods, who holds 
the world’s record for loading an 
oil field boiler on a wagon; Fire 
Chief Murphy; Jim Ingram, a po­
liceman during the boom, who re­
tired recently as police chief, to 
name a fe«v.

And if you’ll lounge around the 
Gholson Hotel you’ll hear some 
tall tales from drillers who have 
spent 30 or 40 years in the indus­
try, all telling of record-breaking 
events in Ranger.

its memories of steamboating days; 
Galveston with its stories of Jean 
LaFitte; New Orleans with its his­
tory of ante bellum plantation 
owners, the battle which Andrew 
Jackson won in the War of 1812, 
the race between the Natchez and 
the Robert E. Lee; and Tombstone, 
onetime mining center, with its an­
nual “ Helldorado Week.”

Besides, if there are tourists at­
tracted to Ranger, there will be a 
chance to gain new residents be­
cause they will see the advantag­
es and opportunities which Ran­
ger can offer today.

The steel derrick on Main 
Street is an excellent bit of at­
mosphere. The Chamber of Com­
merce could well issue a piece of 
literature that emphasized t h e  
tourist appeal of Ranger. Rail and 
bus lines could be urged to make 
Ranger’s romantic past known to 
thefir patrons.

A  billboard could be placed 
on each o f  the highways enter­
ing the city, telling the story 
briefly , so that tourists would 
halt in Ranger----and. incident­
ally patronize the cafes, filling 
stations, hotel and tourist cam ps, 
as well as many other o f  the

businesses.
And the climax of all this effort 

could be an annual homecoming— 
a three-day affair with bands, a 
parade, addresses by prominent 
officials, football, a rodeo, and 
perhaps a re-enactment of some of 
the most exciting scenes of those 
stirring days. In 1937 and again 
in 1938, such a homecoming was 
held; a running start therefore has 
been made and, after one or two 
more celebrations— which need not 
be expensive— these could become 
an institution that would become 
nationally famous and would draw 
manv thousands of visitors.

Why do vast numbers of travel­
ers stop each year at Langtry? Be­
cause Judge Roy Bean used to 
hold forth there as the “ Law West 
of the Pecos.”  All there is today 
are the old frame building which 
was once the “ Jersey Lilley 
Saloon,” the postoffice - general 
store and a few adobe houses.

But the tourists who visit 
R anger will be amazed to see, 
not a ‘ ghost tow n' o f the oil 
field's, but. a thriving city o f 
m odern schools, fine churches, 
well stocked stores, a progres­
sive citizenship, a steady pay-

She quoted Mrs. Crawford 
as ' saying she wasn’t going home 
with George, saying, you hav.e al­
ready said you don’t want me, “ you 
want Corliss Mae.”

The fourth witness to' take the 
stand was Armstead West, in whose 
home Mrs. Crawford was fatally 
injured. West testified that before ’ 
the-shooting Crawford had pulled 
a kijifg on him “ in fun”  after he 
came home from work. He said he 
was'i feeding his stocll near the 
house when the shooting took 
place, and said he saw the defend­
ant jump into’his car and race to­
ward town following the shooting.

West’s wife, Gloria, followed 
him1 to the stand. She testified that

She testified that Crawford 
threatened his wife after Lilly 
Pearl said she had to go home. “ If 
she (Lilly Pearl) doesn’t go home 
with me she ain’t going home in 
a taxi or with anybody else,”  Mrs. 
West quoted the idefendant as 
saying.

The State’s sixth witness was 
Shannon Daugherty, a neighbor. He 
testified that Crawford came to his 
house “ just about dark with a gun 
in his hand.”  He said George hand­
ed him the gun, telling him to call 
the police, “ I’ve just shot Lilly 
Pearl.”  Daugherty said he turned 
the gun over to Sheriff J. B. Wil­
liams.

Dr. H. J. Bulgerin testified that 
Mrs. Crawford died at the result 
of “ an extreme loss of blood”  caus­
ed by six bullet wounds. He said

she didn’t see the actual shooting, one shot entered the back of the

woman’s right arm and went out 
the front. Two slugs lodged in the 
left chest after entering the body 
from the left, he testified, another 
entered the left hip and two others 
the right hip, all from the back.

Howard Upchurch, funeral home 
director, described the wounds in 
the same manner, saying tie re­
moved two slugs from Mrs. Craw­
ford’s riddled body. ,

The State’s ninth witness was 
Sheriff Williams .He testified he 
found nine bullet hulls at the West 
home and recovered two slugs, 
taking the hulls, the slugs and the 
32 automatic Crawford alledgedly 
gave to Dardy to the Department 
of Public Safety Crime Laboratory 
in Austin. While Williams was on 
the stand the State marked “ a vol­
untary statement,” taken from 
Crawford oh the night of the 
shooting as exhibit 7 and had it 
identified by Williams, who witnes­
sed the statement.

Fred Rymer o f Austin, fire 
arms examiner with the Crime Lab 
there, then testified that the bul­
lets recovered from the dead wo­
man’s body and the shell casings 
found at the West home were fired 
by the gun the defendant sur­
rendered to Shannon Daugherty.

Carrie Faye Crawford, eight 
year old daughter o f the Craw­
ford’s, then was put on the stand. 
She said she saw her father fight­
ing her mother, recalling that .he 
threw her out the door, kicked her, 
and pushed a broom stick against 
her neck, thus choking her.

Asked by Defense attorneys on 
cross examination if she got along 
with her father and if all her bro­
thers and sisters did she said, “ Yes 
Sir.”

Joe Nuessie, district attorney, 
then read parts o f a statement al­
ledgedly signed by Crawford on 
the night of the killing. The “ con­
fession”  stated that Lilly Pearl had 
been gone from home about 10 
days1. He told how he went to the 
West home and how he fired the 
shots into Mrs. Crawford’s back.

Defense attorneys then read the 
remainder o f the statement into 
the records. In one part he said 
“ I guess I just lost my head”  and 
in another said she jumped, up 
and reached for something on the 
table.

Vivian Jones was the final state 
witness. She testified she was with 
Lilly Pearl when she died in the 
hospital. The Court sustained a 
Defence objection to testimony she 
attempted to give as to what Mrs. 
Crawford said just before s h e  
died. With the jury absent during 
arguments.by the State to have the 
testimony admitted, Mrs. Jones re­
called that Lilly Pearl said, “ I love 
George Crawford. Why did you do 
it George Crawford.”

share of the public debt is bigger, 
and there is a demand for still 
more taxes all around you.

We wonder how many 
people’ are still proud of whatJ 
they sent to Washington several 
years ago, as well as more recent­
ly?

We understand that several, or­
ganizations in Ranger are consider­
ing sponsoring- the Free Chest x- 
ray Survey that is conducted from 
time to time by the State Health 
Department, but somebody had 
better decide who is going to do it 
so there will be no misunderstand­
ing.

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Baby' Sunfish 
Caught, Weighs 
Only IGO-Pounds

Word from the Texas Game and 
Fish Commission this week says 
that a “ baby”  sunfish, weighing 
200 pounds, beached itself near 
Corpus Christi this past week and 
was found dead.

Bob Kemp, assistant director of 
the Commission, said it is the 
first authenticated record of an 
ocean sunfish being seen dead or 
alive anywhere along- the Texas 
Gulf Coast.

Kemp described the fish as 
“ peculiar looking” -, saying it look­
ed like the head of one’s fist,' with 
a small mouth, no tail, a couple of 
fins, and greyish1 white in color.

Ocean sunfish ordinarily occur 
in deep water ivhere they feed on, 
jelly fish, and Kemp said it could 
not be .determined what caused the 
200 pound “ baby”  to become 
stranded.

With a little imagination and a 

bit o f daring, your can opener can j 
really serve as your magic wand | 
in the kitchen. Canned foods are 
packed at the pbak of goodness 
and with ideal methods, so they 
are delicious just as they come 
from the' can.

However, improper cooking of a 
canned vegetable can quickly ruin 
itr no matter how good it was when 
it came from the can.

Appetites can grow tired of can­
ned vegetables just heated or can­
ned fruit just chilled. Use imagina­
tion and that bit of daring to Wiry 
ways of serving' canhed foods. | 
There’s many a quick trick to give 
them new flavors, new importance 
in menus.

When heating canned vegetables, 
use this method to retain greatest 
food value. Drain the liquid into a 
saucepan: Boil it quickly over a 
full flame to reduce the amount to 
about 1/3 cup. Add the vegetable, 
heat quickly and season. Never 
throw away the liquid from can­
ned vegetables, for it contains 
valuable nutrients. If you prefer, 
it may be saved to use in soups, 
sauces and gravies, rather than 
boil it down.

There’s no end to the flavorings 
that blend deliciously with canned 
vegetables. Try a generous squeeze 
of lemon juice and a generous 
dash of dill seed on seasoned green 
lima beans. Crisp, crumpled bac­
on, minced onion, a sprinkling of 
vinegar, a bit of sugar and a dash 
of salt and pepper dress up green 
beans. Top seasoned asparagus 
spears with lemon juice and but­
tered bread crumbs. Stir sour 
cream and mushroom pieces into 
seasoned green peas. A can of 
cream of mushroom soup thinned 
with 1/2 cup milk makes an excel­
lent sauce for asparagus. Use 
cream of celery for peas. Toss hot, 
seasoned hominy with grated Am­
erican cheese. French style green 
beans marinated in French dress­
ing and tossed with onion rings 
make a crisp salad.

Canned fruits may be made into 
many colorful and festive salads 
and desserts.

Mix chopped* crystalized ginger 
with cream cheese, arrange pear

halves on salad greens and heap a 
tablespoon of cheese in each half. 
Serve with French dressing. Good 
with roast chicken, turkey or 
duck.

Spread '/.neapple spears with 
cream ’cheese, sprinkle with celery 
seed, arrange in lettuce cups and 
serve with 'mayonnaise thinned 
with liquid from the canned pine­
apple.

Fold drained crushed pineapple 
into prepared instant vanilla pud­
ding. Chill and serve topped with 
toasted coconut. For a richer des­
sert, fold mixture of marshmallows 
and chopped nuts in with the pine­
apple.

Season applesauce with cin­
namon and nutmeg and spoon over 
warm gingerbread or spice cake.

Use whole cranberry sauce in­
stead of applés in your favorite 
apple crisp recipe.

College Station— A dead mes- 
quite. tree -is worth more in econ­
omic value than a live one, de­
clares G. O. Hoffman, Extension 
Range Specialist. A live one, 10 
inches in diameter, will use'a ton 
of water to produce a pound of 
beans. That same toll of water 
could produce four pounds of 
good grass! For five cents the 
tree can be killed and if it isn’t, 
says Hoffman, it could represent 
a yearly loss approximating $0.00.

The not-so-busy, not-so-hot win- 
tér months are ideal for getting- 
rid of brush and undesirable trees 
in pastures. Percentage o f kill 
from the 2,4,5-T and diesel oil 
chemicals is better in the winter 
and, too, no crops which are 
harmed bv.them are growing then, 
says Hoffman. It’s also a lot easier 
to get close to the brush and give 
it a better treatment during this 
time of the year, he adds.

Trees over 4 inches in diameter 
should be frilled or cut o ff and 
treatment applied to the cut sur­
face. After making a frill, spray 
solution in the ax cut surface 
until it huhle?. out of the frill. 
W h e n  spraying freshly-cut 
stamps, let some of the solution 
run down the bark channels to 
the ground line, advises Hoffman.

Hoffman says kerosene or coal 
oil is another good oil to use in 
brush control. For mesquite erad­
ication, mix one gallon of 2,4,5-T 
to 40 gallons of oil and for oaks 
use one pjallon 2,4,5-T to 24 gal­
lons o f oil. Rate of application per 
acre will depend on the tree size. 
Cost of application for a. 4 inch 
ammeter mesquite is 1 1-2 cents, 
and 3 cents for an oak. All you 
reed to work with is an ax, a 
knapsacksprayer, and chemical 
solution, he concludes.
