Fear Inundatlon Of1
City Second Time
Within 3 Days

ROSWELL, N. M. June 1. (). —
Residents of Roswell tqday anxiously
awaited a wall of flood waters
rushing down the Hondo, and feared
that the city would bg inundated
for the second time within four
days.

Guardsmen patrolled the streets,
off which automobiles had been or-
dered. Lowland dwellers fled their
homes to higher ground.

Reports last night from Riverside,
37 miles west of here, said that a
flood crest even higher than the
one which inundated Roswell last
Saturday was racing down the
Hondo river.

H. L. Woods, operator of a pump-
ing station at Riverside, reported
that the Hondo crested there at
8:30 last night at the 28-foot stage,
nearly eight feet higher than the
previous crest. The water was ex-
pected to reach here at about 2
o’clock this afternoon, possibly a
little later.

Continued rains north and north-
west of Roswell are blamed for the
unprecedented floods that have hit
this area within the last six days.
Damage from the Saturday- flood
was estimated to be in the hundreds
of thousands, although an accurate
check has not yet been completed.

Eight Hailed Into

Eight persons were hailed into
city court this morning after be-
ing given red tickets Monday by
city patrolman Coons for violations
of the new city traffic laws.

Foreign secrefary Anthony Eden
urged foreign envoys to regard the
need for restraint in the new Span-
ish-European -crisis.

Informed quarters said that while
the British government deplored
such attacks as the Svanish govern-
ment bombing of the German cruis-
er Deutschland, it had no thought
of condoning the Reich’s retaliatory
bombardment of Almeria.

Meanwhile, fears were expressed
the Spanish government's actions
over the incident might lead to pre-
cipitate action endangering the peace
of Europe.

ANSWER: All employers of one
or more workers under the age of
65 in covered occupations are sub-
ject to the tax provisions of Title
VIII of the Social Security Act.
Their employees are required to ob-
tain account numbers and will be
entitled to federal old-age bene-
fits.

All employers of .one or more, re-
gardless of age, are also required
to make one original report to the

IDLE MEN WIN SELF-SUPPORT INTINY
COOPERATIVE MOVEMENT IN THE EAST

NEW HAVEN, Conn., June 1 (UP)
—Two years ago a former officer
in the Salvation Army, told by
physicians that he had only a few
more months in which to live, ac-
cepted the suggestion of a friend
that he find something to occupy
his mind. As a result, he founded
an association which has fostered
cooperative enterprise among < a
group of married ‘men who sought
a way to get off the charity rolls.

Danie]l Young Stewart for 17 years
was with the Salvation Army and
amassed considerable experience in
the order’s administrative affairs.
In 1931, a driver struck Stewart, who
was changing a tire on his own car,
and the man suffered a serious
skull injury.

For two years he fought for re-
covery and was reasonably success-
ful, although doctors gave him bub
little hope for olng life. A new
Haven attorney, Nelson Harris, in
1934 suggested to Stewart that some
form of enterprise that might oc-
cupy his mind would give him com-
fort and the moral stimulant that
might be necessary to keep him
alive.

' Small Capital Needed

Stewart, now 61, knowing his own
capabilities in administering to the
needs of the unfortunate, decided

When the organization began to
operate, Stewart felt that the true
purpose of the association was not
apparent in its name and so was
born the Unemployed Married Men’s
Social Service Association, Inc.

Gather Old Newspapers

With 30 men now cooperating in
the plan, Stewart has been able to
provide for them a fairly decent
living. A numher of them go oul
with herses and wagons—the as-
sociation can’t afford as yet the
luxury of a motorized conveyance
—and pick up old newspapers, rags,
and pieces of furniture.

Newspapers and rags are baled
by others in the cooperative and
then sold and shipped to factories to
be made over into cheap paper. The
articles of furniture are sold to poor
families, who cannot afford to buy
new pieces. Such articles are re-
paired or repainted by another group
of the association’s membership.

All profits accruing to the asso-
ciation, which is chartered by the
state as a corporation without cap-
ital stock, are evenly apportioned
among the members.
