Stacy Dam permit issued

The Fort Worth District,
U.S. Army Corps of Engi-
neers today issued a permit
to the Colorado River Muni-
cipal Water District for con-
struction of the Stacy Dam
and Reservoir.

The permit was issued in
accordance with Section 404
of the Clean Water Act and
Section 10 of the Rivers and
Harbors Act of 1899, two
Federal laws regulated by
the Corps. .

The process of evaluating
the permit included an envi-
ronmental impact statement
which addressed a wide
range of issues and public
input. Additionally, coordi-
nation with other Federal
agencies such as the U.S.
Environmental Protection
Agency and the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service has
resulted in a permit approval
for the project.

‘The permit was approv-
ed with certain special condi-
tions providing for protection
of the Concho water snake,
lands to be set aside for
wildlife habitat and identifi-
cation and mitigation of im-
pacts to the cultural resourc-
es,”’ Col. Al Genetti, Fort
Worth District Engineer,
said.

Construction of the dam is
expected to begin in May.
The reservoir will be located

in Coleman, Concho and
Runnels Counties and is
designed to provide 103,000
acre ft. of water per year for
municipal and domestic pur-
poses and 10,000 acre-feet
of water per year for indus-
trial purposes.

(Section 10 of the Rivers
and Harbors Act states that
the Corps of Engineers, un-
der the direction of Con-
gress, will regulate all work
or structures in or affecting
the course, condition, or
capacity of navigable waters
of the United States.)

(Section 404 of the Clean
Water Act states that the
Corps, under the direction of
Congress, will regulate the
discharge of dredged and fill
material into all water of the
U.S. including their adjacent
wetlands.)

There are two places that
need to be evaluated to
determine the extent of dam-
age. In the jointing stage the
growing point between the
nodes become discolored,
rough, constricted and turn
white or straw colored in-
stead of the normal yellow-
ish-green. To check for stem
damage, scrape or carefully
remove the sheath or leaves
to expose the stem for eval-
uation. In developing heads,
the turgid, green colored
head becomes yellow or
white with water soaked dark
green areas. Awns will die
from the tips and become
white in color. The hilling of
awns makes the head sterile
and will reduce yields.

In wheat that was fully
headed, the awns become
white and fall off easily. The
male anthers inside each
grain pod will become white
instead of their normal green
color.

Since most of our grain
was in jointing and early
boot stage the full extent of
damage may be hard to

‘determine until the head

emerges.

The decision on what to do
with your wheat must be
considered carefully. Alter-
natives such as cutting for
hay, plowing it up, planting
alternative crops, or waiting
to cut grain will be a tough
management decision.

Postal Pointers

How did you do on your
postal quiz last week? Just
so you can check your
answers - here goes:

1. Certificate of mailing -
this may be what you want if
you only need a receipt
showing evidence of mailing.

It does not provide insur-
ance. The cost is 45 cents
per article, and the post
office keeps no record.

2. Cash receipt - customers
needing to verify payment of
postage should ask for a cash
receipt.

3. Certified mail - provides
you with a mailing receipt,
and the post office of the re-
cipient keeps a record of
delivery. You can get a
return receipt for 70 cents.
This service is available only
on first class mail.

4. C.0.D. (collect-on-deli-
very) service - this service is
used when you want to
collect for merchandise when
it is delivered to the addres-
see. This service may be
used for first-class or third
class mail, or parcel post.
This merchandise must have
been ordered by addressee.
Fees for COD include insur-
ance against loss or damage.

This service is limited to
items valued at not more
than $500.

5. Insurance - this is availa-
ble up to $500 for third and
fourth class mail - also
merchandise mailed at first
class or priority rates.
Articles insured for more
than $25 must be signed for
at the delivery office. In-
demnity will not be paid for
spoilage of perishable items.

6. Money orders - Do not
send cash through the mail.
Money orders are a safe way
to send money, and you can
buy them in amounts up to
$700. Up to $25 only costs 75
cents, and from $25.01 up to
$700, the fee is $1.00. If the
money order is lost or stolen,
it can be replaced. Copies of
paid money orders are avai-
lable for two years after
issue.

7. Registered mail - this
service is designed to pro-
vide added protection for
valuable and important mail,
and cover articles valued up
to $25,000. This service also
is for first class mail only,
and return receipts are avai-
lable. Registered mail is the
most secure service offered.

8. Return receipt - this is
proof of delivery. It is
available on insured mail of
more than $25, on certified,
registered, COD, and ex-
press mail. It shows who
signed for the article and
date delivered. Those re-
ceipts cost 70 cents, and for
additional fees, you can get
the address where delivered,
ore request restricted deli-
very, where only the addres-

see can sign for the article.

9. Special delivery is avai-
lable on all classes of mail. It
does not mean your article
will get to its destination
sooner - but does provide for
delivery when it arrives,
even on Sundays and holi-
days. It may be delivered by
a special messenger or by
your regular carrier, if it
arrives before he departs in
the morning.

10. Special handling - is
available for third and fourth
class mail only. It provides
for preferential handling en-
route to its destination post
office, but not special deli-
very. These items are placed
in separate sacks from regu-
lar parcels.

Microwave

MICROWAVED FOODS
CAN BURN

Along with a growth in
sales of microwave ovens has
come an increase in the
number of people burned by
foods cooked in them. Many
of these burns could be
prevented if people under-
stood how to heat food in the
microwave.

Microwaves create heat by
agitating the molecules in
food.

Many people believe that

microwaves heat food from
the center out. This is not
true. The part of the food
that heats first is about one
inch from the exterior. If the
food is two inches around or
less, this is the center. Then
the heat is radiated in all
directions, toward the center
and the edges.

Microwave action is not
very uniform, especially with
liquids. That’s why hot and
cold spots typically develop.
" Due to the ‘‘hot spots’’
created by heating liquids in
a microwave oven, baby
bottles should NOT be heat-
ed in them. Even testing the
temperature of the milk by
feel may not enable you to
detect a hot spot. A 1986
report by the Shriners Burns
Institude indicates that a
major portion of microwave
mouth scald burns occur in
children under seven months
of age.

In addition to mouth scald-
ing, burns ffom steam and
handling containers are also
hazards. Microwave-safe
containers are not heated by
microwave, but the food can
make them hot. Covered
foods build up steam which
can burn hands and face

People who delay applying
for Social Security retire-
ment or survivor benefits for
some time after they become
eligible may miss out on
some checks, Franklin H.
Upp, Social Security mana-
ger in San Angelo, said
recently.

This is because the num-
ber of months for which back
payments can be made is
limited.

In general, people who
apply for retirement or sur-
vivor benefits after they
reach 65 can get back bene-
fits for up to 6 months before
the month they apply, but
not before the month of their
65th birthday.

People who apply for re-
duced benefits before 65
generally cannot get benefits
for any month before the
month they apply.

People who apply for ben-
efits because they are dis-
abled -- workers, adult child-
ren, widows, and widowers
-- can get benefits for up to
12 months before the month
they apply if they are eligible
in all other ways.

People can save time when
they do apply for benefits if
they have the necessary
documents ready, Upp said.
This includes the person’s
Social Security card or record
of the number, birth or
baptismal certificate, W-2
forms or self-employment
tax returns for the past 2
years, and marriage and
death certificates, if appro-.
priate.

More information about
applying for benefits can be
obtained at the San Angelo
Social Security Office located
at 2214 Sherwood Way. The
telephone number is 949-
4608. The people there can
suggest other documents if
those listed are not avail-
able.

Use caution with medicines

Abuse of over-the-counter
drugs can lead to vitamin
deficiencies, psychological
dependence and delay in
treatment of serious physical
illnesses, says a health edu-
cation expert.

‘‘Some people don’t even
think of the laxatives or
cough syrups they buy at the
store as drugs, when they
are,”’ remarks Dr. Mary Ann
Heussner. ‘‘Others look to a
pill or tonic as a magical
cure-all, rather than placing
their confidence in a physi-
cian.”’

‘‘Self-diagnosis and self-
medication with almost any
type of over-the-counter
drug can have possible side
effects,’”’ cautions the Texas
A&M University Agricultu-
ral Extension Service specia-
list.

Aspirin is the most widely

used medicine in the world,
she says. It’s a pain reliever,
but excessive use has been
known to cause kidney dam-
age, ulcers and anemia.
' Laxatives used over a pro-
longed period may be habit
forming. Stimulant laxatives
shouldn’t be used when ab-
dominal pain, nausea or
vomiting are present. Re-
peated use of mineral oil
may affect the absorption of
calcium, phosphates and vit-
amins A and D, explains the
specialist.

Diuretics are used to
purge the body of excess
water, Heussner notes, but
they can produce a wide
range of side effects, includ-
ing rash, headaches, consti-
pation, dizziness, sweating
and tingling feeling in the

arms and legs. Also, diure-
tics can cause the user to
lose too much natural salt
from the body.

The specialist says diet
pills used indiscriminately
can lead to a psychologocial
dependency for the drug.

Caffeine taken in pills to
help you stay awake will
temporarily increase alert-
ness. Large doses can also
cause rapid or irregular
heart action, muscle twitch-
ing, agitation and possibly
even convulsions, she ex-
plains.

Cough medicine typically
contains a mixture of two to
five drugs. A few mixtures
contain as much as 50 per-
cent ethyl alcohol, which is
the equivalent of 100-proof
whiskey.

Sleeping pills usually con-
tain antihistamines to induce
drowsiness and drugs with
other sedative properties.
After prolonged use, sleep-
ing pills disrupt healthy,
normal sleeping habits.
Some of the possible side
effects are blurred vision,
rapid pulse, dizziness and
dryness of the mouth.

““Over-the-counter drugs
are useful for minor ailments
that last a short time,”’
Heussner says. ‘‘But taking
them constantly may be
postponing treatment for a
serious illness.”’

‘‘If symptoms persist,
make an appointment with a
doctor and find out for sure
what is wrong. Then follow
his or her advice for proper
medication,”’ advises the
specialist.

EASTER TALES

Many people. believe that
the tradition of coloring eggs
at Easter time is a Christian
custom. Actually, it predates
Christianity. Read further to
learn about that tradition and
others. :

Then: 5,000 years ago the
Persians celebrated the re-
turn of spring by exchanging
colored eggs as tokens of good-
will. The Pennsylvania Dutch
brought the Easter egg to the
New World in 1728. Their
pride in the colorful Easter
eggs made the Pennsylvania
Dutch start the custom of an
Easter égg tree. They used a
large branch or small tree, re-
moved the leaves and hung the
decorated eggs on branches.

Now: The egg tree is still
one of the most popular cen-
terpieces on the Easter table
in the Pennsylvania Dutch
country.

Easter Egg preparation

It’s Easter Egg time. Dur-
ing the month of April, more
than 190 million eggs will be
sold in the U.S.-- about 20
percent more than at any
other time of year. The
Texas Medical Association

says it is important to know °

the best way to store eggs
before and after they are
cooked, and to know if an
egg is safe to eat.

Here are answers to some
common questions about
eggs:

--How many minutes does
it take to be certain an egg is
hard-cooked? Fifteen min-
utes is the recommended
time to make sure that the
egg is cooked but not over-
cooked.

--Is dyeing Easter eggs a
hazardous tradition? There
is no reason to, worry about
the safety of packaged dyes
used to color eggs.

--How long do eggs re-
main safe to eat after they
have been hard-cooked and
decorated. When you put
eggs in the refrigerator after
hard-cooking, they remain
safe to eat for a week to 10
days. It is important, howev-

er, that the eggs be promptly -

refrigerated. Once an egg is
cooked, its natural defenses
against bacterial contamina-
tion break down. If left at
room temperature, these
bacteria can multiply and
cause food poisoning.

--Are brown eggs more
nutritious than white eggs?
It’s a common belief that
brown-shelled eggs are more
nutritious than white-shell-
ed, but the only difference is
that they are produced by

different breeds of hens.

--How should raw eggs be
store? It is best to store eggs
in the covered containers. in
which they are bought be-
cause they readily lose mois-
ture and absorb odors from
other foods. For best taste
and freshness, they should
be used within five weeks
after you bring them home.

--How many eggs would
you have to eat to reach the
American Heart Associa-
tion’s recommended daily
limit for cholesterol? One
large egg has about 275
milligrams of cholesterol,
which is just 25 milligrams
shy of the 300-milligram
daily limit. All the choleste-
rol is in the yolk, however, so
people watching cholesterol
intake can safely substitute
two egg whites for a whole
egg in casseroles and meat
loaves.

Cottage cheese hints

Store cottage cheese as
you would fresh milk. Keep
refrigerated and covered. It
should be used within a few
days after purchasing.
Creamed style cottage
cheese does not freeze well
and tends to separate upon
defrosting. Uncreamed cot-
tage cheese can be frozen
successfully in wax cartons
or freezer containers. It
should not be kept longer
than a month.

HARD FACTS ABOUT
EASTER EGGS

One of Nature’s most nu-
tritionally dense foods may
be hiding in your Easter
basket, disguised an an egg.

Eggs are a good source of
iron vitamin A, and riboflav-
in which are part of the
Recommended Dietary Al-
lowance.

- Eggs are considered nutri-

tionally dense because of the
large amount of nutrients
they provide per -calorie.
This makes them popular
with weight conscious con-
sumers.

Eggs are also light on the
budget. By government
standards, one dozen large
eggs weigh 24 ounces which
makes it easy to figure out
their cost efficiency. For
example, if one dozen large
eggs cost 90 cents, that
means they are 60 cents a
pound, compared to over
$1.00 a lIb. for meat and
other sources of protein.

Cholesterol levels should
also be considered. Eggs are
high in cholesterol, which
has been linked to heart
disease. If your doctor has
put you on a low cholesterol
diet, just eat the whites as all
the fat and cholesterol are
contained in the yolk:

To hard cook eggs, place
them in a pan and cover
them with an inch of tap
water. Bring them to a boil,
simmer for 20 minutes, then
cool immediately. Make sure
the eggs are hard after
boiling, but that over-boiling
causes the whites to become
rubbery.

Hard cooked Easter eggs
will last, unpeeled in the
refrigerator, up to a week.
Do not keep them in your
basket too long though, they
will only last 2 or 3 days at

_room temperature.

The Texas Veterans Land Program is a self-sustaining program that
doesn’t cost the taxpayers a single penny.

Part of the reason for that is a fiscally conservative approach toward
managing the Texas Veterans programs. One of the consequences of be-
ing cautious with funding the Texas Veterans programs is a tough but
fair policy toward delinquencies. .

Forfeitures are unfortunate. The Texas Veterans Land Board bends
over backwards to avoid forfeiting a tract. But, at the same time, these
defaults can’t be ignored because it would cost another Texas Veteran
an opportunity to participate in this fine program.

It is a credit to all Texas Veterans that so few forfeitures take place.
Since the program began in 1949, more than 94,000 Texas Veterans have
received long-term, low-interest loans through the program. Yet, fewer
than one percent of the loans have become delinquent.

This February a number of forfeited tracts were offered; twenty-four
of those tracts were sold in a sealed bid sale for a total of $467,224.

In most cases, these sales make money for the program. That’s

- because when we sell a forfeited Veterans tract, appreciation on the land

will return to the program more than is invested. For example, most tracts
are 10 or more acres and purchased for a total loan amount of $20,000.
The highest bid received at the February sale was $34,112 for a 17-acre
tract in Grayson County.

This returns to the Veterans Land Program increased value for the
original investment, helping keep costs down for Texas Veterans partic-
pating in the program in the future, and maintaining the cost-effective
nature of this popular program.

The next sale will be June 30 by sealed bid only with minimum bids
set by the Veterans Land Board. Bids can be submitted up until the mor-
ning of the sale, with Veterans Land Board financing of up to 95 percent
available.

Common baseball injuries

It’s that time of the year
again. Trees are budding,
wild flowers are blooming,
and little leaguers are play-
ing baseball. With the call to
‘“PLAY BALL’’, we need to
be especially aware of a
common baseball injury that
may trouble these young
players for the rest of their
lives-- the little league el-
bow.

This particular elbow pro-
blem- is-seen in young pitch-
ers who follow a heavy
pitching schedule. The pro-
fessional pitcher throws
about 120 pitches in nine-

Seventeen percent of their
patients had elbow symp-
toms and 12% had lost full
extension of their elbows.
What makes both of these
studies important is that by
the time the young pitchers
had elbow complaints, irre-
versible damage had occur-
red. Most of these young
men presented to their phy-
sicians when they were 13 or
14 and had graduated from
the Liitle League program.

Without getting into med-
ical specifics, these young
people developed problems
on both sides of the elbow.
