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Earnings up

NEW YORK (AP) — A surge
in overseas oil-producing, refin-
ing and marketing earnings, on
top of a sharp increase in world
prices, helped make Exxon
Corp. the first industrial com-
pany to earn more than $4 billion
a year.

Exxon, the world’s largest oil
company, on Friday reported
fourth-quarter earnings of more
than $1.3 billion, up 60 percent
over last year’s figure, and a net
income for 1979 of more than
$4.2 billion, a 55 percent gain.

Exxon thus became only the
second U.S. company to earn $4
billion in one year and the first
industrial company to do so.
American Telephone & Tele-
graph Co. earned more than $5
billion in 1978.

OCAW to meet

DENVER (AP) — After re-
jecting the latest offer by iwo
industry leaders, the president
of the oil workers’ union on Fri-
day summoned his national bar-
gaining committee to a meeting
to ‘‘evaluate’ the first nation-
wide refinery workers strike in
11 years.

But the meeting was called off
because union president Robert
Goss was unable to return to
Denver when a blizzard whipped
across the eastern plains of Col-
orado and brought traffic to a
near-standstill at Stapleton In-
ternational Airport, said Jerry
Archuleta, spokesman f{.r the
0il, Chemical and Atomic Work-
ers International Union.

Goss was expected to arrive in
Denver on Saturday, Archuleta
said.

Termination ‘legal’

DALLAS (AP) — Iran’s revo-
lutionary government acted
within legal boundaries when it
terminated a $41 million con-
tract to purchase an advanced
data processing system with a
Dallas-based computer, an Ira-
nian attorney testified Friday

Mortezanassiri, a former pro-
fessor of international law at
Tehran University, claimed an
escape clause in the September
1976 agreement with Electronic
Data Systems Inc., allowed a
unilateral termination of the
agreement.

But when asked by EDS attor-
ney David Bryant if ‘‘old laws”
were recognized by the ‘‘new
government,”’ Nassiri replied:

“Based on documents, I could
say the new government actual-
ly is enforcing the old laws, al-
though the civil and criminal
process in Iran is being altered
in accordance with lslamic
law.”

Man convicted

SAN ANGELO, Texas (AP) —
After more than six hours’ delib-
eration, a jury Friday sentenced
a San Angelo man to 75 years in
prison for burglarizing a home.

The trial of Johnny X. Mur-
ray, 24, was marked by the de-
fendant's unruly behavior. On
Wednesday, he kicked a witness
in the groin while leaving the
courtroom for a noon recess.

Murray smiled and shrugged
when the verdict was read.

On Thursday, Murray testi-
fied twice in his own defense,
claiming he knew of a shooting
but that he was innocent.

When Murray refused to an-
swer further questions about the
shot fired at a San Angelo police
officer, State District Judge
Curt F. Steib sentenced him to
60 days in jail for contempt of
court.

Cuban authorities hold
and his family

hijacker

MIAMI (AP) — A man who hi-
jacked a jet with 65 people aboard and
demanded to be taken to Iran was
taken into custody Friday in Cuba
after the passengers snuck off the
plane. None of the passengers or crew
was injured and they returned to the
United States Friday night, federal
officials said.

The man, who was accompanied on
the flight by his wife and two daugh-
ters — 7 months and 2 years old —
surrendered nearly 14 hours after hi-
jacking the Delta Air Lines L-1011
over North Carolina, according to
Federal Aviation Administration
spokesman Fred Farrar in Washing-
ton and Delta spokesman Dick Jones
in Miami

Earlier, the FAA had said that two
men, claiming to be Black Muslims,
had hijacked the plane.

Arthur Nehrbass, special agent in
charge of the FBI office in Miami,
where the plane landed at 6:36 p.m.,
EST, identified the man as Samuel
Alden Ingram Jr., 29, of Atlanta.

Nehrbass said Ingram, his wife and
their children were being held in Cuba
and he didn't know whether Cubans
would return them to the United
States.

“We're still putting the story to-
gether,”’ Nehrbass said. ‘“The crew
tells us the Cuban authorities were
very cooperative. Some of the passen-
gers are exhausted, but otherwise
everyone is alright.”

The plane's passengers and crew
were debriefed by federal authorities
before going through Customs and
continuing on to New York, the

flight's original destination.

The plane left Miami shortly after 9
p.m., EST, and landed at Kennedy
Airport at 11:03 p.m.

In Miami, Capt. Don Vickers made
a brief statement to reporters, but did
not answer questions.

He said the man told him that he
had a weapon and wanted to go to
Havana. Nehrbass said the weapon
was a gun.

After the plane arrived in Havana,

Vickers said, ‘‘the man was met by
Cuban officials. He told them he
wanted to refuel and go to Iran."’ He
said he didn't know why the man
wanted to go to Iran.

The Cubans and the crew, Vickers
said, ‘‘convinced (the hijacker) it
couldn’t be done."

After the passengers sneaked off
the plane, he added, ‘‘we (the crew
and the Cubans) convinced him to
give up and (we) said he wouldn't be
harmed.”

One of the passengers, Lynn Mar-
tin, 19, of Dallas, said in Miami: ‘‘He
(the hijacker) did not threaten the
passengers. The captain told us he
was armed, I don't know with
what.”

She said the hijacker was in the
cockpit while his wife and daughters
were asleep in their seats while the
plane was on the ground in Havana.

Lisa Overton, 21, of Long Island,
said the passengers — women and
children first — sneaked out of the
plane through a hatch in the galley.
From there, she said, there was a
six-foot drop to the ground, and the
passengers huddled under the plane
until a truck rame to take them away.
The evacuation took about 15 mi-
nutes.

“The hijacker did not know the
evacuation was taking place,” she
said.

Many passengers praised Cuban of-
ficials, saying the authorities fed
them and allowed them to buy cigars
and liquor.

Others complained about their
treatment in Maimi.

Bani Sadr leads

as lranians vote
for new president

Torn by internal dissent and
warned against foreign “‘plots,” Ira-
nians voted Friday for a new presi-
dent, one who U.S. officials hope will
change the tone of the U.S.-Iranian
showdown over the embassy hostage
crisis.

Reporters in Tehran for British
newspapers said Finance Minister
Abolhassan Bani Sadr appeared to
have taken a commanding lead
among the eight candidates. Iran’'s
official Pars news agency reported
Bani Sadr had received up to 80 per-
cent of the votes cast in some districts
in Tehran.

Bani Sadr, a member of the ruling
Revolutionary Council, was removed
as foreign minister two months ago
after he took a moderate line favoring
release of the American hostages.

Education Minister Hassan Habibi,
also on the Revolutionary Council,
was picked as a strong contender
when a group of orthodox Islamic
clergy announced support of his can-
didacy over the weekend. Foreign
Minister Sadegh Ghotbzadeh, who
has insisted the hostages won't be
freed until the deposed shah is re-
turned, also is a candidate.

Ailing revolutionary leader Ayatol-
lah Ruhollah Khomeini remained
under treatment for heart trouble at a
Tehran hospital. His office issued a
statement describing the voting as
‘‘enthusiastic’’ across most of the
country, Tehran Radio reported.

But the government broadcasts,
monitored in London, also reported
that balloting did not take place in at
least two cities in Kurdistan, where
anti-Khomeini Kurdish leaders called
for a boycott of Iran’s first-ever presi-
dential election.

Ayatollah Mohammed Kazem
Shariat-Madari, a key Khomeini
rival, apparently also was boycotting
the balloting. The official Iranian
news agency said he had not voted by
midday.

In another development, it was re-
ported that a firing squad executed
two alleged members of a radical
Islamic group convicted in the assas-
sination of two close Khomeini associ-
ates.

Some 20 million Iranians were ellfl-
ble to vote. Definitive election results
are not expected before Monday.

Carter administration officials say
they hope whoever emerges as presi-
dent will be a ‘‘better negotiating
partner’ than Iranian officials have

been so far in international efforts to
win the release of the a ately
50 American hostages by Moslem
militants at the U.S. Embassy. Fri-
day was the hostages’ 83rd day in
captivity.

Diplomatic ~ontacts to end the cri-
sis are centered at the United Na-
tions, where Security Council mem-
bers were to resume private consulta-
tions on the situation later ’

U.N. Secretary-General Kurt Wald-
heim is trying to work out a “p‘chg
deal’’ whereby the hostages would
released in exchange for a U.N. in-
vestigation of the alleged crimes of
ousted Shah Mohammad Reza Pahla-
vi. The embassy militants continue to
insist, however, that they will not free
their captives until the ex-shah, now
living in Panama, is returned to
Iran.

Khomeini, who was admitted to the
intensive-care unit of a Tehran -
tal early Thursday with an
closed heart ailment, cast his ballot at
the hospital, Tehran Radio said.

The 79-year-old Moslem clergyman
and his doctors have t to reas-
sure the public that his iliness is not
serious. Khomeini's office issued a
statement Friday afternoon congra-
tulating the electorate on its “‘revolu-
tionary enthusiasm'’ and urging even
greater numbers to go to the polls,
Tehran Radio said.

But it also quoted an Interior Min-
istry official as saying that “things
were not as they should be” in Kur-
distan. It said supervisory election
councils were not formed in the cities
of Baneh and Dastgerd, indicating
boycotts were under way there.

The Kurds are one of several ethnic
minorities seeking greater autonomy
from Khomeini's central govern-
ment.

The apparent boycott by Shariat-
Madari, who like Khomeini resides in
the holy city of Qom, 100 miles south
of Tehran, may be equally impor-
tant.

Shariat-Madari has become figure-
head leader of the dissident move-
ment in northwest Iran's Azerbaljan
region, and his individual boycott of
the December referendum that ap-
proved Iran’s Islamic constitution led
to weeks of bloody figh between
Khomeini proponents and Azerbai-
Janis,

meini and denies minority groups au-
tonomous rights they deserve.

South African police storm bank, kill gunmen, hostage

SILVERTON, South Africa (AP) —
Police acting under a ‘‘no mercy"”
policy stormed a suburban bank Fri-
day and killed three black gunmen
who had seized 25 hostages in a bold
attempt to gain freedom for political
prisoners.

A 19-year-old woman hostage was
killed and 17 hostages and four police-
men were wounded in the gun battle
and by the explosion of a grenade
thrown by one of the black militants,
hospital officials said. South Africa
Broadcasting Corp. initially said two
women hostages were killed, but hos-
pital officials confirmed the death of
only one.

It was the first time in this white-
ruled country that black nationalists
have seized hostages in an attempt to
free jailed black leaders.

Police Minister ‘Louls Le Grange

\

said heavily armed police charged
into the the bank on the ground floor
of a three-story building after the
gunmen began shooting the hostages
at the bloody end of a seven-hour
siege. But one of the hostages, P.S.J.
Bierman, said it seemed as if the
blacks and police began shooting at
the same time.

Le Grange did not elaborate on his
claim that the blacks had started
shooting their captives, and doctors

. said the slain hostage, Cindy Nander-

son, suffered both shrapnel and bullet
wounds. They said an autopsy would
be required to determine the cause of
death and ballistic tests presumably
would reveal if the bullets that struck
her were fired by the bank raiders or

police.
They said most of the other victims

¢ suffered shnpnﬂ wounds from the

grenade.

Le Grange stated the ‘‘no mercy”
policy, telling reporters after the
shootout:

“Let this action of the police be a
warning and an example to all terror-
ists who have thoughts of aggression
against innocent people and the state.
We will take harsh action and no
mercy will be shown to them.”

He said senior police officials had
negotiated with the gunmen during
the siege, but the blacks’ de-
mands‘‘were never even consid-
ered.”

Photogaphers were allowed into the
smoke-filled branch office of the
Volkskas Banking Corp. to film the
bodies of the gunmen and one said,
“They looked like mincemeat.”

Le Grange said when there were
reports Runmep were shooting the

hostages, ‘‘there was no stopping the
police, who stormed in and shot and
killed the terrorists.”

The gun battle lasted about two
minutes, punctuated by the grenade
explosion that rocked the building. A
policeman ran out of the bank with
blood on his hands screaming, “My
wife has been shot.”

Police sources said the black na-
tionalists were members of the
banned African National Congress
and among the prisoners they wanted
freed was Nelson Mandela, a 61-year-
old lawyer considered by many to be
the founder of South Africa’s black
nationalist movement.

The gunmen reportedly were de-
manding that Mandela and some
other prisoners be freed and transpor-

tation be for themselves and
mpmﬂum.

Tower against
registration
of women

-WASHINGTON: (AP) — Sen. John
Tower, saying he could be called “‘an
old stick-in-the-mud,” opposed Fri-
day the concept of registering women
for the draft.

“In my view, they should not be. To
begin with, our pressing need is for
people who can fit inte a combat
situation,” the Texas Republican said
at a news conference. ‘*You can call
me an old stick-in-the-mud or whatey-
er.”

Tower had backed President
Carter's proposal in a State of the
Union message to reinstate draft reg-
istration as one response to the Soviet
Union’s intervention in Afghanistan.

Carter has not taken a stand yet on
whether women should be drafted,
but the change from previous regis-
trations would require congressional
action.

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen also has said he
supported Carter's proposal to rein-
state registration, but the Texas
Democrat added he had not made up
his mind about registering women.

“We're talking about a fundamen-
tal change to military conscription,
one that requires careful considera-
tion," Bensten said in a statement.

Tower said he thought placing
women in combat roles would distract
men from their top priorities.

““You cannot change the male men-
tality as far as women are con-
cerned,” the Navy veteran said.

Tower added that he did not think
there was enough support in Congress
for registration of women to pass.

““There is fairly substantial opposi-
tion to the draft as it is,” he said.

The senator said he would encour-
age women to enlist in the military
and had tried unsuccessfully to per-
suade his oldest daughter to join the
Navy.

On a related issue, Tower said he
had not been contacted by any Texas
high-technology industries asking for
his help in receiving exemptions from
Carter’s partial embargo on trade
with the Soviet Union.

“‘We should impose a general indus-
trial embargo on the Soviets. That's
what would hurt them the most,” he
said.

Israel surrenders more territory
in latest withdrawal from Sinai

By LARRY THORSON

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — Israel
gave up nearly a quarter of the Sinai
peninsula Friday, turning the strate-
gic central area over to Egypt in the
latest of its phased withdrawals from
territory it won in the 1967 Arab-Is-
raeli war.

In official ceremonies, the Israeli
flag was lowered for the last time
over important high ground in central
Sinai and Egyptian rule moveduptoa
line that will hold for two years and
three months.

Keeping precisely to the schedule
setin the Israeli-Egyptian peace trea-
ty, generals from the two countries
officiated at the change-of-command
in a sector of 5,800 square miles of the
desert peninsula. It was the last of
five withdrawal phases over nine
months, opening the way for normal-
ization of relations between the two
former enemies beginning Saturday.

Egyptian President Anwar Sadat,
Israel Radio said, telephoned Prime
Minister Menachem Begin and said
Egypt will carry out all its agree-
ments with Israel as set out in the
treaty.

The radio said Egypt's Defense
Minister, Gen. Kamal Hassan Aly,
arrived with his commanding gener-.
als at the Bir Gafgafa base shortly
after the ceremony, to conduct Fri-
day prayers. Israel withdrew its
forces from the base on Wednesday.

The land border is to open to civil-
ians, although little traffic is expected
in the beginning. Mail and telephone
connections will open, and next Mon-
day an Israeli Embassy will be set up
in temporary quarters in Cairo. An
Egyptian team is due in Israel next
week to look for an embassy site, and
resident ambassadors will be ex-
changed in February.

Aly cautioned that normalization
did not automatically mean coopera-
tion between the two countries in
various fields.

“‘Any form of cooperation between .

the two countries depends on the re-
solving the Palestinian problem
through the establishment of full au-
tonomy,"” Aly was quoted by the
Egyptian Middle East news agency
as saying.

Although Israelis hail the normal-
ization as the first fruit of the peace
treaty, strikes have been called for
Saturday in Arab countries that re-
ject the pact as a separate peace and
condemn Egypt for failing to solve the
Palestinian question.

Meanwhile, he stressed that *‘com-
plete understanding” between Egyp-
tian and Israeli milptary establish-
ments had led to the smooth imple-
mentation of the Israeli troop
withdrawals from Sihai and that this
is “proof”” that the remaining mili-
tary aspects of the treaty can be
carried out in good spirit.

Israel continues to hold a 50-mile
wide portion of the eastern Sinai until
March 1982. Troops of both countries
will be separated by a six-mile-wide
buffer zone, 200 miles long, from EI
Arish on the Mediterranean to Ras
Muhammad on the Red Sea. Egypt
and Israel agreed to a system of joint

Senior citizen protects his

SAN ANTONIO, Texas
(AP) — Fred Green may
be gatting on in years,
but h\tlll has to protect
his property. So when he
caught a young burglar
in the act, Green per
suaded him — with a
warning shot through the
man’s trousers — to sur
render to police

Fred Green is 89 years
old.

“I don’t want to hurt
anybody; I'm a Christian
man' Green said Fri
day. “But I have to pro
tect my property.”’

““‘I wasn't scared of
him.” Green added. *I]
had the difference there
in my hand. I would have
had to kill him if he'd
tried to wrestle that pis
tol away from me. I told
him that.”

Green, who said he
owns several rent prop
erties in his East San An-
tonio neighborhood, told
police he saw a man
leaving one of his vacant
houses Thursday morn
ing.

“I store things in that
house. There was a lot of
silverware in there. I
just know he was in there
looking for any that was
silver plated,’’ said
Green.

Green told police he
returned to his own home
nearby and got his 75-

yvear-old, .38-caliber pis
tol. After finding several
items out of place in the
vacant house, Green
went back outside and
saw the young man
standing nearby

“Halt. T want you to
come back to the house
and talk to a few police
men,’’ Green said he told
the man

“I pointed the pistol at
him and said, ‘I'm not
going to hurt you, but
you go on over to my
house and wait for the
police,” ' Green re
called

‘‘He started coming at
me. He wanted to take
that pistol from me. 1
backed off, but he kept
coming at me. I told him
I wasn't going to kill him,

but I was going to shoot
his legs

“He kept coming, so I
fired at his legs. 1 didn’t
hit him. The bullet went
through his right pants
leg,"” added Green

Thus persuaded, the
burglary suspect was

after 10 days in jail

TOKYO (AP) — Ex-
Beatle Paul McCartney
headed for home Friday,
apparently none the
worse for his 10 days in a
Japanese jail cell for a
marijuana investigation.

The 37-year-old rock
and roll superstar board-
ed a jetliner after Japa-
nese prosecutors decided
to deport him instead of
charging him with mari
juana possession — a
charge that could have
led to a seven-year pris-
on sentence.

McCartney spoke
briefly to a swarm of
fans, reporters and pho-
tographers who saw him
off on a Paris-bound
Japan Air Lines plane
that was to take him as
far as Amsterdam.

“I'm okay,” he shout-
ed into the pandemoni-
um. “‘Japanese rock fans
are great!’' Japanese re-
ports quoted the British
pop star as saying ‘“life
in jail wasn't too bad”
and ‘‘if possible I'd like
to return.’” As a two-time
violator of Japan's drug

laws, it was unlikely he
would be able to come
back.

Kyodo news service
said he sang a song as he
boarded plane, but no
one was able to identify
it.

The plane made a stop
in Anchorage, Alaska.
McCartney left the plane
but would not talk to re-
porters. He asked an air-
port agent to relay his
regrets to his fans there.
The agent, Joyce Horne,
said McCartney also
asked about marijuana
laws in Alaska, where
possession of a small
amount for personal use
in one's own home is

legal.
McCartney had been
questioned repeatedly

about the 7.7 ounces of
marijuana customs offi-
cials said they found in
his luggage when he ar-
rived at Narita airport
Jan. 16 to begin a concert
tour with his group
Wings.

Although Grace Lutheran Church was formally organized on Jan. 30,
1930, the history of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod in West Texas
goes back to 1899 when the Rev. C.D. Hoeh arrived in Cisco as a missionary
minister,

It was the Rev. E.A. Heckmann of Abilene who held first LCMS services
in Midland in 1922 in the home of Mrs. A.C. Straub Later, the Rev. J.F
Meier of Sparenburg held home services about every six weeks, and then
the Rev. A.A. Ruff of Loraine served as supply pastor in Midland. He 'was
followed by the Rev. C.F. Juergenson.

In 1928, the Rev. W.G. Buchschacher accepted a call to the pastor-
ate at Big Spring, and he began to serve Midland twice a month. Ser-
vices were first held in the old Presbyterian church on West Wall avenue,
and later in the Episcopal church near the courthouse

Under Buchschacher’s leadership, Grace Church came into being in
January, 1930 with five voting and 15 communicant members. Charter
members include Gus Meissner, congregational president; Gerhardt Syn-
atschk, elder; J.S. Schow, elder and secretary; John Riethmayer. elder;
and Charles Lowke, treasurer,

In 1935, the Rev. T.H. Graalmann was called to Big Spring to take
charge of the field, which included regular services at Loraine, Big
Spring, Midland and Wink. In 1941, the Rev. R.L. Casper became supply
pastor from Big Spring, and in 1943 the Rev. 0.H. Horn took charge of the
scattered parish.

In 1944, the Grace congregation purchased property at the corner of
West Wall and J streets and’construction of the parish’s first permanent
home began in August, 1946. The Grace Lutheran edifice was dedicat-
ed in May, 1947,

Meanwhile, the Rev. Gilbert Becker was ordained and installecl as first
resident pastor of Grace Church in February, 1945. He remained as pas-
tor until September, 1953. In early 1954, the Rev. Richard Dacrber was
named pastor, and he remained so for the next seven years. In early 1962,
the Rev. Allen Brutlag was installed as pastor and served the congregation
for the next several years.

The Rev. Donald V. Hafemann was installed in April, 1966, and still is
serving as pastor of the congregation. The Rev. Mark A. Mueller was in-
stalled as associate pastor of Grace Church on Dec. 2, 1979.

In May, 1966, the congregation chose an expansion committee and
hired architects to begin planwing a new church home. Finally, on June 30,
1968, a ground-breaking ceremony took place at 3000 W. Golf Course
Road and construction began on the new Grace Church building. A cor-
nerstone ceremony was held in November, 1968.

The new church home was completed in April, 1969, at a cust of approxi-
mately $275,000. Dedication services were held on April 13, 1969.

Hitzges said that in February, after
two scheduled fights, "‘Jones feels he
will have fulfilled his financial obliga
tion to his adviser. They will have
made money for what they have un
dertaken.”’

He said his source told him the
turning point in Jones' decision to
return to the Cowboys was when
Jones stayed over in Dallas after
fighting in the city and watched the
Cowboys beat the Washington Red
skins

NEW YORK (AP) — Terry O'Reilly
of the Boston Bruins was slapped with
an eight-game suspension and team
mates Peter McNab and Mike Mil
bury were suspended for six games
by the National Hockey League Fri
day night for brawling with specta
tors at New York's Madison Square
Garden last month

The NHL said the suspensions
would begin with the Bruins' game in
Pittsburgh Saturday night

The penalties were handed out by
NHL President John A. Ziegler Jr
Friday night after meeting with the
Bruins players in Boston earlier in the
day

The action came three days after
four fans who attended the game filed
a $7 million damage suit against nine
Bruins players, the Boston club, the
New York Rangers, Madison Square
Garden, the NHL and the City of New
York

In addition to suspending O'Reilly,
McNab and Milbury without pay and
fining them $500 apiece the maxi
mum permitted under NHL bylaws
Ziegler warned the rest of the league
that a repeat of any such action could
result in a lifetime suspension

“He sald when (John) Riggins ran
66 yards over right end on a play that
seemingly won the game for Washing
ton, Jones couldn’t take it any more
That was his end they ran around,’
Hitzges said

Jones, who left the National Foot
ball League to become a professional
boxer, also told WJDX radio in Jack
son, Miss., that all he has on his mind
is tonight's fight there with Rocky
Gonzalez of San Antonio

“I'm sure all 20 teams would like to
see me back in uniform. I'm only
concentrating on one thing right now
That's boxing and I'm enjoying it,”" he
told the station

And David Wolfe, Jones' manager
told KRLD radio that if Jones “‘were
planning to play pro football, we
wouldn't be engaging in any fights
now."

Wolfe said Jones will go to Califor
nia after the Gonzalez fight and one in
Atlantic City, N.J. He said Jones is
planning for a nationally televised
bout next spring

A spokesman for the Dallas Cow
boys said Jones has not been in con
tact with the organization, “‘as far as
we know of.”’

Bulldogs overcome Rebels
Victory gives Midland High share of first half title

Midland started slowly, but finished
with a flourish Friday nig'ht.

Coach Jack Stephenson's Bulldogs
fell behind 18-8 at the end of the first
period, but stormed back ito down the
Midland Lee Rebels, 66-51, before
more than 3,000 basketball fans in the
Chaparral Center.

The victory for Midland gives them
a share of the first half cham pionship
with a 6-1 reading, the same as Odes-
sa Permian which downed Odessa
High, 72-57, Friday.

Coach Paul Stueckler’s Rel)s came
out running and took advantage of the
cold-shooting Pack to gain an 188
lead in the first period, mainly on the
shooting of Tim Fisher, who had eight
points. The 6-foot-1 senior was shut
down the rest of the game and failed
to score another point in the final
three periods.

While it must have been frustra ting
for Fisher, Midland’s talented junior
center Herbert Johnson was hav-
ing a tough time scoring in the first
half as the 6-9 postman only connect-
ed on three of 14 shots, but he finally
wound up with 15 points to share
high-scoring honors with teammate
Perry Bolger.

BALANCE WAS again the key for
Stephenson’s outfit with four players
in the double figures. Besides Johnson
and Bolger scoring 15 each, Aathony
Carroll and Darrin Matlock were also
scoring well with 10 and 12 points,
respectively.

David Keys came off the bench to
pour in 14 points for the Rebels while
teammates Norris Lane and Tim
Walker chipped in with 10 each.

The victory for Midland gives the
Purple Pack a season reading of 24-5
going into the second half of the race
which opens in Odessa Tuesday when
they face the Panthers. Midland beat
Mojo, 78-70, in the first half of the
race.

After falling behind by 10 points
after one period, the Pack began hit-
ting and outscored Lee, 25-10, in the
second period to take a 33-28 lead to
the dressing room at intermission.

He Is carrying a glass of red juice in one hand and a glass of amber fluid in
the other. Ginger ale. It's sovereign for the “tough of the flu" he is
feeling this morning. The kind you get sitting too close to a bar rag.

He Is wearing a hat emblemmed ‘‘Pittsburgh Police.” *“Did you get
that before or after you were booked?’’ someone wants to know. Lambert
doesn’t even smile. *'I do a lot of pistol shooting down at the police station and I
have some very good friends on the force,” he explains evenly

LAMBERT IS the NFL's resident Jack the Ripper. A girl in a London
fog had a better chance with the original than a guy carrying a football
has with the Pittsburgh counterpart in the neutral zone.

That's one way you know Lambert didn’t really
mean |t

Jack Lambert plays football the way Attila the Hun sacked villages
When he’s in there, the middle of the line looks like a shark frenzy. A man
with a football drives him into the kind of towering rage most people
reserve for wife stealers or kidnapers. The resultant reaction looks like
a reformer busting up a saloon, or a cop jumping through a skylight into a
crap game

Jack Lambert is a man with a deep sense of what is right — and a 15-yard
gain isn’t. He's outraged when anyone trespasses on his property, whether
it's a bar stool or the 50-yard line. He should wear ‘‘Violators will be Prose
cuted” instead of No. 58 on his Pittsburgh Steelers uniform. And teams
would do well to hang a “Do Not Disturb” sign on Lambert’s sphere
Even If it's a bar stool, except that the last time Lambert attempted a zone
defense there, he wound up with four stitches. Some NFL teams have been
attempting to find the perpetrator ever since. Not to punish him, to sign
him

““Middle linebackers,” the late Curly Lambeau used to say, “‘are people who
start out in life tying tin cans to dogs’ tails. They develop a fondness for train
wrecks, and they can be spotted in the crowd because they're the ones smiling
when everyone else Is crying. Their idea of a good time is a mass funeral.”
Other coaches think you can detect a middle linebacker at birth. Other bables
put bowls of porrige on their own heads. A middle linebacker puts it on
yours

MIDDLE linebackers have to have very bad tempers. They have to be
easily offended and have little patience with intruders They play the
game In a cold rage. Their area of influence is not as clearly defined as
other players, and they regard a successful enemy play anywhere on the
field as a personal affront. Lambert flung Harris to the ground simply
because his own placekicker had missed a field goal, and somebody
had to be punished. They are football's avengers. Dick Butkus was a
middle linebacker, for instance. So was Ray Nitschke. So, no doubt. was
Genghis Khan. To play the position you have to have all the compassion
of a Chinese war lord of a Mafia hit man. You play the game at a low
smoulder. You scowl a lot, and growl even more. It's suicidal Other guys
have “‘assignments.” Your assignment is the ball. A middle linebacker
swoops like a hawk over a chicken. And he takes no prisoners

Which is why you're surprised when you meet Jack Lambert. In thongs
and jeans, he looks rather like that disc jockey on TV's “Station WKRP "
Harmless. Dissolute, even. He's tall (6-4) but not big (212). He has long
blond locks, talks in a soft baritone whisper. (He leads the Sugar Bowl
interviews in “Whadeesays?') That stuff in the glass is indeed tomato
juice, not somebody's Type O. He looks for all the world like an under
graduate at Kent State (which he was) and not the center of a defense
so formidable that running on it is considered in the NFL as hazardous
as swimming a piranha river in South America

IT'S NO accident Pittsburgh started winning its Super Bowls when Jack
Lambert joined this defense as a rookie in 1974. “Before him. the Pitts
burgh line was tough. With him, it also became crazy,” arival coach ex
plains. “The junkyard dog began to froth at the mouth, too."

At game time, Jack Lambert is like Lon Chaney when the moon comes
out. It's as if the nice man next door, who always comes home with the
briefcase and a lollipop, suddenly began getting down on all fours and
barking — and his teeth grew

Jack Lambert accepts the image. If it makes a running back get up on his
tippy toes when he crosses Jack's no man's land. this Ripper approves
And he admits it takes him hours after a game before he can come
down and trust himself in polite company where you can get 1 to 10 for
doing what he does to Roger Staubach or Golden Richards. Besides. he is
emotionally spent. “It takes me an hour just to get my shoes off."”

JACK LAMBERT made 116 tough tackles this year. And resented every
one he didn't make. He was in on 46 others. His fingerprints were on the
necks of hundreds of other ballcarriers. He intercepted six passes, giv
ing him half as many receptions as his tight end

HONOLULU (AP) — They reached
the top of the mountain, conquered all
there was to conquer.

“It’s tough, trying to get up for a
game like this after a game like that.

Steelers’ running back Franco Harris
said Friday, looking ahead to Sun-
day’s Pro Bowl all-star game and
reflecting back on last Sunday’s
Super Bowl. “‘But once you get around
the guys again, get into the football
environment, it gives you a lift.

Cleanup begins at Livermore lab

Earthquake felt from Monterey to Reno

By FRANCES D’EMILIO

LIVERMORE, Calif. (AP) — Amid
shattered windows, upended furni-
ture and broken chemical bottles,
workers returned to the Lawrence
Livermore Laboratory on Friday to
try to stanch radioactive water seep-
ing from a tank cracked by a powerful
earthquake

Thousands of workers reported to
the 640-acre nuclear weapons labora-
tory complex to begin the cleanup
after Thursday morning's quake,
which registered 5.5 on the Richter
scale,

An estimated 50 gallons of water
contaminated with radioactive tri
tium had leaked from the 30,000-gal-
lon storage tank onto a concrete floor
by late Friday morning, said Mike
Ross, a lab spokesman

He said the rate of spillage had

slowed considerably from the quart.
per-minute rate immediately after
the quake

The amount of tritium — an isotope
of hydrogen — in the water was equiv-
alent to about half the concentration
permitted to be discharged into public
sewers under federal regulations,
Ross said, stressing the leak posed no
health hazard

He said damage at the laboratory
included 29 trailer-offices which were
knocked off their jacks; possible
structural damage to a four-story of
fice building; and extensive debris
from falling light fixtures and tiles

About 28 people were treated at the
laboratory for cuts and bruises after
the quake, Ross said, and one man
suffered a heart attack later in the
day. Most of the 7,200 workers were
evacuated briefly Thursday. Most re
turned to work Friday

The temblor unleashed most of its
force on the Livermore area, about 35
miles east of San Francisco. It was
felt from Monterey, about 150 miles
south of San Francisco, to Santa
Rosa, 50 miles north, and up to 260
miles to the east in Reno, Nev.

Six aftershocks of between 5.2 and
3.6 on the Richter scale shook the area
Thursday and Friday, but did no dam
age, officials said

At least two dozen people were hos-
pitalized in Livermore after the main
quake, which crippled electric and
telephone service and caused major
damage, cracking roads and build-
ings throughout the city. Eighty-two
people spent the night on cots fur
nished by the Red Cross after their
homes were damaged

The earthquake might have been
considerably worse had it occurred
along one of the state's major fault

lines, said Will Perry, director of
Emergency Services in Contra Costa
County

‘“The longer the fault, the higher the
energy release when it slips,”” said
Perry, a member of the state Seismic
Safety Commission

Perry said the faults in the area
around the quake's epicenter just
north of Livemore are short, unlike
the San Andreas fault, which runs
virtually the length of the state

Officials said the quake occurred on
the Antioch Fault, a relatively short
fault which is not linked to major
faults in the area

The Richter scale is a measure of
ground motion as recorded on seis
mographs, with each increase of one
number indicating a ten-fold increase
in magnitude. A quake of 6 can cause
severe damage

Tass reports Sakharov’s resettlement

MOSCOW (AP) The Soviets said
Friday that dissident leader Andrei
Sakharov would not be prosecuted
and scoffed at the White House for
its “bombastic and highflown" ex
pressions of support for him

In a commentary, the Soviet news
agency Tass called Sakharov a “‘slan
derer and renegade’’ and portrayed
the measures taken against him as
humane and fair. “Sakharov was not
exiled,” Tass said, “"he was moved
outside the city limits of Moscow"
and “resettled” in Gorky, 250 miles
east of the capital

Tass said Sakharov's Western
“wellwishers” were not moved by
sympathy for him, “‘but were in
furiated that they can no longer count
on him as a source of slanderous
information on the Soviet Union and
is [)Ullt'll-\ -

Tass confirmed a statement made
earlier in the day by a high Soviet
official, Vitaly Kobysh, that Sakharov
would not be criminally charged, and
that he would be allowed to continue
his work

Kobysh, chief of the United States
section al the international depart
ment of the Communist Party Central
Committee, said: “Proceeding from
humane notions and taking into ac
count his previous merits, he (Sak
harov) will not be charged.’

Kobysh also said that Sakharov. a
brilliant nuclear physicist who played
a major role in the development of the
hydrogen bomb in the Soviet Union

before he turned to dissident activity,
would be free to continue his scientific
work

Two expatriate Russians now living
in the Netherlands, Dr. Mikhail
Shtern and his son Victor, announced
plans for an international tribunal to
focus world attention on the banish
ment of Sakharov, a Nobel Peace
Prize winner

The elder Shtern told a news confer
ence in The Hague, ‘‘Sakharov’'s
name stands not only for the fight for
human rights in the Soviet Union, but
he is also the personification of the
Russian conscience. We want to help
him to continue his activities and we
want to tell the Soviets to leave him
alone.”

The two Shterns said the interna
tional tribunal will open its sessions in
the next few weeks probably in Am
sterdam. About 100 invitations have
been sent to pubiic figures, including
exiled Soviet author Alexander Solz
henitzyn, former U.S. Secretary of
State Henry Kissinger, French exis
tentialist writer Jean-Paul Sartre and
American writer Saul Bellow, all
Nobel prize winners

The Shterns said the tribunal would
not have a judicial character but
would be run on conference lines with
public sessions. It is to be known as
‘The Sakharov Tribunal of Con
science.”’

There had been speculation Sak
harov might face criminal charges,
possibly for treason, after the govern

ment newspaper Izvestia published a
strong denunciation of his activities
Wednesday

Among other things, the paper said
that Sakharov-was *‘used as a channel
for intelligence services of imperialist
powers to worm out important state
secrets of the Soviet Union.”

But apparently the authorities de
cided not to act beyond stripping Sak
harov of his many state honors and
sending him to Gorky. Sakharov re
mains a full member of the presti
gious Academy of Sciences. A secret
ballot of the academicians is required
to expel a member

WASHINGTON (AP) A promi
nent Soviet defector said Friday that
Russian leaders could steer their
cruel and dangerous society’ to
world domination unless forcefully
punished for throwing military might
into Afghanistan

Arkady Shevchenko, a United Na
tions undersecretary general when he
defected in 1978, made a rare public
appearance to give a House Intelli
gence subcommittee a chilling ac
count of life in his homeland and to
comment on recent Soviet actions

Unless the Soviets are punished “‘in
specific, concrete and forceful ways
for their aggression in Afghanistan,
the world will find itself in the not
far-distant future under the domi
nance of Moscow,"" he said

Boycotting the Olympic Games
would be a ‘‘serious blow to the
Kremlin," he said, since Soviet lead

ers hold “‘a long-cherished objective
to have such a huge, political show in
Moscow

He elaborated on the Soviet-Afgh
anistan situation and on possible U.S
steps in a later secret hearing

But he gave his first personal expla
nation of his defection in a hearing
room crowded with reporters and on
lookers, including one from the Soviet
news agency Tass

As Shevchenko rose in the Soviet
diplomatic ranks, he said, he decided
his nation’s foreign policy “‘was not a
policy of peace but a policy of aggres
sion, expansion and enslavement of
other people.”

Back at home, he said, “tragically
for the Soviet people, there are clear
and unmistakable signs that Stalinist
measures are beginning to revive in
order to curtail the growing discon
tent of the people

Teen-age girl, brother say
Bundy ‘resembles’ suspect

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP)

A teen-age girl and her

older brother testified
Friday that Theodore
Bundy ‘“‘closely resem
bles'" a man who ap
proached her in Jackson
ville the day before mur
der victim Kimberly
LLeach disappeared in
nearby Lake City

And a Jacksonville
sporting goods store
owner told a circult court
jury that the convicted
killer had purchased a
large hunting knife at his
store in early February
1978

Prosecutors contend
that Bundy stole a white
van In Tallahassee, ap
proached the Jackson
ville girl on Feb. 8, 1978,
and kidnapped and killed
the 12-year-old Leach
girl the following day

Leslie Ann Parmenter
14 at that time, said a
man driving a whitesan
approached her in a
parking lot near her ju
nior high school. She said
he wore a blue coat with
a plastic badge that
read: ""Fire Depart
ment'and bore the name

Richard Burton'’'

He said somebody
had pointed me out to
him It was like he was
unsure of himself,”" Miss
Parmenter told the jury

The man sped away in
his van after her brother
arrived to pick her up
the blond teen-ager said

She said she couldn't
positively identify the
man as the defendant
But when asked if she
saw anyone who “closely
resembles’’ him, she

pointed to the gray-suit
ed Bundy

Her 22-vear-old broth
er, Danny Parmenter,
told the jury that after he
drove up in his pickup, 1
stuck my
window and asked him
what he wanted

Testimony centers on shotgun

PLAINVIEW, Texas (AP) — The man who exa-
mined a shotgun and shells confiscated after 15
year-old Roxanne Casas was slain testified Friday
“it is my opinion that the five fired shotgun shells
were fired from the shotgun.”

Glen Johnson of the Texas Rangers also said he
found that 35 pellets from Miss Casas’ head were the
same No. 6 pellets that were in the shotgun

He added the shotgun ejected eight feet to the right
and two feet ahead of the person firing the gun

Johnson also said he found more glass fragments
in Stone’s driveway when he went to the house Nov. 2
to make some measurements. The glass was similar
to that in the truck’s shattered windows, he said, but
he could not make a positive identification.

Johnson testified in the trial of self-professed witch
Loy Dean Stone, who is accused of the Halloween
1977 shotgun slaying of Miss Casas as she sat
in a pickup in his driveway. Stone, 50, and his wife
Louise have pleaded innocent to the charge. Mrs
Stone, 49, was granted a separate trial

The Stones both are members of the Church of
Wicca, a witches' group that believes in reincarna
tion and psychic powers. They do not believe
in Satan.

Dr. Bill D. Murphy, the physician who examined
Miss Casas, said she had no pulse, blood pressure or
heartbeat, and that her eyes were dilated

Murphy, who also examined two other teen-agers
injured in the shooting, said he believed both Miss

Casas and Maria Trevino were shot from fewer than |

10 feet because of powder burns in their wounds

Under cross-examination, Murphy said he arrived
at the hospital at 9:15 p.m., half an hour after the
pickup carrying the teen-agers arrived.

Castro County Sheriff Granville Martin testified
earlier Friday he did not tag the shotgun he took
from Stone, but that he could identify it, despite the
fact it is similar to hundreds of shotguns.

Attorney Travis Shelton, who is defending Stone,
questioned Martin in a skeptical tone about the
sheriff’s ability to identify the gun without a tag.

“You're guessing that that's the gun, aren’'t you
sheriff?’’ Shelton asked.

““No, I am not guessing,”” Martin replied. ‘I know
the gun, sir. I'd taken it from Mr. Stone.”

Martin said he took the shotgun from Stone the
night of the slaying

“In the county, there could be 100 or maybe 500
shotguns'’ similar to the one taken from Stone,
Shelton ventured.

Martin agreed

Shelton then took the sheriff to task for not exa
mining the pickup truck for evidence. Martin said he
turned some shotgun pellets over to the Depart-
ment of Publice Safety for examination, but testified
he could not remember where he found the pellets

“You remember this gun awfully well, sheriff, but
you don't remember turning over some pellets,”
Shelton said
